LONDON, June 86.—(Bulletin).—
German troops last night, aftera
strong bombardment, attacked to the
northwest of Albert, north of the
Somme, in an attempt to regain the
positions lost to the British on Sun-
day night. The enemy succeeded in
gaining a footing in one of the Brit-
ish trenches, the war office announ-
ces, but elsewhere were repulsed with
loss.

MORE.RAIDS FAIL

LONDON, July 2.—(Bulletin).—
German troops last night attempted
to raid the British lines at points
north of the Somme, near Lens, and
on the Flanders front, but were re-
pulsed, the war office ‘announced to-
day. British troops took prisoners in
patrol encounters. 3

“An attack earried out-by the en-
emy last night under a heavy bom-

bardment, northwest of Albert, to re-
‘capture: the ground taken by us on
Sunday night, was repulsed with loss
except af. one point where the enemy
succeeded in gaining a footing in one
of our trenches.

“The enemy attempted raids in the
neighborhood of Aveluy Wood, Avion
and Hinges. The attempts were re-
pulsed.

“A few prisoners were captured in
