figure that they momentarily expect-
ed would appear to relieve them of
their trouble.

All morning long .they patiently
watched, occasionally starting ex-
citedly at what appeared to be the
person for whom they were |in search
but.at-noon they were still  waiting |
and watching for the friend that nev=
er came.

The sight was a pathetic one in it-
self, but the added story of .a moth.
er’s shame and unfaithfulness and
the knowledge that the children were
alone and practically  unprotected in
a strange land and among strangers
was emongh to _make the hardest
heart beat in human sympathy with
the young immigrants in their dis-
tress.

The
elevator interests predominate in the
exchange and these interests are
gradually getting control of the ter-
minal elevators. :The Standard Oil
trust,;of the United States began by
a collusion between the oil interests
and  the transportation companies
and it is signififent that a member
of the C.P.R, tr ight department- is
also a member of the grainiexchange.
‘He couldinot pzoVe collusion between
the railway company and the eleva-
tor interests but he can prove ithat
there aré many cars sidetracked
when wanted by the farmers of the
counfry. The grain Growers Grain
Co. is logically the medium through
which ;the farmers must ship their
product if they wish - to avoid the
evils of the grain trade. Unless the
farmers support this movement they
cannot expect to accomplish its pur-
pose. This company was only start-
ed last September but they had han-
dled over 2.000,000 bushels of grain
and now 1,500 farmers are share-
holders in the company. They are
handling a hundred cars.of wheat a
week. Notwithstanding  that their
connection with the grain exchange
is severed they are handlmg more
wheat than formerly.

As this' company is fighting the
farmers’ battles it is only fair that
the grain growers: should rally to its
support by shipping ‘their grain to
it-and by taking stock m the com-
pany.

¢ It was argued 'from - the Govern-
ment benches in the legislature that
the one cent an acre direct tax for
secondary education was lost sight
of in view of the fact that the farm-
ers of the province have lost at least
one cent a bushel on their wheat
this winter by \reaso_n of the railway
blockade and that this. might well be
regarded as a direct tax.

INTERFERENCE

R

No cleric, as a cleric, has any
business in our ‘politics; he must
participate in them as a citizen
with no more rights than any
other citizen. We would deny, no
lergyman; whatever his denomin-
ation, the right to hold and ex-
press political opinions; but he
cannot plead ‘‘benefit of clergy”’
if those who - disagree with him
disputg his findings and submit
his apparent motives to the same
unfeeling scrutiny- they would re-
ceive were he a professional poli-
tician.  Archbishop Langevin, as
citizen, can support the Roblin
government if he chooses; but it
is quite in order for the Free
Press to analyse his reasons for
doing -so and if he finds in them
a menace to what it considers the
public interest, it is its right and
its duty to call attention to the

fact.. This is'a free country.
JArchbishop Langevin has gone
much further, however, than
merely exercise his rights as a
citizen. He has sought to use
his power as head of the Church
in this province to secure politi-
cal support for a political party;

sues call for interference. This is
the Untramontane doctrine very
familiar to all who are acquaint-
ed with Quebec’s political history
during the. last half century. The
position is unwarrantable and il-
legal; politically it is inexpedient
in the last degree because in the
language of Sir Wilfrid Laurier ft
will expose this country to ngi-
tations of which it is impossible
to see’ the ' consequences.’’—Free
Press, Winnipeg.

ELECTION PROTESTS |
PROHIBITED||

Deposit Raised to $l 000.00 Which Will Make it Im-
poseible for Defeated Party to Prove Irregular-

ities--Only

Temporary

March 28

In introducing the controverted el-
ections act attorney general Lamont
said that he would no go any furth-
ee than a few brief observations.The
court en banc had decided that there
was no controverted elections ' ord-
inance in this province after Sept. 1,
1905, and now it was deemed neces-
sary to delegate to the courts by
legislation sufficient power to try el-
ection cases. There were only two
bodies that could delegate this pow-
er the Dominion parliament and the
local legislature. The former had
not done this and now the provinclal
legislature proposed to do it through
the bill before the House. This is
only a temporary measure, and when
at the next session the government
brings down a new election act, ‘the
present bill will have to be amend-
ed. He hoped to enact such legisla-
tion at- the next session as would
greatly assist in conducting pure el-
ections and severe penalties will be
provided for infractions of the law.

One change which the new act pro-
vides is that all petitions will be fil-
ed at-Regina. This will avoid the
confusion of the present time. i

Owing to: the cost to himsell of

Mr. Langley said that he will take
issue with the government if -they
do not bring down legislation meet-
ing with his approval.

Mr. Brown took exception to the
clause in the act dealing with the
withdrawal of petitions, an election
petition is filed' on behalf’ of all and
one man should not be:allowed to
withdraw it. He took strong excep-
tion to the deposit being increased
to .one thousand dollars. This sum
makes protests prohibitive. The de,
posit should be low enough to allow
any person to make a protest in an
election case, It is all right to talk
about purity in elections, but “this
clause in the bill makes it difficult
to expose election irregularities.

if the courts decided that the law
has a certain meaning it must be
held that parliament intended that
this interpretation .should apply.

Mr. Haultain—I did not overlook
any such thing. I believe the court
gave a bad decision but we have to
bow to it. I helieve that the con-
troverted elections ordinance did ap-
ply.

Mr. Haultain -suggested that a sim-
ilar provision as that in the Ontario
law regarding the withdrawal of pet-
itions be inserted in the bill, but Mr.

The idea of a
crown prosecutor for elections alone
could be worked out, and would give
this matter consideration. This sug-
gestion had come from the leader of
the Conservative party at Ottawa.

Mr. Haultain:would favor the ap-
pointment of a crown prosecutor but
‘at present there would be a suspicion
among those of the party opposite to
the one appointing him, and during
the time when the public mind was
being educated’ with regard to this
matter, we might have to resurrect
some of the good people who have
departed this life.
