WINNIPEG FIRE.

Woman Loses Her Life by Explosion 
of Auit Fuel Tank.

Man Who Once Lost $6,000,000 Had 
to Pawn His Shirt Studs.

New York, July—Edward L. Har­
per; who tried to corner the Chicago

Grants’ Pass, Ore., July 10.—A family 
automobile party,touring from Portland 
to San Francisco, ended near Crescent 
City,Ore., yesterday, when the machine’s 
fuel tank exploded, fatally burning one 
young woman and inflicting serious in­
juries upon her sister, father, and the 
two little brothers of Miss Myrna Kelly.

Ottawa despatch : Through the collapse 
of a section of the pier leading to the 
dock at Queen’s Park, Aylmer, shortly 
are five o’clock to-day, fifty persona, all 
residents of Fitzroy Harbor and Tor* 
bolton, were precipitated into the water. 
A scene of indescrilwble confusion fol­
lowed. One fatality occurred, Mrs. 
Justin Davis, of Woodlawn, near Tor- 
bolton, losing her life by drowning. Miss 
Pearl Graham, Torbolton, had a narrow 
escape, being brought around only with 
difficulty.

The lives of the whole fifty persons 
were endangered, and had it not been 
for Mr. Foley, Ottawa, and Mr. Mul- 
lin, Hull, two young members of the 
Victoria Yacht Club, it is more than 
probable that a score or more would 
have met death by drowning. To these 
young men. and to Mr. Armitage, Tor­
bolton, who assisted in pulling the res­
cued out of the water into a boat, many 
owe their lives.

At the time the accident occurred 
the pier was crowded with about two 
hundred members of the Anglican 
churches at Fitzroy Harbor and Tor­
bolton. who were awaiting the ar­
rival of the steamer G. B. Green, 
which was to carry them back to their 
homes. At the sound of the steamer's 
whistle a half rush was made towards 
the end of the dock, when euddendly 
there was a sound of rending timbers, 
and in a moment those who were stand­
ing over the spot where the break oc­
curred were hurled into the water with 
great force.

Bricks They Use In London.
Something less than a century ago 

there used to be . tax on building 
bricks in England, and in order to 
evade it the bricks were made of 
larger and larger sizes. These were 
used for cellars and other concealed 
places. To stop this fraud an act was 
passed in the reign of George III. 
fixing the legal size of bricks. Early 
in Queen Victoria’s reign the tax 
was taken < ff, and bricks may n-w 
be legally made of atiy size whatever. 
But any change from the standard 
size would bring about great incon­
venience. All calculations are made 
for building on this standard size, 
and the London building acts have 
practically fixed it at 9 by 4 1-2 by 3 
for all time.—London Standard.

BUYING MANURE AND SELLING 
FEED.

Will you kindly Inform me, through 
The Farmers’ Advocate, of when man­
ure can be secured at the Toronto stock 
yards for 75 cent# per ton, f.o.b., with 
a 05 cent freight rate, and delivered 
within one mile of a farm, whether it 
would be more profitable to buy it and 
•ell hay at $12, and grain at an average 
of $1 per hundred, or to buy stock and 
feed it, the object being to increase the 
yields on 100-acre farm as fast and 
profitable as possible. J. P.

Ans.—The answer to your question is 
complicated by the variability in result» 
obtained by different men in feeding 
stock himself, his business ability in 
buying and selling, his skill in feeding 
the class of stock he keeps, stabling ac­
commodation, and other factors. Live 
stock, to be profitable, must be some­
thing more than animated manure fac­
tories, but some farm animals are little 
more than this. With reasonable com­
petent stock-husbandry, however, we 
should say it would pay better to feed 
tb* farm-produced hay and grain to 
good cattle, horses, sheep and hogs, 

to sell produce and buy 
ure. Of course, for most profitable re­
sults, corn silage and alfalfa bay should 
be largely utilized, if it is possible to 
grow them at all successfully. Provision 
of winter labor and guarding against 
chances of introducing tad weed seeds, 
are two strong points in favor of feed­
ing the hay and grain upon the farm. 
ICLover hay especially should be fed, 
rather than sold.—Farmers’ Advocate.

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FOUL BROOD OF BEES.

Beekeepers who within recent years 
have had foul brood in their apiaries 
should be particularly careful to prevent 
robbing during the warm days between 
now and summer. All hives where bees 
have died must be taken indoor# away 
from all possible robbing. It is not 
enough to rioae lhem, because robbers 
will often gain an entrance when least 
expected. All entrances of live colonies 
should be made quite small, especially 
where the bees are weak in .numbers.

Use every precaution and watchful­
ness to prevent robbing. Do not under . 
any circumstances leave combs of honey 
out for the bees to clean up. Any honey 
you have is likely to contain germs 
which would scatter disease in your 
healthy colonies. On account of preval­
ence of disease ill unexpected places 
throughout the province it is never wise 
to feed honey to bees, and where dis­
ease is known to exist it is the worst 
of folly.

