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Our Vanishing Oyster
Supply.

When eating oysters did you ever
wonder where they were grewn? The
chances are even that they came
from the Upited States, Last year
Canada paid out over $369,000 for
foreign-grown oysters that she could
have essily produced herselt. In ad-
dition to this, the consumer had to
pay over $43,000 duty on them, Al-
though the natural conditions for
growing oysters iu the Maritime Pro-
vinces are excellent, the annual pro-
ductton bas been steadily decreasing
In 1882, there were 64,646 parrels har
vested, while in 1907 the production
was only 27,299 barrels. This de
crease has come in the tace of an in
crease in price of 240 per cent. in the
past twenty years, which, needless to
say, has greatly stimulated the efforts
of the fishermen.

We may well ask why Canada is
commiting the economic blunder of
importing a product that she could
produce herself. The reason, in this
case, is that a disgute over jurisdic-
tion between the Dominion and the
Provincial Governments has left the
fishermen in such a state.of uncertain-
ty that he does not care to invest his
capital in the artificial cultivation of
oysters, The experience of other
countries goes to show that the oy-

ster industry zan only be put en
permanent basis by means ol oyster
farms maintained by private indivi-
duals, Indeed, in the United States
$10,000,000 worth of the $18,000,000
worth of oysters produced annually is
derived from private culture. As the
jurisdictional dispute now stands as
result of a decision by the Imperial
Privy Council in 1898, the Provinces
own the fore-shore on which the oy-
sters are grown, while the Dominion
has the right to impose regulative re-
