facture. To the casual eye a big gur
‘is 80 much steel tubing, with a certal
| amount of regulating machinery a!
the breech. But that it is as delicate
ly made and tested as an expensive
watch might be the last thing thought

of.
| To begin with, the steel used.in ite
{ manufacture is different from ordinary
steel; it is produced by the oper
| hearth process, allowing the free play
of air, and the great ingots are cast
i solid. The stec’ has then to be forg
ed, and, if the sun is of a big calibre
the bore is cut out of the forged iggot,

The selected block of steel, after
| being placed in a furnace, is thinned
under steel hammers or hydraulic
presses to the shape required. A dis
aster £ the job may occur at the out-
set by the ingot being overheated or
drawn out too rapidly. The steel has
to be forged by degrees to a diameter
nearly two inches larger than the
finished tube requgqires to be, but, not-
withstanding, the great care taken, it
is impossible to avol strain marks ap-
pearing on the bore, and these have
to be eradicated by alternate slow
heating and cooling.

British army with a more romantic
military career than Lieutenant-
General Sir Willlam Robertson, who
from being a trooper in the Sixteenth
Lancers rose to the distinguished
position of Chief of the Imperial
Geéneral Staff at home, In France he
was the Commander-in-Chief’'s right-
hand man, the “general manager,” if
puch a term may be used, of the
British army in France and Flanders.
Sir John French was the man who
battled, he was the fighting man, but
he looked to Sir Willlam Robertson
for everything necessary to make the
fighting machine run smoothly.

Sir Willilam enlisted in 1877 when
he was seventeen, and rapidly went
through the non-commissioned ranks,
with the result that he was selected
for & confmission. Transfer to the
Third Dragoon Guards, then stationed
in India, followed. The young officer
occupled himself industriously in ae-
quiring the various Indian dialects
and quickly qualitied for promotion.
His first taste of warfare was in the

So far he
has not done badly, for he has given
twosons to the army. Regarding
Quebec the Pro
vince is behind. Ouotario has given

recruiting in

110,060 men, Quebec only 29.000
while the ratioshould be g3,000. Oo-
tario papers state that conscription
should be put in forcein Quebee, only
they add it would result in rioting
and quasi-rebellion, which would have
a bad effect.

All over Canada, wherever Canad-
ian troops are gathered in large num-
bers, Y. M. C. A. representatives are
engaged in various lines of wellare
work for the soldiers. In the Mari-
time Provinces eleven men are labor-
ing with twelve differént units, serv-
jne 8nco men, and several additional
fppolntments ar : planned. The Sec-
retary 1o wne Maritime Provioces, A.
S. McAlister, reports that six ad-
ditional men are being commissioned
to go overseas with the contingents
about to sail. Reading and writing
materials are being supplied thetroops
embarking from St. Jobn and Hali-
fax. The Y. M. C. A, men accom-
pany the soldiers not only to the
camps in England but right into the
trenches and work frequently under
fire.

Not long ago he crossed
the border into the United States, set
fire to one ot the frontier towns and
together with his followers deliber-
ately murdered several respectable
American citizens, and then escaped
back into Mexico. A lew days later
American troops started after him,
but so far Villa has kept out of their
way. He is said to be hiding in the
mountains, and many believe he will
pever be taken. Meantime a feeling
agaipst the Americans seems to be
growing. The Mexicans do vot like
the look of American troops in their
country, and trouble is feared. Ot
course the American government did
vot invade Mexico without securing
the consent ol President  Carranza.
but late reports state that a number
of Carravza's troops have deserted
and gone over to the support of Viila

and against the Americans, The
authonties af Washiogton realize
that the situation is growing serious
and needs mighty caref.l Landling to
prevent war between the two

In 19 7 when its population was
26 539 the United States had 55 .
565,731 beef cattle. This year, with a

added to the shortage in hides, bas
caused the steady advance in the pric

of footwear, with the tendency still
very strongly upward. Itis also point-
ed out at the prese=t time that the
embargoes placed by London and
Paris on raw material, especially calf-
skin and goatskins, and the difficulty
ot procuring freight spice tobring the
goods to the Awmerican market are
other direct causes of the shortage of
leather.

The Shoe Retailer of Boston tells of
conditions in that country, and what
is truethere applies as well to Canada.
It says: —

“The question of prices is a disturb.
ing factor. —LEveryone reECOgNiZ: B
that the unusual conditions in the le.
ather market, largely due totbe trem-
endous consumption of leather for

army shoes, and for the export trade
combined with the impossibility of
securing adcquale supplies of raw st.
ock from mauy cousntries that formerly
sent their skics to America. has
brought about a condition that no one
can escape. Leather is high and shoes
are going to cost more to make, and
retailers are going to pay more for them
There is no escaping this fact Toere
are few, if any, manuficturers who
have g sufficient supply of sole or
upper l& ther 1o carry Lhems. thraugh
the coming season. They know what
their shoes will cost figured up n the
prices of leather which they now have
in their factories, but beyornd that
they cannot even guess what they
will be comp-lled to pay for stock
when it is pecessary for them to go
mto the market, as most of them
must,"’

It is safe to assume that the present
high prices for footwear will be fol.
‘owed by still higher prices, and that
this condition will last for a very con
siderable time.
