In 1875 he was called by the Emperor
of Brazil to undertake one of the grect
est tasks ever committed to a man of
science, namely, to make a geological
survey of the Empire of Brazil, a coun-
try containing 3,288,000 square miles
of territory and most of it virgin soil
to the geologist. For three years he
pursued his task 2s chief of the Gec log-
ical Commission of Brazib, till his career
was suddenly ended by a fatal attack
of yellow fever, at the early age of thir-
ty-eight years. (Parker lived to the
age of 85 and Tupper attained the ad-
vanced age of-£5.)

Before his death he published threg
valuable treatises, The Geology and
Physical Geography of Brazil Bra
zilian Antiquities, and The Myt'ol-
ogy of Brazilian Indians.  Scientific
literature was also enriched by num.
erous articles from his pen,

Dr. Derby, who succegded him as
chairman of the Commission, character-
ized Hartt as “the most active, pro-
found, versatile and disinterested in-
vestigator who ever set foot in Brazil.
