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SENDING PROTESTANT CHILDREN TO 

ROMAN CATHOLIC SCHOOLS.
1 was exceedingly gled to eee the article in jour late 

number on this subject, for it ie one in regard to which 
my own mind has been a good deal exeroieed for a long 
time. With the sentiments of the layman in New Or­
leans, I must heartily concur, and with him 1 hope that 
a tract will be issued on this subject, which can be put 
into the hands of those parents who arc disposed to pat­
ronize these sehoole. As he says, 41 the olindness of 
some parents is amazing.” 1 have been astonished to eeo 
how indifferent, apparently, many seem in regard to the 
influence which may be exerted over their children by 
Sisters of Mercy and Romish priest*. It would appear, 
by the course pursued by some, that the difference between 
Romanism ana Protestantism is unimportant. True, when 
parents are conversed with on the euojeet, they profess to 
believe that the Papal Church is in error, and to be un­
willing that their children should become Papists ; but 
they say there ie no danger, no influence is used to per 
vert them—this ie understood when we send them. Now 
we believe that there ie influence used to this purpose 
and that the assertion to the contrary is false.

1. Because every member, and especially every officer 
in the Romish Church is bound to propagate its faith. 
The influence, it ie true, may not be direct, but it is no 
lees potent. The teacher seeks in every way to gain the 

Affections of the Protestant child—the religion which she 
Professes ie plaood before her pupil in the most attractive 
light ; the worst features of course are kept in the back­
ground—it is only as an angel of light that these Sisters 
of Mercy—who are generally the instructors of the young

J—appear, and therefore the love and confidence of the in­
experienced youth are won. If, therefore, he or she has 
been told that the Romish system is corrupt, and that it 
ie unsoriptural or idolatrous, doubts of the truth of these 
assertions enter the mind, and a reaction in favor of 
Romanism ie almost sure to take place. Or suppose this 
is not the oaee, and no impression of this kind ie made 
upon the child, but as he or she grows up, what views of 
the Papal system are likely to be entertained? Favorable. 
Why t Because at school every thing appeared so plea- 
Rant and the teachers wore apparently so pious. Now 
this is not imagination, for I have now two or three cases 
in mind where this has been precisely the effect of educa­
tion at a Nunnery.

2. I believe the assertion that no influence is used to 
pervert the child is false, because numbers who have been 
educated at Roman Catholic eohools, have become mem­
bers of the Roman Catholic Church. Within six months 
not less than five or six instances of eueh apostasy have 
occurred in my own neighborhood.

3. I believe this assertion’that no such influence is used 
false, because of the moral theology of Rome, the princi­
ples upon which she acts in propagating her Faith. 
“ The end justifies the means.” This ie one of her 
maxims, and when any man or set of men adopt such a 
principle, no means, however unworthy or base, will be 
discarded, which will accomplish the desired ends. But 
more than this, in a work which ie endorsed by the high­
est Papal authority, entitled, “The Moral Theology of 
Rome,” by St. Liguori, not only lying, but even perjury 
and stealing are considered under certain circumstances 
justifiable. “ If any one” says this notable book, “ either 
alone or in the presence of others, either asked or of his 
free will, either for amusement or for another reason, 
swears that he has not done something which he really | 
has done, meaning in hie own mind something else which | 
he did not do, or any other way from that in which it ! 
was done, or any other added circumstance which is true, 
he in fact telle no lie and ie not perjured.” Here then 
deception, which is the very quintessence of all lying, is 
justified, and a man may swear to anything in words, pro­
vided he makes a mental reservation,or mentally says ex 
aotly the contrary, and if euoh kind of moral philosophy 
governs in regard to an oath, what restraint can there be 
in reference to ordinary deception and falsehood ! Had 1 
time I might go on and quote other passages of the same 
sort; and also some relating to servants, who may ac­
cording to hie principles, under certain circumstances 
purloin from their master*—and even further show how ! 
the grossest immorality is excused ; but my object ie now, 
to show that the word of Romanists cannot be trusted, j

—articulariy those whose office it ie to teach, and who
__ave an object which they regard the most desirable to

attain, viz : proselytes to their own Church ; for this, we | 
all know they compass sea and land, and think they are j 
doing God’s service if they succeed, no matter by what 
means. Can they therefore be trusted I Can Protestants j 
believe them ?•

But it ie said that the education received in these | 
schools is superior to that which can be had elsewhere. 
Wo do not believe it. I have known several time educat­
ed and I have yet to find any evidence of superiority ; in­
deed, so far as the solid branches of study are concerned, 
I do not believe they compare with numerous Protestant! 
schools in * ~
this any i 
worth while t , 
that they may be a little more finished la their education?

Again, even admitting that there ie no danger of this 
sort, yet should we by our money and influence, sustain 
a system of error ! We hold Rome to be a civil and spir­
itual despotism. We believe that her principles are utter­
ly at war with our free institutions, and that if she had 
the power, she would crush, with an iron hand, Protes 
tantism throughout our land, and furthermore, that her 
worship is idolatrous, and therefore abhorrent in the 
eight of God. Shall we then countenance or sustain such 
a system ? Shall we by patronizing her schools, by plac­
ing our children under her influence, virtually say, Rome 
after all ie not so had, she deserves to be sustained, at all 
events we will let her educate our children and thereby 
support or help to support her institutions. Protestant 
parents is this consistent! is it not wrong? Is it not 
suicidal ? Had not our children better grow op in ignor­
ance of human learning, than that we should help to sus­
tain such a system, even though we run no risk of their 
perversion ? And how mueb stronger the argument, when 
they do run this risk, do run the risk of imbibing their 
soul-destroying errors 41 Can a man take fire into his 
bosom and not be burned?” or what fellowship hath 
righteousness with hnrighteousness1 And what com­
munion hath light with darkuess ? And what concern 

Christ with Belial? Am l too severe in my judg- 
of Rome? or am 1 mistaken? If so, then the Re

formers were mistaken. Our Church is mistaken, for 
she pronounces Rome idolatrous and her pernicious doc­
trines “ blasphemous fables and dangerous deceits.”— 
Cor. Western Episcopalian.

