Horrlble Revelations.
Several weeks ago a gentleman, while 

walking along the banks of the Schuylkill, 
'at Philadelphia, was startled by an usual 
.object a little way on shore. At the first 
"glance he was inclined to doubt his eye­
sight, but mastering the thrill of horror 
which began to creep through him, he 
fixed his vision more intently upon the 
object and assured himself only too cer­
tainly that what he beheld was nothing 
less than a human corpse standing up­
right in the water, in the ooze and slime 
of which its feet hftd got entangled, To

morning of July 3rd with the description 
sent by the Pittsburg Chief of Police, and 
it was not until the posting of a placard 
offering one thousand dollars reward for 
definite information as to the where­
abouts of Thomas Munce, alive or dead, 
that any connection between the Schuyl­
kill corpse and the Pittsburg requisition 
seems to have been established.

The minute description on this placard 
included mention of a gold hunting case 
watch worn by the missing Thomas Munce, 
and numbered 3,415. .By judicious man­
oeuvring the Philadelphia police finally 
discovered that such a watch was in the 
possession of an uptown pawnbroker. 
The story of the pawnbroker had a cer­
tain air of mystery, but forms an import­
ant link ot a very singular chain to which 
several, perhaps many, other important 
links are wanting. He says that on July 
16 th (about two weeks after the discovery 
of the body) a young man brought him 
the watch and asked him to loan him five 
dollars on it, refusing to take more.

THE MONEY WAS LOANED,

the young man went his way and the 
pawnbroker saw him no more up to the 
date when the police made their inquiries. 
This mnst have been about the 3rd or 
4th of August, for the detective who was 
immediately set to watching the shop 
watched night and day for two weeks be» 
fore the young man returned there, and 
this brings us to August 18.

With the reappearance of the yotmg 
man, who returned to claim the watch, 
the plot thickens. He was, of course, im­
mediately arrested. If the pawnbroker’s 
story is strange, the young man’s is still 
more so. His name is William McEwen, 
and his occupation is—what? Nothing 
less than driving the “ dead wagon” and 
removing dead bodies to the morgue. 
He it was who drove the body of Thomas 
VI unce thither. But then there was an­
other corpse in the wagon, and this se­
cond corpse was in a box. The box was 
so large that the remains of Mr. Munce 
were pushed against the driver, and the 
dead man’s watch fell out almost into 
William McEwen’s hands. McEwen kepi 
the watch, held his tongue and got new 
works inserted into the time piece, ii\ 
place of the old ones, which were dam­
aged.

And now comes a third point, which is 
more remarkable still. William McEwen 
drove the body to the morgue ; but wild 
drove it away from there? No one ap­
peared to claim it, and after a certain in- 
terval it disappeared and was found only 
a day or two ago. Enough, that after * 
good deal of careful manipulation on th® 
part of*the police, it was traced to a house 
at the corner of Ninth and Spruce streets 
a building which, our correspondent

The “ Confederate cruiser” Isabella 
arrived here on Saturday last from her 
expedition to some of the Northern 
Bays. We cannot say what success at­
tended the cruise, but are inclined to 
think the efforts, put forth by the voy-> j 
agers failed to meet with the approba- i 
tion of the inhabitants of the localities ! 
visited. Our Bonavista correspondent 
informs us that the people of that place 
preferred fish of a more profitable des- 
Bcription than the small fry discharg­
ed there from the bait-skiff Isabella, and 
consequently, a speedy re-shipment was 
deemed necessary.

It is to bo regretted that the “ bait- 
skiff worthies” failed to honor Harbor 
Grace with a visit on their way home.
We can assign no reason for the appar­
ent negligence, unless they were asham­
ed of their “ turn out.” At all events, 
the cruiser put into Portugal Cove and j 
landed her precious freight before , 
calling here. Yesterday forenoon ve 
took occasion to go on board th^ "Isabella ! 
and interview the captain. We, how-i 
ever, failed to ©licite anything of note:
regarding the expedition. The only bf fashion supe.ior to the i 
evidence of “ actual service appeared 
in the shape of an empty ease, j* addres 
sed” Brown Stout. Our Trinity corr 
respondent, however, furbishes us with

particulars respecting Capt. Reinhold 
Werner,, whose exploits in Spanish wa­
ters have lately excited so much atten­
tion. He is not only a seaman but an 
author, and having been led to choose 
the naval profession by an admiring 
study of Captain Marryatt’s novels, he 
has, carried on a si miliar propaganda 
with his own pen. His life has been 
an eventful one. He first went to sea 
m 18-12, in a Hamburg merchantman, 
and since then has seldom been unem­
ployed. He entered the North German 
fleet in 1849, and was in 1859 appoint­
ed to the command of a transport be­
longing to the expedition then sent by 
Prussia to Eastern Asia. He did good 
service iu 1864 and in 1866, and com­
manded the ironclad Kron Priuz during 
the Franco-German war but had no 
opportunity of engaging the enemy on 
this occasion. He last year obtained 
the command of a squadron consisting 
of the Friedrich Karl, three steam cor­
vettes, and a steam gunboat, the errand 
of which was to display the German flag 
in all the most important harbors in 
the world. With this view he visited 
the West Indian Islands and the Re­
public of Columbia, with which Ger­
many had a difference, and a voyage 
round the world was projected, but, 
owing to the disturbed state of Spain, 
he received orders to go to the Medi­
terranean, Captain Werner has writ­
ten some attractive naval novels and 
several important works on seamanship. 
He is also the founder of the “ Ilansa,” 
a periodical which appears at Hamburg 
and relates entirely to shipping,
