A Saintly Priest Murdered in Parir.

(Paris Correspondence of the Philidelphia
Catholic Times).

The week ending May18 witness-
ed one of those crimes which have
the effect of arresting the shocked
attention of a nation. The Abbe
de Broglie, and prinoce of the famous
house of that name, a man of letters
and a eaint, was brutally assassinat-
ed by a woman whom he had loaded
with benefits, and whose confessor
he had been for a cousiderable
period. Without a single exception
the Paris press, good and bad, unit-
ed in paying a tribute cf respect
and veneration to the saintly priest’s
wmemory. The dramatio featares of
{his case prompt me to give them in
detail. T:e murderess bclongs to a
class of women which is on the in-
crease, and reveals the fact that the
Catholic clergy have frequently to
endure & martyrdom in their pas-
toral office not less painful and me-
ritorious than death itself.

Maxence Amelot was a single
wom.n, aged 49, living in a small
flat on the fourth floor, 5, Rue No-
tre Dame des Champs, Paiis. Up
to the age of 33 she worked as a milli-
uer, by which time she bhad suffici-
ontly prospered to retire from busi-
ness on a little income of about 1,500
francs. She was then free to follow
her bent, which consisted in past-
ing her days in the ckurches and
practicing devotions. With all. ber
piety, however, she was remarkable
for singularity of conduct. Forse-
veral years she went coustantly to
confession to the Abbe de Broglie,
but about three years ago by his ad-
vice, she chose another director. It
was then that she began to display
ccentricity, and she became a de-
votee with a grievance. She asser-
ted that she was being persecuted,
that she was being surrounded by
enemies, that people turned their
backs on her, and she attributed all
this to the clergy, and particular'y
to the Abbe de Broglie, whom she
roundly accused of haviug broken
the seal of confession. In her folly
she actually wrote to the Prefect of
olice on the subject. In the mean-
while, althoughshe had «hosen an-
other confessor, Amelot gave the
She

pestered him with long letters.
The good man bore all this with ex-
traordinary patience and gentleness
but his tormentor showed him no
mercy. Finally she began to
threaten and his friends counseled
bim to take steps to put anend to
what was a publio scardal and dan-
er, but the abbe, in dispensing his
charities, had been so sccu:tomed to
hreats that he laughed at these
forbodings. Two months ago the
woman more and more exoited,
bought & “bull-dog’ revolver, saying
to her acquaintances she could “now
defy the clergy, and if they continu-
d to persecute her she would kill
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The Abbe de Broglie was a pro-
fessor of the Catholic University in
the Rue Vangirard. Every morr-
ing about 7 he said his Mass in the
adjoining chapel of the Carmee,
Last Priday morning voices were
heird in the sacristy. Amelot had
forced her way in and was hotly
demanding a “retraction” from the
Akbe de Broglie who was still ip his
vestments after saying Mass. To
calm her nndjavoid scandal he prom-
ised to called on her at 11 the fol-
lowing morning. The die was cast.
True to his word,-at the tppointed
hour the clergman ascended the
stecp stairs and was received by
Anaelot at the door, which she guiet-
ly bolted as he passed in. They
then pussed along a narrow pagsage
until they camo to a gitting-room,
where the abbe was invited to take
achair, It wasalow easy-chair or
fautenil. The woman sat on aqor-
dinary chair close at his right hand.
She began the old stery, upbraided
bim for calumninting her, and de-
manded a written retraction and
apology.

Godless Schools in France.

