Oratory Magazine prints, 
by permiaeioD, an account of the 
fall ot the Campanile, as seen by an 
Ametiean gtrl. She writes : “ Tés, 
we are all safe. The tower did not 
fall on ray of us, although I sup­
pose we shall never be puoh nearer 
being buried alive than we were 
thie morning. It came without ray 
warning. We were jon our way 
to Goofs, Which is on the side 
the crack first appeared. As we 
came down from the hotel we not- 
iced a small crowd of people watch 
iog the tower, and some of the 
Piazza officials bad placed a few 
boards around it to keep people 
from going up to it ; but the crack 
was so alight that we asked where 
it was. We walked to the other 
aide under the dock-tower, and as 
we stood there bricks began to fa’l 
out of the crack, which grew wider 
every minute. Some people thought 
that a corner of the tower might 
go, but no one was really there but 
a few tourists and some shopkeepers.
We, having lota to do, went to 
Cook’s, where we could see if any­
thing did happen, and still attend 
to onr business. Cook’s men smiled 
at the Americans who thought that 

tower which had seen eleven 
hundred years could fall without any 
warning. Suddenly as we stood 
there a huge gap appeared from 
ton to bottom, and then the whole 
thing seemed to groan and tremble, 
and, with apparently no sound, sunk 

a heap where it stood ; only the 
top . . . poised iteell a minute
in mid-air, tipped, and fell crashing 
toward St. Mark’s. Pieces of the 
gilt angel were picked up on the 
church steps ; otherwise nothing bnt 
a pile of bricks and mortar was to 
be seen. We all stood in the door­
way, too stunned to move. Th% 
people in the square fled panic- 
stricken in every direction. In­
stantly [what appeared] a solid, 
wall of dirt and plaster rose from 
the mass, as high as the towuf flunking
been, and spread in every direction 
I thought, of coarse, we should be 
suffocated, and a rush followed for 
the back of Cook’s offbe. Every 
one screamed to shut the doors, but> 
there were none at hand, being sep­
arate and kept packed away all 
day. The dirt entered like a thick 
fog, and yon eonld not distinguish 
your best friend. Fortunately, it 
cleared away in a minute or so, 
enough to see where we were, and 
all were safe. Not even one woman 
fainted where we were, * . The 
dnst was about two inches deep, 
huge rook's were against Cook's 
building, and I picked np a piece of 
one of the bronze bells on the other 
side of the square. Venice went 
wild, of coarse, and tjie square was 
soon crowded by hundreds of raonra 
ing people. It was a very sad sight.
All shops closed at once, and every 
one waited. ”

A pleasing number of Sunset 
a magazine of the Border, ' 

Western magazine hitherto unknown 
to nr, has been brought to onr not­
ice through an article, graphically 
illustrated, on “ San Francisco' 
Mission Dolores, ” by Sarah Henry,
It seems a little difficult to take in 
the fact that this little, ohnroh was 
actually the only church in San 
Francisco as late as the year 1849 
It was built in 1776, and the article 
says that it is fairly well preserved 
In reading its story we mast bear 
in mind that this building dates 
to the year that the Declaration of 
Independence was signed, when the 
great state of Oalifornia, one of the 
proudest in onr Union to-day, was 
the Indians’ home, the Spaniard*! 
possession, and the Catholic mission 
ary’s harvest field. “ The Mission 
San Francisco de Assisi, the Mission 
Dolores, ” says onr writer, “ was 
the sixth of the chain of missions 
that marked the zigzag path of the 
Franciscans from San [Diego to Son­
oma, the distance from mission to 
mission being a good day’s journey. 
For six 'years prior to the found­
ing of the San Francisco mission, 
Monterey 'was the northmost out­
post, that having been established 
within a year after the Franciscans 
entered Upper California. Daring 
these six years many uneucoeaafol 
attempts were made to found a mis­
sion on the bay of San Francisco, 
which bad been discovered in 1769 
by tbe first overland expedition sent 
northward from San Diego. Father 
Serra, prompted by hie pious z?al, 
represented to the Marquis de la 
Croix, then viceroy of Mexico, that 
it was a reproach to ^Catholic Chris 
tianity that there was no mission 
dedicated to S>n Francisco de 
Aasaisi, the patron of the order

the entrance and

This disoription does not, however, 
really, do jnstioe to the austerely 
oppressive front shown in the illas 

tration, and topped by a severely 
plain bet very prominent nrtss. 

