.Cremation.

Many interesting and learned arti=
cles have been written on oremation
daring recent years. The question
has been considered from varions
points of view—sauitary, economio
and religious. Yet it has had bat
little practical result so far as the
actual process of cremation is con-
cerned. Exoceedingly few bodies
have been cremated, aod the np-
holders of the usual and more natural
method are silent. Either they re-
gard the matter with supreme in-
difference, or they feel that publio
opinion is too strongly entrenched
oo their side 10 bear any extensive
application of the process of creama-
tion.

On May 19, 1886, a deoree was
published at Rome forbidding Oatho-
lios from makidg use of creamation
in the disposal of their Christian
dead: This is after all only in keep.
ing with the most
ohristian in stinots,
possesses the faith, the body is
really a saored thing. Itis the
temple of the Holy Spirit, and the
medium of supernataral graces, It
is the medinm also through which
the sacraments aot upon the soul,
In the body slso—even though oold
and stiff in death—we recognize no
ordinary lifeless thing ; it shall yet
be aroused to renewed action; in
death it but sleeps to awaken sgain
with renewed vigor and undiminish-
ed strength. The human body
possesses a nature and a destiny un=
like anything else. Itis no common
olay—no ordinary vessel whioh has
served its purpose und deserves only
to be flung aside. 1thas a history
—this dead human body—a history
wondrons and beaatifal; but it
awaits another history in the future
far more marvellous still, when the
corruptible shall put on in corrupt-
ion, and the mortal put on immor-
tality,

The Oatholio instinot is thus nat-
aral and right. It is inherent in
our belief in & future life and a
general resurrection. To diminish
this feeling or even to disregard i

The War of 1812.

(Casket)

Much light is thrown upon the
origin of this war in the Life and
Correspondence of Charles Carrol of
Carrolton,

Over and over again in the years
preceding the war- he declares that
“it is the true interest of this country
to form an alliance, offensive and de
fensive, with England, to set bounds
to the ambition and power of Napole=
on, If we do not join
England, and she should be subdued,
can you suppose the ambitious tyrant
of France would not impose on us
his iron yoke? . , “Such an alli-
ance would emancipate all the Span-
ish colonies on this coatinent.

But there is little prospect of such
au alliance being formed by the pres
ent administration (1807). The
whole faction from top to bottom de
test Bogland and the Bnglish Consti-
tution. I suspect the ad-
ministration is decidedly under French
iofluence, and that faction being
oumerous and desperate, they will,
if they can, plunge this country into
war with Eogland. Eng-
land had better be at open war with
the United States than suffer them
under a disguised neutrality, to carry
on the trade of its enemies.” “The
administration of this country (1811)
wish to involve us in 2 war with Great
Britain.” “The administration
(1812) of this country bas got it into
a miserable hobble, from which noth-
ing can extricate it but England’s de-
claring war against it: Notwith-
standing the maanifold provocations
given by our government, and its
manifest partizlity  for France, the
Eoglish cabinet is too wise to help
our rulers out by declaring war agaic-
st the United States,” *“The British
Government (1813) will be fully
justified by the law of nations in
hanging some of the prisoners who
are British subjects taken in arms
fighting against their vative country.
But the execution of British prisoners
of war by our government by way ot
retaliation cannot be justified by that
law ; and tbough our present wicked
administration, from -their deadly
batred to Eogland would wililogly
execute their menacse, their fears will
restrain them;, and the American
nation will not suffer the atrocious
deed to take place. From the
Regent’s Declaration  lately made
known to our government, it is ob-
vious the British Admiral was in-
structed not to lay waste our coasts

operations to intercepting our come
merce. + . . The President’s
Message menaces retaliation if the
just punishment should be inflicted
on British traitors, If an
American citizen should be taken
fighting against this country could be
not be tried as a traitor? Do our
laws admit of our citizens changing
their allegiance and becominog sub-
jects of another State?’” Tt is said
some of Napoleon’s papers of a sece
ret and important nature were taken
with his baggage by the Russians. I

The Simple Life.

Doctors often have many oppor-
tunities to study the habits of the
wealtby at close raoge, and particu-
larly are they competent to pronounce
on the effects of luxurious viands and
choice wines on the unaccustomed
stomachs of the new rich who farnish
medical men so many patients, Many
a man who has suddenly won a for-
tune, has in a few years broken down
with dyspepsia induced by a change
from simple food to the luxuries sup-
plied by a chief. Speaking of a
number of overfed male patients,a
local doctor said humourously : ‘Yes,
they look well, good colur, plenty of
flesh, bat I assure you they are all
facade, and little else. They have
dilated stomachs from too much food
and drinks; they have been digging
their graves with their teeth.” Pros-
perity bas not been kind to these
men ; their early years in the country
bad been years of struggle but their
diet was not unhealthful, and as they
walked they kept in fit condition.
By and by, came wealth, an ample
and geoerous table,and a coach;
later, came the doctor with his drugs
and wise bygienic counsels.

Doctors for the most part, while
not ascetics, commend the simple
life, and this with a truly noble dise
interestedness ; and so we note with
some interest an article in & northern
medical journal wherein the doctor
edifor remarks: “In respect to the
spciological and health  problems
created by excessive fortunes the
physician, in an individual way, has
opportunity to work for society
through his intimate professional
relations with the very rich, He can
honestly assert that the creation of
unduly great fortunes is a benefit
neither to their possessors nor to the
race. Ability babitually to over=in=-
dulge in costly indigestible food and
drink-and to avoid physical labor,
combined with the excessive nervous
strain and business competition and
the complexities of social life, have
their results in the steadily rising
rates for disability and death from
neurasthenia, gout, rheumatism, and
the diseases of the kidneys. heart,
and circulatory apparatus, The poor
man, with all his ills dependent on
maloutrition, fortunately escapes that
of corpulency, a condition which as
recently shown had never in the ex-
perience of the two largest life in-
surance companies, existed in risks
who survived to a good old age.
Both extremes in the social scale
have their special perils.” —Exchange.

A year ago Sir Ohristopher Far=-
ness, the well-known English ship-
builder, entered into a co partnership
arrangement with his workmen
at West Hartlepool. It was to be
tried for a year, and then the question
of continniog it was to be voted on.
It has now been rejected by the men

‘Hardie have for the poor is shown by
their words. —America.
