East Saginaw, Aug. 8:—The following 
additional particulars regarding the greet 
forest fires have been learned.—In the 
vicinity of Ogemaw 10,000 acres of dry 
timber land was burned over. The 
smoke rose in vast clouds, obscuring the 
sun and pouring eastward to an enor­
mous height. From the west branch of 
the Rifle River to Keiley’s Lake, the 
tire swept over nearly all the land leav­
ing nothing on the ground but blackened 
logs. On the west bank of the lake even 
green beech and maple trees were burned 
till they fell over into the water. For 
days the constant roar of the falling 
trees sounded like a jierpetual roll of 
heavy thunder. At Sherman, Isabella 
county, the country is being ruined by 
the vegetable mould, over thousands of 
acres being burned up. From Luding- 
ton to Freeland the country was one 
dense sheet of smoke and flame advanc­
ing over everything and threatening to 
destroy t.ie railroad At Custer the 
settlers fought the tire for their lives, 
and at North Bradles buildings, fences, 
and crops were swept away before the 
fierce dames, and the wildest excitement 
prevailed in consequence of the town 
being threatened. Midland was in sim­
ilar danger.

Trains on the Flint ami Pere Mar­
quette road had to move cautiously 
through the pall of smoke that hum: , 
over the country, and on the Har, oi 
Branch and the Jackson, Lansing, 
Saginaw roads the trains have had 
make their wav througli lines o fire, 
blazing tree» falling on all sides, flaming 
fences, crackling grain crops, and sn id 
dering farm houses. All the east part of 
Ogemaw County is burned over, and o 
woods are full of fire, to within five .,r 
six miles of Saginaw Bay. The whole 
country was as dry as tinder, and corn 
and potatoes so parched by the drought 
that they were burned m the field. 
Cattle liave perished on all aides.

On Friday night the welcome rain fell 
heavily, and again on Saturday morning. 
Had it not fallen the whole country 
would Have been swept, and many mil­
lions ef valuable timber, hundreds of 
farms, and probably much lite de­
stroyed. How far the fires are extin­
guished it is yet impossible to say, and 
should dry weather again set in the 
worst will have- yet to come. In the 
meantime the breathing space in the late 
terrible time is heartily welcomed by all.

The London police station was visited 
on Tuesday by the Board of Health, and 
pronounced to be in a filthy condition.

A little while ago we read in the Lib. 
Con. prints that Hon. Edward Blake 
dare not hold a meeting in the coal min. 
ing district of the Maritime Provinces 
during the present tour. He had been 
asked to do so, but the pressing demands 
upon his time were such that he was un­
able to present himself at the time asked 
for. The consequence was a loud huzza 
from the Ministerial papers, and they 
proceeded to score one against the Lib­
eral leader. But as has happened before, 
and will, we opine, occitr again, they 
reckoned without their host. On Mon­
day Mr. Blake, accompanied by Hon. 
Messrs Huntington and Laurier, held a 
meeting near New Glasgow, Pictou 
County, New Brunswick, which was at­
tended by from 4,000 to 5,000 persons. 
Mr. Blake especially addressed himself 
to the question of the coal tax, and 
among other things stated that the only 
evidences of prosperity he had .seen in 
the coal region were the palatial resi­
dences of the owners of the mines—the 
condition of the working man was not 
materially improved by the impoiition 
of the duty. The leader of the Opposi­
tion also contended that even if the 
owners and miners were proportionately 
benefitted by the coal tariff, it did not 
follow that it was just, for the great 
majority of the people of Canada had to 
bear the burden of the taxation, that the 
comparatively few engaged in mining 
operations might gain. The d uty was a 
violation of the first principles of tax­
ation, and as such he would feel impelled 
to oppose it as it at present existed. Mr. 
Blake s speech throughout gave no un­
certain sound; he did not enunciate a 
principle in New Brunswick at variance 
with his utterances in Ontario. He 
spoke as an honest man to honest men, 
and although it might be that there 
were some amongst his audience to 
whom the wholesome truths he uttered 
were undatable, yet he received from 
one and all of his hearers that hearty ap­
proval which should be the portion at 
all times of an honest, upright, conscienti­
ous speaker, whose sense of duty im­
pels him to utter the truth at all times 
and under all circumstances.

