If thus
t|ured only as temperary remedy foran
acute and temporary, or exceptional, at
tack of indigestion, all is well, but the
cayenne, whether taken in pills or dusted

ries or any otherwise, is one of the most
cruel of slow poisons when taken habit-
vally. Tnoeusands of poor wretches are
crawling miserab'y toward their graves,
the victims of the multitnde «f maladies
of both mind and body that are connect-
ed with chronic incurable dyspepsia, all
brought about by the habitual use of
cayenne and its condimental cousius.
The usual history of these victims is that
they began by overfeeding,.took the
condiment to force the stomach todo
more than its healthful amount of work,
using but little at first.

MORE DYNAMITE.

Another Attempt on the Under-
ground Railway.

The Raacally Plot Again Falls (o de Serious
. Damage,

London, Jan, 2.—A dynami‘e explo-
sion eccurred on the underground

way betweeu Gower street King's Cross
station, at 9:30 this evening. The
windows of a passing train were shatter-
ed and the gaslights extimguished, but
beyond this no damage was done. The
passengers were greatly terrified, but no
one was hurt, atd the train resumed its
journey, after a delay of twenty-five min-

The shock of the explosion waa felt by
The

road underneath the readway. A crowd
speedily collected at the vent shaft at the
head of Ossulton street, from which at
the time of the explosion a quantity of
smoke issued. As soon ag possible afur
the explosion a number of porters were
sent te the spot with lamps and appli-
ances for clearing the line, Up to the
present time nothing has been found.
Residents in the locality were yreatly
alarmed. i
The shock orerthrew several wayfarers
on the Eusten r0ad, and it was with
great difficulty that horses on the road
were restrained from running away. The
gaslights in Gower street station were
extinguished. The ticket-collector in
the station was thrown from his box,and
the engineer working the electric light
machinery was thrown from his seat,
landing on his face. The lights in othes
trains in the tunnel were extinguished
by thke explosion., and the passengsrs
were greatly alarmed and many ladies
fainted. Gower street platform was
literally strewa with the forms of pers-uns
prostrated by the shock.
Houses in the vicinity were shaken,
and the roadway oscillated. The trains
were passing each other at the tine, and
in both the lights were extinguished.
Windows were shattered. and the frame-
work of several carriage doors smashed.
The green, red, and white lights at the
front and rear of the trains were extin-
guished. The ticket collector at the
Gower street station describes the report
of the explosion as sharp and ringing in
character, like the discharge of » small
piece of held artillery. The point where
the explosion occured is directly under
the road leading ‘o the main entrance of
the London & Northwestern railway
station. A lady’s nose was cut hy zlass
and one gentleman had his side and face.

After having been again
dried, this time on the little racks which
are fanned by steam power, for about an
hour, they are put in between sheets of
paste-board and pressed in hydraulic
presses capable of applying a weight of
two thousand tons. The next thing is
to cut the sheet in half ; each sheet, of
course, when cut, contains a hundred
stamps. This is dcne by a girl, witha
large pair ot shears, cutting by hand
being oreferred to that of machinery,
which method would destroy too many
stamps. They are then passed to two
other squads, who perforate the paper
between the stamps, Next, they are
pressed once more, and then packed and
labeled and stowed away for despatching
to fulfill orders. IF a single stamp is
torn or in any way mutilated, the whole
sheet of one hundred stamps is burned.
Five hundred thousand are burned every
week from this cause. For the past
twenty years, not a single sheet has been
lost, such care has been taken in counting

them. During the process of manufac-
turing, the sheets are counted eleven
times.

The
class took 29 23/35% in arithmetic, 9
27/777 in wmpelling, andiy 44 6/357, in
grammar. At the Decefaber examina-
tion 12 succeeded out of the 56 who pre-
sented themselves for examination. The
papers were fully examined by Mr.
Strang and myse'f, Mr. 8. taking com-
position. grammar, history and writing.
Jointly we tcok reading, and I examined
geography, drawing, arithmetic, dicta
tion, 4th book and spelling, 4 failed
in geographv, 1 in composition, 8 in
grammar, 17 in arithmetic, 2 in dicta-
twon, 4 in 4th book and spelling, 29 in
hiztory. and 44 failed either to pass on
the aggregate of marks, or in securing
one-third marks in each subject.

Referring to the other classes, I beg to
report faithful work on the part of al
the teachers. The promotions at mid-
summer were unprecedented in the his-
tory of the school during the past 15
years.

Necdless Waste of Stremgth.

Wielding a needlessly heavy tool is a
waste of strengih. A hand-hoe, for in-
stance, may make 2,000 strokes in an
hour, or 20;000 in a day. A needless
ounce in weight will therefore require
the constant movement of this ounce 20,-
000 times daily, or equal to more than
half a ton, which the operator must ex-
pend m personal strength. Some tools
are half a pound heavier than use re-
quires ; and day laborers, who use them,
waste an amount of strength equal to
whole tuns in each day. The crowbar
must be heaviest where the weight rests
and decrease in size with the distance
from this puint. There is often too lit-
tle taper towards the hand and conse-

uently the bar is usually bent tnder
the weight, and nowhere else. A light

plough, strong enough for continued use,
economizes the strength of the team.
