CORONATION OATH.
Reply to Rev. W. T. D. Dunn by 

Rt. Rev. Mgr. Roche, VI
Editor Evening Telegram :

Dear Sir,—In Thursday’s issue of 
the Daily News a letter appeared from 
Rev. W. T. D. Dunn on the “Coronation 
oath and spme others,” in which he 
seeks information on the oath required 
of the “Princess Ena and Bishops” of 
the Catholic Church. The purport of 
the lette ris to show that there is 
“small room for charges of insult in 
the Coronation Oath” on the part of 
Catholics. I quite agree with the Rev. 
gentleman that anything in the nature 
ot a religious controversy would be 
most regrettable. I have no desire, and 
I have no intention of entering upon 
any such. This is my first and will be 
my last contribution on this subject. 
But as the “Catholic Authorities" have 
bee ndrawn into the matter our silence 
any longer might be open to miscon­
struction.

Rev. Mr. Dunn raises three distinct 
questions on which he seeks informa­
tion: (J) the oath alleged to be
taken by the Bishops of Quebec; (2) 
the oath taken by every. Catholic 
Bishop at his consecration; (3) the 
oath taken by the Princess Ena, now 
Queen Victoria of Spain. I will deal 
with each in order, and first as to the 
oath alleged to be taken by the 
Bishops of Quebec.

That oath forms no part of the re­
cognized and official ceremonial for 
the consecration of Catholic Bishops. 
The oath as it appears in Thursday’s 
News is a pure fabrication, and I deny 
most emphatically that any such oath 
is taken by the Bishops of the Catho­
lic Church.

Secondly, with regard to the oath 
taken by Bishops generally through­
out the church at their consecration. 
Rev. Mr. Dunn says he is unable to 
find the oath in any of the authorized 
works of. devotion used by Catholics, 
whereas all the other sacraments are 
fully explained. The reason for this 
is surely obvious. The other sacre­
ments are all intended for the laity, 
and instructions on them would na­
turally find a place in their manuals of 
devotion. The Sacrament of Orders 
concerns the Bishops and Priests 
alone, and the ceremony of ordination 
and consecration would be altogether 
out of place in books intended exclus­
ively for the laity. The full ceremo­
nial of ordination and consecration 
will be found in the Pontificale Rom­
an uni. If Rev. Mr. Dunn should find 
it difficult to procure a copy of the 
book, I shall be most happy to furnish 
him with with one. There will 
be found the full text of the oath 
taken, and the profession of faith 
made, mean nothing more than 
a declaration of fidelity to the
Pope, a profession of faith in the
principal doctrines held by the
church, and a repudiation of
opposite beliefs. To show that there 
can be nothing of an offensive nature 
in the oath taken by Catholic Bishops, 
it is only necessary to state that the’ 
following clause is added in the case 
of the Bishops of England: “Each 
and all of these provisions J will 
faithfully observe with more readi­
ness, because I know that nothing is 
therein contained which can be con­
trary to the allegiance due from me
to His Gracious Majesty King---------
and to his successor in these realms.”

Surely the oath to which that de­
claration is attached can contain no­

thing objectionable, and this is the 
oath made by every Catholic Bishop 
at his consecration.

Thirdly, with reference to the Prin­
cess Ena. (1) Her case is utterly ir­
relevant. The oath or declaration of 
faith demanded of her was made on 
the occasion of her reception into the 
church and not on the occasion of her 
coronation. It was a purely private 
church ceremony such as every one 
has to go through who seeks admis­
sion to the church. And no matter 
what declaration she was called upon 
to make her case is altogether extra 
rem until it is shown that she on the 
occasion of her coronation, or on some 
other such public occasion was ob­
liged to brand as “idolatrous and su 
perstitious,” certain specific doctrines 
held by one particular section of her 
non-Catholic subjects. (2) There is 
nothing at all objectionable in the pro­
fession of faith which she was called 
upon to make. The rev. gentleman 
gives three different forms of profes 
sion of faith. I am not in a position to 
say which of three, if any, was used 
on the occasion of her reception. But 
1 am quite prepared to believe that 
it was one of the three or one couched 
in similar terms, and I repeat there Is 
nothing objectionable in any of them. 
The repudiation of opposite belief, it 
is true, is couched in vigorous terms.

