LONDON, Dec. 19
The Balkan delegates have made it
clear that they will not enter into
negotiations unless Greece is allowed !
to participate, despite the fact that the |
armistice has not 'been signed by that
country. Dr. Daneft, the leader of the
Bulgarian delegation, is quoted assay-
ing: “If, on Thursday, the repiy of
the Ottoman declegates is not satisfac-
tery, we will break off negotiations
and meet again on the Tchatalja lines.
That will be the end of Turkey in
Europe.” There is a caensensus of cp-
inion - here, however, that the real
danger point will be reached only
when the appearently inevitable clash
arises as to the future of Adrianople.
As far as can be seen at present only
the mediation of the Powers can solve
this problem. It is a curious coincid-
ence that under the alphabetical ar-
rangement, the presiding officer at
to-morrow’s conference will be the’
leader of the Greek mission. The as-
sumption is that a temporary Presid-
ernt will be chosen, pending a settle-
ment of the cantroversy. <

This
justifies a brief discussion of its pro-
bable value—a discussion not war-
ranted either by its reception in me-
dical circles or its character, so far
as yet disclosed. It is described by
its inventor as a combination of ser-
um and drug. Its composition, be-
vond this meagre description, he re-
fuses to divulge. He claims to have
cured a few patients, but insists that
all must come to Paris and to his
clinic who wish to try the treatment.
In view of these facts, the following
points deserve consideration, particu-
larly by those immediately interested
personally or through relatives or
friends in a solution of the cancer
problem:

To begin with, it is probable that
no single scientific discovery remains
to be made that will confer more cer-
tain honor and everlasting fame and
gratitude upon its maker than that of
a cure for cancer. It is further cer-
tain that in no way could this fortu-
nate man so certainly tarnish his
great achievement, so surely fasten
a blot on his name, as by an attempt
to exploit the cure for purely com-
mercial gain—to treat it as an individ-
ual patent right. Every doctor knows
this. And every doctor knows also
that places of high honor and large
emolument would beseech his accept-
ance in every direction, once his dis-
covery had been confirmed and ac-
cepted by the medical world.

From all points of which the con-
clusion seems obviously to follow that
\.no one but an out-and-out lunatic
would attempt to corner such a dis-
covery, if he believed it genuine. The
ordinary scientific investigator is, in
fact, open to some criticism for just
the opposite fault.

tuberculosis, diabetes, = Bright's dis
ease, rheumatism, cancer, ete., would
be bartering away immortal fame for
a few dollars—dollars that would
come to him in the end, anyway.. It is
for these very obvious, but sometimes
forgotten, reasons that such claims
receive scant courtesy from the ex-
perts.—N. Y. Evening Post.
