Odd Uses
For Sugar

If all the sugar that is eaten in the
course of a year were to be equally
divided every peron in the world
would, says Youth’s Companion,
have at least 20 pounds. But hesides
being used as food, sugar has many
industrial uses. It is the cheapest
form @f a chemically pure carbohy-
drate, and is often used in place of
starch, dextrin or glucose. Sugar is
frequently put in compounds for re-
moving and preventing boiler scale.
It is used m the manufacture of
shoe blacking, transparent soap, copy-
ing ink, and ink rollers for printing
presses. Certain explosives' contain
from six to forty per cent of it. It
is employed in dying establishments,
by tanneries for ‘filling’ leather, and
in a large number of other industrics.
Sugar has a hardening and strength-
ening action- in mortar. The mortar
used to rebuild ‘the Museum of Natur-
al History in Berlin consisted of one
part and two parts of sugargeven as
one quarter of one per cent exerts a
very harmml effect on cement.

"Sehool for Girls will give the studehts
the first chance that has ever been
offered by an educational institution
in America. for instruction that will
tend to make girls physically perfect
above everything else.

According to M. Carey Thomas,
dean of the-college, it will take eleven
years to ascertain whether the plan
is going to be a success. They will
take .20 young girls as near perfec-
tion as physically they can get and
ranging between ten and twelve years
of age, and train them for several
years in elementary subjects and
bring them up as women should be
educated.

The girls will be trained in the op-
en all the time, they will have all
kinds of physical exercises and out-
door life, and when they leave Bryn
Mawr they will have not only a per-
fect physical condition to aid them
but they will have learned all the
rudiments of English, Latin,- French
and German, to solve simple and or-
iginal algebraic problems, to draw
to model, to appreciate pictures, to
interpret music by rhythmic move-
ments and to express musical im-
pressions by. dancing.

At an age of 17 or 18 they then en-

ter Bryn Mawr College to complete
their classical education. The pupils
in- the open air school who has pas-
ged the best test after seven years’
work will receive a $2100 scholarship
for her, course at Bryn Mawr. She
will receive not only free tuition,
‘but all her expenses for four years.
' “The school will be housed in seven
separate one-story class rooms, con-
structed of wood and glass.  There
they will live in the wintér bundled
in furs-and warm clothing. These 20
girls will never breathe the air open
class room except when they are
‘housed and the four sides are so ar-
‘ranged as to be let down in pleasant
weather. In cold weather they are
to be clothed in BEsquimau suits.
