The postcard is a Jbpb-tailed imi 
tation of a letter which is capable of 
expressing deep emotion, especially 
when accompanied by a picture of 
somebody making love with a great 
abandon. Husbands who are away 
from home prefer the postcard to any 
other form of correspondence, as 
there is not room enough to explain 
anything and all they are able to 
crowd On is directions for forward­
ing their mail.

The love letter is an added variety 
of correspondence which reaches the 
boiling point just prior to the wedding 
march and then cools off at the rate of 
280,000 miles a minute. Few men can 
read a stale love letter, written in the 
heydey of youth, without wanting to 
Î0 out and kick a' few shingles off 
the barn.

Aug. 20—Bryn Mawr 
College is about to establish the day 
of the Superwoman. This fall the 
Phoebe Ann Thorne Open-Air Model 

I' School for Girls will give the studehts I the first chance that has ever been 
offered by an educational institution 
In America for instruction that will 
tend to make girls physically perfect 
above everything else.

According to M. Carey Thomas, 
dean of the-college, it will take eleven 
years to ascertain whether the plan 
is going to be a success. They will 
take 20 young girls as near perfec­
tion as physically they can get and 
ranging between ten and twelve years 
of age, and train them for several 
years in elementary subjects and 
bring them up as women should be 
educated.

The girls will be trained in the op 
cn all the time, they will have all 
kinds of physical exercises and out­
door life, and when they leave Bryn 
Mawr they will have not only a per­
fect physical condition to aid them 
but they will have learned all the 
rudiments of English, Latin,- French 
and German, to solve simple and or­
iginal algebraic problems, to draw 
to model, to appreciate pictures, to 
Interpret music bÿ rhythmic move­
ments and to express musical Im­
pressions by dancing.

At an age of 17 or 18 they then en­
ter Bryn Mawr College to complete 
their classical education. The pupils 
in the open air school who has pas­
sed the best test after seven years’ 
work will receive a $2100 scholarship 
for her course at Bryn Mawr. She 
will receive not only free tuition, 
but all her expenses for four years.

The school will be housed in seven 
separate one-story class rooms, con­
structed of wood and glass. There 
they will live in the winter bundled 
in furs and warm clothing. These 20 
girls will never breathe the air open 
class room except when they are 
housed and the four sides are so ar­
ranged as to be let down in pleasant 
weather. In cold weather they are 
to be clothed in Esquimau suits.

Their hours in the classroom will 
be from 9 till 10.30 and after that they 
will spend all their time in the air.

Stretching.
A splendid thipg for the body is 

stretching. When you first wake ip 
in the morning, take a good, long 
stretch. Stretch the hands as far out 
sideways as possible. Then stretch 
them over the head as far as you 
can reach and * at the same time 
stretch the feet downward as far as 
you can. Raise the feet^and stretch 
upward just as high as you can and 
then tower the feet and legs very 
slowly.

Wliep you get out of bed raise 
your arms over your head and. stand- 
ng on tiptoe, see how near you can 
rçaeh the ceiling. Then wajk about 
the room while in this" position. 
Stand on the right foot and stretch 
the right arm forward and upward as 
high as you csin. while at the same 
time the left foot is raised from the 
floor and stretched outward and the 
left hand is stretched backward and 
downward-. This is a fine exerdse for 
the whole body and is especially good 
for the waist and hips, making them 
firm and. strong. Standing on the left 
foot this exercise can be reversed.

If you have been sitting in the same 
position for a long time reading, 
studying, writing or sewing and the 
muscles^ -have become tired and 
cramped the best thing to do is to gat 
up and stretch. Stretch the arms 
upward and outward and forward and; 
backward. Lift the shoulders as high 
as you can and drop them. Expand 
the chest and breathe deeply. Or. sit­
ting in the_ chair, stretch the hands 
upward, life the feet front the floor'
and stretch them forward as far as 
possible. Anyway so you give the 
muscles a good vigorous stretch.
