LONDON, To-day.
The Army order, which Asquith an­

nounced. is generally considered to 
have been a sort of charter by which 
Field Marshal French and General 
Ewart might be induced to remain in 
their positions. Colonel Seeley's ten­
ure of office at the War Minister)' 
seems destined to be of short con­
tinence. The Westminster Gazette, 
the Daily Chronicle and the foremost 
among the Liberal papers are saying 
Colonel Sfeley must relinquish ni$ 
portfolio. The name of John Bums 
is most discussed as his probable suc­
cessor. That Democratic Government 
could be carried to such lengths to 
give the supervision of the Army imo 
the hands of a sturdy character who 
came into limelight first as a 
I.'bor agitator, would have been un­
thinkable a decade ago. Yet the same 
recognition of the soldier as on tiie 
same plane as the officer in the char­
ter rights of duties which the Gov­
ernment proclaimed is a long step to­
wards the levelling of classes. The 
King's action and attitude during l’ie 
crisis is gradually becoming known. 
The attacks of Radicals and Labor- 
ites on the King for an alleged in­
terference in politics has subsided. 
The Unionists are criticizing His Ma­
jesty quietly among themselves. The 
Unionists have most reason to com­
plain of the King’s policy, as it would 
appear from most trustworthy ac­
counts of the happenings at Buck­
ingham Pciace during the freque.it 
conferences which the King had with 
Cabinet Ministers and army officers.

The King followed the Ministers’ 
The Kmg followed the Ministers’ 
Home Rule controversy and while 
maintaining impartiality apparently 
had a personal leaning toward Home' ’ 
Ruie. The King and members of his 
court are out spoken in their condem­
nation of Carson organizing the Ul­
ster volunteers, resented his act of 
reviewing the volunteers, as though 
they were a regular military body, 
assuming a prerogative by reason of 
which Liberals named him King Car- 
sen.

The ex­
pectation of some opposition journals 
that the Government will be bound tc 
go under, in consequence of the mili­
tary upheaval seems likely to be dis­
appointed. The Government organs 
declare the Ministry is as strong as 
ever, pointing to Monday's majority 
of 93, while even opposition journals 
admit there is a lull after the storm 
pf last week. Although it has been 
suggested that the Premier may be 
disposed to make additional conces­
sions to Ulster to-morrow, it is as­
serted the Nationalists have pronounc 
ed strongly against any further sur­
render being made. Ministers have 
denied the current rumor concerning 
their consent to a general election 
conditional upon Home Rule. Welsh 
Disestablishment being allowed to 
pass. The fact of the opposition not 
being inclined to enter into any nego­
tiations with them. Now it is ,a case of 
war to the knife. A dissolution in 
July Is anticipated before which the 
Government counts on placing the 
two principal measures on the Stat­
ute Book.

Crockett wore a coonskin cap with 
a tail to it end deerskin pants and 
moccasins. But when he went to 
Congress for Tennessee he put o.i 
the wide felt hat of civilization and 
became noted for his humor and good 
sense. When Tcnnesse became too 
tame for him lie went to Texas, which 
was suffering from Mexicanitis in its 
worst form, and helped citizens get 
up a revolution. It was a great suc­
cess but Crockett did not live to sqe 
.it. Together with a few hundred ithei 
patriots he was trapped in an cld 
adobe church in San Antdnio cal!;cl 
"The Alamo" by several^ thousand 
Spaniards. He could have escaped 
with the other strong men, but they 
would have had to leave the sick aud 
undergo that painful form of death 
known as a Mexican trial. So they 
all stayed. Crockett died with the 
rest so gloriously that Texas still re­
fers to the Spartans as “The Crock­
etts of Greece."

But we can’t help having sonic 
slight sympathy for the Mexican sol­
diers who had to hang around the 
Alamo while Crockett was still shoot­
ing that long barreled rifle.

Fish Frozen by New Method,
A novel way to freeze fish for ship­

ment has been invented in Denmark, 
which consists of dipping the fish in 
fresh water and then thrusting it in­
to a vessel containing refrigerated 
brine. The fresh-water film around 
the fish congeals instantly, preventing 
the access of the salt from the brine. 
So quickly does this method work 
that a live codfish 18 inches long was 
frozen hard enough to be sawed in 
15 minutes.

