His Holiness the Pontiff, in homeage
faith and devotion to Christ, the Re-
deemer, who is the Prince of Peace,
and also believing the sentiments of
humanity toward the families of the
combatants, addressed a peaceful

ncte, confidentially, to the belligerent
Governments, to ascertain how they

would recéive the proposal of a truce

during such a solemn festivity as

Christmas. All the Powers declared
they highly appreciated the loftiness
of the Pontiff’s initiative, and a ma-
jority gave their sympathetic adher-
ence to the truce, but some did not
feel able to agree to it. Thus lack-
ing the necessary unanimity, the
Pope has been unable to reach the
benevolent result which the paternal
heart of His Holiness promised him-
self.

War Rates Reduced.

It is no wonder that the greatest
satisfaction is expressed in Chile
among the Chileans and the general
body of foreigners there at the de-
struction of the German fleet under
Admiral von Spee, which is complet-
ed by the stranding of the Dresden
at Gallegos, a port of the Argentine
Republie, a little to the north of the
Strait of Magellan. With the destruc-
tion of the Scharnhorst, the Gneis-
enau, the Leipzig, the Nurnberg and
the stranding of the Dresden, the
whole of the fleet which was report-
ed under Von Spee when he defeated
Admiral Craddock, is accounted for.
If the Strassburg is still at large in
the Pacific, with a few auxiliary
cruisers, they will soon be rounded
up either by the Japanese or the Aus-
tralians. At all events, there is no
German unit at large in the Pacific
which could not be destroyed by the
Melbourne  or the Sydney. These
Cruisers are 5,400 tons, have a speed
of 24% knots, and carry eight 6 in.
guns. The Strassburg is somewhat
smaller and carries twelve 4.1 guns.
The Australian flagship is the Aus-
tralia. She is a battle eruiser of 18,-
800 tons and carries eight 12 in. guns,
and sixteen 4 in. Her speed is 28
knots. These and the Japanese
should have no difficulty in running
down the Strassburg and any German
auxiliaries. In the Atlantic there is
the Karlsrhue and the story is around
that the Von der Tann escaped from
Kiel and for the South Atlantic.
There is no confirmation of the story.
Even if it is so, Admiral Sturdee is
understood to have a force of su-
perior battle-cruisers with him, and
the latest British battle-cruisers are
known to be in the Atlantic, and
they will not be long in either round-
ing her up and the Karlsrhue also, or
in forcing them to seek safety by in-
terning in a neutral port. The tor-
pedoing of the Turkish battleship
may not be of much account, taken by
itself, but it is significant that the
feat was accomplished by a British
submarine. It would be interesting
to learn where the action took place.
It may be that the British are pene-
trating the Dardanelles by  submar-
ines. So far as commerce is con-
cerned, Admiral Sturdee's success
has already had its effeet in bringing
down war rates on shipping.

It is understood
that Germany has advised the Con-
stantinople Government to satisfy
Italy’s demands and thus avoid com-

plications.

AUSTRIAN ROUT CONTINUES.

LONDON, To-day.

According to a Nish, Servia, des-
patch an official communication is-
suied there on Sunday, claims that ail
attempts by the Austrians to halt their
retreat have failed and that the Ser-
vians are continuing to sweep the
country clear of the defeated Austri-
ans. The Servians are advancing suc-
cessfully in the direction of Milano-
vatz and Belgrade. The communica-
tion continues, the enemy is retiring
Southeast of Obrenovats. In the
course of the day, the Servians cap-
tured seven officers and two thousand
one hundred and eighty-eight men,
two flags, sixteenn mounted guns,
other guns, munitions and supplies.

THE PROHIBITION ELECTION IN
NEW ZEALAND.

WELLINGTON, N.Z., To-day.

An indication of the National Pro-
hibition is given in the preliminary
count of the Poll and published here
as follows: The vote in 56 license
districts gives for National Prohibi-
tion, 199,860; for National continu-
ance, 290,695. In twelve no-license
districts, the vote for National prohi-
bition iz 40,689, and for National con-
tinuance, 36,771.

TURKISH DEFEAT IN ARMERES.

PETROGRAD To-day.

An offqicial communication issued
by the Russian army staff of the Cau-
casus says:—All day Friday fighting
occurred on a front extending through
villages of Pyrusm, Asmer and Tatak
(South east of Erserum). The enemy
was everywhere repulsed and pur-
sued beyond the Euphrates with sev-
ere losses.

TURKISH BATT%ESHIP TORPEDO-

LONDON, To-day.

