T ie appointment of Mr. 
J. M. Kent, K.C., to the 
Bench last Tuesday, left 
the Opposition without a 

leader. The likelihood of the office 
being offered to Mr. Kent had been in­
formally discussed by the Opposition. 
It was generally felt that the sever*- 
ance of Mr. Kent from the Opposition

In all the factories x typical York­
shire enthusiasm prevails.

A medical officer who was present 
fet the evacuation of Gallipoli, writing 
home, says: “I believe I have told 
you of the great blizzard and frost at 
Suvla; and here on the fourth and 
fifth days dozens of men came in 
frozen solid to the knees, many with 
gangrene far advanced.

Now that recruiting is taking place 

in all the hamlets and towns of Eng­
land’s oldest Colony, I deem it a most 
befitting opportunity to detail an ac­
count of the formation of the first 
volunteer regiment, organized at St. 
John's some one hundred and twenty 
years ago. These were brave men, 
and were mostly engaged in the .sta­
ple' industry of their Island Home. I 
copied the following correspondence 
sent by command of the then resident 
Governor, to Capt. John Hierlihy, the 
Fort Major :

Fort Townsliend,
2nd Augtlst, 1797.

It is with infinite pleasure, that the 
Commauder-in-Chief expresses the 
satisfaction he yesterday derived from 
a review of His Majesty’s Royal New­
foundland Regiment. He not only 
considers this regiment as a fine body 
of men, but as wanting but little prac­
tice to make them equal in every re­
spect to fils Majesty’s oldest and best 
disciplined troops, a circumstance 
that does infinite credit to all the 
officers, though more particularly to 
those who from circumstances have 
had the opportunity by their exer­
tions of so speedily bringing the regi­
ment into such high order.

By Command of the Governor.
Here we find the Governor praising 

the forefathers of the present genera­
tion of Newfoundland, and thii latter 
who have left our shorès to wage war 
on the foe of England are also as 
brave as- were the men who were In 
the first regiment of volunteers which 
were ever formed in Terra Nova. The 
following letter to the Governor from 
the men of the Nfld. Regiment in 
which they display their loyalty, will 
be of interest:

MUNICIPAL MATTERS.
It is a great mistake to think that 

Municipal matters do not concern us 
closely. But as a rule many of us 
have but a dim idea of what the Muni­
cipality means. Many of us think of 
our Municipal Council as a thing 
apart from the people, something in 
power which has very little interest 
lor us personally. It is a great mis­
take. The municipality is the whole 
body of citizens belonging to the town 
or city, not, as it is too frequently im­
agined, the Council elected by the citi­
zens to conduct their affairs. Not the 
Councillors, but all the citizens are 
the municipality. It is all the citizens 
who provide our municipal services. 
It |s all the citizens who provide the 
water supply. It is all the citizens 
who provide sewerage and drains. It 
is all the citizens who provide certain 
means to pay for lighting the streets 
and keeping up the Parks. It is all 
the citizens who pay for the ashes and 
refuse collecting. It is all the citi­
zens who pay for these services, for 
we all pay taxes. If we do not pay 
directly to the Council, we pay them 
in rent to the landlord who passes 
them over to the Council.

Every bit of coal consumed in tue 
City contributes to the Council at the 
rate of seventy cents per ton. So then 
we are all owners of property. Wheth­
er a man gets a dollar a day or ten 
dollars a day, we are, as citizens, em­
ployers of labour and have an interest 
in all the works of the Council.

So that we have certain duties and 
responsibilities, and as partners in 
the great Municipal firm, we have cer­
tain rights and benefits.

Now what duties have we, as citi­
zens? What responsibilities? What 
Lights?

low prices. But when private enter­
prise eliminates competition by com­
bination of all their interests and by 
concerted action forces prices up, it 
Is doing an injury to the community, 
and the people, or the Government 
acting for them have a perfect rght 
to interfere.

So municipal operations should 
first be directed to those supplies 
which are held in somewhat of a 
monopolistic way. Such as these for 
instance: Water, Coal, Electric Light, 
Gas, Telephones, Street Cars. And 
the taking over of these commodities 
will hurt no one one quarter as much 
as a great departmental store hurts 
small traders by starting stores in dif­
ferent places in the town. These 
stores may lower prices, you will be 
told, but in a greater degree, the 
whole community will benefit by the 
taking over of lighting, telephones, 
elc.

The City is duty bound to do any­
thing and everything yiat is likely to 
conduce to the welfare and advant­
age of the general body of taxpayers; 
everything that tends to- make the 
community healthy and prosperous.

Pure air. pure water, clean streets, 
proper housing, are essential to us all, 
rich and poor. Food, clothing, shel­
ter fuel, we must have. It is the duty 
of the Council to see that the City gets 
ail these essentials, and it is within 
the rights of the citizens to demand 
them to be Of good quality and obtain­
able at reasonable rates, whether sup­
plied by private enterprise or Muni­
cipal Cftntrol.

I think it will pay us all to examine 
this subject of municipal management 
carefully. I don’t know what pro­
vision is made in. the New Charter for 
managing of public utilities, and as 
tilt Premier intends to send the new 
Bill to a Select Committee, it will 
probably be many weeks before we be­
come aware of its contents.

The question which we ask of any 
undertaking of this nature is: “Do 
they add to the health, the comfort, 
anti the convenience of St. John’s?" It 
i* not the question which most com­
panies ask: ‘‘Will it pay us good di­
vidends?"

