GROWN COUNCIL MEETS.
LONDON, July 10.

The Crown Council called by Em­
peror William was held at Berlin yes­
terday, according to an Exchange 
Telegraph Co. despatch from Amster­
dam to-day, but no announcement as 
to what took place at the gathering 
has been made. The German public 
is very uneasy regarding the absence 
of news as to the decisions of the 
Council, says the despatch. Only in 
times of greatest stress are such 
meetings held. Other advices from 
the same source say that the meeting 
of the Crown Council lasted three 
hours, being one of the longest on re­
cord since July, 1914, when Emperor 
William signed the mobilization or­
der that preceded the declaration of 
war. Ministers of both the Empire 
and Kingdom were in attendance, to­
gether with a number of the Emper­
or’s Military and Naval Cabinet. It is 
believed, says the despatch, that one 
of the results of the Council will be 
the introduction of a franchise bill for 
Prussia granting universal direct suf­
frage and secret ballot.

party of German naturalists recently 
returned from Ceylon, who have re­
ported the existence of a species of 
ant that lias been observed in the act 
of sewing two leaves together for the 
purpose of forming a nest. This re­
port confirms the observations of the 
English naturalist, RJQIey, made in 
1890. They saw a row of the insects

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Business-like Sitting 
of House of Assembly

The House of Assembly opened “on 
tithe- yesterday afternoon. Business 
was not “as usual,” however, but on 
the contrary there was a striking hum 
of go-a-headedness about it while 
criticism was at a premifim.

Mr. Hickman presented a petition 
from Daniel's Harbor, asking for a 
ndSl road there, as did Mr. Higgins, re­
questing the replacement of the public 
wharf at Flatrock and for a tramway 
for conveying fish at the same place ;

The Leader of the Opposition sup­
ported the prayer of the petition and 
the Prime Minister introduced a Bill 
in relation thereto and it was referred 
to a Select Committee consisting of 
the Prime Minister the Leader of the 
Opposition, Mr. Hickman, Mr. Ficcott 
and Mr. Devereaux. /

The Report of the Select Committee 
on the new Municipal Bill was pre­
sented by the Prime Minister, who 
gave notice that he would at the next 
sitting move the House into Committee 
of the Whole on a Bill relating to 
Municipal Affairs in St. John’s.

A Bill respecting the Prohibition of 
the Importation, Manufacture and Sale 
of Intoxicating Liquors was intro­
duced by the Prime Minister and read 
a first time.

The House then went into Commit­

The Bills respecting■ Retiring Allow­
ances for certain civil servants and An 
Act to authorize the raising of a sum 
of money by Loan for Naval and Mili­
tary purposes went through Commit­
tee ; also the Bill relating to Naval and 
Military Pensions received Its second 
reading.

The Resolutions concerning the con­
cessions to the Riverside Woollen 
Mills, Ltd., which excited such a flare 
up earlier in the session, were again 
deferred.

The House went into Commitee on 
a Bill, introduced by the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries, giving certain 
concessions to the Public Service Elec­
tric Co., Ltd., of Conception Bay, in 
the way of water power and allowing 
them to bring their plant and material 
for original construction into the Col­
ony free of duty. The Bill virtually 
passed, excepting that the introducer 

„ is to give more details as to the water 
power.

The much-postponed Budget was 
left standing over until the Coalition 
atmosphere is cleared beyond all 
doubt.

The House adjourned at 5 p.m. to 
meet again this afternoon.

A Washington despatch says that 
"three weeks ago” Minister Kerensky 
informed this Government that “a 
big Russian offensive would take 
place in the early part of July,” (It 
began on July 1); and Secretary Lan­
sing says that the initial success in­
dicates that Kerensky has “succeed­
ed in his big task of reorganising the 
Russian army.”

Bis” is the word; for the Russian 
offensive, though the infantry fighting 
has been on an eighteen-mile front, is 
altogether on a 200-mile front For 
200 miles the Russians are engaged 
in pounding the Germans with artil- 
dery, the immediate purpose of which, 
it may be suspected, is to force the 
Germans to use up their ammunition. 
Whether the objective of the infantry 
attack is Lemberg or not, its main 
purpose is to change the state of 
things by which the Germans were 
enabled to pile up heavy masses tak­
en from the Russian front to stop the 
advance of the British and the Ital­
ians. In -other words, within three 
weeks and a half after the army was 
seemingly paralyzed by the revolu­
tion, Russia has come again to the 
rescue of her allies in the Vest. The 
thing would be incredible' if it had 
not been done. Despite the German 
announcements that a Russian offen­
sive was feared, no offensive on such 
a large scale had been expected for 
months.

