From 
Vancouver comes advices that 
business .interests in Prince 
Rupert and tlie adjacent dis­
tricts along the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railway are about to 
present a big petition to the 
Provincial Government of Brit­
ish Columbia asking that en­
couragement be given to any 
syndicate which will take up 
the development of certain coal 
areas, which British mining 
companies had in hand prior to 
the war, but which were drop­
ped at the declaration of hos­
tilities and have not been taken 
up since. To get at the areas 
named in the Prince Rupert pe­
tition a railway is required, the 
cost of which would be $15,000,- 
000 for a line of two hundred 
miles, and the petitioners are 
suggesting that the Govern­
ment allot ten thousand acres of 
land per mile to the company 
undertaking the construction, 
together with the right to ex­
ploit the 260,000 acres of coal 
bearing land on the usual roy­
alty to any syndicate taking it 
up. A railway from the St. 
George’s Coal Fields to the sug­
gested shipping port in LaPoile 
Bay, is necessary to the proper 
development of the seama-men- 
tioned in-the annual report, pub­
lished yesterday, but as the dis­
tance from mine to tide water 
is inconsiderable, no great diffi­
culty will be experienced in its 
construction. The concessions 
being asked for are not 
huge, and will, we believe, re­
ceive the favorable considera­
tion of the Government, in ad­
dition to the others already 
promised.

He felt that the combine of six 
merchants would do Irreparable In­
jury, and he had (and read out) cor­
respondence to show that other fish 
was pouring Into the Greek market 
while onrs was held back by the high 
price demanded. The consumption 
there Is 65 per cent lees than last 
year and in face of this It Is suicidal 
to hold out for high prices.

Mr. Lewis, local manager for Hawes 
& Co., defended the Regulations and 
hia firm. Steps were taken, previous 
to the General Eelectlon, to bring 
about the same protective conditions 
as those ensured by the present Rfe- 
gulations, and certain merchants now 
opposed to them were foremost in 
advocating and supporting them.

Mr. H. R. Brooks contended that 
the Regulations were necessary to the 
welfare of the trade as at present we 
are not receiving full value for our 
fish- abroad. Any rules guaranteeing 
the utmost value should be supported. 
The sales made by Mr. Hawes justified 
the Regulations.

Mr. B. E. S. Dunfield traced the 
growth of the present poeltion of 
Hawes & Co. No commission Is paid 
to Hawes on shipments sold by other 
agents.

At 6.10 the meeting adjourned until 
3 p.m. Thursday, when Mr. Grieve 
will reply to Mr. Dunfield, and Sir J. 
C. Crosble, Mr. C. R. Dnder and others 
will speak.

A Rocket to Explode
the Upper Air.

THE NEW CONTRIVANCE OF PRO­
FESSOR GODDARD MAY BE ABLE 
TO PENETRATE THE 200 MILES 
OF EARTH’S A IB AND EVEN 
REACH THE MOON.
MONTREAL, January 12.—A Wash­

ington despatch to the Montreal Gaz­
ette says Professor Robert II. God­
dard, of Clark college, according to 
an .announcement authorized last night 
by the Smithsonian institute, has In­
vented and tested a new type of mul­
tiple charge high efficiency rocket of 
entirely new design tor exploring the 
unknown regions of the upper air.

The" claim is made for the rocket 
that it will not only he possible to 
send this apparatus to the higher 
layers of the air, including those 
beyond the earth’s atmosphere, but 
possibly even as far - as the moon 
Itself. The highest^ level so far 
reached with recording Instruments 
Is nineteen miles oat, accomplished 
with a free balloon.

Prof.' Goddard believes that his 
new rocket can be sent thro the 
band of atmosphere around the 
earth, which he says extends some 
200 miles out, and that this new 
rocket will be of great value to 
the science of meteorology.

The Holmfirth
Catastrophe.

In order to maintain an adequate 
supply of water for the factories 
thickly scattered along the valley 
about Holmfirth, in the West Riding 
of Yorkshire, large reservoirs bad 
been formed above the town, but most 
of them were of inadequate strength, 
and from long continued rains were 
unusually full.. Scon after midnight 
on February 4, 1852, the embankment 
of the Bilbery Reservoir—150 yards 
long I and 90 feet wide—gave away 
and the whole mass of penb-up water, 
about fifty feet in depth, rushed down 
the gorge in one solid column. Mills 
and dye houses, walls, cottages, barus 
and stables went down before the 
flood, trees were uprooted, carts and 
waggons swept away. The tiumerous 
bridges which crossed the stream 
Intercepted the rolling debris, and 
formed dams behind which the water 
for a time accumulated. Then, rush­
ing forward with increased force, the 
deluge swept through the hamlet of 
Holm, carrying away or wrecking 
whole streets of cottages, shops, and 
manufactories (In numerous cases 
overwhelming! the ■ terrified Inmates

in the surging water), and thence 
proceeded on its devastating course 
down the gorge for a distance of five 
miles, where the valley opened ont 
Into flatter ground, and the flood 
spread over a surface, which In a 
great measure dissipated Its power. 
In many cases whole families were 
drowned; the damage done to pro­
perty was estimated at £600,000; 
while adults to the number of 4.9S6, 
and children to the number of 2,142 
earning between them £4,000 per 
week were rendered destitute. From 
the inquiry before the coroner, It was 
shown that by the settling of the em­
bankment, the safety valve formed 
to carry off all water when it had 
risen a certain height, became con­
siderably above the top level, and the 
jury returned a verdict imputing 
gross and culpable ceglicgence to the 
Commissioners, engineers and over­
lookers, and regetted that in conse­
quence of the Commissioners being a 
corporate body, they could not find 
them guilty of manslaughter.
