ence to Lloyd George’s Welsh ad-
dress, Asquith declared that “the
Premier's flippancies, and all his
vulgarities have not diverted, and
cannot divert, attention from the out-
standing fact of his confession of
political bankruptcy.” He said that
the Premier’s speech would be in-
terpreted as at least condoning re-
prisals in Ireland. Regarding re-
prisdls, Asquith said he was con-
fident that when Parliament reas-
sembled it would insist upon an in-
dependent and impartial inquiry into
reprisal cases, which “were not acts
of self defence, but of blind ven-
geance.”

Where Land
May Not Be Sold.
More than 600 years B.C., this law
was written into the code of Pales-
tine: “The land shall not be sold in
perpetuity.” And that is to be the
law in the Palestine which is to be
developed through the return of the
descendants of the ancient inhabit-
ants. Sir Herbert Samuel, adminis-
trator of Palestine, has announced

that ownership of land will not carry
the right to sell. Title to occupa-

heirs and land may remain in control
of a family from generation to gen-
eration, but it may not be disposed of
as a commodity. In the ancient days
when land passed into the hands of
others than the original owner or his
heirs, the alienation was temporary.
Every fifty years, in the year of jubi-
lee, all land that had been alienated
returned to its first possessor or his
heirs or lawful representative, and
the occupant during the time of

original owner a sum based upon the
number of harvests he had gathered.
The new Palestine rule eliminates
the jubilee restoration by beginning
with “a - prohibition ‘that invalidates
any transfers.

The chief anxiety  of the
world to-day—that portion of
it not war wracked and torn
asunder by internal and ex-
ternal strife — is apparently
over future business prospects.

Will prices
be lower or higher is a question
next to the mind of everybody.
Will labor be plentiful or scant?
18 business to go on as usuaal
or are we drifting on the break-
érs of bankruptey? To ade-
Quately answer-these questions
an inventory must be taken
ahd a balance sheet prepared.
That may or may not be easy,
but surely it is the bounden
duty of those who are directing
affairs to submit occasional
statements, showing just where
We are standing, in order that
eéverybody may have first-hand
khowledge of the situation.
Such statéments, if . showing
progress, will allay anxiety: if
pointing to a standstill' will at
least give our exact position:
but if it indicates that there is
rétrogression, some means must
be found to boom trade and
commerce and send the finan-
e¢lal mercury higher. New-
foundland is not alone in ex-
periencing the change in after-
the-war conditions. All indus-
ttial countries feel the effect of
deépression more or less, ac-
eording to their standing and
their ability to carry on, but
more information from depart-
ments should be given. There
is altogether too much hole-
aind-corner _secrecy maintained,
and knowledge is ~ withheld
from the people. This should
not be. Confidence begets con-
fidence.

Now we read
that Wall Street bankers, who
usually have their fingers -on
the keys of production, are of
opinion that the cost of living
will take a sharp drop in the
next six months, and that a re-
turn to normal conditions in the
money market, following the
enormous liquidation of com-
modities, is in sight. Let us
hope that their predietion will
coem true. In the meantime, it
would be as well if our own au-
thorities took it upon them-
gelves to do a little stocktaking
and having 8o done, present a
statement to the country at in-
tervals, that all may tell at a
glance just how and where we
stand.

Dear Sir,—Replying to the article
signed “Fly Fisher,” in your {ssue,
dated Sept. 28th, 1920, I can assure
the writer that this salmon was
caught by me as stated in the articie
signed by O. Brown. “Fly Fisher” is
positively sure that no ordinary fish
ing gear would be sufficiently strong
to land a salmon of such welght,

I beg to say that it a salmon of 10
pounds weight, exerted its full pow-
er on any leader which T have seen
during my 20 years’ experience as
guide, It would break instantly. On
the other hand, I venture to say that
as far as the strength of gear is
concerned, that a salmon of fully 100
pounds could be landed by good tack-
le, without employing illegal means.
If an ox had the playing of this fish,
it s~ undoubtedly certain that
strength would not avall, but in land-
ing a salmon of any weight only suf-
ficient strain is kept on the line to
prevent the salmon from breaking
tlear,

No salmon of any weight is landed
in the semse of being taken ashore
by the aid of the fly, but is finally
landed by means of a gaff. As to
the heavy waters of the Humber,
these waters are not a disadvantage
to the successful landing of a large
fish, but on the other hand have ev-
erything in their favor, being free
from boulders, and there being ev-
ery opportunity to follow the salmon
in canoe when needed. (I do not
know who “Fly Fisher” is, but I
venture to say he 'ecannot tell me
much which I do not already know
about the Humber River.) In this
case I had a friend with me, and a
canoe at hand, which, however, was
not used. This fish, weighing 51 1bs.,
length 4 feet, girth 24 inches, was
landed after only playing it 25 min-
utes. The kind of gear used was as
follows:

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Tlle Love That Came
te Michael Angelo.

