The Panama 'Canal had its origin
with the Spanish navigators of Col-
umbus’s time, when expeditions
sailed from Europe in an endeavour
to find a way through the American
Continent from the Pacific Océan. to
the Caribbean sea.
By 1520 these navigators had come
to the conclusion that there was fio
natural waterway to afford passage
for ships, and that the only means
of sailing from one sea into the
other was by making the Ilonger
voyage either round the northern |.@
or southern parts of the continent. |'g
The possibility of building a canal
was thus raised at this early period,
and many plans were considered.

Threatened With Death.

In 1550 a Portuguese mnavigator,
Antonio Galvao, published a book on
the subject, and a year later a not-
éd Spanish historian urged the king
to assent to the plan. The idea, how-
ever, was opposed by the Goverii-
ment, and all attempts to promote
a canal were suppressed by . law,
under penalty of death, the propesal
thereafter remaining in abeyance
for over two centuries.

Survey work was resumed in 1771,
but knowledge of the country through
which the canal was to pass was 80

One of the leading forestry
engineers in Canada, aiter a
careful survey of the timber
areas of Quebec, declares there
is not more than a twenty-one
years’ supply ahead of the Prov-
ince, and that in view of the fact
that Quebec leads the rest of
the provinces in the manufac-
ture of pulp and paper, there is
no time to be lost in adopting a
definite forest policy which will
prevent fires, lessen the damage
from insects and fungi, elimi-
nate all avoidable waste in cut-
ting, and plan for a continuous
yield for the protection of the
industries.

In respect of area Quebec has
a great advantage over New-
foundland, and the dangers
which threaten our neighbour
are far more real and immediate
here. If anyone, for instance,
will visit the country which lies
between the Freshwater Valley
and the White Hills, he will find
sufficient indication of the
destruction that can be accom-
plished by the insect pest. There
is some fine standing timber in
this section, but the “looper” and
the Spruce Beetle have been bus-
ily engaged in their work of
destruction with the result that
many of the trees are dying.
From a distance the southern
slope of Nagle’s Hill gives the
impression that it has been
swept by fire. Years ago we
found large areas in the Bara-
choix river in which similar
havoc was being wrought by
insects, and on more than one
occasion Mr. Arthur English has
called attention to the same
danger. Little or nothing has
been done, however, to cope with
it.

Various suggestions have been
made as to the most effective
method of dealing with this
problem, and we believe much
might be accomplished by af-
fording every protection to the
smal: birds, which live on the in-
sects, and by a wholesale de-
struction of the crows and
hawks, the birds’ worst enemies.
" This year we have been sin-
gularly free from forest fires,
but it is useless to trust to a con-
linuance of such good fortune.
A thoroughly competent fire
protection service should be es-
tablished by the Government,
working in co-operation with the
sorporations which control prac-
tically the whole of the timber
areas. In many parts of Canada
scouting by means of aeroplanes
has resulted in sfna&l fires being
oromptly located “and - extin-
guished *~ before they have
reached serious proportions.

Boy Who Killed
Two Lions

Probably the world's youngest lion
hunter, Ronald W, Ryan, arrived in
London a short time ago from Kenya
Colony, Africa, with 200 other Boy
Scouts from South Africa.

Ryan is only fifteen, but already
he has two llons to his credit, a claw
from one of which he proudly wears
in his hat band, itself made Prom
Mon's skin. He and his brother
Scouts journeyed from Africa to take
part in the jamboree at the Wembley
Exhibition.

“I have killed two lions, one re-
cently,” he said to a newspaper re-
presentative at Wembley. “I was
told off to look out for a lion who
had accounted for one of our best
mules,.and I was camped by myself
on the veldt. I knew ‘there was
more than one lion, and suddenly I
came on them—six of them.

“The largest one seemed asleep,
so I shot him, but he reared up and
fled. The rest of them scattered. I
followed them, and after a while I
eame up with the old Hon. I was
ten yards away from him when I
fired. The bullet went through his
heart.

“The other time I was with my
father tracking & lion that hadl kill-
ed three horses on a farm. Sudden-
ly we found the lion near us. He
was practicelly a man-eater—a
‘black-man Hon. I fired and hit
him, and then dad fired three shots.
It was not as easy as I am telling
you. The lion became enraged at
both
down. It was then that I got in two
quick shots, which finished him off.”

Ryan, whose home is forty miles
from Mount Kenya, 18 South African
born and bred, but originally his
people ‘'came from  Ireland with the
1820 settlers; Ontside his tent at
Wembley flies a flag on which is em-
broidered the head of an “old man”
lion. Ronald’s patrol all wear a lion’s

The Great Sahara Desert

The Sahara is almost as large as
the continent of Europe, and is the
greatest desert in the world.

