Rev. Antonio Arrlghls Lecture,

THIS MORNING'S DESPATCHES

On Monday evening, as
this rev. geutlerggn delivered a lecture in
the Wesleyan church here, on the ‘“Reli-
gious aspects of Italy.

They approached the
Virgin instead of Christ—she was the
first and the last with them. Every
chtirch has.its patron Saint, and each
Saint had special powers. The one he
was named after, St. Antonio, could con-
fer Llessings upon all  animgls except
men.
