London, July 4.—The Crown Prince of 

Germany, and Princess Victor and his 
wife have arrived at Ryder Isle of Wight.

A revolution has broken out in Tan- 
giers. At last accounts the rebels were 
masters of the official buildings.

Despatches from Madrid say that it is 
supposed active operations will be re­
sumed by the Republicans in Navarre 
within a fortnight. The garrison of 
Bilboa, having been much widened by 
tbe departure of reinf-rcumenfcTSo the 
army of thé north has withdrawn from 
its advanced positions outside of the 
town. The abandoned lines wero imme­
diately occupied by the Carlists.

Calcutta, July 3.—The reports from 
where the famine has prevailed are of a 
most favorable nature. The crops are 
in excellent condition. The number of 
persons employed at the Relief Works 
has decreased to ,,250,000; and ouly

Government.

Cadiz, July 3.—The Customs authori­
ties here are now exacting tonnage dues 
of two pesatas per ton upon vessels 
clearing for America, and one peseta per 
ton on all crafts sailing for European 
ports.

To the Editor of the Mercury.
Sir,—After spending eight days in 

St. John, I took the Bay of Fundy 
steamer for Annapolis on tho way to 
Halifax. To certain people it may be 
enough to say that the Bay of Fundy is a 
body of water of the same dimensions as 
Lake Ontario, and is remarkable for its 
unequalled tide, which rises to an aver­
age of forty feet, and on one occasion, 
five years ago, reached the incrcditqble 
height of seventy-five feet, an event 
which the present generation are not 
likely to forget. The Bay is of course a 
great fishing preserve, and an immense 
commerce of course gathers to it. If the 
Baie of Verte Canal is built, it will be 
of as much importance to Ontario as it~ 
is to the Maritime Provinces, as that 
canal would enable a class of vessels to 
carrjTouifadUfrom^Cliieagorto^t-John^— 
which would not ordinarily be sent on 
the ocean, and would thus make St. 
John the great port of transfer from the 
smaller of the ocean vessels, enabling us 
with one change to trade with all parts 
of the world. •

Leaving Annapolis, in Nova Scotia, by 
rail, I went through the Annapolis Val­
ley to Halifax. This route enabled me 
to see more than a hundred, miles of the 
farming lands of Nova Scotia, and I think 
the quality of the soil and the lay of the 
land is fully equal to the average of any 
similar stretch of country with which I 
am acquainted in Ontario, but the culti­
vation is not equal to the natural excel­
lencies of the soil.

A Hamiltonian Butchered Id 
Winnipeg.

From Mr. W. H. Glasco, who was in 
Winnipeg on the 19th June, the Hamil­
ton Times learns the particulars of a 
horrible butchery committed in that city 
by three soldiers, on the person of a for­
mer resident of Hamilton. The unfor­
tunate individual ie Mr. James Brown, 
adopted son of Sergeant Major Brown, of 
Hamilton. On thé evening of Thurslay, 
18th June, Mr. Brown went into the 
Red Saloon, kept by Messrs. Leonard & 
Cosgrove—the former being a brother to 
the person who so cruelly beat Mr. 
Cunningham, M. P., at Pembina a short 
time since—fdr the purpose of obtaining 
refreshments. He remained' till mid­
night, when the doors of the house, .were 
locked. Shortlyafter.some persons came 
to the door and demanded admittance, 
which was finally granted. When ad­
mitted it was seen that they were three 
soldiers, two of whom were named 
Michaud and Baker, and that they were 
in uniform. The party had drinks around, 
after which Brown left the saloon, and 
walked away across a path which leads 
to the camp of the Dominion Artillery, 
on the prairie. When Brown was about 
two hundred yards away from the tavern, 
the soldiers, who had followed about one 
hundred yards in the rear, fell to 
quarrelling among themselves. Brown, 
hearing them, went hack and tried 
to pacify them, when the whole 
three turned upon him, and Michaud, 
a big burly French Canadian, aged about 
25 years, drew a bowie-knife with a set 
blade some eight inches in length, and 
began stabbing Brown in the most rapid 
and brutal manner. It is thought that 
he must have died instantly, for one of

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Great Western Railway.
The Investigation Committee’s 

Report.

We find in the Hamilton Time» of 
Fridaynhe report of the Committee 
appointed at the half-yearly meeting 
in October last to make a thorough 
investigation into all matters con­
nected with the Road and the Com-

Siny. It is a long document,cover- 
15 a page of the paper, and enters 
fully mto every point of interest to 

the shareholders. We proceed to 
give a synopsis of it.