Every beekeeper should understand 
fully the symptoms and cure of foul 
brood, and then he can ta his own doc­
tor. Those who do not should drop a 
card to the Ontario Department of Agri­
culture. Toronto, and a bulletin with 
description and full instructions will be 
sent.

Particular attention is called' to sec­
tion 4. of the “Act for the suppression of 
foul brood of bees,” which reads as fol­
lows :

“The inspector shall have full power, 
in hi» discretion, to order the owner or 
possessor of any bees dwelling in box 
or immovable frame hives, to transfer 
them to movable frame hives within a 
specified time, and in default the in­
spector may destroy, or order the de­
struction of such hives and the bee» 
dwelling therein. 10 E. 7, 27, ». 4.”

Anyone keeping bees in hives of this 
description, will render a service to our 
business by making preparations now to 
do this transferring as early as possible 
in the summer.

The first impressions received on de­
scending into the hold of a submarine 
are those of discomfort and suffocation. 
The accommodations for a crew of thir­
teen seem about right for half a dozen. 
One is in too close proximity to whir­
ring machinery too enjoy the sensation.

On all sides are arranged electrical 
devices and machinery to operate the 
craft and the torpedoes, says Harper's 
Weekly. A thin shell of steel separates 
the visitor from the torpedoes, amt the 
outside water is so close that one can 
almost feel its moisture.

When under way on the surface the 
submarine hums and trembles. The 
fumes of gasolene are almost suffocat­
ing. There is no escaping from them. 
Some of the men contract what is ■allied 
“gasolene heart.” If under the water 
too long the fumes make one sick end 
dizzy.

A novice cannot remain in a submar­
ine under water for any great length 
of time without suffering excruciating 
torture. In time, however, one gets 
used to it and a trip may bo one of en­
joyment.

But it is when the submarine divos 
that the most unpleasant symptoms 
come. There are ten compressed air 
tanks supplied and these furnish suf­
ficient air to keep the crew alive a good 
many hours. But did you ever live on 
compressed air? If not it will be a ne.v 
sensation, especially if you are fifty 
feet below the surface of the vater. 
There is a tingling sensation all over the 
l>ody, a pounding of the ear drums and 
possiby a sense of nusea.

As the air is automatically regulated 
front the compressed air tanks one gets 
his share of the oxygen, but sometime» 
the supply may vary. It certainly does 
in different parts of the ship. One ni*y 
be choking for lack of good air in one 
part and be exhilarated by a too abun­
dant supply in another.

Sometimes when the engines are run­
ning to charge the batteries the fumes 
of the gasolene become so strong that 
men are rendered unconscious. They 
must be taken up on deck then to get 
a whiff of fresh air.

For this reason the batteries are only 
charged when above water. But in time 
of war it might be necessary to charge 
them while running below. Then indeed 
the man aboard the submarine might 
envy the aerial navigator flying above 
the «an with his abundance of fresh 
air to breathe.

Cooking under water is a pretty un­
certain and disagreeable work. The only 
appliance for this purpose is a small 
electric heater. This is just about big 
enough to heat water to make- a cup 
of coffee, and nothing else. The crew 
have their food cooked aboard the ten-
der- . ■*', .

The submarine is built on the princi­
ple of economizing space in everything.. 
There is no room for anything except 
the actual necessities. Every inch of 
space is given over to machinery. This 
is everywhere, compact and efficient, 
hut multiplied so often that one wond­
ers what it is all for.

There is machinery for running the 
boat, for guiding it under water, 
controlling it when it dives, for com­
pressing the air tanks, for operating the 
torpedoes, and even for regulating the 
power of vision above and below water.

SCOTLAND'S WOODS.

It» Cultivation May Give More 
Families Employment.

The “depopulation of Scotland," more 
properly the depopulation of the wild 
districts of the Highlands, has $eeu 
causing great concern in Great Britain 
lately. Jt was debated in the Hou»e of 
Commons a week or ten days ago, and 
a remedy is eagerly sought. One of the 
most promising in sight is that of re­
foresting the country, providing employ­
ment for the people of arboriculture.

The Royal Scottish Arboricultural So­
ciety has just issued a report on tlio 
general subject, with a special detailed 
scheme for an experimental enterprise 
drawn up by Lord Lovat and Captain 
Stirling, of Keir, with the aid of ex 
Jperts. It. covers the region of Glen 
Mor, through which the Caledonian Can­
al runs and which embrace» (10,000 acres 
of land, of which only UU0 acres are 
suitable for cultivation, so that only 
twenty-five families living on twenty 
acres apiece or ninety families existing 
miserably oil ten acre» can be support­
ed in it. But if reforestation is resort­
ed to instead of agriculture it is esti­
mated that within twenty years 500 
families can bfl*»etllcd there prosperous­
ly, each established on 200 acres of for­
est land. In forty years 000 famille» 
can be similarly supported*