STATE OF AFFAIRS AT CANTON.
We (Times) have received the following from an officer 

serving at Canton :—
44 It is on everybody’s lips, 4 How much longer is this 

state-of things to last ? How much longer are our troops to 
be well-nigh decimated by sickness and assassination ?’ 
Within the Iasi five days our casualties have amounted to 
twenty-three unfortunate victims to the cowardice and 
treachery of our savage and cowardly enemy. Two men, 
an European and hia servant, were kidnapped in the western 
suburb#, and, of eourae, never seen again. The following 
morning I myself had a narrow escape. 1 was in command 
of a working party, detailed from the military train, pulling 
down houses, where the enemy, some nights previous, taking 
advantage of the shelter afforded, threw in some rockets 
among the landing-place guard. 1 had told off the party lo 
poll down houses on either side of the narrow street, having 
an open apace, formerly occupied by houses to oor rear, and 
a narrow canal separating us from the landing-place, a small 
Sepoy guard, consisting of one corporal and four privates, 
for the 65th Regiment were placed by the Deputy-Assistant 
Quartermaster-General at the head of this street nearest our 
working party, and sentries were posted facing either way. 
My European orderlies were acting under my directions and 
seeing that the men did their work. All of a sudden, with­
out any apparent cause, the men at the tight (Chinese) threw 
down their long bamboos with which they were knocking 
down the thin brick walls,and ran away with all their speed,
—nearly upsetting P-------- , Deputy-Aasistant-Qnarter-
master-General, and myself in their headlong flight, followed 
immediately by the left-hand party (Europeanorderlies),who 
by-the-by, had only their side arms, and native guard. We 
tried in vain to stop them ; their panic was so great that 
they were beyond all control, and only by dint of abuse did 
I succeed in slopping three of the guard just as they were in 
the act of plunging into the canal ; I then began to look 
about for the cause, when l saw an European being led along 
by his comerade wounded ; the latter laid him down, and, 
seeing all the others had gone, left him. The poor wretched 
man seemed in an agony of despair, and called out to them 
not to desert him. P-------- and I went toward» him to as­
sist, when the other man immediately returned and led him 
off We looked up the street, and saw some Chinese armed 
with matchlocks and knives, nneaking along the side of the 
street. Evidently thinking the wounded man had been 
deserted, and thinking to cut pf his head, according to their 
usual customs, for reward ; but immediately the cowardly 
villains saw us cofoiog round the corner they turned to the 
right about, and cut away as hard as they could. Pursuit 
among their streets and by-lanes, with only three panic- 
stricken Sepoys, was out of the question, so we contented 
ourselves with guarding the street to prevent their escape 
until a strong guard should come. In the meantime the 
other aide of the canal was lined with men, who opened a 
spattering fire of musketry on our side upon, I think, an 
imaginary enemy on the house-tops and through the win­
dows, where they declared they saw numbers. Our subse­
quent search was not successful, and l fear others, but not 
the guilty, suffered. In the afternoon we burnt down a 
large portion of the suburbs of the neighbourhood of the 
arack, and in that very street we came across three ready- 
dug graves—I imagine, to receive our headless bodies. One 
European was killed, three wounded, and two Sepoys. I 
had heard some shots fired about immediately before the 
panic, but, as the Frenchmen on the landing place aide not 
uncommonly fired off their pieces, I thought nothing of the 
occurrence.

“ The other day four Frenchmen wore waylaid in the 
suburbs and fired upon on their way back ; one was left 
behind, his body was afterwards found in a grave, its head 
cut off. and three other graves dug for hia comrades.

“ A police patrol, consisting of 14, was fired upon a few 
mornings ago, and nine of the number were shot down, and 
last night again another patrol was fired upon, one killed, 
and four wounded ; in each case the murderers decamped ; 
in fact, they never have, in any instance, made tlteir dastard­
ly attacks unies* prfeotly safe from detection. One of our 
Europoan orderlies were murdered on his way up to head­
quarters the day before yesterday, and his body was found 
down a well with its head and one arm cut off, and fright­
fully gashed, his musket, bayonet, &c., of course, taken 
by the miscreants. I was behind some houses talking to
P-------- at the time of the firing on that morning ; had I
been standing, as I very often did, in the street, or wander­
ing about looking for concealed arms or aimed men, merely 
with P———— and perhaps an orderly, we might have been 
wounded, or perhaps killed. A kind Providence was 
watching over us.

“ But this is a kind of miserable war in which we are 
concerned, ami these wretched shifts of fighting that these 
cowardly rascals have recourse to. ^We have had several 
expeditions after them, but have o tly once seen anything 
of them, and that, unfortunately, under most unfavorable 
circumstances to ourselves. They tried to blow us op the 
other day, house and all, by exploding a hag of powder un­
der our verandah, but the powder was so had and injudi­
ciously placed that it did no further harm than to leave a 
very unpleasant taste in our mouths, and w ike us out of a 
refreshing sleep. We searched in vain. If we could only 
catch them ! I should so enjoy seeing some half dozen oT 
their short sword* within arm’s distance. I think my good 
old trusty cavalry sabre would make good account of any 
that would remain to taste the temper of it* steel. The 
wish mid prayer of almost every soldier is to-be at them.