Look to France for the results of
purely secular education ! For about
twenty years there, the schooling of
youth has been entirely divorced
from religion, and whatever moral
instruction was imparted was dis-
pensed on the basis of a purely non-
religious system  Several years ago
the baneful results of the govern-
ment'’s interferenco were poiated out
by leading eduocators, and since then
many eminent statesmen have pro-
nounced the departure from the tra-
ditiunal religious training of pupils
a great mistake. The subject is once
more before the people of France
through published interviews in the
prese, and the opinion voiced by the
eminent authorities appealed to are
sll in one direction ; namely, that
the immorality which is increasing
at such a te rible Faoa fhroughont
the country is attributable to the ex-
pulsion of religious instruction from
the eduoation of the nation’s child- -
ren. The best minds agree that to
check the loose moral code, and the
lack of discipline in character every-
where noticeable to a deplorable ex-
tent, religious and moral instruction
must once more be given their old
places in the curriculum of the
child’s studies. Among the fore-
most of the advoeates of the abandon-
ment of the present system are M.
Berenger, vice president of the Sen-
ate’ M. Felix Pecant, the general
school superintendant, himself a
liberal in religions matters, and
Professor Earnest Luvisse, the
apos le of Idealism, who has flatly
declared over and over again that
the fundamental reason for the fail-
ure of the educational system in
France is its non religious character.
Professor Lavisses, statement re-
ceived a signal endorsement from no
less a personage than the recently
deceased minister, President Bur-
deau, who, although he had lett the
Church altogether, wrote to M.
Lavi:se in these words: “I am
firmly convincod that what you say
is the truth. By making the only
goal of our endeavor the prosperity
of man, we forget that the true lever
is the world and the safest source of
happiness is found in self-sacrifice.
As much as I admire the Greck
philosophers, especially Socrates yet
I am of the opiuion that it was
Christ who spoke the greatest word
when he declared that the supre.
macy of the earth and of the
heavens belongs to those who know
how to love and to sacrifice.”’—

Reports from St. John’s N'fid,
say that the principal clause in
the agreement of the loan which
has been granted Newfoundlaqd,
through the efforts of Colonial
Secretary Bond, provides that the
bondholders shall have the first
claim on the revenues of the
“eolony of Newfoundland. Another
clause provides that a chartered ac-
countant shall be despatched there
to investigate the finances and
supervise the policy of retrench-
ment, as well as overlook all
future expenditures. The govern-
ment, it is said, may have con-
siderable difficulty in obtaining
the sanction of the imperial gov-
ernment in the policy of hypothe-
cating the revenue if these reports
are true.

The dairying. industry of this
Province is proSecuted with un-
usual activity, and there is every
indication of a prosperous season.
The supply of milk at all the
cheese factories, new and old, is
most abundant. At the Hills-
borough factory, 8,800 pounds of
milk were received on Monday
last. On the same day; 8750
pounds were received at the
Stanley Bridge factory, and at
Emerald, the opening day of a
new factory, 6,813 pounds were
received. At the new factory at
Dunstaffaage, nearly 6,000 lbs. of
milk were takeu on Monday, the
opening day. At the Cornwall fac-
tory, the first day, this season, over
12,000 pounds of milk were re-
ceived. At the same factory, two
years ago, on the opening day of
the season, about seven hundred

unds of milk were taken in.
This is an indication of the extra-
ordinary progress made by this
factory. The advancement made
in this industry shows that our
farmers have awakened to what
is to their greatest advantage.

Objection has been taken to Mr.
Sanford Fleming’s suggestion that

In another column will be found
an account of the unveiling of Sir
John MecDonald’s monumeat in
Montreal, on Thursday last. Two
circumstances are worthy of note
in connection with this ceremony.
One is the fact of its taking place
on the fourth anniversary of the
chieftain’s death, the other is that
the unveiling was performed by
the Governor-General of Canada.
During his long and eveatful
public career, Sir John had official
relations with a number of ‘Gov-
ernors-General, and whatever
opinions they may have had re-
garding his legislation, all of them
can have had but one opinion as
to his great ability. This is the
third of the monuments erected to
his memory since his death, and
more are to follow. If we look
for a reason why the people of
Canada, with so much enthusiasm
and so much unanimity,thus honor
the departed Statesman and
leader, it may easily be found in
the sum-total of his achievements
on behalf of Canada. The scat-
tered provinces he united in one
bomegenouns -whole; the North-
west he found a great lone-land
and left it within the union in an
advanced state of progress and
civilization. Out of the scattered
’xeuj%nspts he carved the raw
matefials of a great nation. Sir
John stood and labored for a unit-
ed Canada,and his example should
serve as the strongest incentive to
those who follow him, to labor un-
ceasingly for the up-building of
this great Canada of ours.