The interior deftoffctfai, however, 
as left undisturbed, and today 

shows the pains the pious Fathers 
took with even their plainest sanc­
tuaries. The uncovered, rough-hewn 
rafters, which" rest on heavy, edaaed 
supporters, are painted in diamond- 
shaped patterns, the dull rod, yellow 
blue and white giving an effective 
touch of color against the monoton­
ous gray of the adobe walls. Oa 
the north wall is an immense sym­
bolic painting on canvas, the work 
of Spanish artists, representing the 
religions mysteries. This was a 
part of the religions recoration, 
and the difficulty of early tran­
sportation is shown by the can­
vas being in many small pieces, care 
fully matched in hanging. The 
painting is in excellent condition 
except for holes in the lower part 
where mischievous youngsters have 
been at work with pooket-knives 
Two aide altars support images of 
saints. ... In the sanctuary 
the decoration is quite elaborate and 
in a good state of preservation. The 
entire end of the chapel is a mass 
of carving painted in a dull reddish 
color with mnoh gilt. Five empty 
oiohes show where images formerly 
stood, and whioh were probably 
removed for safety as time weaken 
ed their supports. A plain, inart 
ist'c wooden altar, painted white, 
is clearly of comparatively recent 
date. It covers the original altar.

. . . Here in the sanctuary
is the grave of Father Carroll.

. , There are other graves be­
neath the floor of the main body 
of the church. Back of the sanc­
tuary is the sacristy, whioh con­
tains some interesting relics ol 
former days, " The lnll.psge pic­
ture of the church's interior is very 
striking. There are but two rows 
of pews, one on either side of tbe 
aisle, which leads right np to the 
quaint old sanctuary. The rafters 
of the roof are certainly Unique

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Mr. Dunsmuir has retired from 
the Premiership of British Col­
umbia, and Colonel Prior, who 
has been a member -of the Gov­
ernment for some time has suc­
ceeded him in the Leadership. 
Colonel Prior was a member of 
the House of Commons from 
1888 to 1901, and was Controller 
of Inland Revenue in the Bowell 
and Topper Governments.

Mr. Flint The Conservatives 
have put a candidate into each 
of these constituencies, and the 
elections may not be so much of a 
picnic for the Government nomi­
nees as they first imagined. So 
frightened have the Liberals be­
come in Yarmouth that Mr. Pel- 
ton, the first Government nomi­
nee has retired in favor of a Mr.
Law, who is described as “ a far 
stronger man.” Evidently the 
nomination of Mr. Corning, the 
Conservative candidate has caus­
ed a little consternation in the 
Grit camp, as Mr. Fielding, the 
Minister of Finance, is said to 
have camped down in the con­
stituency.

The Grit convention that met
in this city yesterday for the pur­
pose of selecting a candidate to 
contest" the second district of 
Queen’s, seems to have been a 
very inharmonious congloméra» 
tion. Two candidates, Mr. John 
Wheatley and Mr. James McLean 
.were put in nomination. A mo­
tion was then made that the 
choice of the convention be un- 

- animous ; but this was objected to 
by Mr. Wheatley and his friends, 
who contended that he had been 
properly chosen as the candidate 
at a previous convention. A warm 
discussion ensued, after which 
Mr. George Wheatley attempted 
to read letters from different men 
protesting against this conven­
tion. We are told that the dis­
order at this stage became so 
great that it was found necessary 
to remove to the Legislative 
chamber. It appears that thirty- 
nine of the fifty-five delegates 
in attendance proceeded to the 
last named place of meeting and 
balloted for the prospective can­
didates. The result was *28 for 
McLean and 11 for Wheatley. 
A motion was carried making the 
nomination of Mr. McLean unani­
mous. What will Wheatley do ?