The Hon. A. W. McLellan, Presi­
dent of the Privy Council, has been ap­
pointed, by an Order-in-Couneil dated 
the 2nd instant, acting Minister of Ma­
rine and Fisheries during the absence of 
Hon. J. C. Pope, Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries, who is at present indis­
posed and unable to attend to the duties 
of his office.

President has the most will power of any 
man 1 ever knew. I have seen men 
brought in from the battle field and un­
dergo amputations without the adminis­
tering of anesthetics, and they have 
borne the pain without flinching, but 
these men were full of strength and 
blood. The President, however, has 
been on the lick bed more than five 
weeks, and how he can stand a painful 
operation of this sort with such nerve 
astonishes all the doctors. I believe he 
can stand more now than most of the 
doctors in attendance.

Washington, Aug. 8, 11 a. m.—The 
necessity for another operation upon the 
President this morning became apparent 
yesterday, when the surgeons found 
that a drainage tube of the size hitherto 
used could no longer be passed along 
the track of the ball between the ribs. 
The process of granulation at that time 
had gone on so far as to partially close 
the orifice, and the ribs prevented the 
pushing aside of the flesh healing be­
tween them enough so that the tube 
could be introduced. The result of this 
state of things was that the pus formed 
in the deeper parts of the wound rather 
faster than it could escape through the 
half-obstructed opening between the 
ribs, and its gradual accumulation began 
to cause a disturbance. It was there­
fore decided to make a new opening in­
to the track of the last rib, so that the 
riba should no longer prevent the keep­
ing open of the wound by the solid bank­
ing which they afford to the granulating 
flesh between them. The operation was 
performed at the request of the other 
surgeons by Dr. Agnew. As soon as the 
patient had been put under the influence 
of ether, a long, slightly curved instru­
ment was introduced into the wound and 
passed between the riba, and carried 
downward along the track of the bullet 
until ita end could be felt below the last 
rib from the outside. Holding this in­
strument in the wound as a guide, Dr. 
Agnew made a counterinciaion below the 
twelfth rib, cutting directly through the 
integument until the knife met the end 
of the first-mentioned instrument at the 
point where he wished to intersect the 
track of the ball. The operation was 
nota difficult or dangerous one, aud the 
patient bore both it and the etherization 
extremely well.

Philadelphia, Aug. 8. —Dr. Agnew 
stated that the examination with the 
probe showed the President’s wound to be 
far less serious than for a long time sup­
posed. It has been definitely ascertain­
ed that the cavities of the chest and ab­
domen were not entered,and the periton­
eal membrane was not pierced, nor the 
liver torn. The bullet in striking the 
eleventh rib lost considerable force, and 
being deflected, passed through the 
muscles which form the soft wall of the 
abdominal region, and stopped just at 
the chest of the itium. The precise lo­
cation is in either the quad rue or psoas 
muscle. Dr. Agnew did not succeed in 
touching the ball, although he introduc­
ed the probe seven inches into the wound. 
The bullet cannot be far from the surface 
of the body.

The bruise was 
of no importance. He entirely approves 
of'the action of the surgeons in refrain­
ing from any endeavor to find the ball 
just after the shooting. Even now 
there is little or no expectation of ex­
tracting the ball. Though there is no 
doubt of the President's ultimate recov­
ery, Dr. Agnew is dissatisfied with his 
appearance, and his weak digestive pow­
ers cause fear that convalescence will be 
prolonged.

Supplement No. 2, to the report of 
tbo Minister of Marine ana Fisheries 
ho* just been issued. It contains the 
“fisheries’ statement” for the year 1880. 
The expenditure for the several provin­
ces and services in connection with the 
fisheries were as follows:—

Ontario—Fishery overseers’ salaries 
and disbursements, 812,003.37; tish- 
breeding, $6,300.71; total, $17,304.08.

Quebec—Fishery overseers’ salaries 
and disbursements, $12,691.78; fish- 
breeding, $4,701,34; fisheries protection 
service, Gulf and Lower St. Lawrence, 
£1,880.08; total, $19,173,20.

Nova Scotia—Fishery overseers’ and 
inspector of fisheries’ salaries and dis­
bursements, $14,180.66; fish-breeding, 
$3,323.16; total, $17,503.71.