Anyone e.g. using the first form 
would be obliged to "anathematize” 
certain doctrines, and to pronounce 
“worthy of anathema" those who op­
pose the doctrines professed. But for 
this there is a very high scriptural 
sanction, St. Paul in the first chapter of 
the Epistle to theUalalians says, “But 
though we or an angel from heaven 
preach a gospel to you besides that 
which he has preached to you let him 
be anathema." If St. Paul were 
amongst us now and gave expression 
to his faith in sùéh uncompromising 
terms as these, he would, I have no 
doubt, be denounced as a most intol­
erant bigot.< There can be surely nn 
objection tq profilons pf faith made 
in the word of the Apostle of the Gen­
tiles. Strong exception seems to be 
tp.ken to the phrase in another of the 
declarations, “the true Catholic faith 
out of which no one can be saved.” 
Every well instructed Catholic knows 
the meaning of this. Briefly our belief 
may be stated thus: We believe that 
Christ committed a body of objective 
truths to the ebyteh, belief in which 
is necessary for salvation : we aiSO 
believe, and logically as members of 
the church we are compelled to be­
lieve, that the church of which we arc 
members is the depositary and the 
custodian of these truths ; and we 
further believe than any one who with 
full knowledge refuses to accept what 
he believes to be the teaching of 
Christ and His church, cannot be sav­
ed. Is there anything unreasonable, 
intolerant or objectionable in this? 
Every Catholic who knows the elemen­
tary principles df his religion is aware 
that the church does not teach that 
all who are nqt visibly and externally 
members of the fcathoiic Church wiil 
be lost. I have here before me as I 
write a Catechism for the youngest 
children in our schools—a Catechism 
bearing the imprimatur of two Ameri­
can Archbishops,- in which the follow­
ing questions and answers are to be 
found :—

obey God and enter the Church when 
they know it.

That Is the simple explanation of 
the terrible phrases which has been 
so frequently misrepresented and 
misunderstood.

Iu conclusion, permit me to point 
out once again that the oath made 
by Catholic Bishops and the oath and 
declaration made by Princess Ena 
have absolutely no bearing on the 
King’s Coronation oath. There is no 
parallel between the cases. Our 
specific and distinct grievance is this, 
that the Sovereign to whom lawfully 
we owe and to whom loyally we give

allegiance, at the most solemn mo­
ment of his reign, standing on the 
steps of the Throne, is obliged as i 
necessary condition to his coronation 
to declare to be idolatrous and super­
stitious beliefs held as sacred by mil­
lions of us. his Catholic subjects, 
throughout the Empire. That is tin- 
declaration against which we-protest, 
which the late Lord Salisbury charac­
terized aB a stain on the Statute Books 
of England, and which our present 
Gracious King declares he has an in 
vinciple objection to take.

It is not the cost of the shingles 
clone that stands against the 
shingle roof. It is the high cost of 
living. It is the high cost of re­
pairing. It is their inflammability.

Skilled Labor to Lay

For shingle ' roofs ta.ke high- 
priced, skilled labor to lay. If they 
are protected from the weather at 
all, they should be stained before 
they are laid and then they should 
be dipped, shingle by shingle.

The shingle can be used only on 
a root of steep pitch, and the steep­
er the pitch, the greater the surface, 
the more material required, the 
greater the cost.

It cannot be used on roofs that 
are flat, or on roofs that have but 
a gentel slope. On such roofs the 
rain and the weather find their way 
through.

Such frivolity at so 
sad a season aroused suspicion, which 
led to the postponement of the burial. 
Inquiries were set on foot, the climax 
being that it it was found that the hus­
band’s death had been intentionally 
brought about by the lodger, who 
eventually paid the extreme penalty 
of the law.