ED CHANNEL AT 6.80 LAST 
EVENING— APPARENTLY WELL 
DISHED — STEAMER SUPPOSED 
TO ItE SOUTHERN CROSS OR 
TERRA NOVA. BUT TOO FAR OFF 
TO IDENTIFY.
Last evening matters were astir in 

sealing circles, when the news was 
currently repdrfed that a steamer had 
passed out of the Gulf loaded. Just 
after tea a large concourse of people 

( assembled near the General Post 
: Office, where word was received that 

a Gulf steamer was homeward bound 
and deeply laden. Many conflicting 
messages, were posted up as to what 
steamer was coming. .The only offi­
cial message was received at 7 o’clock 
last night by Mr. Stott. Postal Tele­
graph Superintendent from the op­
erator at Port aux Basques, and read 
as t'ollow-s:—

“Steamer passing out of the Gulf, 
distant* supposed to *e Souther^ 
Cross or Terra Novas Bags thing; 
looked well fished.”

Tie general opinion is iliat tlie re-
ported steamer is the Southern Cross
while a great many hold that it is 
the. Terra Nova, on account of the 

j loiter ship being reported for 2*,000 
! live days ago. wliile the catch of the 

■Cross’ was not reported for the 
spring, though she wds mentioned as 
doing well. As the spars and hulls 
of both vessels are so different that it 
would be an easy matter for I he op­
erator at Port aux Basques to say 
definitely what steamer passed, the 
fact of the word “distant’’.used jn the 
Jin ssage to” Mr. Stott and the hour 
the message came are assurances 
chough that thp ship was too far off 
to identify : besides this it was dark.

Charge Of
Rhinoceroses.

"Wounded Officer Saved by Faithful
Natives. •— Officer’s Five Hundred
.Hiles Stretcher Journey.
London. March 14.—Lieut. Lloyd 

Jones who was wounded in a gallant 
fight with Abyssinian i aiders on the 
liorders of British East Africa, reach­
ed Nairobi after an extraordinary 
journey of live hundred miles on a 
stretcher. He was suffering from 
lockjaw, and once two rhinoceroses 
attacked the stretcher, but were driv­
en off by his faithful orderlies.

According to intelligence received 
by the East African mail, Lieutenant 
Jones, who is aged twenty-eight. with 
fifty King's African Rifles and a ma­
chine gun was in charge of a remote 
station to the southeast of Lake Ru­
dolf, known as Loiyangeiana. some 
iix weeks' march from Nairobi, Brit­
ish East Africa.

In view of shortness of food caused 
by the non-arrival of the supply cara­
van, it was thought that possibly 
Abyssinian raiders had cut off the 
transport. Leaving portion of die 
grrvison in the station, the command­
er and a small escort made a ten days' 
journey to the north to get food from 
a friendly tribe.

This proved unsuccessful. On the 
; i rival of. Mr. Kittermaster, the poli­
tical officer for the next post, search 
was made for an Abyssinian raiding 
pr.rty known to be in the neighbour­
hood by a force consisting of the two 
white officers. 25 King's African 
Rifles, a score or so of camels and a 
dozen Somali constabulary. Tne of 
the soldiers were posted one day’s 
march front the fort. After several 
days' search a valley was reached 
which seemed to be a likely hiding 
place of the robbers. Scouts went out 
end reported the existence of a strong 
lockade held by riflemen.
Lieut. Lloyd Jones, left most of his 

men behind, advanced quickly into tile 
valley—with fifteen rifles. He came on

circular thorn zareba (enclosure) 
ten feet high. Taking advantage of a 
dry river bed he worked his way 
round to rush the former entrance. 
At 25 yards' distance here he .placed 
his men in V formation to prevent all 
egress. The inmates of the blockade, 
whose number was unknown, were 
told that if they came out their lives 
vould.be spared. No answer being 
given, the bugler sounded the charge,

A man was seen crawling to the 
entrance to close the thorn gate, his 
movement being covered by an Abys­
sinian armed with a rifle. In answer 
to the bugle call the soldiers, with a 
yell, rushed forward firing a volley. 
The bugler was hit and a soldier was 
killed. Orders were heard m Abys­
sinian to shoot the white man, and ms 
Lieutenant Lloyd Jones reached the 
gate he dropped, shot through both 
legs.

Twelve of the soldiers had by now 
retreated, leaving the white officers 
with only three orderlies at the en­
trance of the zareba, at the mercy o; 
the raiders. The orderlies attempted 
to carry their commander away, but 
lie told them to leave him and rush 
the narrow gate. This they did with 
the greatest gallantry, killing every 
man in the zareba.