-A communication issued by the offi-
cial Bureau to-day announces that the
Turkish battleship, Messudieh, has
been torpedoed by a British submar-
ine. The Messudieh was a very old
boat, having being built at Blackwell,
England, in 1874; and reconstrucied
at Genoa in 1913. She was 332 feet
long, 59 feet beam and of about 10,-
000 burden.

Norma Hol-
brook entered the Dardanelles and in
spite of a difficult current dived un-
der five rows of mines and torpedoed
the Turkish battleship Messudieh,
whichk was guarding the mine fields.
Although pursued by gun fire and tor-
pedo boats, B 11 retrned safely after
being submerged on one occasion ‘for
nine hours.

GERMAN HOLD ON ST. MIHIEL
LOOSENING.

NEW YORK, To-day.

A cable to the Herald from London
this morning, says: “By admission
from Berlin, it seems certain the
slender German hold on the Meuse at
St. Mihijel, is about to be broken by
France having crossed the German
line of communication with Metz,
midway between St. Mihiel and Pont
au Mousson. Although at a cost of
600 prisoiners and a uarge number of
men killed and wounded. The French
have been particularly active the last
few days in Woevre district, as the
culmination of a steady grinding
fight forwatd from the woods, south
of Apremont, and an equally gruel-
ling advance from the forts south of
Verdun. This conflict, almost liost
sight of in the larger events of Flan-
ders and of the @Polish campaign,
would in any other war have been
ranked among great campaigns: It
was on October that the German left
centre made a sudden dash from the
Franco-German frontier in an effort
to cut a way through the barrier
Torts, roll back the French to Verdun
and Toul, and compel Gen-
eral Joffre to end his ef-
fort to outflank the German right. The
dash resulted in the capture of the
Fort de Romains and Fort Les Paro-
ches, a hold on the left bank of the
Meuse and the occupation of St
Mihiel. There the invading army was
checked, but the weeks that have pass-
ed have been filled with almost con-
stant fighting to break this arrow-
like force, projecting into French ter-
ritory. From the north, south and
west the French have been battering
the German lines, Their lines crept
on each side until two weeks ago the
Germans held only a tiny thread of
ground from St. Mihiel in a zig-zag
haphazard line northeast to Metz.
Berlin now confirms reports from
Paris of the precarious situation of
this force, and it is reasonable to ex-
pect in the near future the beginning
of a desperate battle of extrication.

AT THE GRENFELL HALL.

A crowded audience was in evi-
dence at the Grenfell Hall last even-
ing to hear a lecture on ‘“France,”
given by Mr. W. H. Jones, Manager
of the Seamen’s Institute.. The lec-
turer gave a graphic account of that
beautiful land and its people from
historical and industrial standpoints,
and' for upwards of an hour held the
closest attention of his listeners.

MEETS HORRIBLE DEATH.

A fire occurred on board the S. S.
Sagona at an €arly hour this morn-
ing which cost the life of the Chief
Steward, a promising young man of
27 years old.’ The vietim is Patrick
F. Coady, son of Mail Officer Coady,,
of the S. 8. Portia.

Chief Steward Coady was seen to
g0 on board his§ ship about midnight,
and it is supposed that he went to
sleep while smoking a cigarette,
which must have ignited the bedecloth-
ing and set fire to the steamer’s cabin.
The fire was discovered about 1,30
am. by the watchman, Mr. Escott,
who in making his rounds noticed an
immense flame issuing from the sa-
loont door. The watchman fimmedi-
ately boarded the ship and woke up
the crew, after which he sent in an
alarm to which the Central and West-
ern Companies guickly responded.
Several streams of water were direct-
ed on the blaze which was under con-
trol in about fifteen minutes. In go-

ing through the cabin of the ship the
firemen found the lifeless body of
Coady in his berth. It was apparent
that the unfortunate youhg man made
no attempt to escape, as the body was
found lying on the left side, and bad-
1y burned from the hips upwards. The
remains were taken to the morgue for
a post mortem examination.

The cabins were badly damaged .by
the fire, while the fixtures and linen
were completely ruined by water and
smoke. These of course can be re-
placed, but the tragic death of the
young man Coady, who was so well
known to the travelling public has
evoked the sympathy of the whole
community. To the deceased young
man’s father, brothers and sister who
are left to mourn, the Telegram ex-
tends sincerest sympathy.

Hid Art Treasures

at Bottom of River.

London, Dec. 7.—There have been
many reports since the Germans in-
vaded Belgium regarding the places
to which the country’s priceless art
treasures were taken for safety.