Municipal enterprise works first for 
the good of the community. If there 
is profit on its undertakings it goes 
back to the people, either in reduced 
taxes or city improvements.

In England in 1875 the capital in­
vested in municipal undertakings was 
95 million xpounds. In 1900 it was 
nearly 300 taillions. In 1904 the total 
reached over 400 million pounds or 
two billion dollars. This bears inter­
est, and fs repaid by putting aside a 
certain amount every year into a Sink­
ing Fund It lias been expended on 
street cars, dust cars, farms, markets, 
slaughter houses, gas and electric 
plants, libraries, art galleries, bands, 
telephones, hospitals, baths, water 
works, docks, piers and harbours, 
museums and other works.

FAILURE OP PRIVATE ENTER- 
PRISE.

You all know how much the word 
"coal" has been used this winter. It 
I as burned its way into our brains. It 
lias heated tile fires of anger, dis­
trust, prejudice, which are better nev­
er lit, and caused endless trouble.

'Coal is supplied to us by private en­
terprise. How has it served us? You 
remember January 1st when sudden­
ly the price rose from $8.00~to $10.80. 
And not only was injury done to the 
public by the raising of prices, but it 
developed that apparently no further 
stocks of coal were in sight, and that 
ony something under three weeks’ 
supply was held in the city. There 
were roughly 1,000 tons besides, which 
were put aside to fill contracts for 
factories, clubs, etc., and which the 
public would not have shared in.

So there you have, first, an injury 
to the community by unreasonable 
prices, and second, an injury to the 
community by a probable famine of 
coal. Is not that a strong case for 
the municipalization of coal? Coal 
has been more or less of a monopoly, 
and this case shows how advantage is 
taken of the public. I give this ex­
ample because it "shows how in one 
case, private enterprise failed to pro­
vide for the people. Coal is a prime 
necessity to the city. It makes possi-

There arc certain essentials of life, 

such-as food, fuel, clothing and shel­
ter which are provided by private en­
terprise. It is so pretty well all over 
the world and the supporters of the 
system contend that such is the best 
way. Whether this is so, and whether 
competition among many traders 
serves to give the best service to the 
people depends upon certain condi­
tions. Certainly it will mean a big 
upheaval in the business world when 
men decide that countries and cities 
will be better off by the Governments 
and City Councils taking over the sup­
plying of these essentials to the peo­
ple.

Let us look at private enterprise a 
minute. A man goes into business— 
first, to make a living. Second, to get 
rich. That is to say he generally goes 
into business from a selfish motive. In 
yursuing these objects he benefits the 
public to some extent. But the bene­
fit of the community is not his ruling 
motive.

Now when there are many traders 
and keen competition it is easily seen 
that the public is likely to benefit by

TIONED. all purchasers

The Government, I understand, eor- 
tcmulates the control of several of 
the larger grain distilleries. This 
step is rendered necessary by the in­
creasing requirements of the Muni­
tions Department, and is not primar­
ily intended as a measure of drink re­
striction, although it may indirectly 
lead to that result. Enormous and 
increasing quantities of pure alcohol 
are required for the making of the 
more important, constituents of high 
explosives, and the distilleries in 
which patent still spirit is manufac­
tured possess suitable machinery and 
plant of great capacity. Hitherto the 
Government has been taking a pro­
portionate part of the output of a 
number of distilleries in England anil 
Scotland, and it may possibly be that 
the authorities desire to have the 
spirit made under the supervision of 
their own office! s and its manufacture 
more centralised, it is not proposed 
to interfere with the malt distilleries, 
which will go on producing a mftre or 
less constant quantity ol' whisky per 
annum-. The effect of diverting even 
several of the Lowland and English 
distilleries from the making of pota­
ble spirit to the making of “industrial 
alcoh.nl" would of course be appreci­
able in checking additions to the ex­
isting stocks of whisky and other 
spirits, and it is conceivable that 
though the production of malt whisky 
is kept up to its present level, prices 
will be ^influenced to an extent which, 
if" cost be any bar to indulgence, will 
reduce the over-consumption of 
strong liquor. Sir Thomas Dewar 
speaks of the possibility in tlie near 
future of a bottle of whiskyVcosting 
ten shillings. This may be a little 
over tlie mark, but those intimately 
associated with distilling are of opin­
ion that prices must be affected by 
any considerable requisitioning of 
distilleries. Other conditions are al­
ready operating in that direction.

THE TREATMENT DP ARMY 
BREAKDOWNS.

Probably most people-not personal­
ly affected are still incredulous about 
the injustice with which the*- army 
treats soldiers who contract diseases 
on service. Tlie debate on the Labor 
Party amendment on Feb. 16th will at 
least serve to advertise the facts. The 
spokesman of the War Office made no 
real concession and no real answer. 
1 ie. merely explained what the army 
rule is. It is that a man who con­
tracts consumption or breaks down in 
health in any other way on service 
must prove to a medical board that 
his breakdown was due to the condi­
tions of service before he and his de­
pendents can get his pension. The 
demand of the Labor Party is that if 
the army medical authorities pass a 
man as sound and take him for ser­
vice they must take the full respon­
sibility for him, and if he breaks 
down must assume that it is due to 
tlie hardships of service—a safe as­
sumption in 99 cases out of a hun­
dred. The supporters of the amend­
ment, though they got no satisfaction 
in February lfitli, are quite confident 
that they will get the injustice re­
dressed in the end. But it is deplor­
able that the War Office, into whose 
hands over three million men have