Something of what has been done, 
and some idea of its gigantic size, can 
be gleaned from this news of Keren­
sky's having notified us three weeks 
ago that a great offensive would be 
undertaken by July. That notifica­
tion must haVe come to us some­
where about June 10. Kerensky had 
just returned from his tour of the 
battle front. It was on May 29, at the 
beginning of his tour, that his new 
orders restoring discipline—his "iron 
hand”—orders—went into effect. Be­
tween those dates he had addressed 
thousands of soldiers, awaking an 
enthusiasm without parallel. On the 
same day that these orders went into 
effect the Peasants’ Congress, repre­
senting the class from whom the bulk 
of the soldiers are drawn, issued a 
resolution calling on them to cease 
“fraternization.”

General Alexieff resigned as Com- 
mander-in-Chief on June 4, and Gen­
eral Brusiloff was appointed to suc­
ceed him. On June 8 the Peasants’ 
Congress, undoubtedly at Kerensky’s 
instance, adopted this resolution, 
which came to the soldiers witli the 
voice of parental authority: —

Tiré rtmfffésk ébnsiders that ft ‘Is 
its duty energetically to defend its 
country, recoiling before no sacrifices 
in order to sustain the fighting 
strength ofj the army and the patri­
mony of tee Russian people. The 
Congress summons the army to sub­
mit itself to discipline and defend re­
volutionary Russia, of peasants and 
workers. It grants its benediction to 
this war, and will not forget the blood 
which has been shed.

Kerensky Immediately ordered that 
the resolution be read to all ranks of 
the army and navy; and, returning 
from his revival trip along the front 
he said : *

After touring the whole of Russia 
and the battle front, I can affirm that 
what hitherto was regarded as the 
dylng'agony of our army was nothing 
else than the laborious travail of the 
new Russian State. I can affirm that, 
notwithstanding the destruction of 
the old discipline, the power of the 
Russian Army is increasing daily, 
based as it Is on a new and intelli­
gent discipline. I can affirm once for 
all that fraternization with the ene­
my has completely ceased.

The army had a chance to show 
whether these words were Justified on 
Jupe 11. Three pacifist regiments un­
der an anarchistic leader refused to 
obey orders, whereupon their com­
rades marched upon them, opened 
fire, and took them prisoners.

It was at this time that Kerensky 
informed Washington that the great 
Russian offensive would begin “early 
in July.” The whole chain of events 
took only about two weeks. The 
ground had been prepared for Keren­
sky by the urgent and incessant la­
bors of the Generals, but it was his 
work which brought about this mir­
acle in so short a time. It is evident 
that within a few days after Brusiloff 
took command he must have made 
his plans for the offensive and been 
assured of his ability to carry it out, 
for he took command on June 4, 
which was four weeks ago.

The reconstruction of the fighting 
force had been hoped for in months; 
it has been done in a month ; the suc­
cess of it was assured within ten days 
after Kerensky started along the 
front. As the climax of the whole re­
cord comes the amazing report that 
Kerensky led the attack in person 
The story is among the most wonder­
ful of all the wonderful stories of this 
wonderful war; and what Kerensky 
has done, in the time in which lie did 
it, must go on record as one of the 
most amazing historic feats of all 
time. The crucial part of it was done 
in one week. If the army is saved, 
Russia is saved ; and the army is not 
only saved but striking.—N. Y. Times

larden Sees the Allies 
Resolutely United.

Peace Only If Germany Yields 
Democracy.

London, July 2.—A dispatch to the 
Chronicle from Amsterdam says that 
in the latest number of Die Zukunft 
Maximilian Harden expresses himself 
in an extremely pessimistic tone with 
regard to'the general "'situation, es­
pecially concerning Russia. He 
writes:

"Only a miracle can bestow an ear­
ly peace upon us. Either our enemies 
must be smashed up or Germany's as­
pirations must find unity with those of 
a majority of the world. Only the sec­
ond miracle can be accomplished by 
human strength.

-The goal of our enemies is de­
mocracy and independence for every 
race ripe for freedom, a real and not 
sham reduction of armaments, and a 
court of justice before which all who 
are suspected of being responsible in 
greater or less degree for the outbreak 
of war must present themselves. They 
aim at a condition which will give 
weapons to right against the arro 
gance of force, a state of affairs which 
will threaten with peril any enterprise 
of attack, and which will remove from 
one mortal man the decision whether 
peace shall prevail or war shall come, 
and deprive him of the power to im 
pose that decision on the people. They 
aim at preserving the prerogatives of 
all countries as jealously as socialism, 
already recognized by the State, pro­
tects the prerogatives of individuals.