(By Thornton Hall, in Johnr o'Lon-
don’s Weekly.)

In the early years of our eighth
Henry there was no more enviable
woman ih all Italy than Vittoria,
Marchesa di Pescara. From her
cradle Fortune smiled her sweetest
on this daughter of the great prince-
1y house of Colonna; for, in addition
to her heritage of birth and splen-
dour, she was dowered with a rare
loveliness and with no less rare gifts
of mind and graces of character.

The little Princess “with the daz-
zlifg sun-crowned head and heart of
pure gold,’” had barely seen her
fourth birthday when she was affi-
anced to Francesco d'Avalos, son of
the great Neapolitan noble, Alphon-
so, Marchese di Pescara; and the
next twelve years the child-lovers
spent together in the Pescara Palace,
on the island of Ischia—running wild
and free on the shore or in the woods
of their beautiful island, studying
together, and ideally happy in their
mutual companionship and devotion.
And Vittoria’s happiness wgs crown-
ed when, one day in 1509, they were
married, and they made their home
together on their beloved island.
The Knight Who Did Not Return.

Then followed three golden years
of love and splendour and gaiety be-
fore her husband was called.away to
fight against France. And that day
the gate of her earthly paradise
¢losed on her; for the years that fol-
lowed were long yeras of lonely and
anxious waiting. Once he returned
to her arms, a sorely-stricken man,
but after a few weeks of perilous
happiness he was called back again
to war, and she never saw him
again. He fell, fighting ' valiantly,
on the fleld of Pavia, and her life
was left desolate.

For long years Vittoria mourned
her dead knight, shutting herself
away from the world in Ischia, alone
with her grief, and finding solace in
writing those exquisite sonnets

T"who had_at Jast come out
great tiibulatfon ~intd" a- great-peaces

which raised to his memory an undy-
ing monument of fame. And it was
not until middle-age was creeping
over her that she at last emerged
from her seclusion, to devote herself
to good works, But time and sorrow
had only served to ripen her beauty.

A Sad 0ld Man.

It was at this time—in 1538—that

Vittoria went to Rome, and in the
Sistine Chapel—where he was paint-
ing his immortal fresco; “The Last
Judgment”—first set eyes on Cichael
Angelo, of whése fame as the su-
preme sculptor of his day, as well as
artist and poet, she had long heard.
A sad old man of sixty-three Michael
Angelo is described at this time, the
greatest man in all Europe, but the
loneliest. “Alone before Heaven,”
he laments in one of his poems, “I
have no friends; I need none; I wish
for none.” His fame, great as it
was, had brought him no happiness.

And it was just when the gaunt,
grizzled artist, with the awful ma-
jesty of soul and brain, had aban-
doned all hope of love, that it came
to. him, when, looking ' down from
his" lofty perch in the Sistine Chapel
his eyes fell on the sweet upturned
face of the golden-haired Vittoria,
of  Ther

i N!ne Years of Worship.

“What a man Michael Angelo
would have become,”  says Grimm,
“had fate led him to know Vittoria in
his younger yéars; and had she met
him then, when she was herself less
wearied by years and experience!”
Now she had nothing to give him but
kindly gentleness sympathy, and
friendship, while he gave to her the
whole long-garnered and restrained
love of a lifetime. He was a boy
again, with all a boy's passionate ar-
dour, and his idolatry of the loved
one. He was transported to heaven
when he went to see her in her villa
on the outskirts of Rome; in their
long and intimate conversations
every moment was for him “a de-
light beyond all imaginings.” She
was the inspiration of his most ex-
quisite sonnets, And though he

' expressed her

knew that she had no love to give
him, that her heart was buried with
her dead hero, he was grateful . for
every smile and gracious word that
sympathy and her
friendship. For the rest, he cherish-
ed an unshakable hope that her love

, would be his “beyond the veil.”

For nine years Michael - Angelo
worshipped at her shrine. And then
came that tragic day of agony when
he watched the life that was so un-
speakably dear to him ebb away.

The Partimg.