With the exception of the cultiva-.

ted Nile belt, the desert stretches
from the Red Sea to the shores of
the Atlantic.

The real desert is the traditional
desert of illimitable sand, undulating
into massive dunes and deep valleys,
blown into wave-like ripples by hot
winds, but broken at rare intervals
by oases of palms; in places there |
are footprints, soon to be swallowed
by the drifting sand, that mark the '
passing of roving caravans.

In these vast stretches of trackless
desert, where there is no tuft or;
blade of grass, adventurous travellers '
go straight into the blazing sun beat-
ing on sand dunes, immense and rid-
ged like the waves of a sunlit sea.
One need not follow them, nor the-
Arab tribes whose home is in the
desert,

The Great Sahara, however, is no
unbroken, monotonous stretch of
sand. Barren and treacherous as it
is, it is not without its own life. The
sand may be screened from sight by

a wild growth of plants, a scattering .

1oose ‘stones’ and pebbles, i Port Darwin a short time ago, béing.|

of scrub,
resembling more a prairie land than
the traditional desert, and there are
rocks and hills, dotted with a pro-
fusion of flowers giving the impres-
sion of a wild rock garden.

There are oases, large or small,
mere clumps of palms with a pool of
brackish water, or enormous- green
groves, sometimes harboring a lake
or the site of some ancient desert
town. The Arab will often carry with
him enough food for ninety days of
desert travel. In certain parts the
Beduin Arab can find sustenance for
his flocks of sheep and goats; and he
excels in the breeding of camels and
horses, shifting his tents, and wan-
dering from well to well, or from one
oasis to another.

'Fate More Terrible

: Than Death

A fate more terrible than death
has overtaken two white women
‘ in Northern Australia.

They are the wives of settlers in
Northern Queensland, and left Bris-
bane more than a year ago in ‘the
i small’ wooden 333-ton coasting ship
| Douglas Mawson, which belonged to
jthe Queensland Commissioner for
{ Trade, in order to join their husbands
| who are livlng in the-Northern Ter-

' ritory.

As the little vessel never reached

{ her destination, the ‘Australian patrol
boat Marguerite and other craft made

- diligent search along the lonely coast,

! but without avail, In October last

the Douglas Mawson was posted at

Lloyds ag lost.

Now comes the startling news that
the steamer was wrecked on .the
coast and that the crew and passen-

, gers who had camped on shore were
‘ attacked by a party of blacks, These
speared the 12 men who comprised
the crew, and they also murdered the
five male passengers. The two women
were taken by their savage captors
into the interior.

Details of their fate only reached

brought to that lonely outpost by
drovers, who had learned the tacts'
from native trackers and other abori-
, Eines.
| The intelligence was at once tele-
graphed direct from Port Darwin to
Sydney, and it is stated that strong
f{orce has set out to attempt to effect
a rescue. The chance of success in
thig direction is, however, somewhat
slender. This is due to the length of
time which has elapsed since the vic-
times’ fell into the hands of their cap-
tors. .
But there are a number of deter-
mined white men living in Port Dar-

win who are not easily daunted by

1
 heavy risks.
The police force in that district,
which was at ane time almost entirely
lcomposed of natives, is now mostly
European, as many men who served
with the Anzacs joined this service
after their return to Australia at the
i close of the war. It is probable also
: that a naval party will be landed at a
likely point on the Northern Coast
and push their ways inland on the
faint off-chance of finding the missing
women alive.

The gallant attempt can only be re-
garded as a forlorn hope, but at least
it may probably reveal the truth of
what has actually befallen these un-
fortunate women. Port Darwin is
ahout 500 miles from the Queensland
boundary as the birds fly, and con-
siderably farther by the wild, rugged,
almost uninhabited and sometimes in-
aceesgible coastline,

The vast Northern Territory of Aus-
tralia is one of the most savage lands
under the sun. Its inland regions
have never been explored fully; it
has been only a few times crossed by
white men; most of it is waterless
desert, and unlivable even for the
most degraded tribes of “black men.”

Of all lucky charms .probably the
most common is the so-called “Egyp-
tian” scarab. As a matter of fact,
this beetle is found in plenty of other
places besides Egypt, being quite
common in the South -of Fra.nce and
in North Africa.

It is a burying beetle, with broad
feet like shovels and a head like a
garden fork. It lays its eggs in a ball,
of refuse which it buries in the
ground.