The Committee's ' enquiries em­
braced the three main subjects— 
capital, revenue and working ex- 
penses and lines of the Company. 
As regards capital they find that the 
expenditure under that head up to 
January last was $8,103,736. In 
I860 the capital expenditure was 
only $4,902,104. In the ten years 
succeeding only $685,332 was added 

y to it, but in the four years from 1870 
it had swelled to the large amount 
first given. The committee say 
“ Such a proportionate rate of ex- 
pendituie is believed to be without 
a parallel, and the enquiries of the 
Committee have failed to disclose 
any sufficient justification for the 

. policy which has led to it.” It was 
their belief that the schemes in­
volving this expenditure had been 
recommended by the Canadian Di­
rector), but they find that these gen- 
tlemerfrepudiate the responsibility, 
and state that they merely gave a 
nominal consideration to projects 
which were before “cut and dried 

—and that they were controlled and 
guided by the officers in Canada,who 
were appointed by, and communi­
cated. directly with the London 
Board. The Committee are quite 
unable to exonerate either the Lon­
don or the Canadian Board from ‘the 
blame attaching to a position so ano­
malous, and which, has largely con­
tributed to the present crisis in the 
affairs of the Company. The Lon­
don Boiùd, in their turn, having se­
cured the sanction of the share­
holders, contented themselves with 
instructions and resolutions enjoin­
ing economy, which have not been 
enforced, and the expenditure has 
recklessly proceeded almost without 
check or limitation, amid a chaos of 
departmental confusion, laxity and 
extravagance*"

issUe of bonds ou sidings and the 
Committee are of opinion that, if this 
suggestion be entertained, it may be as­
sented to, if approved by the existing 
Bondholders, and on 
sidération.

The Committee, while considering it 
their duty to condemn the manner and 
terms uhder which the arrangements be­
tween the Great Western ana this Com­
pany have been conducted, regard the 
line itself as likely to prove of increasing 
value as a feeder to our system.

The report then refers to the ne

foliations for the working of the 
ondon, Huron and Bruce Une, and 

explains how after the agreement 
was drawn up, it was not finally 
ratified, in consequence of the agita­
tion in England, and in consequence 
of the unsatisfactory state ot Great 
Western affairs.

After giving a full history of the 
relations between the Great Western 
and Detroit and Milwaukee lines, the 
report deals with the office* manage­
ment of the Company’s affaira. As 
regard ? the Canadian Board it says 
that the absence of clearly defined 
responsibility on the part of this 
Board operates detrimentally to the 
interest of the company, produces 
a want of control over the Executive, 
and leads to lavish expenditure and 
its attendant abuses. Serious loss 
has been caused by want of system 
in the fuel department, which requir­
ed vigilant supervision, forming, as it 
does, a heavy item of expenditure. 
The stores are excessive m some in­
stances, and so. is the rolling stock to 
presen t requirements/. Commissions 
'to .ticket agentp^aSe-dondemned, and 
also rebates 'taffu commissions on 
freight, and the excessive and loose 
issue of free passes .

The following are the conclusions 
arrived at;—

“ The committee cannot conclude this 
Report without declaring their belief that 
y nut changes will have to be made by 
thou who may be entrusted with the fu­
ture management. The past has been 
one of serious error in policy, and un­
controlled expenditure of capital. There 
have been waste and extravagance, and 
want of that attention to detail which is 
the foundation of success.

“ An excellent property has been well 
nigh financially ruined, and it will re­
quire time to overcome the mischief re­
sulting from ill-formed judgment, and 
great determination and tact iu carrying 
out any arrangements that may be nece­
ssary to retrieve its position.

“ The result of their inquiry leads the 
Committee to the conclusion that n com­
plete re-organization of the Board is ne- 
cessaiv, in order that the Shareholders

the financial .position ol‘ the company 
as it stood in January. ,1870, up to 
July, 1872, in orde r to show that, be­
fore a large addition to capital had 
taken place, with an increase of re­
ceipts, XI26,552, and an increase of 
working expenses. £84,063, the'divi­
dend had grown to per cent.

As regards the main line, the com­
mittee’s engineer reports “ Al­
though the main lino has recently 
been laid with steel rails, the lish- 
jomung sleepers and ballast are not 
m the excellent condition which a 
great through road demands. The 
part of the line which is being made 
mto a double road is hot -yet finish­
ed, and a lirge amount of work is 
required to be executed before it 
can be considei ed complete. The 
bridges must be extensively re 
liewed, and the annual expendi­
tures will be considerable for some 
time, till their general restoiation is 
overtaken.’-

The report next deals with the 
Air or Loop Line, which runs from