41 But these continual murders are very painful. No 
officer his hs yet b*-en taken, except poor Dr. T , in
that unlucky expedition, and one other al the capture of 
this slack. We go about more cautiously ; althe same lime 
double care is required now ; 300 dollars is a heavy load to 
carry on one’s head.”

Late American papers contain the statements of two or 
three survivors, other than Messrs. Brew and Glanbenek- 
tcr, of the burned steamship Austria, but they add no­
thing to our previous knowledge of the origin, progress, 
or consummation of the recent terrible disaster. The 
loss of human life by this dispensation of Providenee is 
larger than in any single case of shipwreck since the sink­
ing of the Royal George, 100, at the close of the last cen­
tury, when at least nine hundred men and women went to 
the bottom with that shin. The burning of the Austria is 
suggestive of many a tale of terror, having their theatre 
on the ocean.—Who has not read the thrilling narrative 
of the burning of the Kent, Indiaman, in the Bay of Bis­
cay, when through the cool courage of those in command, 
and the admirable discipline displayed, tho’ tbs ship was 
on fire in a gale of wind, the lives of all on board were 
providentially preserved. Again, take the lose of H. M. 
S. Birkenhead, steam troop'ship, which, after striking on 
a sunken rook near the Cape of Good Hope, sunk in deep 
water, the seamen and soldiers voluntarily sacrificing 
their own lives to save those of the women and children, 
for whom only there was sufficient boat accommodation, 
taking their last leave of them with a true British cheer, 
warm from their generous hearts. Think, too, ot the 
noble conduct of the soldiers and seamen in the case of 
the Sarah Sands, who, when that ship was in a blaze from 
steal to stern, passed the powder from the magazine over 
the side us if there was no peril in their positions, while 
others of their comrades successfully combated with the 
devouring element, the vessel arriving at Port Louis, al­
most as bare of fixings inside her iron hull as the cook’s 
coppers on a banyan day. What a contrast does the 
foregoing afford to the scene on board the ill-fated 
Austria ! although the latter was fitted with means and 
appliances to neutralize accidents by flood or fire infinite­
ly superior, being divided into eight or ten water tight 
compartments to shield the ship from the one, and abund­
ance of hose aqd water leading through every part of her 
We a safeguard Against the other.

Tho Austria was built at the Clyde, and was^one of the 
steamships which composed the New York and Hamburg

AN INTERESTING OCCASION.
On the 15th of September, one of the most interesting 

meetings, in some respects, of the century, took place a ; 
Chatham Four Corners, Columbia osÉnty, New York. 
It was a party given by Seth Smith of that town, to the old 
folks of his acquaintance within a circle of twenty miles.

The number of persons present was fourteen, and the 

total of their ages was one thousand one hundred and 
eighty-one years and seven months. We have never 
heard of so old an “ Old Folks’ Party” before, and ws 
doubt if such an one has occurred in this eentury.

Cornelius Chase being the youngest of the party, was 
selected to deliver a short address, he being but seventy 
eight years of age. The average of each person was 
eighty-five years and twelve days. The following ie the 
address delivered by the young person alluded to :

“ Ye elders of the hills, whose thin and silvery locks 
proclaim the lapse of four score years ; and ye grave and 
sober matrons too, whose furrowed brows an equal date 
proclaims ; to you the muse would raise her feeble voice 
—made feeble by an equal lapse of time—and ask you to 
attend her simple lay. Methinke on the confines of two 
worlds 1 see you stand, and looking back on this, review 
the paths you trod—toilsome and various, beaten bnt by 
few. You’ve seen a generation rise and pass away. 
You’ve seen this mighty empire, when in swaddling 
clothes, it needed its parent’s aid, but instead felt the 
hard hand of dire oppression ; her towns in flames ; her 
cities filled with armed men, sent there to bind in chains 
more durable than braes, you and your offspring ; but, 
rising in the might and power of freemen, yon shook from 
off your necks the galling yoke, and made the tyrants 
tremble.

And now you reap the fruits of all your toil ; for 
now no more the sounds of war assault your ears ; bat 
peace, with all its blessings, under God, now reigns su­
premo. Nor does tho cannon’s roar disturb your sweet 
repose ; but the empire of reason and science now exert 
their sway. A happy change ! A while yonr souls are 
bowed in humble gratitude to God for all his favours, 
methinks I eee your anxious minds stretch forth to reach 
the future—to pierce the veil that hides from mortal eight 
that state to which we all are tending—and with a holy 
faith lay hold on life eternal ; the world, a useless thing, 
now throw aside as unworthy of your care. Wait yet a 
little longer, gentle friends, and ye shall be re-absorbed 
into that ocean of God’s love that’s boundless. I wait 
with you.”