The lobster fishery is an important
industry to this province, and it is in
cumbent on those engaged in it to
exercise the greatest possible care in
canning and preparing the fish for
market. In this, as in other lines,
competition is now keen and careless-
ness is sure not only to injure a pack-
ers reputation but to prove disadvan-
tageous to the Island product in gen-
eral. Thus far, this season, the Igbster
catch along the Island shores, has
been very good ; whether or not, at
the close, the season’s pack will
much exceed tl;nti of former years,
remains of course, to be seen. The
reason why the catch during May was
greater- than wusual dyring that
month, is no doubt, the fact that fish-
ing commenced so much earlier.
This is true, at least, so faras the
north shore of the [sland is concerned
Owing to the early departure of ice
and the calm weather, the fishing at
the factories along the north shore
clear to East Point, was commenced
very much earlier than last year.
The lobsters in this section were
abundant and of good quality. O:
late however there has been a con-
siderable falling off in the catch and
the fish seem less meaty. Those en-
gaged in the business in the section
named say that the lobsters show
a softening of the shell, in former
years seldom noticed before the
middlg of July. In a word, it is
said the numbers apd quality of the
lobsters, at present or quite recently

corresponds very ctearly with what
in other years, was noticed a month
later.  Whether the shell may hard-
en agajn and the catch increase to-
wards the end of the season is of
course a matter of conjecture. The
falling of iu the catch is attributed by
some to the great abundance of her-
ring, around the coast in the early
summer. Where the herring spawn
is deposited on the botton has become
a feeding ground for the lobsters and
they do not come in the way of the
traps. What facts of interest to the
packers the next few weeks may de-
velop it is difficult to tell.

Dominion Parliament.

The second vote of the session came
somewhat unexpectedly upon the house
within half an hour after the house met
on Tuesday afternoon of last week.
The usual time having arrived for tak-
ing over Thursday’s for government
business, leaving only Monday for
private members’ day, Hon. Mr.
Foster proposed a motion to that effect.
Mr. Laurier admitted that the course
proposed was usual, but the opposition
would ask as a condition of consent the
government to annognce what was pro-
posed tobe done with the Hudson Bay
railway, Chignecto ship railway and
other matters. Hon. Mr. Foster said
he was not prepared to answer all Mr.
Laurier’s questions, but he would tell
him that it was not proposed to introduce
legislation respecting the Chignecto
Ship railway. Mr. Laarier claimed
more information/and divided the house
Abont two-thirds of the members were
within reach and Hon.. Mr. Foster’s
motion was carried by s vote of 87 to
55 ; msjority 32. On the motion to go
into supply Mr. Charlton made & half
hour speech in defence of his action in
trying to influence _congress to secure
changes in the Wilson bill. It will be
remembered that Mr. Charjton writing
a8 8 Michigan lumberman urged that
the free lamber clause of the Wilson
bill be made not joperative‘ except on
condition of theabolition of the Cana-
dian export duty. This cogrse Mr.
Charlton defended by arguing that
the lumber clanse in the Wiison
bill would have been defsated in the
Uunited States senate if the modifications
be proposed had not been made in it.
He claimed that he had used his in-
flnence to prevent retaliation on Canada
at the time of the boom stick trouble,
and declared that the Canadian govern-
ment had made use of bhis good offices
in dealing with the United States.
He claimed to be entitled to the grati-
tude of the government and people of
this country, who had gladly availed
themselves of the Wilson bill which
his efforts had hgen chiegy instrumental
in obtaining. Mr. Bennett,'the brilliant
young member for Simcoe, took Mr.
Charlton in hand. He read the mani-
festo sent to the United States minister
by “John Charlton of Michigan.” This
document set forth that the Wilson bill
a8 it stood was too lenient fo Canada
and was against the interests of the
Michigan millowners. John Charlton
of Michigan might not be Mr. Charlton
M. P, but whoever he was he was
ovidently an enewy of Canada, and i
he was a Canadian he wasa traltor.
While Mr. Charlton claimed to have
the Canadian interests in view when
he tried to secure free lumber by re-
questing congress not to grapt free
inmber except on conditions injurious
to Canads, the fact was that he was
looking after his own interests. Mr.
Charlton owned no saw mill in Canada
He was conne~ted with saw mill owners
in Michigan. He had timber lands in
Qatario and desired to sell logs to Uni-
ted States mill men. Regides he own-
ed tugs engaged in towing logs acroas
the lakes.. It was therefore not free
lamber to Canada but ifree logs to the
United Jtates that Charlton wanted.
The debate went on to recess, Control-
ler Wallace contradicting some of Mr.
Charlton's statements concerning his
geryices to the government and party.
Messrs. Sproule, Jjartin, &gillg and
others kept up the discussion, which
got so hot that the speaker was several
times called upon to settle uuder what
condition such termy as traitor and
falsehood might be used. After dinngr
‘My. Charlton made another desperate