He 
paid little attention to it at the 
time ; but a day or two afterwards 
evil effects began to manifest 
themselves, and it was soon dis­
covered that he had been poisoned. 
Dr. Conroy and his other brother 
physicians most assiduously and 
unselfishly labored with the case. 
In his suffering and affliction the 
patient manifested the most 
Christian resignation. The untir­
ing efforts of his brother physi­
cians wem unable to save the sight 
of the affected eye ; it is now ab­
solutely sightless. The question 
is whether or not it may affect the 
other eye, which up to the present 
seems to be all right. It is de­
voutly to be hoped that, through 
the skill and devotion of his fel­
low practitioners, the sound eye 
may be preserved and that the 
sufferer may not be deprived of 
his sight. In common with the 
whole community we extend our 
heart-felt sympathy to the Dr. and 
Mrs. Jenkins and family, and sin­
cerely trust the worst is over.

vince cannot be fairly discussed, 
for the reason that we have no 
published statement of the Gov­
ernment’s financial transactions 
for the current fiscal year, now 
within a few weeks of its close. 
By the non publication of the 
public accounts until some time 
in 1903, the Government are able 
to cloak over almost a year’s pub- 
liVbusiness, and conceal from the 
electors the amount they have ad­
ded to the Provincial debt during 
the last twelve months.

of the actual indebtedness. An 
nual deficits of about $50,000 
a Provincial debt amounting to 
upwards of $700,000 and an in 
terest charge of more than $25,- 
000 a year are the salient fea 
tures of the present Provincial 
Government’s financial adminis' 
tration. Is this a record that 
should entitle them to the contin 
ued confidence of the people 
Surely not ! Electors of Cardi 
gan and West River show your 
disapproval of such maladminis- 
tration by voting for Messrs. Cur­
rie and Morson, the Conservative 
candidates, on December 9th.

About Railway Stations
Nothing has of late been heard 

about the site for the new rail 
way station for Charlottetown. 
Has the Minister of Railways re­
turned any answer to the unani 
mous resolution of the Board of 
Trade meeting, recommending the 
site opposite the Hotel Davies 
as the most suitable and the most 
convênient for the travelling pub 
lie f The question of erecting a 
new passenger station has been 
discussed for some time ; all will 
admit that this accommodation is 
needed and none will deny that 
the site in question is admirably 
adapted for such a building. 
Moreover, the sum of $30,000 was 
voted for'this purpose at the last 
session of Parliament. In view 
of these facts, it is to be hoped 
the authorities will .lose as little 
time as possible in starting the 
new station and that they will 
erect it where it shall afford the 
greatest convenience and accom­
modation to the public.

Just two weeks from today the 
by - elections for the Provin­
cial Legislature will be held in 
the second district of Queen’s and 
the third district of King’s. As 
we pointed out last week, these 
elections are brought on by the 
Government at a time when the 
financial condition of the ffq-

In this connection it seems apro­
pos to refer to the proposed new 
railway station at Pictou, which 
has been spoken of for some time, 
and for which $70,000 was ap 
propriated at the last session of 
Parliament. The daily connec 
tion of the steamers from this 
port with the railway at Pictou 
makes the location of the station 
in the last named town a matter 
of much interest to the travelling 
public of this Province. The pre­
sent railway station at Pictou is, 
as all who have passed over the 
route know, quite convenient to 
the steamboat landing. There is 
ample warehouse^ accommodation 
on the wharf and the close prox­
imity of the passenger station 
seems to meet all the require­
ments, so far as making close 
connections is concerned. Besides 
the present station appears to be 
located about the centre of the 
town and to be equally conveni­
ent, as near as may be, to all the 
citizens of Pictou. It will thus 
be seen that for all concerned, 
those who reach Pictou by boat and 
wish to make close railway con­
nection, as well as those who 
depart from and arrive at Pictou 
by train, the location of the pre 
sent station is the most conveni­
ent possible. This being so it 
would be most natural to expect 
that the new station would be 
erected on or near the site of the 
old one. It has not been started 
yet, so far as we know, although 
as above stated, $70,000 was vot­
ed for it last session. We are in­
formed on the very best author­
ity that a strong and determined 
effort is made to have the new 
station erected a long distance 
from the present depot—a mile 
or two west, clear out of the 
town altogether. If the proposed 
site is chosen it will not afford 
special accommodation to anyone ; 
on the contrary it will prove a 
hardship and an inconvenience to 
the people of Pictou, no less thae 
to the people of this Province, 
who may be travelling that way. 
Those who want the new station 
built on the site in question own, 
or are interested in real estate in 

locality. They are, more.