New Brunswick—Fishery overseers’ 
and inspector of fisheries' salaries and 
disbursements, $12,291.00; fish-breed­
ing, $6,600.00; total, $17,891.00. Un­
der the head of fish-breeding in this 
province are reckoned Mr. Samuel 
Wilmot's salary and travelling disburse­
ment, being applicable to the several es­
tablishments in the Dominion, $2,561.- 
79. General disbursements, .including 
building of fishways, removal of obstruc­
tions to ascent of fish, etc., $3,163.27.

Çrince Edward Island—Fishery over­
seers' and inspector of fisheries' salaries 
and disbursements, $2,686.49; fish- 
breeding, $4,494.34; total, $7,180. 73.

Critish Columbia—Fishery overseers' 
and inspector of fisheries’ salaries and 
disbursements,$1,399.92.

Manitoba—Printing and distributing 
posters containing extracts of fishery 
laws, $19.75; total expenditure, $86;- 
187.66; less refund in fish-breeding, $25; 
total, $87,162 65.

The collections during the fiscal year 
ere arranged under the following heads: 
—Ontario—Rents, license fees, fines and 
confiscations, $6,406.95; Quebec—Rents, 
license fees, fines and confiscations, 
$7,124.42; Nova Scotia—Fees on trap 
nets, fines and forfeitures, $1,607.72; 
New Brunswick—Rent, taxes on nets, 
fines and fofeitures, $4,276.07; Prince 
Edward Island—Fee on trap-net license, 
$40; British Columbia—Fines, $10. 
Total, $17,423.16.

The number of fishery licensee issued 
during the season of 1880 is as follows:—

seine licenses, 217 angling permits, 
1,343; spearing licenses, 120.

Quebec—Salmon net fishing licenses, 
444; brush weir licenses, 129; eel weir 
licenses, 6; seine licenses, 162; gill-net 
licenses, 215.

New Brunswick—Salmon angling li­
censes, 1; salmon net-fishing licenses, 
768; herring weir licensee, 98; bass 
licenses, 243, angling permits, 40.

Nova Scotia—Salmon net fishing 
licenses, 86; trap net licenses, 53; weir 
net license, 4.

Prince Edward Island — Trap-net 
license, 1. Total, 4,334.

In 1880 the staff of Fishery officers 
was as follows: Ontario, 82; Quebec, 
103; Nova Scotia, 250; New Brunswick, 
107; Prince Fdward Island, 44; British 
Columbia. 2; Fish-breeding service in 
Gulf and Lower St. Lawrence, 1. Total, 
694.

The total expenditure on account of 
fish calture for the fiscal year ended 
June 30, 1880, was $28,108,61. The 
total number of vivified fish ova deposit­
ed in 1880 was 26,212,000, being some­
thing over two million less than in 1879. 
The total expenditure on account of 
fisheries during the year was $86,162,55 

The acheduel of salmon angling in the 
leased rivers of Quebec and New Brun­
swick, during the season of 1880 shows 
that 1,717 salmon were caught, the ag­
gregate weight of which was 23,302 lbs, 
and the average weight 13$ lbs. The 
weight of the largest fish caught was 42 
lbs, and of the smallest 7 lbs. In addi­
tion to these a number of grilse and 
trout were caught in the same streams.

The yield of the fisheries in the Pro­
vince of Ontario during the year 1880, 
was as follows Whitefish, 4,495 bbls; 
1,728,400lbs, and638,900 pieces; trout, 
10,443 bbls: herrings, 7,066 bbls; sciscos 
378 bbls; maskinonge, 1,349 bbls; bass, 
1,730 bbls; pike, 1,028 bbls; pickerel, 
2,942 bbls; sturgeon, 1,692; coarse fish 
8.0282bbls;fish used forPocal consumption 
9,301 bbls. The total value of the On­
tario fisheries in 1880 was $444,491, 
against $367,133 in 1879.

It may be remarked that the fishery 
statistics are put up in a very slovenly 
manner. The different inspectors in the 
varions Provinces seem to adopt what­
ever form of report they think best, in 
consequence of which there is no uni­
formity and no means of making proper 
comparisons. The blue book gives no 
figures whatever to show the catch for 
the Dominion. The figures of the diff­
erent Provinces even are not reliable, 
and in many instances are manifestly 
absurd. _________

On Saturday last, Mr. Jas. Howson, 
auctioneer, sold under power of mort 
gage the McLea property, in McKillop, 
near Walton, consisting of 37 acres, 
which went at $820.

KILLING PIGS IN CHICAGO.
Bara»” sad “Wiltshire 
team American Fee*.