Tales of the Fleet
Remarkable Achlevments That Illu­

minate the Annals of the Navy.
In the year of 1606 occured the 

most amazing instance of naval strat­
egy on a small scale ever placed on 
record. Britain was then at war with 
a very large part of the world, and 
privateering was an exceedingly 
profitable as well as an honourable 
profession.

The privateer Tamar, in the course 
of her meanderings, captured the little 
Bon Voyage, and placed a prize crew 
of 14 aboard her, under charge of the 
first lieutenant, with instructions to 
make for the first friendly port. Next 
day the faster sailing Tamar was out 
of sight, and, to the consternation of 
the little prize crew, there appeared 
on the scene the Le Brave, a renown­
ed French privateer, which mounted 
16 guns, and had a crew of 130 tried 
men. /

All seemed lost, and. Indeed, tlie 
Bon Voyage’s little complement of 
men were already packing up their 
traps preparatory to a trip across to 
the other ship, when the brave lieu­
tenant hit upon a stratagepi of so ex­
traordinary a nature as veritably to 
lead like some extract from a sensa­
tional boy’s tale.

He knew that the La Brave’s in­
variable mode of fighting whenever 
possible was by boarding, so he 
brought all his four guns to the side 
on which she was approaching, load­
ed them, and caused the rest of the 
ship’s ammunition to be thrown over­
board. He next caused the only boat 
aboard to be plentifully supplied with 
firearms and moored under the stern 
out of sight. As the Le Brave drew 
near they let her have a broadside, a 
compliment which was soon returned, 
and a few minutes later the aggres­
sor’s bow was fouling the Bqn Voy­
age’s rigging, and her sailors stream­
ing on board.

The lieutenant at this very moment 
retreated with his men to the stern 
cabin, and the French, in their ignor­
ance of the stratagem, followed, and 
dually placed sentries at the door, 

that they could not sally forth. 
The prize crew, however, had mean­
time gained their boat by an open 
aort, precisely as arranged, and were 
rowing stealthily round the ship to 
he La Brave, which had now parted 
ompany with her quarry, and board- 
ng her, they made short work of the 

four sailors left in charge.
The astonishment of the French­

men when they found the British flag 
floating proudly over the ship can 
better be imagined than described. 
They still had the men, four guns, 
and a good ship, but, to their chagrin, 
not a single barrel of powder. The 
gallant lieutenant assured them of the 
pleasure the exchange had afforded 
him, and at the muzzle of their own 
cannon he obliged them to promise 
to navigate the Bon Voyage to the 
port he himself was making for. A 
day or two later, however, the Tama: 
came in sight, and relieved the 
Frenchmen of their disagreeable task 

These were the days of blood-thril­
ling feats on the water. Just a year ■ 
or two previous to the episode just 
recorded Commander Munro, of the 
small 16-gun brig Transfer, won for 
himself imperishable renown by ? 
most audacious performance. He in­
advertently ran into a powerful Span­
ish squadron one day, but hoisted the 
American flag, and was allowed to 
pass warship after warship unchal­
lenged, any one of which could have 
sunk his ship with ease. Bringing 
up the rear of the Spanish fleet was a 
merchantman prize, deeply laden with 
valuable cargo, and the tempation tc 
seize her was irreslstable, and seize 
her the British commander did, prac­
tically within gunshot of the protect­
ing warships. The very audacity ot 
the thing wrought its complete suc­
cess, for the Spaniards felt sure thaï 
a British fleet was close at hand and 
not wishing just then to be drawn in­
to a battle, they allowed the Trans­
fer and her capture to escape.