The wounded officer was carried ‘o 
the top of a neighbouring hill, and a 
start was made next morning ior 
Marsabit. The political officer, who 
had been fetched, fashioned splints out 
Of his drawing box for the wounded 
r(fleer. Three days later the little 
party reached their post on Lake
Rudolf,

Ten days after the fight an Indian 

medical assistant arrived after a 
forced march with short rations over 
a waterless country, but Lieutenant 
Lloyd Jones had been steadily growing 
worse. One leg had become septic, 
the pain was maddening, and the 
scanty supply of chloroform began to

give out. Accordingly Lieutenant 
I.Ioyd Jones, accompanied by the poli­
tical officer, the Indian assistant, and 
a small escort, began another ten days 
trek across waterless country. Two 
days later lockjaw supervened. With 
what few drgs were available efforts 
were made to relieve hts terrible suf­
ferings. Three weeks after the fight 
Marasbit was reached, but the doctor 
v. as on tour. Messengers were sent 
on to try to find a surgeon and to get 
chloroform and morphine. Lieutenant 
Lloyd Jones was taken charge of by 
Captain Dickinson. Two days out of 
Marasbit, at dawn, two rhinoceroses 
charged the wounded officer's stretch 
or, but both were turned at thirty 
yards by the1 two Abyssinian order­
lies, who remained With their leader 
to the end.

By tit is time the sufferings of Lieu­
tenant Lloyd Jones were terrible. 
There was still no doctor and no an­
aesthetic was left. Forty three days 
after he had been hit the officer and 
his escort reached the post of Nyeri, 
where he found a doctor and a nurse. 
For fourteen days all that was possi- 
ble was done, but the muscles had 
shrunk and one leg was four inches 
shorter than the other, rendering 
Lieut. Lloyd Jones a life-long cripple.

It was not until after he had under­
gone a stretcher journey of over 500 
miles in horrible conditions that the 
wounded man eventually reached 
Nairobi and a hospital. After lock­
jaw set in he was delirious practically 
all the time. The doctors at Nairobi 
regarded his arrival there alive as 
most miraculous. Had it not been for 
the devotion of his two Abyssinian 
orderlies this would have been im­
possible.

THE GREATER QUESTION.
At this season of the year for Farm­

ers with up-to-date ideas is, what are 
the best means to use to get the best 
returns from the land.

Fertilizers must be used liberally 
if large returns are looked for. There 
are several good chemical fertilizers 
which may be recommended, but Sul­
phate of Ammonia has been proved to 
give the best returns, and is the most 
valuable and economical source of 
Nitrogen for agricultural purposes.

For vegetables, grass, and all leafy 
crops, about one and a half cwt. per 
acre is the best quantity to use, and 
this should be applied when the plant 
is making it’s growth, as well as be­
fore sowing the seed.

If a liquid manure is preferred, a 
V* oz. of Sulphate to one gallon of 
water should be used, and applied 
once, a week for a month. This quan­
tity should not be exceeded.

It is a good plan to reduce the Sul­
phate to a fine powder, and mix with 
four or more times its own bulk, fci 
the purpose of diluting the manure, 
which is very powerful.

For ptoatoes the following mixture 
is trongly recommended : —
40 lbs. Superphosphate.
26 lbs. Fine bone meal.
10 lbs. Carbonate of Magnesia.
15 lbs. Sulphate of Potash.
21 lbs. SULPHATE OF AMMONIA.

1 cwt.
Apply at the rate of 10 to 11 lbs. to 

43 square yards.
The use of Carbonate of Magnesia, 

in conjunction with Sulphate of Am­
monia, is of great importance in po­
tato culture.

For turnips use the following: —
66 lbs. Superphosphate.
13 lbs. Fine bone meal.
13 lbs. Sulphate of Potash.
20 lbs. Sulphate of Ammonia.

San Francisco. Calif., March 24.— 

To search the Arctic circle for the 
lost Canadian exploration ship Kar- 
luk is the mission of the steam whaler 
Herman, which left San Francisco 
to-day for the far north. The Cana­
dian government is sending the whal­
er, to the relief of the Karluk, which, 
with the greater part of her crew, 
has been missing for several months. 
Explorer Stefansson, commander of 
the expedition, who with three of the 
crew left the Karluk, which was fast 
In the ice to hunt caribou, could find 
no trace of the vessel when they re­
turned. The ice had been broken up 
hy a gale and the ship, Is is supposed, 
drifted eastward.