According to a statement made by
a person who enjoyed the confidence
of Belgian officials, a number of mas-
terpieces formerly in Antwerp were
sunk in the River Scheldt in water-
proof containers before the city was
taken by the Germans. This inform-
ant said it was rumored that Rubens’
“Descent from the Cross,” one of
these most celebrated masterpieces
was at the bottom of the Scheldt.

Germans, it is asserted, were bil-
leted in some of the art galleries.

mous paintings Were brought to Eng-
land for safekeeping.

I)cclors and Gas Flres

In an article which recently appoar-
ed in the London “Evening News,” Mr.
W. G. Faulkner stated: “In making
my inquiries I discovered one signi-
ficant fact. This was that one com-
pany—the Gas Light and Coke Com-
pany—had among their consumers
2,500 doctors who had gas fires instal-
led in their houses, some as many as
ten or a dozen; that 1,600 of these
doctors had become users of gas dur-
ing the past three years; and that not
one bad ever given them up.”

Professor C. V. Boys, F.R.S., says.
in the “Standard”: “Sentiment and in-
ertia are the only obstacles againsi
the general adoption of gas fires and
cooking applianceg. ‘Wonderful
strides have been made, in spite of
deep-rooted prejudice. A gas fire,
burning with a flue, I8 an admirable
agent for heating a room; and, as a
scientist, I fail to understand how
such' a gas fire dries the air in a “com
more than any other fire.”—novl7tf

Valparaiso Scene
of Anti-German Riofs.

Santiago, Chile, Dec. 2.—Anti-Ger-
man riots are reported in Valparaiso
to-day.

Crowds swarmed the wstreets and
stoned the German consulate and
other buildings. Troops were called
out, and several persons were wound-
ed before order was restored.

The demonstrations followed the
raising of tariffs on the tramway lines
in Valparaiso, which are owned by
German interests. This action, add-
ed to the charges of. violation of
Chile’s neutrality, roused the people
to the highest pitch. Cars were ston-
ed and partly wrecked. All German
buildings in the city, including the
"bank and consulate, were attacked.

When the troops arrived, several
shots were fired into the air, but the
crowds refused to disperise and con-
tinued their demonstration. It was
then necessary to fire into the crowd
and several were wounded.

any direction. Witness had on one
occasion walked five miles from the
ship. Men frequently go three or four

did not think panning was easier than
hauling for the men, if short distances
from the ship was observed, but if
the men were two or three miles from
the ship, hauling would be much
harder. Men going on ice usually
take hard bread and butter; they
often have oatmeal and raisins. The
ship provides the bread and butter,
the men provide the rest. If meat is
left over the men may take it with
them. WMolasses is also provided by
the ship. As to clothing the men had
various kinds, but in the opinion of
witness homespun is best for the ice.
He used flannel underclothing, which
was warmest. He was continually on
the move from Tuesday until Thurs-

| day, had no sleep, and came through

without injury. The others who were
similarly fortunate also kept moving
all the time. Some men fell in,
which hastened their end. Witness
lost eight men out of his watch of
thirty-nine, one of them -in the hos-
pital.

To the Chief Justice, witness fixed
the distance of quarter of a mile, as
ke thought men would not hear the
whistle to windward a greater dis-
ance in a storm. Witness thought if
the ship was jammed, and seals were
half a mile from the ship, the men
should still abide by the law, other-
wise disasters such as last spring
might be repeated.

ONLY TWO OF THE CREW OF THE.
BRITISH STEAMER FYEDRA ES-
CAPED.

Barrow, England, Dec. 8.—Wrapped
in flames, and with the sea about her
ablaze from the cargo of gasoline she
was carrying, only two men of her
crew of thirty-six escaped death to-
day when the British steamer Vedra
piled on the shore near Barrow dur-
ing a heavy gale, broke up and was
consumed.

The two men 1escued were severely
burned while swimming through the
flaming sea to a tug. A majority of
the crew were trapped in the fore-
castle of the Vedra and perished.

So suddenly did the fire break out
-when the vessel grounded that only
four of the ship’s company had time
to reach her weather side. These
were the chief engineer and three
sailors.

Flowing in a torrent from the rent
in the cofferdam, the gaseline invad-
ed the engine room. In a second it
had ignited and spread to all parts
of the doomed vessel, also pouring
through rents in the hull into the sea.

Reaching the weather side of the
ship the chief engineer gave the three
seamen with him life belts he had
picked up in his flight and, mount-

ing the rail, plunged headlong into
the sea, trusting to his ability as a

gwimmer to reach a nearby tug which

was endeavoring to pull off the Ve-

dra. The engineer had taken only
two or three strokes when a huge
wave picked him up and dashed him
against the side of the steamer, kill-
ing him. Two of the seamen immedi-
ately followed the engineer and swam