"If Germany sees blazing over that 
goal the great celestial sign of the 
times, then peace is reachable to-mor­
row. Over all other questions agree­
ment will be achieved easily, but if 
that condition of things for which 
millions of people sigh, appears to her 
to be ignominious, then she must fight 
on until one group conquers and the 
other falls in exhaustion. The peo 
pie alone can be responsible for what 
is to come, but the spirit of states­
manship, before their make choice, 
must light the path for them

Jess WlUard
Is Now In Wealthy Citizens’ Class.

New York, July 6.—Jess Willard, 
one time cowpuncher according to 
tradition and present world’s champi­
on and circus owner, may also be 
billed now as Willard the capitalist. 
At least Jess has climbed into the cir­
cle of plutocrats, if the statement of 
Tom Jones, late pugilistic chaperone 
to the Pottawatomie mastodon, is to 
be accepted. Of course severance of 
connections with Willard and con­
templated legal action for financial 
redress may play its part in Jones’s 
statement.

However, Tom blew into Chicago, 
and in passing the time of day depos­
ed as follows: “Willard is worth be­
tween $500,000 and $600,000 to-day. 
Of that amount about $425,000 is stor­
ed away in cold cash on deposit in 
Chicago banks. One bank on the 
loop carries $90,000 in Willard's name 
and aonther has $60,000. There is 
still a third neighborhood bank near 
where Jess lives that carries a 
healthy check account. All of this 
has been salted away since Jess slap­
ped the pugilistic crown from the 
ebony dome of Jack Johnson down in 
Havana on April 5, 1916.

Things have been breaking pretty 
soft for Willard since he won the 
crown. When he took an inventory 
after the Havana battle his financial 
sheet showed a deficit of $10,175. 
But pickings were very fat and juicy 
with the circus. Some weeks Wil­
lard’s percentage ran as high as $8,- 
000. Sums slightly below that were 
ordinary. And always the amount to­
talled up handsomely. In addition to 
the actual money which Willard has 
on deposit, he owns a farm of 3,000 
acres, another of 600 in Michigan, 
four bungalows in 1,08 Angeles and 
his home in Rogers Park, Chicago.”

If Jones's statements are true Wil­
lard has gathered In an average of 
better than $5,000 a Aveek since win­
ning the title. (_

British Navy Convinced
The Submarine Warfare Has Failed.

London, July 5.—Von Hindenburg's 
boasting pronouncement has been 
read with considerable interest in 
Admiralty circles. The general view; 
is that it was issued chiefly with a 
View to bolstering up German senti­
ment. The phrase, "if we hold our 
ground until the submarine war has 
done its work,” has a pleasant sound 
to the British naval ear, for the navy 
is now firmly convinced that the sub­
marine war has failed, and that the 
anti-submarine measures are con­
stantly growing in effectiveness.

A staff correspondent of the Asso­
ciated Press was privileged to spend - 
two days last week in observing the 
anti-U-boat campaign at close quar­
ters at a big naval base on the south­
east coast. There was plenty of evi­
dence from such a vantage point of 
the effectiveness of the Admiralty 
work in nearby waters, as well as of 
the tremendous effort which is being 
put forth.

The navy still maintains secrecy 
regarding the submarines sunk, but 
the pursuit has become so lively that 
a U-boat shows its periscope in- 
Channel waters only with the great­
est risk. It is impossible to keep en­
tirely secret such incidents as that of 
an oil-driven destroyer which a few 
days ago swept into port with a por­
tion of a rammed submarine hanging 
triumphantly from her prow.

Airplane and dirigible patrols in 
the Channel are proving highly effect­
ive and a U-boat which is once sight­
ed by a dirigible has small chance of 
getting away. In waters further 
afield one of the best evidences of the 
success of the Atlantic patrol was the 
safe arrival of the American trans­
ports at a French port.

Puttering at War.
Chicago Tribune; There is a new 

way to beat Germany now—by not go­
ing on pleasure trips! In an alleged 
interview, Food Controller Hoover is 
made ‘to say that all unnecessary tra­
vel must cease. It wastes money. It 
bothers the railroads. Stay home, 
scrimp, impoverish hotelkeepers, boy­
cott the railroads, and thereby boost 
prosperity. At the same time you will 
relieve pressure upon railroads over­
burdened transporting troops not yet 
drafted and war material not yet or­
dered. The agitation against pleasure 
trips is a fair sample of the way we 
putter at war, doing Infinitesimal 
things without number—or gassing 
about doing them—while big things go 
undone. We need men—not sometime 
next year, but speedily. We need 
munitions. We need ships. Wo are 
not getting them. Instead, we are 
getting a policy of backing and filling, 
delay everywhere.

Marconi Describes llow Italy’s Men- 1 reason the telegram did not reach him
trullty Was Told to France in Time 
to Halt Hermans—Vivian! Called 
From Bed, Was Overcome by Sur. 
prise of News That Turned a Mil­
lion Men Against Kaiser’s Hordes.