He hung over that death-couch,
we are told, in such an agony of
grief that he almost lost his senses.
Only the majesty of the dying lady
kept him calm, for her sake; so that
when the last hour was come and
Vittoria whispered to him, “I. am
dying. Help me to repeat my last
prayer; I canmot now remember the
words,” he was able to command
himself and to murmur with her
that beautiful supplication, closing:
“I entreat, O most Holy Father, that
Thy most living flamé may so urge
me forward that, not being hindered
by any mortal imperfections, I may
happily and safely again return to
Thee.”

Before the prayer ended, Vittoria’s
yoice had sunk into silence, and
"Michael Angelo was left to finish it
alone, 'Then. as he knelt by her
bedside, his lips pressed to her cold
hand, she turned to him, and a smile
trembled on her lips while she mur-
mured some words he could not hear.
So passed from earth the spirit of
Vittoria Colonna.

For seventeen years Michael An-
gelo survived the woman he had lov-
ed so well, during which her spirit
was always with him, moving him
“to gain a fourth crown by the verses
he wrote to her.” And to his last
day it was his great lament that he
had “never kissed her, save on the
hand.”

these exceedingly active volcanoes
are extending fields of violence seems
assured from the fact that Vesuvius
is located well down within the in-
step of the Italian “boot,” while BEtna
is still further south: on the island
of Bicily, just across the narrow
straits of Messina from the extreme
end of the toe.

These last shocks confined them~
selves almost entirely to Northern
}'Imly, extending from Florence, the
southernmost victim of the quakes,
to Milan on the north. But the
disturbances at Milan were more
or less mild, the great undulations
being between Florence and Modens,
which is about -half way between
Florence and Milan.

Southern Italy has been visited
by numerous disastrous earthquakes,
the first of which there is any reliable
record occurring at Catania, Sicily,
in the year 1157, when 15,000 people
lost their lives. In 1456 there were
severe shocks in the vicinity of
Naples, statistics of that day allotting
a total of 40,000 persons to its tell
of human life, while Sicily wad again
the victim of nature’s wrath in the
year 1693, when the huge total of
100,000 inhabitants paid the penalty
for living so close to Mounts Vesuvius
and Etna. Great tidal waves washed
in over the low sxo¥es of the island
and added materially to both life and
property loss on this occasion. Aquila
furnished the ground for the next mo-
mentous quake, with a loss of 5,000,
which seems small when compared
with previously recorded catas-
trophies.

We now come to the first record of
an earthquake in the northern dis-
tricts of Italy, severe disturbances
occurring in the Abruzzi section dur-
ing 1706, exacting & toll of 15,000
lives and much property damage. As
most of this morthern part is moun-
tainous it is probable that the pro-
perty damage was not in as great a
proportion as the loss of life.

No quake of any consequence has
since visited Northern Italy until the
recent one, but it may presage dis-
turbances of a similar nature tele-
graphed up to that sector through the
successive stratas of the Apennines,
influenced by the powerful volcanic
forces generated by Mounts Vesuvius
and Etna.

In 1726 the scene of earthquake
operutions again makes its appear-
ance in Sicily. The brunt of these
shocks is borne by the city of Pa-
lermo and vicinity, which is on the
opposite side of the Island from
Mount Btna. 'The loss of 6,000 lives
resulted, while many other thous-
ands were rendered homeless. Just
six years later Naples had a suc-
cession of tremors that reduced its
population by 1,900, which is in-
deed a comparatively small loss for
the usual carthquake of Southern
Italy. Things then went along quiet-
ly enough in an earthquake way,
with the exception of the many slight
tremors coming yearly, to which the
average inhabitant pays little atten-
tion, until the year 1783, when the
Calabria district experienced one of
the worst quakes since becoming the
toe of Italy’s “boot.” This disturb-
{ ance was possibly caused by the near-
ness of the volcano to Mount Etna,
' which is just across the mnarrow
straits of Messina. It is recorded that
25,000 people lpst their lives in this
' catasthrophe.

Twenty-two years later Mount Ves-
uvius evidently got in another one cf
its telling blows by causing a severe
series of quakes in the Naples district,
the loss of life being placed at 6,000
and the property damage correspond-
ingly high. In 1835 Calabria again
suffered a loss of 1,000 inhabitants
from what they considered a minor
shake, but the more disastrous one
following it im 1857 increased its
human toll to 10,000—New York
Tribune.