It was only to the ancient Egyp-
tians that the scarab was. the God of
Immortality. They saw the beetle
bury the pellet; they saw the young
beetles emerge; and in the same
fashion they buried their mummi-
fled dead, expecting that a new and
glorified body would arise from the
dust of the human mummy,

The scarab, having thus become
the emblem of immortality, was cop-
ied in pottery, porcelain, jade and
jasper. As many as three thousand
of these copies have been found in
one tomb.

Even. kings described themselves |
as Beetles of the Sun God, and large |

and beautifully made scarabs are
found in some Royal mummies in the
place of the human heart.

If the praying mantis had been
known in Old Egypt it might have
been as sacred as the scarab. The
creature, which looks as if construct-
ed out of dry sticks, has a pair of
front legs made for grasping its
prey, and holds them up folded to-
gether as if in prayer. It is the
sacred insect of the South African
Bushmen.

The astranomical hunters of
sky are looking for the arrival
monster comet.

Not one of the ‘“hairy stars” (as
the ancients call them) that journey

around the sun in vast elliptical or-| g

bits, returning to our neighborhood
at regular intervals, but a -visitor
from the outer void of space.

Just about once in every'ten years
such a stranger comet of large size
makes its appearance in the heavens.
The next one is almost due, and the
comet-hunters are watching for f{t.
Some astronomers specialize in hunt-
ing for comets. They use for this pur-
pose a peculiar kind of telescope, of
low power but wide fleld of view.

There is more than a purely scien-
tific interest in the discovery of a new
long ago
concluded by purely mathematical
reckoning that a comet is likely to hit
the earth “head. on” sooner or later.
Novelists have dealt with this pos-
ibility and have drawn fantastic
pictures of what would happen to our |

earth if it collided with a comet. And ||
scientists agree that in the event of |

such a catastrophe the entire popula-.
tion of the world might be destroyed
by the poisoning of our atmosphere :!
from the gas carried by the comet.

The head of a comet is gas-lit. It
consists of a relatively solid “nucle-}
us” which looks like a star—in some ||
cases thousands of miles in diameter, |

surrounded by an immense envelope
of burning gas. ;¢

The quantity of gas carried by a bls
comet may not improbably be greater:
than the earth’s entire atmcsphen. :
One can imagine then what might be
the result of a profuse mixing of thi
gas, very  probably unbreathabl
with our air.

Arkansas, having been created as
long ago as 1832, and eur Baniff Park
only in 1885), this compares very

How does Canada benefit from
tourist travel? That is an almost un-
necessary question, for there is scar-
cely an artery of trade which does not
feel the quickening throb of the tour
ist dollar. Even the government be-
nefits, officially, because of the fish-
ing and hunting licenses it sells. Take
for example, the railways, whose in-
comes are distributed very widely
through all communities very quickly
after collection. ' During the months
of July and August, 1922 and 1923,
the two principal railways of this
country carried an average of al-
most 209% more passengers than they
did in either June or September.

However, sufficiently or unsuffi-
¢lently Canada is advertised as the
objective of immigrants—there are
yery diverse opinions on this, aceord-
ing to your political leanings—there
is no room for doubt whatever as to
its being well advertised as ap ob-
jective for tourists. A survey of the
newspapers of the United States will
show that when it somes to advertis-
ing, neither the railways, hotels; nor
other agencles interested—not even
excepting the governments (provinc-
fal)-—are blushing violets when , it
comes to proclaiming their own
charms. Certain resorts in Canada
are amongst the best advertised re-
sorts in the world.

To get even more tourist buulneu
Canada must first of all increase its
facilities: the advertiging that is done
now is quite capavle of filling and
swamping those which already exist.
At the beginning we asked why did
some parts of Canads have a greater
tonrist revenue. Of course travel
in. the east is somewhat cheaper per
capita: but probably the real reason
is that British Columbia awoke of-
fically to thel value of tonrist trafiic

| ing held pp because he is a foreign
visitor and-ipso facto persumed to be
wealthy.  That is the good old Swiss
trick of charging “all the frafic will
stand.” Another highly amusing way
io repulse the sgporting tourist is te
increase the cast of licenses, making
it cost, for example, $10.00 a week to
catch trout in ‘Nipigom, as compared
with $6.00 per geason anywhere else
in Ontnrio—-or in Jjerrymander -the
open season dates or uhoodnz gronnds
The actual money that a sportsman
liberates through the varfous econo-
mic channels may be suggested from
a typieal case. An English hunter
told me that his trip to the Cassiar
region of British Columbia, to shoot
big game, cost him $2,000 most of
which went to guides and provision
sellers. ]