After the reading of the above, the aged company ad­
journed to meet again beside the still waters of the River

These were the Austria, the Saxonia, the Bourissia, 
and the Hammonia. This was her second voyage. The 
Austria was the largest of the fleejt ; she was 2334 tone 
register, 311 feet long,AO wide. depth 26 feet, or 33 feel 
from spar deck ; and her diraft Of water at the load line, 
was 191 feet. Her frame was of wrought iron plates of 
U-8 to 15-8 ins. thick, fastened with rivets three quarters 
inch diameter at 2 3^4 inches apart. Her engines were 
direct acting, with two cylinders of 70 inches each, 
stroke of piston 3J feet, and was provided with four 
horizontal tubular boilers. She also had an independent 
steam fire and bilge pump, and two bilge injections. Her 
deck stringers were all of wrought iron. The engines, as 
well as the hull, were built by Caird & Co., on the Clyde. 
The steamer was provided with eight Fraqcis’ metallic 
'"Vboats, each of which was capable of holding thirty 

rsone. The value of the vessel was $290,000, for which 
amount she was equally insured in Ham bare and England. 
She had on board about 400 tons of valuable freight from 
Hamburg, amounting probably to $250,000, on which 
there was considerable amount insured in New York.

THE COMET
To the Editors of the Daily Advertiser.—Donati’s 

Comet will, in a few days, appear to increase rapidly in 
size and brilliancy. It will be nearest the earth on the 
9th of October, at which time its brilliancy will bo near­
ly three times as great as on the 23d of September, and 
its distance from ue about fifty-two millions of miles.

According to Mr. Hall's computation, the tail of this 
Comet, on the 23d instant, extended to the length of 
fifteen millions of miles. The nucleus will be near tho 
bright star Areturus, Oct. 5th, and nearest the Earth’s 
orbit on the 20th.

Some confusion seems to prevail in regard to there be­
ing two comets, similar in appearance, now visible to the 
naked eye, but such is not the case. Donati’s, which is 
seen in the North west after sunset, is the same which 
has been in the northeast before sunrise in the morning. 
This ie owing to the considerable northern declination of 
the Comet, with a right ascension differing but little from 
that of the sun. I mention this because I have had 
several letters from different parts of the country, making 
the inquiry whether there are two comets now to be seen 
by the naked eye.

Encke’s Comet is barely visible to the naked eye 
Tuttle’s third Comet of 1858, can now be seen only will 
the assistance of a telescope. ~ "

WHO PBOJ1CT1D THE ATLANTIC CABLE?
Oor feeders will no doubt remember that a ihoit 

time since a card was published in the New York 
pspere. signed among others by Cyrus W. Field, and 
claiming for those gentlemen the whole merit of bar- 
ing projected the Atlantic Telegraph Cable. The 
card concluded with a challenge to any person 
whontsoerer to come forward, if he dare, and contra­
dict this statement.

Knowing as we did how little ground there was 
for the Messrs. Field, or either of them, claiming 
the merit of haring projected a great enterprise 
which under their management has prored such a 
sigaal failure, we ate not now surprised at the state­
ment put forth in the Newfoundland Public Ledger, 
of the 28th ult., by Mr. Frederick N. Gisborne, to 
whom is uaireraaliy conceded the honor of haring 
established the Newfoundland Telegraph Company, 
and of haring placed that Island in telegraphic com­
munication with the whole of North America.

The challenge given by the New York directors 
and Messrs. Field is accepted by Mr. Gisborne, 
who proceeds to show succinctly his connection with 
the Electric Telegraph in Nora Scotia—the refer­
ence of hie connection with that prorince to take up 
the telegraph in Newfoundland—the preliminary 
surrey in the autumn of 1851, from St. John's to 
Cape Ray, during which Mr. Gisborne underwent 
extraordinary hardships—his riait to the United 
States inFebruary, 1852—his return to Newfoundland 
subsequently, when he obtained from the Legislature 
a charter for an Electric Telegraph Company to 
F. N. Gisborne and aeenciatee—and next a riait to 
England, where he became acquainted with Mr. 
John W.>^lratt, the well-known electrician, who had 
then succeeded in laying the experimental cable 
from Dorer to Calais, and with whom the project of 
a cable across the Atlantic was freely discussed. In 
proof of this, Mr. Gisborne publishes the following 
letter from Mr. Brett :—

LoHDOtt, July 12th, 1852.
Dear Sir,—The main object in my wishing to see 

you is to see whether, as our attention has also been 
and is now directed to the Colonies and their union 
with this country, we cannot unite in the same object 
Messrs. Liringston. Hsnry Walls, and J. Christie 
Bell, of New York, are interested with Ue in the 
Canadas, Ac. But I can arrange, if it meet our 
objects mutually to unite. Major Carmichael Smyth 
a friend of your Mr Howe, has just called, and 
gare me your plea. Erer you re truly.

(Signed) JNO. W. BRETT.
It is clear from this letter, that Mr. Gisborne had 

in 1S52, started a plan for connecting the Mother 
Country and the Colonies by telegraph, in which 
Mr. Brett, as the inventor of the submarine cable was 
anxious to unite. Very soon after Mr. Brett wrote 
again to Mr. Gisborne to say that he had a prospec­
tus ready, upon which were some of the first names 
in the country, who were ready to giro their support 
—that he had selected a terminus on the west coast 
of Ireland which he believed to be the best, and left 
the terminus ia America to be settled by Mr. Gis­
borne.

But the following letter from Mr. Brett to Mr. 
Gisborne, in 1863, appears to settle very conclus­
ively who projected the Atlantic Telegraph.