attempt to clear himself. He got him-
self into further trouble by stating that
when he communicated with Wasning-
ton he did not hail from Canads, but
from Michigan because that would
give him more influence. Mr. Bennett
went after him again, describing him
a8 & moral statesman who made false
pretences and denied his own country.
Col. Amyot followed by reading an old
letter written for the United States
press by Mr. Charlton in 1866 at the
time of the Fenian raid, wherein he
made great fun of the Canadian militia
which marched against the Fenians,
describing them as awkward and ill-
dressed, and remarking that the Cana-
dian people generally were not remak-
able for _intelligence. He then read
Mr. Charlton’s latter letter condemning
his leader as a Frenchman and Mr.
Edgar as & machine politican. He
(Amyot) saw no hope for the grit party
8o long as it hai for allies men who re-
pudiated their country and conspired
against it, who despised the Canadian
peop's, and expressed contempt for
their own laader. Col. Tisdale who re-
presents the other riding in Mr Charl-
ton’s county, and who is a studiously
moderate man, closed the debate in &
remarkable speech. Ihe letter quoted
by Col. Amyot reminded him that he
(Tisdale) was one of the awkward
young men who. marched out to the
frontier agsinst the Fenians.. He did
not deny the awkwardness, but he
would naver forget the ;day when he
left his young wife and her babe and
went oft with his comrades, expact
ing that many would never come
back. His golleague from Norfolk
might sneer, but he himself hoped
that he wounld never live to forget the
high deals which possessed him in those
old days. Col. Tisdale in describing
the scene a8 he remembered it almost
broke down and made a strong impres-
sion ou the house. After his speech the
speaker left the chair. ,When Mr.
Charlton was disposed of the house went
into supply and passed the estimates
for legislation. Late in the eveninga
discussion arose on the government ex-
portations of butter, to which some
opposition membérs from Oatario ob-
jected. Hor. Mr. Montague defended
the course of government and showed
that the result bad been a large de-
mand for Canadian butter. He said
the government proposed to -export
no more batter, but would provide
cold storage at three English points, as
well ag in cars and on board ship.

Answering questions, on Wednesday
the minister of militia informed the
house that there was no record in the
| department of any resignation tendered
last year by General Herbert. The
general is nowg@absent on leave granted
last February, and doing some work
in England. At present the duties o:
the commander were performed by the
adjutant general. The government
does not contemplate a changa in the
law to permit the sappointment of a
Canadian officer as general command-
ing. Haggact informen Mr. Patterson
of Colchester that Conductor McColby
of the Intercolonial had been dismissed
because he was not a fit and proper
person for the position.

counties of Wales require religious
be somewhat
different from those which are applic-
able to other parts of the country,
and, secondly, that no Bishop, or
religious organization, which bad to
deal with two conditions of things so
different as we have described, could
be either free enough or versatile
enough to do justice to both. The
distance alone would make it morally
impossible ; Aberystwyth is as far
from Cardiff, by time, as Carlisle is
from London.