over, active politicians of tbe 
Grit persuasion and are connect­
ed by family ties with Govern­
ment supporters in the House of 
Commons. They bring all their 
influence, bnd the influence of 
their family connections in and 
out of Parliament, to bear on the 
Minister of Railways, and by 
means of this political pull they 
hope to effect a profitable sale of 
their real estate to the Govern­
ment, wholly regardless of the 
great inconvenience and hardship 
such a transaction may inflict 
upon the travelling public. Rail­
way stations and works of a 
kindred nature established at pub­
lic expense and paid for with the 
taxes of the people, should surely 
be placed where they are likely to 
afford the greatest possible accom­
modation to the general public, 
rather than where their erection 
may serve to gratify the avarice 
and swell the coffers of this or 
that political follower, who hap­
pens to have some influence with 
the government of the day. JVe 
understand one of the members 
of the Commons for this Province 
is connected by family ties with 
some of those Pictou politicians 
so deeply interested in having the 
new station built on the proposed 
new site. Will he exert his influ­
ence on the side of his family con­
nection rather than in favor of the 
convenience and accommodation 
of the people of his own Pro­
vince and Riding ? From the 
statement of facts here set forth 
our readers will readily see that 
the selection of the proposed new 
site for the Pictou railway station 
would be nothing short of a scan 
dalous and outrageous attempt to 
subordinate public convenince to 
private gain and to mainipulate 
public expenditure for the special 
advantage of political favorites.

Across Canada.
Montreal, Nov. 23.-Canada is to have 

n second trans-continental railway, ex­
tending from ocean to ocean. The an­
nouncement was made to-day by Chas. 
M. Hays, second vice-president and 
general manager of the Grand Trunk 
Railway. The construction of the new 
line will be commenced as soon se the 
necessary legislation can be obtained 
from the Canadian parliament.

The Grand Trank will be behind tbe 
new road and will operate it, bnt, as in 
the case of tbe Grand Trunk lines west 
of tbe Detroit river, will be constructed 
coder a separate corporate name, the 
Grand Trpnk Pacific Railway Cjmpany. 
The new line, according to Mr. Haye’ 
statement, will have a mileageof about 
3000 miles, besides tbe constructions, 
including equipment, stations, bridges, 
ships and other facilities, will involve 
an expenditure of from $75,000,000 to 
$100,000,000. According to the pn-sent 
arrangements, the new ayatem will ran 
through" that portion of Northern On­
tario known aa New Ontario, starting 
from tbe North Bay orGravenhnret and 
-extending through Manitoba, the N mb 
west Territories and British Colombia 
to Bate Inlet, or Port Sampson, B. C. 
as may later be determined upon. The 
line will of the most modern and 
up-to-date 'character, having in view 
especially low grade, long .tangents, 
steel bridges and heavy rails, as well as 
ample etatidn facilities and equipment 
for the handling of freight and passenger 
traffic.

“ No one,” said Mr. .Hays, “ who baa 
been studying the wonderful develop 
meats that have taken place in the 
Northwest daring the last few years 
can fail to be deeply impressed with the 
growth of that extensive and rich terri 
tory, and onr directors feel that in view 
of the apparent need of additional rai|. 
way facilities, and in order to guarantee 
to the present Grand Trunk ayatem di 
reel connection with that very import­
ant and growing lection of Canada, the 
only wise policy is to take active steps 
towards this extension.”

The building of this trans-continental 
route has been nnder consideration by 
the Grand Trunk directorate for some 
time, bnt it was only dating Mr. Hays> 
recent visit to England that it was de 
cided to carry ont the project at as early 
a date as possible.

Mr. Hays added that the line would 
probably be in foil operation within 
five years, and that steamship lines on 
the Pacific Would come sa a necessary 
adjunct.—St. John Son

turbed and in unruly times, when the 
hand of a young and inexperienced 
woman was singularly ill-fitted to 
take the helm of the State.

“ I should have been treated with 
the greatest regard,” she said, “ had 
I consented to adopt tbe doctrines 
preached by Knox. But as I an­
nounced my determination to adhere 
to the Roman Catholic, the only 
true Church, Knox openly insulted 
and defied me, and in league with 
him and his fanatical preachers, the 
Lords of the Covenant never rested 
until they ruined my good name and 
saw me oast into prison. And yet 
I solemnly swore to respect the Re­
formed religion as then established, 
nor dié^JpVpèreecute one of my 
subjects on account of bis creed.”