First, the pigs are driven up a covered 
gangway (connected with the stock yards) 
to boxes in the third floor of the packing­
house and opposite the end of the kill­
ing-box. The inner box holds about 60 
hogs; here a man is stationed, who slips 
a chain around a hind leg of the animal, 
which is immediately hoiried by machin­
ery on to a sliding rod, and is suspended 
by the one leg. A man stands opposite 
this sliding rod, which is capable of 
hanging about a score of pigs, with a 
knife in his hand, and as each pig is 
hoisted up, gently and coolly treats it to
a few inches of steel in the easiest mileratjon of the ,etter-wnting puni.c, 

possible. This blood-letting an(if although there is no law do directmanner
business is done with an accuracy, apeed 
and celerity which really surprises the 
onlooker. I timed the man killing 12 
hogs in one minute and 41 hogs in five 
consecutive minutes. An instantaneous 
touch of the knife, and he pushes the 
nig past him to the next man, who was 
slipping them down into an oblong 
trough filled with hot water, and send­
ing back the empty chains to the start­
ing point along an inclined sliding rod. 
This trough was capable of containing 
about a dozen pig lying cross ways. One 
man waa standing with a stick pushing 
them along, and other two at the ex­
treme end of the trough working a ma­
chine which lifted the hog bodily up and 
turned him over to a rotary ecraper, on 
either side of which stood a man to roll 
over the pig to a narrow bench, at which 
two men stood, ready to complete the 
work of the machine scraper. Passing 
on the animal, one man cute off its head 
and the other prepared its hind legs for 
hanging up. It is then quickly hoisted 
by machinery to a sliding rail, two men 
taking out the entrails and washing out 
the inside with water. A boy stands at 
this point, who pushes the animal along 
the rail to a man who takes out the 
lard, and then another man slits off the 
loose flesh from inside the hind lege, and 
prepares them for ham when they are to 
be used for that purpose. The hog is 
then turned over to the next man, who 
rips the pork from tail to nape of neck 
with a sharp knife. It is then passed to 
two boys who stand with long hooks, 
with which they each catch a side of the 
pig while a man cleaves it down the back 
and notches the upper joining of the 
spare rib for a man who follows with a 
small cleaver for cutting it off The ani 
mal is then pushed on to two men who 
examine and clean it over with a cold 
water hose and knife, and a third man 
passes it on to the cooling chambers. 
From these it is pushed along to the 
cutting-rooms, and is there cu t up into 
hams, sides, &c., as may be desired, and 
then slid down a shoot into the salting- 
room, where they are rubbed with salt 
and packed up in‘squares on the floors 
from 4 to 6 feet high. These are turned 
after a certain time and resulted. A 
visitor to some Chicago packing-houses 
may see, if he keeps his eyes open, 
thousands of the finest “Belfast hams, 
“Wiltshire bacon,” Ac., manufactured 
from American pork. My cicerone who 
trotted me round pointed out the vari­
ous cuts and brands produced to repre­
sent the home grown animal. I think 
that those who eat the American pork 
for so-called old country brands do not 
loose - by the imposition. In the first 
place, the breed and condition of pigs 
are much superior to those generally 
grown in the old country, and here the 
manufacturing of the article is carried on 
in the most economical and, in regard 
both to cleanliness and neatness of work­
manship, in the most perfebt manner 
possible. So much so that I would for 
the future prefer the best brands of 
American pork in preference to home 
sorts. While killing, cleaning, curing, 
and packing the pork in the neatest 
manner in all the usual styles to be 
found in the markets of the world, the 
American i>acker also gives equal atten­
tion to the refuse. The tongues and 
pig-cheeks are dexterously and carefully 
taken from the head and preserved. The 
head, feet, and blood are utilized in 
various ways. The lard is melted, 
pressed and packed into barrels or pails 
for both home use and exportation.

Prof. Torrance, Principal of the Lit­
erary Institute at Woodstock, died at 
Bobcaygeon at noon on Wednesday.

Mr. A. C. Osborne, formerly publish­
er of the Windham Tim*s, has lately 
commenced the issue of the Penetan- 
guishene Herald.

Newspaper Law,.

We call the special attention of post 
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by leltec (returning a paj«er does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
dues not take his piq>er out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
poet master responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must jiay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made) and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to life 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to jay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
what he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals 
from the juist-offiee, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prima facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.