A meritorious feat of arms against 
the same enemy was the recovery oi 
the British ship Hermione. The crew 
of the Hermione had mutinied, killed 
their officers, and then surrendered 
the ship to the Spaniards, who, tc 
their discredit, sheltered the men and 
fitted the vessel out as a man-of-war. 
The Hermione when thus completed 
lay moored almost under the guns oi 
two powerful batteries, and the fact 
coming to the ears of the captain of 
the H. M. Surprise, who was cruising 
in the neighborhood at the time, he 
determined to cut her out, undeter­
red by the obviously grave danger of 
such a mission. The Hermione bad a 
large crew on board, and, though tak­
en by surprise, they fought desperate- 
lyly, but the batteries upon which the 
Spanish relied so much were unable 
to afford any assistance; not knowing 
which side was in possession of the 
ship; and before they could satisfy 
themselves as to this the Hermione 
was sailing proudly away to rejoin 
the service she had been foully torn

TO THE TRAP BERTH QUESTION
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Mr. Editor,—1 wrote by the 
last mail telling you of the difficulty 
of living anywhere around these out- 
ports since the seal herds that once 
visited the shores are ceasing to do 
so. But even a more serious danger 
threatens us now, that is to say, wo 
can’t even fish for cod. The first 
schooner to. arrive here arrived the 
24th of April, and had its trap out on 
the 4th of May. Of course there are 
no fish here yet and won't be for some 
time. It is far better for a trap to 
be In the store this time of year than 
to be out in the water. But by com­
ing down early with an old leader and 
plenty of spare twine the schooners 
from the south can take every bertn 
tjkat it fs possible to fish a trap in. 
It is impossible for our people here 
to bark and spread their twine yet. 
Nature has so arranged matters that 
while the water is too cold for the 
codfish the land is too wet for the 
cod nets to be spread. By the time 
the cod comes in our men can be well 
ready, but by that time men supplied 
from the south with schooner gear 
have seized their berth, so that ac­
tually they .keep their twine ashore 
and go without setting them at all the 
whole season.

Virile these same men with schoon­
ers are crying out for legislation to 
protect them against the capitalists 
who have steamers to go fishing In. 
end while they have succeeded in get­
ting a law passed to prevent steam­
ers coming down, they do exactly the 
same tiling to our men. By having 
more backing or more capital of their

starving some of our people. Our 
people argue that what is sauce for 
the goose is sauce for the gander; 
that they have just as much right to 
live as men with schooners, and that 
when they build their house near a 
trap berth and endure all the rigors 
of this northern pàrt of Newfound­
land they ought to have a prior claim 
over men who live in the bottoms of 
the big bays.

If you argue that this part of New­
foundland is not fit to live in and our 
people in the north ought to get out 
of it, you couldn’t advance a better 
argument than by allowing this sys­
tem to persist and refusing to allow 
a settler to have a prior claim to his 
owp trap berth near his home. As 
our men point out very well, many of 
them have left these very bays in the 
south to live here because it is better 
here. A fisherman from Bon a vista 
Bay, who has brought his family to 
live here, is sitting by the typewriter 
listening while I dictate this letter to 
you. He says, as many others have 

j said to me, that by living down here 
j he can have that, which is the best 
! asset of every good citizen, visible 
I home life. He can live at home and 
j can live independent also. The fam- 
I ily life is everywhere acknowledged to 

be the true foster parent of all the 
higher virtues. This man. for in­
stance, proves to me that while living 
in Bonavista Bay he had to spend nine 
months out of every twelve away from 
his family. A meal of codfish couldn’t 
be caught within twenty miles of his 
home. Two years ago a petition was 
drafted here for the very purpose t.f 
remedying this evil, but still we are 
left to-day without any protection. 
Men with blank faces come to me ev­
ery day and say, “Doctor, another 

j schooner hàs come from the south 
and has stolen my trap berth. How 
am I going to feed my children?”

yesterday the mail boat alone landed 
from southern ports a first batch of 
32 people, to say nothing of petitions 
to send mission doctors to other sta­
tions, encourages us to believe that 
at least they need not leave this 
shore for lack of that kind of help. 
To foster a self-supporting, independ­
ent. home-loving and home-living peo­
ple should be the highest honor of the 
Newfoundland Government, and we 
know it is of our patriotic people and 
its able Government. We believe it is 
only because their attention has not 
been called definitely enough to the 
great harm that is being done to the 
people who are among the yeoman 
fishermen of the island, that a plan 
has not been worked out to enable 
them to earn a livelihood.