“No one can have watched' the

“From a period of extreme gentil­
ity we have been gradually approach­
ing this phase fver since the first 
person. dared to smile at any of the 
qodes of Jane Austen’s time. But 
the last few stages of our progress 
have been so rapid that one won­
ders where we shall stop.

Duchesses Imitate C|»onts Girls.
“.Thanks to dress and social eus 

toms, one can wateh the new dislike 
of propriety best in women. Ten 
years ago every chorus girl wanted 
to look like a duchess ; and her no­
tion of a duchess, if perhaps a little 
highly colored, was yet remarkably 
like the current idea of a gentlewo­
man. Nowadays the chorus girl goes 
her own way, sets her own fashions 
makes her own customs, secure of 
having all our duchesses assiduously
imitating her as soon as her new coif­
fure or her extra inch of knee haie
been displayed on tho stage.

“There was a time when a theatri
cal dressmaker never dreamed of 
drawing any custom from the world 
of great ladies. Now their books a.e 
crowded with titled customers, who 
are anxious to look as much like Totty 
Tips or Lotty Lacks as possible, and 
would even undergo an operation if 
they could thereby get the same adole­
scent smile. Last year a fashionable 
bride, daughter of a great house, was 
married in a dress not modified, but 
exactly copied, from one worn by the 
heroine of a eertan long-lived musical 
comefly.

Dowdy to Ik- Respectable.
"Women go as a matter of course 

to places where they used not to be 
admitted. There is nothing in that; 
but both men and women seem to 
prefer things which have a show of 
being improper. It is a little dowdy 
to be respectable, or to seem so; and 
this applies very' strongly to conver­
sation. Not only do women hear 
language which they would once have 
swooned to read, but they take an 
open pride to not being shocked by it. 
Many little groups of people who meet 
together often come to glory in their 
own cynicism and immorality. Which 
1>e it noted, do not exist. Never was a 
hollower farce played out.

"What will come of it is difficult, 
to imagine. Wo have not much fur­
ther to go before we arrive at the real 
thing. There is little doubt that 
when we reach that point our indomi­
table hereditary sense of propriety 
will assert itself. But the road that 
remains to go will surely he fertile in 
surprises. When we have not only 
lanced the tango, but told the latest 
definition of it; when we have not 
only left off bodices but diminished 
skirts a little more; when our lan­
guage has been a little more highly 
spiced, and our fear of seeming dowdy 
bas led us intp all kinds of places 
which bore us. we shall surely find 
something else with a requisite ap­
pearance of indecency to keep us go­
ing. But that we shall ever arrive 
at real impropriety pot even our most 
sensitive bishop can believe. We 
have the very greatest deterrent in 
the case of the improper themselves.

Limit (if Public Theatricals.
“The youngest man about town who 

wants to look as though he drank 
took much absinthe, the flightiest 
young grandmother who dresses as if 
for the promenade of the Empire, 
will be excellently turned back into 
the paths of righteousness they have 
never left by five minutes’, conversa­
tion with, or observation of, MonUi 
martre habitue, or the sweated work-1® 
er who has no market but the streets.

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Students Crowd 
To St Mary’s.

The Bishop of Oxford has been 
holding a mission for undergraduates 
in the University Church of St. 
Mary's. That old and historic build­
ing has seen many memorable scenes 
in past days—the trial of the Protes­
tant Bishops; the funeral of Amy 
Robsart, Robert Leicester’s wife; the 
preaching of John Henry Newman. It 
has held crowds of many kinds and
many minds. In more recent days,
however, It Is safe \o say that St.
Mary’s has witnessed no such series
of deeply significant and effective 
gatherings. The men have come in 
great numbers, and have filled the 
church throughout the whole ‘octave.’ 
"Newman in his greatest days never 
had such crowds as these," writes 
Norman H. Smith in the Christian 
World.

For the First. Time.
“The Bishop was simply proposing 

to re-state in a very simple but full 
and complete fashion the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ. He wanted men to 
brush away all prejudices and tradi­
tions, and to imagine that they were 
listening to the preaching of that 
Gospel for the first time in their 
lives. But he frankly accepted mod­
ern conditions, and his restatement 
was to be in modern terms.