New York, June 23.—The reception 
to the Italian commission culminated 
last night in a dinner given to the vis­
itors at the Waldorf by Mayor Mit- 
chel and attended by nearly a thous­
and citizens of New York. It was a 
dinner full of Italian and American 
patriotism made notable by the de­
monstrations for Guglielmo Marconi 
and for Mayor Mitchel, to whom each 
of the Italian speakers referred in 
terms of high praise and deep gratit­
ude for his services to the cause of 
the Allies and his friendship for Italy.

It was notable, too, for the first 
statement of the circumstances under 
which Italy announced to France her 
decision to remain neutral at the out­
set of the war, thereby releasing for 
service against the German Army ad­
vancing through Belgium hundreds of 
thousands of French troops who 
would have been needed to guard the 
Alpine frontier if the Italian Govern­
ment had decided to support the 
other members of the Triple Alliance 
in their aggression. The story was 
told by Senator Marconi in the course 
of a speech which began with praise 
of the accomplishments of the Italian 
Army and Navy and a description of 
the tremendous natural difficulties 
with which they are confronted. After 
describing the services which arc now 
being rendered to the Allies by the 
army and navy of Italy, he said:

“And now, gentlemen, I come to ’ 
what is perhaps one of the least 
known matters in connection with 
the war, the great, the absolutely de­
cisive influence of Italy’s conduct at 
the very outbreak of hositilties in 
1914. Let me tell you a few facts 
concerning the inner political history 
of those fateful days of July, 1914, 
when the fate of Europe was tremb­
ling in the balance.

“Germany did not expect us to join 
her in her savage attack of the llbcr- 
her in her savage attack on the liber- 
much whether we eventually agreed 
to remain neutral.

| ben the slightest wavering, the small­
est hesitation on the part of Italy, had 
any Italian politician been found to do 
one-tenth part of what Bismark did 
when he altered the wording of the 
famous Ems telegram, and thus 
brought about the Franço-Prussian 
war, France would not have dared to 
withdraw a single man from the Ital­
ian frontier, and the history of the 
world might have been written dif­
ferently.

“Gentlemen, is there any man who 
can think, in view of what I have just 
told you, that Italy’s conduct was not 
a decisive factor in the war?”

The dinner was held in the grand 
ball room, where that for the Anglo- 
French Commission took place six 
weeks ago, a hall redecorated for the 
occasion by Lloyd Warren with' Am­
erican and Italian flags as the prin 
ci pa I motif.

of course, to munition orders. Great 
Britain and France and Italy and 
Russia — especially Russia —- were 
avid for guns, rifles, shells, small 
ammunition, leather-work, steel rails, 
and every form of railway equipment.
They were prepared to bay any price 
so long as the goods could be deliver­
ed quickly. They paid for S|H*ed.

The munition factories of the U. S. 
had to speed up as never before. The 
way to effect it was to offer the in 
ducement of very high piece-work 
wages, and exceptional bonuses for 
overtime. For instance, skilled roll­
ers in Pittsburg mills have been earn­
ing their five guineas a_ day. Puti1- 
dlers have been making almost as 
much.

Dazzling Wages.

But the money has certainly been 
earned. Clerks, even parsons, and 
other soft-handed men, lured by the 
glitter of £1,000 a year, have thrown 
off their black coats, donned the blue 
overalls, and tried to compete with 
the muscle-hardened artizan.

The big majority found the price 
they had to pay too high. They drop 
ped out—exhausted.

Nor is the lighter work of the shell- 
factory without its compensating 
drawback. Several dozen plants in 
the U. S. have blown up—or been 
blown up—by German plotters.

A darky, employed in sweeping out 
a lawyer's office, was caught by the 
lure of “easy money,” and announced 
to his employer that he had decided to 
throw up the broom and offer his 
services to a neighbouring shell- 
facto” \ The lawyer had reluctantly 
to M him go.

Your Boys and Girls.
Every mother likes to see her 

small daughter look dainty at all 
times. But' girls, as well as boys, get 
their clothes soiled at play, and while 
boys can be put into overalls or romp 
ers, according to their age, few moth­
ers will like to sell their little daugh 
ters dressed in these homely gar­
ments. But thete will be no objec­
tion to miniature bungalow aprons on 
the order of those worn by the moth­
ers, especially if a pretty color is chas- 
en. These aprons are quite easy to 
make at home.

The best kind of materials to ust 
are the soft cotton poplins, ratine cot­
ton and silk fabric that does not de­
mand too much in the way of launder­
ing will answer, provided of course, it 
is fairly substantial.