A new competitive element in hous-
ing construction is tntroduced in tha
farg for contracts now before local
authorities in different parts of the
country. A London firm has reduced
its 'original offer to one Midland
corporation for the building of 380
cottages by $160,000, undertaking to
erect each dwelling with concrete at
a net cost of $3,000, as against the
average cost of brick houses at $3,400.
For the most part the tenders submit-
ted generally are for brick buildings,
there being some prejudice among con-
tractors against the use of concrete.
Hitherto concrete houses have mnot
been a. success, but by a unit system
of steel shuttering which is available,
but not known to contractors in this
country, it is ‘expected to overcome
the difficulties and prejudice to con-
crete. The plans have heen approved
by the Board of Trade, and the Minis-
try of Health is giving every encour-
agement to the new system. The same
firm has reduced its offer for 87 cot-
tages by $86,000 on the same under-
standing that the houses will be built
of concrete within a shorter period
than brick buildings.

Dear Sir.—The indisputable

; has been a cause of great regret to
most people. Fish is such an im-
%aluable cheap food in these days of
‘ high ‘cost of living, yet since reach-
ing St. John's we have heard men,
who certainly ought to know, say the
trouble is there are too many fisher-
' men—the stock of last year’s fish still
unsold proves that the world does
not want salt fish. England and Am-
erica won’t take it, even St. John's
won’t use it, and so the industry can-
not now give a living like Lumber-
ing can do; the men cannot be sure
of any place they can go to and get

fish like the man . who depend on logs;

or mines who ¢dn see the trees be-
fore them or a big deposit of metal
that means regular wages. Less
fishermen and higher prices for fish
is the only “way out.” If, however,
salt fish keeps so high, will the peo-
ple who do want it now. remain will-
ing or able to pay for Iit. If the
world doesn’t want “Salt” fish, it cer-
tainly- does want fish. Is there no
way to get it fresh to America to mar-
ket? The general answer has been

No. It is true that New Yeork, and
even.Boston has to get far the largeri

quantity of its fish from the Pacific
Ocean, but Newfoundland cannot get
it there quick enough. Yet Battle
Hatbor would not be more than 30
hours by direct train from Montreal,
and mnothing like as far as. Seattle
from New York and Boston. A line
' of rail along the north shore of the
St. Lawrence would solve the prob-
lem of the fisheries of the North. It
{8 not an impossible engineering feat.
On the other hand, the rapidly grow-
ing salt-fish industry from England
under the fostering hand of Lord
Leverhulme and others suggests that
markets depend as much on the abil-
ity to -purchase at the price, as on
‘the gastronomic appetite of the ar-
ticle - itself. - Our, chief authority on
Newfoundland matters . in England
. tells me that the growing export of

galt fish artificlally dried and partly
exported to the Mediterranean from
Grimsby and the East Coast of Eng-

e o

fact |
fact of the decline in the number of;

land now nearly equals our own in
quantity. He thinks over a hundred
firms are engaged in this growing
industry. The fish comes from IcCe-
land. When I was fishing with the
steam trawlers twenty-five years
ago off the Icelandic coast all “round”
fish were simply thrown away; now
‘they are landed, salted and exported.

But fish or no fish Labrador has
got shortly to be opened to com-
fmerce. If the backbone of Newfound-
‘land to-day is Grand Falls, and not
the fisheries, how about exhausting
;our stock of trees. At the present
i moment Grand Falls is buying wood
| from Canada Bay to Green Bay. Fires
at any rate won’t deplete our fisher-
ies and are ever menacing our for-
ests. If America and Canada have
succeeded in depleting their timber
it is quite possible Newfoundland
may—some day. There are timber
experts in St. John’s who have visit-
ed Labrador who tells me, and my
experiences fully endorses their
views, that the pulp-wood in Labrador
'ts apparently endless. Why then is
no one working it?. The only diffi-
culty so they say is that there is no
labour.there; one of our largest tim-
ber men told mé so recently. Bat
why? The Admiral and officers on the
“Calcutta,” fresh from the West In-
dies, told me the other day that the
West Indies is no country for white
men, Ask any man who has lived in
Labrador and knows its life on the
land—they all love it. But they are
slowly leaving it.

Having just come up from the
Coast direct to St. John's one sees
the real reason. The so-called com-
mon people to-day are waking up.
The divine spark of discontent with
inferiority is slowly fanning itself
and, thank God, the masses as well s
the classes are demanding provision
for the amenities of civilization. Re-
move the hospitals, the telegraph, the
better school opportunities, the mail
steamer, the orphanage that saves
little derelict children from starving
before men’s eyes, and where would
a village like St. Anthony be in a year
or two. A war veteran born and
bred in Canada Bay expressed his
feelings thus: “Since seeing the out-
side world I have never failed to
pray for the damnation of one man.”
“Who is that?” I asked. “John Cabot,”
he replied, “for discovering this
place; there is nothing im it for a
man.” He now writes home from
Los Angeles, California, of the won-
derful provision for safety, comfort
and advancement. Once, when my-
self discouraged of ever having a
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chance to put medical aid or good
schooling in reach of the friends
among whom my life has been spent
in the Colony. I went to British
Columbia and drew out an agreement
with Sir Richard McBride, the Prem-
jer, to enable me to tramsport two
hundred families to where they could
get those things. The Government
here of the day, however, discoun-
tenanced the measure and so it fell
through.