Lastly—this 1s a word addresSed
to ambitious communities which want
to see themselves the Meeca of tour-
ists, and ‘at the same time want to
go about in the wrong way—don't
pull together. Let George do it. Hire
a Publicity Commissioner, and then
overcharge the visitor. Advertise only
your own town or village and buck
the next town Instead
your funds and advertiring the coun-
ty. Expect results too quickly, and
quit in discouragement at the end of
the first year, _

'tropid airmen, the first to fly around
' the world, of necessity had to be men
cf courage and with nerves of steel.
"Notwithstanding the carefully lald
‘plans for the trip there were certain
“i hardships which could not be avoided
—those that must necessarily ac-
company an undertaking of such
magnitude, compelling as it did flights
in all kinds of climate ranging from
the frigid Arctic weather of the North
Pacific late in March to the near
tropical conditions encountered in
the Far East in June.

All manner of weather had to be
contended with, the elements ap-
rarently having no sympathy with
"the laudable ambition of these men
to be the first to fly around the world.
Treacherous gales, violent rains and
blinding blizzards were encountered
ijn the Alaskan regions befcre the
fiyers hopped off the North Ameri-
can continent for the first attempt of
airplanes to wing their way across
the Pacific. Fog was a dangerous
factor and when the aviators reached
down into the Torrid Zone in -the
Fast East they encountered tropical
winds and rains and in India ran into
a sand storm.

What misfortune or ill-luck there
was in the adventure seemed to at-
tach itself to the commander and the
flag plane of the squadron. Major
Fred L. Martin, who was flight com-
mander at the start, had a series of
mishaps along the North Pacific coast
of the North American continent cul-
minating in his flag plane, the Segttle
crashing into a mountain on the
Alaska peninsula. Major Martin and
his mechanician, Sergt. Alva Harvey,
escaped unhurt, but their plane was
destroyed. Nothing was heard
the two men for ten days, despite a
thorough search of the regions, and
hopes for them were about to be
given up when a radiogram from
Major Martin to the chief of the army
o‘r service announced their safety.
This accident eliminated Major Mar-
tin and his mechanician from further
participation in the flight.

Dear Sir-a] nave read with a great
deal of interest the letter of Dr. T. B.
Darby, in the Methodist Greeting of
August, concerning the repeal of the
Prohibition Act. His letters ara al-
ways spicy, generally carrying with
them forece and conviction, and per-
sonally* I Have regarded him as one
of our ablest writers. 5

It is not my intention to take him
to task for the points which he has
raised in his letter, so much as for
those which he has not raised or tried
to explain.

imprisonment for three months.”

Now Mr. Bditor, try to interpret the
above clause’ enther in the letter or
the spirit of the act &nd tell me if we
have had anything during the last
eight years better than liquors under
Government control. Who appoints
the Controller? The Government.
What is the “ControMer supposed to
do? He is to do what he is told. And
we had a Controller that did what he
was told, and we have had Controll-
ers who did what they were told and
a great deal more than they were told.

to be fined, and if you stop a dog
fight by too vigorous methods you are
llable to a fine, so what is a man to
do in such case?

Recent prosecutions at Bath and!
Epsom have caused something of a |
quandary among dog owners and !
others . In the one case a man was |
fined 40 shillings and costs for not
stopping a dog'' fight, and in thef
other a man was flned £2.32s for be- |
laboring a dog with a c¢lub in separa-:
ting it.from another dog with which |
it was scrapping.

At Bath, Edward Burgess ,a book-
maker ,was filned 40 shillings with
costs for having permitted unheces-
sary suffering to be caused to a cross
bred dog of which he was the owner,
by “unreasonably omitting to stop
the flght” _A  policeman, giving'
evidence, said that, looking through!
the window of the Popular Hotel,
Monmouth Street, he saw a big whlte(
dog on the floor covered with blood.
A big brown Irish terrier had it by
the throat, and seemed to be tearing
it to pieces. The white dog was ab- |
solutely exhausted . Burgess made no§
effort to part them.  The policeman :
knocked at the window, but Burgess !
signed to the proprietress, who en-
tered the room, not to open the door,
and then picked up the brown dog
without difficulty and took it out of ,
the room. A veterinary surgeon tes- |
tified that the white dog was “fairly
¢hewed up.” After treating it for
séven days he destroyed it. It had
no idea of fighting.

Cross examined he admitted that a
man would hgve run a risk in stop—‘
ping the fight single-handed. One
would quite likely get'a snap on the
hand, but he thought a man c¢ould
safely pick up his own dog.