Lottnoif, July 8th, 1853.
My Dear Sir,—On my return from Paris, this 

morning, I found your satisfactory letter of June 
15th, delivered here the 4th current. Let me re­
commend to you, without delay, to apply to the 
Colonial Authorities, and at onee secure, tn our joint 
names, an exclusive privilege for establishing Sub­
marine Telegraph between Newfoundland and Ire­
land. You should by all means endeavour to get 
50 years an annual sum, on condition of supplying 
the Colonial Government with all government com­
munications free, as from England. In the mean 
time 1 am working here, and in a few days expect 
an interview with the Duke of Newcastle, the Colo- 
onial Minister, to obtain a grant from the British
government on the same conditions on this side.__In
my letters to his Grace, I have set forth our united 
endeavours to obtain this object, and the moment 
you have made a serious move, then give me infor­
mation, as it will strengthen my hands in obtaining 
a favourable grant with it, which I will communicate 
to you in my next.—In the mean time let me know 
whether, if I supplied you with an invention for 
making Submarine Cables in a very superior manner, 
at the rate of 20 miles or more per day, you have 
encouragement to set it up in America.

Yours truly,
(Signed) JNO. W. BRETT.

But to settle the mstter fully and beyond dispute, 
the following letter is perfectly conclusive :

Loudon, April 21st, 1854.
Dear Sir,—If your Directors should argue for an 

independent action free from our rights, 1 am sure 
you will see the justice of combating it, in your own 
interest as well as mine; and I am quite sure, united 
if you get but half of what I propose to secure for 
you as well as mytslf, it may, I think, be much more 
than they could secure for you by countenancing any 
separation. I have not only worked with Govern­
ment, and hope to secure about £10,000 per annum 
from the Government, but I have a phalanx of sup­
port, both of influential and monied Houses, and of 
the Nobility and Gentry connected by influence and 
name with Canada, as well as two or three of the 
most influential of the Canadian government. I 
should be glad, therefore, of a line from you stat­
ing clearly whether, as agreed, this is to be carried 
out between us, namely, as Brett dr Giebome'e Atlan­
tic Telegraph. You will perlectly understand me :
I neither wish to absorb all the fame, or other than 
divide the profits. But if any other parties arise, I 
think I am strong enough to combet either. With 
us it would be mutual, without opposition, as I have 
regarded this as both our first and last great project 
f.,r the Submarine Telegraph, and should, whatever 
else may arise, determinioe on carrying it out.

Of the submerging of the cable connecting Prince 
Edward Island, Mr. Gisborne next speaks and of

by Mr. Gisborne, was the whole of Mr. Brett’s

I the rights of the Newfoundland 
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Moses Taylor, Cyrus W. Field, Merehall O. Rob­
erts, Chandler White, and Frederick Newton Gie- 
borne. In Mr. Field's account of the obtaining of 
the charter, the name of Mr. Gisborne is carefully 
suppressed, while that of Mr. David Dudley Field 
is paraded as one of the number !

Mr. Gisborne next charges that Mr. Field, after 
promising “that as soon as the Newfoundland line 
was finished, Mr. G. should accompay him to Eng­
land for the purpose of introducing the Atlantic line 
to the public,” he slipe off quietly by himself, makes 
terms with Mr Gisberae’s friend and 
Mr. Brett, and assumes the whole matter as 
throwing Mr. Gisborne over entirely.

And then as a finale quite worthy of such a trans­
action, Mr. Field manages to prevent Mr. Gisborne's 
services being accepted in connection with the At­
lantic Telegraph !

The first California Overland Mail arrived at St. 
Louis on Saturday in twsnty-three days and four 
hours from San Francisco, bringing dates Irom our 
Pacific emporium ten days later than had been 
received by way of the Panama route, and from the 
interior of California of course still later.

In the fact thus briefly stated, we have a striking 
condemnation of the policy blindly pursued by the 
Federal Government throughout the last ten years. 
During these years, the Treasury has suffered at 
least Two Millions per annum for the support of 
Ocean Mails, about One Million per annum of 
which has been devoted to mails by way of the 
Isthmus of Darien to California. Had this money 
keen expended in sending Mails through our own 
territories on the most direct routes from the Missis­
sippi to the Pacific, the service would have been 
far better performed than it has been, with the 
incidental result of opening a great National High­
way across the continent, lined with settlements 
and villages and provided with every acces­
sory to comfortable and expeditious travel, 
whereby the Mails would now be carried at least 
twice a week from San Francisco to St. Louis 
within twenty days, with aide-routes from Memphis 
to San Diego, and Irom St. Paul to the Dalles in 
less than half the time now required by the rounda­
bout ocean transit. Grant that these Mails would, 
at the outset, have been interrupted or delayed for 
two or three months in Winter, and still the gain to 
the correspondence and business of the whole coun­
try would have been immense, while the advantage 
to emigration and travel would have been still more 
palpable. The pioneer from Wisconsin or Iowa 
who resolves to try his chances in Californie, must 
now journey a thousand miles eastward in order to 
begin hie voyage of seven thousand miles to San 
Francisco, whence he must make another expensive 
eastward journey of several hundred miles to reach 
the mines, from which he was but two thousand to 
twenty-five hundred miles distant when he started. 
The cost to him of this circuitous journey, both in 
time and money, is far greater than would be that of 
a passage by stage-coach over the direct route, 
while the filth, discomfort and danger to health of 
the sea-route are inconceivably the greater. Shall 
this be continued ?