The establishment of a Vicariate
instead of a new diocese is, no doubt,
a temporary measurc. The new Vicar
Apostolic will, in many respects, have
a different line of work from' that
which falls to the lot of -the Bisuops
of the Province, It will be for him
to form a diocese. = When Cardinal
Wiseman preached at the consecra-
tion of the venerable Bishop Brown,
our predecessor of happy memory, at
Bath, in 1840, he said, in allusion to
the Welsh Vicariaté to which he had
been appointed, “To others the
Bishop's office is appointed, to you
the Apostle’s; theirs more to keep,
yours all to gain.” It might seem as
if this were even at this day only too
true ; yet we must not forget what has
been done. ., In Giamorganshire, in
1840, although a few . congregations
gathered together in rooms and lofts,
there was not one Oatholic church;
now there are more than twenty, If
God gives the increase, the day will
come when the old Welsh diocese
will be revived, and the Principality
may, or may not, be again united
to the Province of Westminister.
Meanwhile, it cannot be doubted that
there are many, very many, who are
now ready and anxious to assist in an
effort to make the Catholic Church
better known to the Welsh people.
The new Bishop will find, let us be
sure many generous friends and sup-
porters. At this moment, there are
six or eight young students, Welsh-
speaking, who look forward to 'take
their share in the holy work of the
missionary. In Britanny, where the
Catholic branch of the Welsh race
still show themselves the best Chris-
tians of all France, there are priests
and religious who are preparing them-
selves to ?‘come over and help us.”
In one or two places of South Wales
there are already, like an advanced
guard, missions zealously served—
such as Camarthen, Tenby, Aberyst—
wyth, Brecon—which will receive new
life and vigor from the words of the
Sovereign Pontiff and the zeal of the
new pastor.  In North Wales there
are many more-; and we can hardly be
disappointed in our expectation that
the great Society of Jesus, which is
there so strongly represented, will
carry on its old traditions, and use its
resources in the conversion of a race
who have welcomed it in their midst.
1t is far from being true that the Welsh
people, as a race, are hostile to Catho-
lics, or even to Catholicism. They
have, from time to time, shown them-
selves hostile to certain phantoms and
shapes that have been put forward to

represent Catholicism. The Welsh
people believe in the Bible
and in our Lord Jesus Carist.

As soon as they can be indaced to
give a hearing to OCatholicism, they
will find that the Catholic teaching
only illuminates and illustratas the
Bible, which, in the hands of the
sects, is like the sun in partial eclipse
—not the half of its light being brought
out, They will find that without the
Eucharist and the Sacramental Sys
tem, the Cross of Jesus Christ is little
more than a piece of ancient history.
They will discover that the Blessed
Virgin Mary and the saints only re-
echo, reflect and enforce the Incarna-
tion. What is much more, they will
see that without the calm, measured
and decisive teaching of Catholic
authority, the very Bible itself will
shrink, verse after verse, leaf after leaf,
till very little but the binding will
remain. They will see that their
natural religion, the:r - kindness and
their courage and enterprise must be
lifted up and turned into virtues for
heaven by faith and divine charity,
and that morality ean only gain, not
lose, by self examination. These
things the Welsh nation might learn,
and they should learn. These things,
it God grant it, they will learn, when
they find men in the midst of them
who can speak to them and reason
with them ; men who will sympathise
with their history, their traditions and

of Wales. By a Brief of the Sover-
eign Pontiff, dated March of the pre-
sent year, the six counties of North
Wales and and five of the counties of
South Wales are severed from the
diocese of Shrewsbury and Newport,
to which they respectively belonged,
and formed into a Vicariate Apostolic,
It has long becn thought by those on
whom rests the chief solicitude of
these things, that the interests of the
Faith in the Principality of Wales
(with the exception of Glamorgan)
might profitably be plaged under ibe
superintendence ot one chief pastor.
Although the whole of Great Britain,
from a Catholic point of view, is still
& “missionary” country, yet the eleven
counties of Wales are “missionary”
in a much more striking sense. = The
general population of the country is,
in comparison with England, sparse
and scattered, Therg are no large
towns, snd few centres of industry ;
there are wide tracts of .moor and
mountain. Of the total population
of Wales, which is approximately,
1 350,000, 00 less than about 559,000
belong to Glamorganshire, leaving
about 800,000 for the eleven counties.
As to Catholicism, the contrast is still
more matked, Whilst in Monmouth-
shire there are about 12,500 Catholics
and in Glamorganshire about 23,990
in all the eleven counties there are