She then proceeded to relate how 
her marriage with her cousin, Henry 
Darnley, had been a further cause of 
offence to Elizabeth ; how she had 
proposed, in a constitutional manner, 
to establish the Catholic religion 
how Darnley betrayed his royal con­
sort, and caused R-zio, her secretary, 
who was conducting the proceedings 
to be assassinated in her very pres­
ence. How Darnley was deceived 
in his turn by the Covenanters, who 
refused him the reward of his treaoh 
ery, the kingly power to which he 
aspired, and displayed to the Queen 
the document he bad signed in proof 
of the infamous part he had played, 
How sl)e had, at bis entreaty, freely 
forgiven him, refused to consent to 
a separation, and after his illness, 
been fully reconciled to him.

And then came the explosion which 
destroyed the house of Kirk-in-the- 
Field where Darnley was sleeping I 
Murray, Morton and Ruthven were

accomplices in this murder ; Bothwell
was acquitted by his judges, atad their 
verdict was confirmed by Parliament.

But suspicion still attached to him,” 
the Queen said, “and therefore I 
steadfastly refused to marry him, de­
spite the pressure brought to bear on 
me by a strong party of the Lords. 
Then he resorted to violence, carried 
me off to his castle at Dunbar, and 
compelled me to go through the cere­
mony which would give him the posi 
lion of power be coveted. Would 
that I had died a thousand times 
rather than submit to it ! For this 
compulsory marriage put a weapon 
in my adversaries’ hands, and gave 
a coloring of truth to the vile accusa­
tion they brought against me o‘f hav­
ing connived at m> husband’s mur­
der. Some forged letters were 
brought forward in support of this 
charge, and my fate was sealed, An 
insurrection of the Lords of the Cove­
nant was followed by my incarcera­
tion at Lochleven and the complete 
abolition of the Catholic religion. 
After my escape from and the fatal 
defeat at Langside. I fled to Eng 
land, where, as you know, instead of 
the promised assistance on which 
relied, I found perpetual imprison­
ment in store for me. My principal 
enemies were, within a short time, 
arraigned before the judgment-seat of 
God ; Murray was assassinated, Mar 
died suddenly, Marion and Ruthven 
were executed for the murder of 
Darnley. Almost all met with 
violent death ; may God forgivé them, 
as I strive to do 1 Only one thing is 
a source of continual anxiety to me ; 
the salvation of my only son, whom 1 
left, an infant in the cradle, when I 
was taken as a prisoner to Lochleven. 
To win him back to the Catholic faith, 
I would gladly sacrifice my life."

This sorrowful story, which was told 
me in detail, differed on many points 
from the account which I had pre 
viously heard. I cannot deny that I 
was deeply moved by it. Everything 
about it seemed to bear the impress 
of truth, and I said within myself, if 
this is a tissue of lies and hypocrisy 
Mary Stuart is an accomplished de­
ceiver, and I shall find the means of 
unmasking her. Could I discover 
her to be in any way mixed up in the 
design of murdering Elizabeth, not 
single word will I believe of her self- 
defence, although it is stated so calmly 
and bears so strong an appearance of 
truth.

The captive Queen did not tell me 
her history as a connected whole, but 
in parts, at different times, yet I never 
detected any discrepancy in her state 
ments. Once I asked her what she 
would do if she were set at liberty, 
She replied that formerly it was her 
design^should she regain her freedom, 
to hasten to Scotland, to withdraw her 
son from the influence of sycophants, 
and defeat their schemes ; and to call 
upon the faithful Catholics in the 
lowlands, as well as the highland clans, 
to unite in one supreme effort to main 
tain tbe Catholic faith in the country, 
But now she had completely aban­
doned all such -ideas; the time for 
action was past, her son was already 
twenty years of age. She would 
therefore retire tp her beloved France, 
to bet relatives of the House of Guise, 
to end her days in peace and the un 
disturbed exercise of her religion. 
Many and many a time bad she be­
sought her Royal Sister of England 
to release her from this almost into! 
erable captivity, but she would only 
consent to do so on certain conditions, 
two of which could not be accepted 
namely that she renounce her claim 
to tbe crown of England, and abjure 
the Catholic faith.