The fishermen from the south who 
have come to live here say that those 
who own their own nets might as 
well put them in our trout ponds as 
put them out before the first of June. 
While when they came from the south 
they didn't put out their own traps 
but those that were the property of 
capitalists who backed them, and who 
really made the big profits when pro­
fits were made. I have taken the trou­
ble to compare the condition and finan­
cial status of patients coming from 
the south and patients from this nak­
ed district, and 1 find that there is a 
far larger proportion of those who 
claim to be unable to pay their pas­
sages without Government pauper re­
lief than there are among our peo­
ple. Never a batch comes here with­
out some that have had even to bor­
row clothes to come in, showing how- 
near the margin they are obliged to 
live as far as the ability to save 
money goes, in spite of the much 
larger amount of outlay they are able 
to make for catching fish. It must 
cost them five cents to catch a fish 
for every one cent it costs our men. 
The total capacity for wage earning 
as a steady regular dependant income 
that codfishing affords is, as I have 
pointed out many times in my letters 
to you, not so large that It can be 
economical for this country to permit 
any plan to exist which fosters a larg­
er outlay for obtaining a voyage.

Anglican Church Items

The church has received an (exteri­
or) new coat of paint, so now both 
church and surroundings look fresh 
and bright. .

A Memorial Service was held in “All 
Saints” Church last Sunday evening 
22nd inst., for our late beloved King. 
Every seat in the sacred edifice was 
occupied. The service opened with 
HymatiA. JL-AL1 -313, and..one nLour 
deceased Sovereign’s favourite hymns, 
‘Lead Kindly Light.” was also sung. 
Preaching from I. Chron. xxii., v. 9.. 
the Incumbent, Rev. T. G. Netten, al 
iuded to the seasons of affliction, 
through which during his life-time our 
late King had been brought, having 
been twice, through the good Provi 
dcnce of God, given back to loving re­
lations and a grateful Nation from the 
lark valley of the shadow of death. 
Having been caused to know much 
suffering it doubtless, as a gentle 
chastisement of a loving Father, help­
ed to foster in him that beautiful 
Christ-like spirit which could tender­
ly sympathize with the distressed and 
the sorrowful, and which led him to 
promote to the utmost of his power 
peace, happiness and good-will among 
all men. A remark made by tie Bis­
hop of London in his sermon preach­
ed at St. Paul's Cathedral, after the 
King's recovery from a second dang­
erous illness, on October 26th, 1902, 
seems to have been prophetic:—

“The life of a King must have been 
“saved twice for Kingly service; for 
“the stability of the nation's life, and 
“for the greater happiness and pros­
perity of his subjects.”

Doubtless the Bishop of London’s 
forecast at that time of our late King’s 
future career was verified. God also 
gave “him rest from all his enemies 
round about,” hnd He gave "peace and 
quietness” to the nation “in his days.” 
Could we venture to look behind the 
curtain which hides the sacredness of 
the home life of our deceased and be­
loved King, we would still see the 
same amiability of character, the same 
sweetness of disposition which mark­
ed that life he lived before the world, 
the devotion of a fond husband, the af­
fection of a tender father, the stead­
fastness of a true friend, and there 
was much sanctified affliction.

Our .late revered King was a faith­
ful son of our Anglican branch of the 
Catholic Church, and in her. commun­
ion. he found comfort In times of trial 
and suffering. He loved peace when 
he lived, and through the tender mer­
cies of our Divine Lord, the King 
of Glory, he has, we humbly believe, 
entered into everlasting peace.

We take our leave of him with the 
prayer of the ancient church lingering 
on our lips:—"Rest eternal 'grant 
him, O Lord; and may light perpetual 
shine upon him!"

To our new King George V. our 
earnest wish goes forth: May he 
have a long and peaceful reign, led on­
wards safely by the strong Almighty 
Hand of the “King of Kings, and 
Lord of Lords”; and may he and our 
Queen dwell many years in the devot­
ed hearts of a loyal people!