“There were always present a very 
large number of devout and sympath­
etic men. Théy sang the hymns 
with obvious fevour and sincerity.. It. 
was interesting to noté that the hymn 
specially .printed for the Mission and 
frequently sung was a simple Pilgrim 
song by John Bunyan. The Univer­
sity as a whole had been well can­
vassed by selected ‘scouts,’ and al­
though the Mission was intended to 
be ‘domestic’—for members of the 
Anglican Church—it certainly appeal­
ed to a large number of Free Church­
men. ^fi,

Hr. Gore Comes to His Own
“So from night to night, he has 

calmly, lucidly and incisively declar­
ed the Gospel of Christ in unmistak­
able terms and with impressive sin­
cerity. With what result? Certainly 
the spiritual vision of hundreds of 
men has been clarified, and large 
numbers of ‘confirmed’ Anglicans 
have been reminded very effectively 
of their confirmation vows. Probab­
ly a handful of Free Churchmen may

have been won over to the Anglican 
Church. But the best and most last­
ing results are no doubt hidden, but 
will, in tire long last, be -made mani­
fest. Throughout the week the door 
step of the Bishop’s lodgings in High 
Street has been thronged by men 
anxious to secure his direct and per­
sonal advice. Dr. Gore has come to 
his own Oxford—with all the prestige
of an Anglican prelate and a great
and solid reputation for both learn
ing and piety, and he assuredly has
proved himself a Mission preacher of 
the first order.”

“The attendance on the first Sun­
day was about 1,500, roughly half the 
’Varsity, and an average of 1,000 a 
night was maintained throughout; 
the number on the last evening rising 
to perhaps 1,400 again. Nobody who 
heard the addresses on Friday, Sat­
urday and Sunday could have failed 
to carry away a deep and overwhelm- 

. ing sense of the massiveness, the 
i breadth; and the Mobility of the relig 
j ion therein taught. The Mission end- 
j ed with a general Communion on 

Monday morning, at which about 500 
communicated.

“The whole mission has disclosed 
latent possibilities of religion in the 
undergraduate world rather surpris­
ing to pessimists,” says the Church 
Times.

Some Results.
“Many thought, I believe, that re­

ligion meant seme dogmas to credit, 
some service to be attended, some 
moderate standard of ethics to be 
spasmodically sought. They learnt, I 
think, the lessen which so many miss; 
that religion is a relation to a Per­
son,.and that there is simply no 
bound or limit to the depth, the beau­
ty, the sweetness, the joy of the un­
ion between the soul and its Maker.

“There are many, I think, in Ox­
ford, who will never apologize for 
their religion again.”—Public Opin­
ion.

An exciting scene occurred just be­

fore the House adjourned for the 
week-end. When Bonar Law had 
concluded his criticism of Mr. As­
quith’s new Army orders, Major Mor- 
rison-Bell rose and insisted on mak­
ing a statement on behalf of the Offi 
cers and men of the Army.

Encouraged by his 
Unionist friends, with the aid of his 
powerful voice he compelled the 
House to listen to him. “The state­
ment we have just listened to is the 
grossest insult to an Army ever of­
fered to it. He protested, as an old 
soldier, that the new order was un­
necessary. The Army officers and 
men, he said, had always been ready 
to do their duty.” This passionate 
outburst brought to an end the dra­
matic political week, and the House 
then adjourned.

In Memoriam.
Last week, St. Jacques was plung­

ed into grief by the dearth of its oM- 
est and most amiable lady—Mrs, 
Mary Clinton (nee Sheehan.) Mrs. 
Clinton had passed her 80th year and 
up to the moment she was fatally 
stricken, enjoyed perfect health. Her 
passing was a fitting sequel to a 
saintly life. She was taken suddenly 
ill on Sunday following High Mass, 
and received the last sacraments in 
the Church. Two days later she 
passed away. The deceased was born 
at Harbor Breton where "her father, 
Dr. Sheehan, practised his profession 
for many years. After his death she 
was taken to Ireland where her child­
hood was spent under " the guardian­
ship of her uncle the venerable Fa­
ther Sheehan. Later she returned to 
Newfoundland, residing at Burin un­
til her marriage to Dr. Clinton, of St. 
Pierre. Mrs. Clinton’s life in the old 
French Colony was spent in .works of 
benevolence ; and old-time, visitors to 
St. Pierre recall with unfeigned re­
gret the passing of the saintly woman 
whose demise we mourn to-day. Four 
years ago Mrs. Clinton came to St. 
Jacques to reside with her son-in- 
law, D. J. Burke, Esq., and during the 
years spent amongst us her life was 
an inspiration. The very personifica­
tion of culture and refinement, her 
days were spent in acts of benevo­
lence, relieving the burdens ...of the 
needy and bringing comfort to - the 
cheerless.—Requiescat in pace.— 
Com.