It was with infinite gratitude to the
Directors of the new Labrador
Schools, Limited, that I visited Rev.
Mr. Gorden’s -new station in Sand-
wich Bay last month.

Every student and
lover of this country’s welfare shoull
visit it, especially those who have
children of their own, and who love
them. Thank God, the gospel that
the world is increasingly imsisting
upon is a social gospel. The way-
faring man, and the modern young
man with no use for creeds, can see
the real gospel in places like Mount
Cashel, and Sandwich Bay, and to
my perhaps prejudiced mind, in the
Seamen’s Institute, and St. Anthony
Hospital, because these are the ways
we should want a gospel of love ex-
pressed to us under the circumstan-
ces. These efforts are to-day the only
kind of qualifications the world will
accept for the loftiest of all titles it
can confer—“Christian Brothers.”
Since printed newspapers came into
being, people want to see rather than
hear the truth.

I have frequently been asked late-
ly if I personally am resigning from
work that keeps us so much in the
North of this Colony. The question
arises partly from a wrong estimate
of what makes life worth living any-
how. Englishmen may be pardoned
if they crave for the fleshpots of
sports, still absent largely in the
North, which are part of our nature,
and part of the Empire’s greatness.
I have been a fan at the baseball
games held recently in St. John's, and

perhaps it may be as well to confess'

that I got in a corner of the moving
picture show also. But there are
many things in life in the North that
St. John’s or Boston can never offer—
the dog-driving amongst them. These
things show the effect in the fine
characters of the Labrador men and
northerners in these days of unrest
of labour and dislike of hard physical
work that makes the people who go
north fall in love with the people and
life there. Three prominent St. John's
men who had visited the Labrador
lately told me separately that they
would love to live there themselves,
so it isn’t virtue any more than sel-
fishness perhaps that permits us to
say we have no intention of leaving

Hawalii's great industries are sugar-
making and canning* pineapples for
export. Since alcohol is derived from
sweetening, the islands have right at
hand the material for distilling the
spirit which dilutes imto whiskey.

When the price of gasoline soared
into higher regions, it occurred to
the Hawaiians that what gives fits to
humans, might also energize their
automobiies.

The idea worked out splendidly,
and not at all to the demoralization
of thirsty chauffeurs. The U. S. Gov-
ernment looks after that end of it,
and “denatures® every drop of it,
making it unfit for human consump-
tion.”

The price is now said to be about
eight cents a gallon, and it produces
one-fifth more power than gasoline,
leaving much cleaner cylinders.

But the fact does not work as well
in cold climates, or even when the
engines are cogl.

Why Charter Foreigners

Editor -Evening Telegram.

Dear. Sir,—I notice by an editorial
in Wednesday's Star, certain refer-
ences to our foreign.trade being in
the hands of the Norwegians and
Danes previous to the war. Where
were they during the war, wheén
Newfoundland was short of tonnage,
and what has happened immediately
the war is over? It is said there are
about forty Danish vessels chartered
this year to market our fish, while
our own" vessels ‘that were ~mostly
purcqued at war prices are laying
idle., Some Ianes have been char-
tered through our local shipbrokers;
others hy the exporters direct.

Surely this is not a square deal
with regard to our own country.
Some. say that the reason is the Dane
ish schooners are small, and owing
to the regulations no on¢ wishes to
ship large, cargoes. But there are
 several vessels owned in different
parts of the island, with practically
the same carrying capacity as a num-

rying coal .and anything they can
get, because there are no fish
freights offering. Everyone is aware
what Canada did recently to protect
her steamers. Surely Newfoundland
could do something to protect its
shipping or must we see the trade go
to foreigners as happened years ago?

Everyone ‘is - complaining of the
tightness of money, yet nearly half a
million dollars will go to Danish
and other shipping owned outside
Newfoundland, while our own ves-
sels lie peacefully at anchor in *the
harbor or engage at something that
cannot pay running expenses. Sure-
ly a Government so experienced at
making laws, could give their sea-
men and shipping some protection
along these lnes.