Had the direct route or routes been opened at 
first—that from St. Louis to San Francisco in 1819, 
and side-routes from Memphis or Alexandria to San 
Diego and from St. Paul to Portland or Oregon City 
in 1851 and 1862—we should have been era this in 
daily telegraphic communication with our Pacific 
brethren, and with stages running daily for two- 
thirds of the year on all three routes over good and 
safe wagon-roads for emigrants, and with railroads 
covering at least two-thirds of the distance on one 
route and well started on the others. All this we 
have lost through Government patronage and par­
tiality favoring the Isthmus rente. And to-day we 
have confederated gangs of speculators, including 
men high in office, intent on the squandering of 
more money on the Nicaragua, Tehuantepec, Hi 
duras, Cbiriqui and other far-away routes—said 
money to be taken out of the Federal Treasury and 
to flow ultimately into the speculators’ pockets.

Fallow-citixens of the whole country, but especial­
ly of the Free West! watch the votes of your 
representatives on the questions of opening new 
mail-routes across Mexico or Central America, and 
of renewing existing contracts for mail service by 
way of Panama.

SUSPECTED SLAVEES.
A Connexion.—On Saturday, eight Portuguese 

sailors landed at Mootauk Point, Long Island, of 
whom the New York Journal ef Commerce aays :— 
“ They had a huge amount of money, All of which 
was in doubloons and half doubloons. They at first 
refused to answer atyr^uestioos, and between Satur­
day night and Sunday morning Seven of them left 
Sag Harbour. One, being sick, was left behind. 
He died on Monday morning. A short lime before 
his death he confessed to have belonged to a slaver 
brig, which bad just landed a cargo of slaves in 
Cubit. A brig was seen from Long Island early on 
Saturday morning, so close in shore that it was sup­
posed rite was inside the bar. The boat in which 
they came ashore was identified aa having been built 
at Stonington, and she had the builder's name on 
her.” The following étalement appears in the Sag 
Harbour Courant:—The clipper barque ——, which 
was built in New York last summer, was soon after 
sold to a well-known Spanish house of that city, 
fitted for the slave trade, and sailed for Africa, hav­
ing oe board her complement of officers and crew, 

two captains—one American captain and the 
other Spanish. They succeeded in obtaining their 
cargo and sailed for Cuba, where they were equally 
successful in landing them—(507 in number.) Here 
all hands were paid off, and leaving the American 
captain In Cuba, the barque again went to sea under 
the command of the Spanish caplain. Arriving off 
Block Island, the eight who landed on Montauk were 
allowed to leave in one of the vessel’s boats, while 
the others were required to remain on board, in 
order to scuttle the barque. They scuttled her off 
Block Island, took to their boats, and made for the 
Connecticut shore, and were picked op by a pilot 
boat end taken to New London. Their sorrowful 
tale of shipwreck and suffering readily secured them 
a free passage wherever they wished to go.

It turns oat that this 
American, bet a Moldavian, named Sevasti, and that she 
visited New York last summer, where she procured her 

sey to be printed by Mr. William L- S. Harrison, 
of that city. At the instance ef the Turkish Consul, 
Mayor Tiemano ordered on Thursday the arrest of this 
printer, at whose establishment piles of similar counter­
feit bills were found—the refuse of the entire impression. 
He readily admitted having executed this work, bet it 
wsa evident that be was entirely unaware of the true 
character of the job. M(S. Sevanti employed him under 
the name of Mrs. Zaifmeo, and informed him that the 
bills he was to print were merely labels. He had not the 
slightest enepimon they were of any other value. Mr. 
Harrison has, however, been held to bail in the sum of 
$4000,and his workmen have been detained as witnesses.

The counterfeit is pronounced perfect by Turks who 
have seen it. It is the only paper currency in Turkey, 
and being without daw or number, would undoubtedly 
have passed without question.

The bill is on imperial green paper, a color 
in Turkey, which the Government alone is permitted to 
uee.^ On the top end rides are the following words to

“ Te bs paid to the bearer, without interest, twenty 
piastres.”

At the top of the note is tbs Sultan’s toga, surrounding 
which is a quotation from the Koran. Underneath era 

Twenty piastres, paper money, to be need

By God’s decree, you plainly see, 
I’m Harboured here below.”

HAIE STANDING ON END.
The earliest notice of this fact will be found re 

corded in Job iv., 13—16:—” In thoughts from the 
visions of the night, when deep sleep falleth on men. 
fear came upon me, and trembling which made all 
my bones shake. Then a spirit passed before my 
face. The hair of my flesh stood up,” Ac. Rev. 
Dr. Andrews, ef Beresford Chapel, Walworth, told 
me he once saw a remarkable illustration of this re­
sult from the same cause—excessive fear. Willii 
Probert, who had been concerned in the murder of 
Weare, for which Thurtell was hanged in 1824, was 
indicted at the Old Bailey in 1825 for horse-stealing 
and being found guilty June 28th,was there executed. 
Dr. Andrews had been requested to attend this man, 
end found him to a state of stupor which prevented 
reflection, almost, indeed, perception ; but on the 
morning of execution his mind cleared, and he was 
anxious to listen and join in the prayer. On leaving 
the cell, and going to the room where he was pin­
ioned, he became somewhat excited, and the instant 
the executioners put the cord in hie hands, hie hair 
—long, lanky, weak, iron-grey hair arose gradual­
ly and stood perftctly upright, and so remained for 
some short time, and then as gradually fell down. 
The fact is accounted for from the circumstances 
that the blood retires to the heart, and the extremi­
ties being left without due circulation "the skin con­
tracts, and the ekect is to raise the hair." But this 
I doubt. That such is the result of sudden fear, and 
that it has been known for ages, is very certain.— 
Water and Queries.