The Canadian Innuits,

Advance copies of volume twelve of
“Transactions of the Royal Society of
Canada” are to hand, and it contains
an able, exhaustive, and very interegt-
ing paper from His Honor Lieut.
Gov. Schultz on the Innuit of our
Arctic coast, which throws much light
on the habits and character of these
peculiar Eiquimaux people, and dis-
poses the reader to form a higher
opinion of these Arctic Canadian
aborigines than bas been hitherto
generally entertained. Regarding
these His Honor says:

In attempting to form my own
opinion regarding this singular people
I have consulted the records of early
and later intercourses with them with-
in reach here, and in the foregoing
bave endeavored to give from these
and from unwritten sources of infor-
mation as faithful an account-of their
habits, modet of life, religious belief,
etc., as was possible, considering their
wide habitat and the contradictory
statements often made in refereace to
them, and sowmne of these accounts of
tkem | have copied from the records
of observers who seemed to me to
have had a fair opportunity of being
correct, and whose veracity I do not
doubt, and from all these sources of

[information I am incllned to class the

Innuit nation bigh among the abor-
igines of Oanada, high even among
the aborigines of America, excepting,
of course, in constructive skill and
some of the arts, the tribes of Aztec
and Toltec stock. And it seems to
me that no aboriginal people have
been, when first encountered in early
or more recent days, more misunder-
stood or traduced.

They were believed for atime to be
sun worshippers, because when first
emerging from their tents in the morn-
ing they invariably looked toward
that luminary to se what mists weree
likely to obscure the haunts of the
seal and what clouds betokened a
gathering storm or fair weather. They
have been considered cowardly,though
their life is one long war with the
elements, and where they constantly
exercise in the pursuit of food a cour-
age greater, indeed, than he who
attacks the whale, walrus or polar
bear with modern implements of des-
truction, and, when smarting ,under
the the sense of injustice and cruelty,
they have, in times ‘ong ago, swept
the Norsemen from the Gvreenlandic
coasts, and in chance encounters with
the sub-Arctic Indian tribes they are
nearly always the victors,

They bave heen set down as in-
veterate thieves, generally by those
who underrated the temptation to
purloin a little of the white man's
stupendous affluence of that meta!,
the slightest bit of which in needle or
knifeblade was a treasured possession
to be handed down from mother to
daughter and from father to son, and
most writers agres that hooesty and
respect for their neighbor's goods
characterize their dealiugs with each
other. In their semi-communal life,
however, no man must pOSsess 100
much ; the man who has two kayacks
must allow any relative to use the
spare one, and he who has three must
sybmit to the third being t.aken by
any ong who needs i} and a misdirect=
ed exercise of this nnwritten Eskimo
law may perhaps account for the inx
genious abstraction of a tin plate or
a coveted nail from a keg of such
riches.