INTEE—COLONIAL RAILWAY.

If wa are to believe the rietements of the Opposi­

tion political papers to our Provinces, renoue par­
tiality and mismanagement are to be attributed to
ell our louai governments Allowing much for the 
natural desira to secure office end emolument, and 
oot a little for the acquired habit of fault-finding, it 
murt be admitted that besides come palpable Mee­
ds" of a provoking nature, arising from temporary 
canoes, certain clamant errors—if not crimss—have 
attained to a general and allowed existence. These 
have acquired of tote such magnitude in Canada, 
Newfoundland, Nova Scotia aad this Island, as te 
demand the investigation and interference of ell right 
minded cilisene of all classes and profession». They 
may be charged against ell ranks of officiale from the 
Governor to the meanest scribbler who wUI defend 
the grossest injustice for the sake of a living. Our 
governors have of late shown on unjunt partiality,and 
aa ignoble aubmteaion to the influence of the sworn 
servants of a foreign ecclesiastical despot, so des­
pised by his own people that the bayooels of another 
nation alone keep him in power. A deputation from 
the Wesley ans of Eastern British America, number- 
ing some 100,000 souls, waited on the Governor of 
Nova Scotia thin summer with an address The- 
Governor, in hie reply, ignores their existence as e 
body, end is ao unceremoniously cold and repulsive, 
that the Wesleyan», we are informed, expunged the 
whole proceeding from their minutes It is certain 
that neither addrem nor reply wee given to the pub­
lie.

|Cj*At a meeting of the Board of Fire Engi 
neers, recently held, it was ordered, that during the 
first week in November next a general visitation be 
made throughout the respective wards of the city, 
in order to carry out effectively the provisions of the 
Act to prevent accidents by fire. The citizens are 
therefore notified that the provisions of the 27th 
section of the Act will be strictly enforced, respect­
ing the condition of fire buckets, ladders, flues, 
and stoves that may be in a dangerous state.

We insert the clause above alluded to, for gene­
ral information:—

“ Each of the said Engineers shall, once in every four 
montha, visit each house in hie Ward in said City, and 
inspect the buokete, ladders, chimneys, flues and stoves ; 
ana it shall be lawful for either of eaid Engineers who 
■hall think fit, to visit once a month, between the hours 
of eleven and four in the day, any house or houses in 
•aid City, to and for said purpose ; and upon informa­
tion in writing being given to any of eaid Engineers, that 
any stove, ohimnev, or flue of anv house in hie Ward is 
in a dangerous situation, it shall be lawful for, and be 
the duty of said Engineer, to visit any such house on any 
other day, between the honre aforesaid, to inspect euoh 
stove, chimney, or flue ; and any housekeeper refusing to 
produce said buckets or ladders, or to admit such Engi­
neer, ehall for every eucb refusal, incur a penally of Ten 
Shillings .”

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TH1 CAPTURED AFRICANS.
A correspondent of the Charleston (South Caroli­

na) .Mercery, who was allowed to visit the poor 
Africans from the captured brig Echo, thus describee 
the pitiable spectacle.

The result of the whole visit was intense sympa­
thy for them and indignation toward their captors. 
You may read of the horrors of the "middle pas­
sage,” but the half cannot be told as one view of 
these unfortunates will tell the tale. Dysentery, 
dropsy, and ophthalmia—all, I believe, the produc­
tion of contact, want of ventilation and want of 
exercise—are the prevailing diseases. But even 
where theee were not visible, the spectacle was 
harrowing. A skeleton taken down from the nail of 
a doctor’s cloeet, and presented to your view, would 
scarcely be more descriptive of anatomy than many 
of these living, walking specimens of the human 
frame. The effect iras very startling, when you 
saw them squatting on their haunches, with their 
knees drawn up behind their elbows, in an attitude 
common to apes and baboons, but which no human 
frame, clothed in flesh can attain. Some, when 
sitting and told to rise, did so with great difficulty, 
and moved with a step as tottering as I ever saw 
after illness. The very head seemed but a skull 
encased in a black covering. It is common to apeak 
of a man being reduced to skin and bone, but one 
who saw these can scarcely use the expression.

But if this is to be said of those comparatively in 
health, what language can describe the sick? I 
saw one poor creature swollen to the most wonder­
ful sixe with dropsy; and as he lay on his back, he 
moved his hands, signifying to one of our party for 
his sugar, which, when given to him, lie smoked 
with the greatest avidity. Another manifested 
similar wants, and replied, to our beckoninge to 
come to us, by pointing to his leg, which we con­
strued into inability to move. Two lay near whose 
troubles here had ceased in death; while another, 
the most affecting sight of all, a child of six or 
eight years, lay on its side in the sun on the stonr 
wharf, with eyes closed, and no other evidence of 
life than the slight motion of the stomach indicating 
breathing. The poor creature, alone , and unattend­
ed, had rested bis head on its little hand, as natural­
ly as our own little ones do, and in this touching 
attitude of suffering childhood was fast losing the 
consciousness of a life whose experience had been 
only that of sorrow and suffering.

One thing impressed me forcibly—the complete 
docility, amounting to mere mechanical submission, 
of all these creatures. In the sick ward the physi­
cians were applying caustic to the eyes of their 
patients. When this painful remedy was applied— 
and poor creatures, they knew not that it was a 
remedy, or any thing but part of the system of 
cruelty to which they had been subjected—they 
covered their faces with their hands in pain and 
with their heads all bowed in meek submission ; and 
though many were young children, not a sound, not 
a murmur escaped. The scene wan truly touching. 
To one of any sensibility, the horrors of a battle­
field were less so. I left the scene chastened and 
humbled, but with gratitude, too, I trust, to Almighty 
God for a. lot cast in n Christian land.