survivors. e

We now come to the difficult ques-
tion of the probable origin of these
denizens of the most inhospitable re-
gions of North America and of part
of Asia, and are met at the outset not
only by ordinary difficulties of such
an attempt in regard to the better
known aboriginal tribes of the con
tinent, but with the very distinctive
difference which exists between them
and the Iauits of the polar basin.
The movements, at least, if not the
origin of all the other Canadian Indi-
ans have been fairly well ascertained,
but the manners, habits and customs,
the religious beliefs and language, as
well as their habitat, so far as we have
any account of them, have remained
the same with the Eskimo since they
were first seen by European eyes.
Migrations there have been, but these,
since the eleventh century, at least,
have partaken more of the character
of the natural overflow of population,
seeking in- bands of -several families
new fields where food was to be pro-
cured than any general hegira from
internal or external causes. Unlike
in appearance, manner, habits, dispo-
sition and language from ail Indian
tribes near them, they have sought no
communication with them. Discour-
aging even marriage with captives
taken in war, they have nearly every-
where remained of pure blood.
¢ Tanuits, the *people’ who live in
plenty where all others would starve,
resisting 21l temptation to leave their
boulder - strewn and ice-furrowed
shores, and who languish and die
whea forcibly removed from their
bleak headlands and rocks.

I pass by the ingenious arguments
which would have us believe that man
is the result of evolation ; or that man
of different colors were created as un-
worthy of a single thought when we
possess the divinely iuspired accouant
of the origin of our species, and
accept without hesitation the present
general belief derived from the con-
clusions reached after much research
by those who devoted much time to
its study, that all at least of the north-
ern portion of the aboriginies of
North America reached this contineut
by chance from the Aleutian Islands,
or with intent across some part of the
Behring Strait.

Accepting this belief we may sup-
pose the progenitor of these Eskimo or
¢ Skraelings’ seen early in the eleventh
century on the Newfoundland and
Labrador coasts by the S:andinavian
discoverers of Greenland to have been
one of the Mongolian cffshocts of the
great dispersion caused by the con-
fusion of tongues, and we must sup-
pose them either to have adopted
their present mode of life by being
forced to the northeastern portion of
Arctic Asia by tribes stronger and
better armed than they, and having
acquired the habits of life necessitated
by a residence in the polar basin,
gradually found their way over 5,000
of Artic and Atlantic coast line to
where first met, near the Straifs of
Belle Isle, or the (to me) far more
probable conjecture that their pro-
genitors were the Mongolian tribe or
tribes who first peopled America and
the great eastward and southward tide
of occupation, which, increasing in its
flow southward across the great river
valieys and lake basins of the contin-
ent left a northern fringe to occupy
country not further south perhaps
than the southern tributiries of the
Saskatchewan or the northern tribu
taries of the Missouri, and a disabled
remnant to continue to occupy the
Aleutian Islands, and there learn that
which was to pre:etve tteir race when
they rejoined their companions and
were forced northward from these
homes to their present habitat ; hard
pressed by these tribes which, having
increased, multipiled, and grown
strong in the warmer portions of the
continent, began those incessant, in-
terminable wars which the.discoverers
succeeding Columbus found every-
where along the easlern coast, .and
later explorers found extending to the
heart of the continent, they would
naturally seek refuge ncrthward. by
the rivers of the Arctic watershed in
the bark and wooden canoes which
are so like, in form at least, the skin
hoats whigh the Russian nayigators,
Behriug, Spangenberg and Tachivikin
found in use by the then occupants of ;
the Aleutian Islands.

We can easily understand, if we

accept this theory of the colonization
of the Arctic shores of the continent,

how the bark, and even wood canoe
would have to give place to the light
skin boat when the nortbern limit of
wocd had been reached and passed,
and how gladly a hard-pressed tribe
fleeing for their lives would, if accus-
tomed to the use of boats, seek. at
once a limit where they could not -be
followed ; hence the occupation of the
Arctic coast is a haven of safety and
where the arts of the Aleutian islander
could be exercised to procure the
abundance of food which, till the
white man came, filled the caches and
storehouses of the Hskimo nearly
T.verywhere along the extended coast
iae.

If we aczept this theory there still
remains the question whether this
hegira took place down one or many
of the rivers flowing into the Arctic
Sea; and though not important, there
are reasonable grounds for supposing
that it took place down two at least,
or three perhaps, of the Canadian
Arctic rivers, although one, indeed,
of the rivers of Alaska would offer
some of the facilities afforded by the
others further east — Winnipeg Daily
Nor'wester. ;
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Very pithily the Northwesf Review
makes a point: ‘Tolerance is one
thing, charity another.