These negroes, purchased on the West Coast at 
from 60 cents to $1, and costing scarcely more 
than $10 to $16 to be delivered on the coast of 
Cuba, were all to be sold by contract for $660 
round, or one hundred and seventy-seven thousand 
nine hundred eighty dollars ($177,960) for the 
cargo. Such gains are too tempting to be resisted 
by those who make haste to be rich.

Oaks is Ewolamd.—The Parliamenta­
ry Oak, in Clipeton Park, is said to be 
1500 years. This park existed before the 
Conquest, and belongs to the Duke of 
Portland. The tallest oak was the same 
nobleman’s property ; it was called the 
Duke's walking-stick, and was higher than 
Westminster Abbey. The largest Oak in 
England is the Calthorpe Oak, Yorkshire; 
it measures seventy-eight feet in circum­
ference at the ground. The Three Shire 
Oak at Workshop is called so from forming 
parts of the counties of Nottingham, Der­
by, and York. This tree had the greatest 
expanse of any recorded in ^this island, 
drooping over 777 square yards. The 
most productive oak was that of Gelonos, 
in Monmouthshire, felled in 1610; the 
bark brought $1000, and its timber $3350. 
In the mansion of Tredegar Park, Mon­
mouthshire, there is said to be a room, 
forty-two feet long and twenty-seven feet 
broad, the floor and wainscot of which 
were the production of a single tree—an 
oak—grown on the estate.—Sir fF. Sy- 
awads.

COAL.

li is said that when coal was first used in England 
the prejudice against it was so strong that the 
Commons petitioned the Crown to prohibit the 
•• noxious ” fuel. A royal proclamation having fail­
ed to abate the nuisance, a commission was issued 
to ascertain who burned coal within the city of 
Loudon and its neighbourhood, and to punish them, 
by fine, for the first offence, and by demolition of 
their furnaces, if they persisted in transgressing. 
A law was finally passed, making it a capital offence 
to burn coal in the oity, and only permitting it to be 
used in the forges of the city. It is stated that 
among the records in the Tower of London, a do­
cument was once found, importing that, in the time 
of Edward I., a man had been tried, convicted, and 
executed for the crime of burning coal in London! 
It took three centuries to entirely efface this preju­
dice.

The history of the coal trade in Pennsylvania is 
equally remarkable. At first the idea of using coal 
for fuel was ridiculed as an absurdity, and the early 
pioneers in the great trade encountered many diffi­
culties. But they persevered, and with results 
truly wonderful. Coal is to this State what gold is 
to California. Indeed the chances are, that when 
the latter is exhausted, the former will be but par­
tially developed.

From California.—The steamship Moses Tay­
lor, with the California mails of the 6th of Septem­
ber, upwards of three hundred passengers, and 
nearly sixteen hundred thousand dollars in gold, 
arrived at New York, on the 28th ult. The Califor­
nia State election resulted in the success of the 
Administration Democratic ticket by from 6000 to 
10,000 majority, and the same party carried a large 
majority in tho Legislature. San Francisco elected 
the People's ticket for local officers, and a Republi­
can delegation to the Legislature. The news from 
the Fraser river gold region is unsatisfactory, the 
water being still too high to allow profitable mining. 
Business was dull at Victoria, and property greatly 
depreciated. The Indians still held a threatening 
attitude. Considerable excitement was created bv 
a report of gold discoveries in Vancouver's Island, 
northwest of Victoria, and thousands had rushed 
thither and staked off their claims, when it turned 
out a humbug.

Trees Abound Barnyards.—Much at­
tention has been paid in your valuable 
paper lately to the management and culti­
vation of fruit trees. The subject is one 
of importance, and one worthy of your 
consideration, an well as more attention 
among farmers than it generally receives. 
Now, Messrs. Editors, 1 am willing to do 
what I can to call more attention to this 
subject, and would therefore suggest 
plan in which a few dollars might be pro­
fitably invested bjrevery farmer who has a 
barnyard; it is this, to set out as many 
apple or other fruit trees around the barn 
and yard as the room will permit. Trees 
so planted will throw out their roots under 
the barn and yard, where they will find an 
abundance of nourishment, which his 
soaked downward from the surface of the 
yard, and which, did they not save, could 
not be made available in any other way. 
In consequence of their proximity to the 
yard and barn, they will not need any 
manuring or further attention, save to 
protect them from cattle, till they get out of 
their reach, which they will soon do and 
come imo bearing. The fruit from trees 
so planted is large and well developed, and 
they almost always hang full. One of my 
neighbours, who has a row of apple trees 
on one side of his yard, has two trees of 
the same kind, one near hie yard and the 
other some distance off; the one near it 
produces apples of twice the size, and 
more than four times the quantity of the 
other. My neighbour’s trees are about 
sixty years of age, and the largest I have 
ever seen; a number of them are about 
eight feet in circumference, at a distance 
of four feet from the ground, with a dis­
tance of sixty feet across them through the 
heads, and are still growing vigorously. 
It is also a great advantage to a yard to 
have trees around it, especially in winter, 
as they do much towards breaking the cold 
winds, and preventing much suffering 
among the cattle. I hope that those who 
feel disposed will try it this fall, as the 
outlay is so small and the result i 
that I doubt not they will be satisfied, and
