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BOTTLED X GERMANS
UNION GOVERNMENT ANNOUNCES PROGRESSIVE POLICY
RUSSIAN FLEET BRAVE AND ANXIOUS,

BUT OUTCLASSED BY THE GERMANS

Dominion Statistics Show 
Average Yield Is Below 
That of 1916 and Below 
Previous Report of Month 
Ago

FRESH DISAFFECTION REPORTED IN GERMAN 
NAVY ; MUTINY IN A USTRIAN FLEET IN THE 
ADRIATIC; NO LAND BATTLES YESTERDAY

Apparently contingents of the Russian fleet—in all about
sntv warships of various classes—are battled in Moon sotind, 

jl a corém of German warships barring their egress north, back
into the"Guff of Finland or to the south into the Gulf of Riga.

Brave, but outclassed by reason of superior gun range and 
heavier tonnage, the Russians gave battle to the Germans and 
attempted to force back the enemy armada off Oesel island. Stand­
ing tar outside the shell zone of the Russians, however, the guns of 
the German dreadnoughts sank the battleship -Slava, a relic of the 
days before the Russo-Japanese war, and so badly damaged other 
units that the Russian flotilla was forced to seek refuge in Moon 
sound, lying between Moon island and the Estonia coast. Seeing 
their advantage, the Germans, according to the latest German com­
munication, began intensive operations against Moon island, ham­
mering its eastern shore batteries until they were silenced, and also 
attacking the Russian guns on the mainland, putting them out of 
action. Moon island was captured and the Russians took refuge 
inside Moon sound.

HAVE RUSSIANS BOTTLED UP
Thereupon the Germans threw warships to the eastern part of 

Kassar bay, lying to the north of Moon island, barring exit from 
the northern end to Moon sound, and also rushed contingents to 
the south of Moon island, apparently closing the passage to the 
south in the Gulf of Riga.

Already the Germans have attempted to attack from the north 
into Moon sound, but the Russian guns have held them back suc­
cessfully. Among the German warships attacking the old-line ves­
sels of the Russian fleet were at least two dreadnoughts of the
Groesser Kurfuerst type-vessels displacing 25,000 tons, as against ^r£”ee£p,h£7“1
13,000 tons for the Slava. A majority of the crew of the Slava were — 
saved by Russian torpedo boats when thewessel took its final plunge.

With this advantage, of the German naval forces over the Rus­
sians, however, comes news of fresh disaffection in the German 
fleet and &lso of a mutiny in the Austrian fleet in the Adriatic, and 
of bitterffeeling between German and Austrian seamen in thd 
Adriatic. '

DISAFFECTION OF AUSTRIANS ^
German sailors at Ostend are reported to have declined to go 

aboard submarines for duty and to have overthrown one of their 
officers. In the Adriatic, the Austrians have mutinied owing to the 
ill-treatment by their officers and the bad food served to them.
The bitternësi of feeling between the German's and Austrians at 
Poll, Austria’s naval base in the Adriatic, resulted in fighting in 
which men oniboth sides were killed.

On land there have been no battles of noteworthy -importance.
In Belgium the British and Frendh guns are still hammering the 
German positions in front of them, but there has been no indication 
either as to when a renewed attack may be expected. The French 
troops of the southern post haire repulsed German attacks in the 
Verdun sector near Bezonvaux and along the Aisne front on the 
Vauclerc plateau.

On the other fronts only reconnoiterinig engagements and bom­
bardments are in progress.

MODERATE ARTILLERY ACTION
Romo, Oct. 18.—The officiel statement

REPULSED THE GERMANS
Paris, Oct. 18.—The war office com­

munication tonight reads:

troops repulsed an attack directed against 
our positions on the Vauclerc plateau. 
Artillery actions occurred near Les de 
Champagne, north of Souain, in the region 
south of the Monts, and on the right 
bank of the Meuse, in the region of the 
Chaume wood and Bexonvaux.

‘‘Eastern theater, Oofc. 17: There to noth­
ing to report, except a somewhat spirited 
cannonade.”

HOT BATTLE IN AIR
Paris, Oct 18.—Eleven German air­

planes were shot down by the French yes­
terday or driven to earth in the German 
lines in damaged condition, the war office 
reports. Nancy was again attâ'qkçd, this 
time by a squadron of thirty German 
machines. The announcement follows :

“At about 6 o’clock yesterday evening 
30 enemy airplanes madie a new raid over 
Nancy and threw several bombs. There 
were some victims among the civilian 
population. f

“Our aviators carried out several bomb­
ing sorties. Many projectiles were dropped 
on railroad stations at Courcelles, Thlon- 
vllle, Mieziertes and Waimville, factories 
at Pagordange, and on numerous muni­
tions depots and bivouacs.”

bushels; buckwheat, 7,189,000 bushels, an 
average of 12 1-4 bushels; mixed grates, 
16,741,000 bushels, an average of 33 1-2 
bushels; and com for husking, 6,193,000 
bushels, an average of 35 3-4 bushels per 
acre.

Correspondents were asked to report on 
the quality of grain crops pt the time Of 
harvest, as measured against a standard 
of 100, reporting "grain well headed, well 
filled, well saved and unaffected to any 
appreciable extent by frost or rust, etc. 
The average results for the whole of 
Can&da are as follows:

Fall wheat, 76; spring wheat, 73; all 
wheat, 73; oats, 74; barley, 75; rye, 79; 
peas, 69; beans, 71; buckwheat, 63; mixed 
grains, 79; flax, 67; oom for husking, 67. 
The figures are generally high for .On­
tario, wheat being, 80; oats, 92 and bar­
ley, 89. In Quebec wheat Is 67 and oats 
are 74. In the prairie provinces wheat is 
75 in Manitoba, 70 in Saskatchewan, and 
75 in Alberta. Oats are 62 in Manitoba, 
67 In Saskatchewan, and 56 in Alberta.

The condition of the potato crop by 
provinces was on September 30 as follows;

Prince Edward Island, 81; Nova Scotia 
77; New Brunswick, 67; Quebec, 47; On­
tario, 81; Manitoba, 69; Saskatchewan, 71;

HOW DRAFTED EN 
MUST REGISTER

Further Details of Method 
of Registration; Should 

Claim to Most Con­
venient Tribunal

Ottawa, Oot. 18.—One feature of the 
military service regulations Is apparently 
causing some misapprehension. The regu­
lations provide that a man reporting for 
service or claiming exemption should do 
so in the province in which he resides. 
It is explained, however, zthat the term 
“resides” is jiot intended to be inter­
preted in its strictly legal sense. For 
instance if a man ordinarily resides in 
Montreal, but owing to his -business or 
from some other reason is in Toronto dur­
ing the whole period of the. operation of 
the proclamation, he may report br claim 
exemption, either in Montreal or Toronto. 
But no man should report or claim 
exemption in more than one locality, or 
confusion wil larise. A man who wishes 
to secure exemption should make his 
claim in the locality where he can most 
easily attend the local tribunals before 
which his case will be heard.

seeing (that no licenses are iseued for 
the exportation of money, machinery or 
supplies of any kind to persons w*ho 
may allow them to fail into the hands 
of German firms or agencies in Latin-- 
America.

Investigations by the state depart­
ment have revealed that German firms 
in the western re pub Idea have been 
using the earnings of their business to 
conduct a propogan-da .against the 
United States and its allies, to cause 
strikes in mine and oil fields, the pro­
ducts from which are vitally necessary 
to the alMes and even to attempt to .in­
fluence the political attitude of some 
of -the governments.

In 
view of the Increased cost of living, 
the men feel they are entitled to more 
money, and they intend to press their 

! demande for the 80 per cent Increase.
The other matter with which the 

convention was concluded was the pay­
ment of benefits to the relatives of 
members of the two brotherhoods who 
may fall 4n the war, either in the ser­
vice of the United States or Canada.

Nothing was done in this because It 
Is a matter for the annual convention 
of each of the orders President Lee 
of the trainmen stated last night that 
he would continue to authorize the pay­
ment of claims until the next gathering, 
which IS about 18 months off.

Vice-president L. E. Shetpperd of . the 
conductors also said his order would 
do 'the same. They were both of the. 
opinion that at the next convention of 
their respective orders this policy 
would be upheld.

Promptness in Response Is 
Essential Under the Mili­

tary Service Act

Ottawa, Oct. 18.—“Procrastination Is 
the thief of time.” This is especially true 
with regard to individual duties under the 
system by which the Military Service act 
Is now being enforced.

Indeed, the provisions of the act as op­
erated are sych that procrastination may 
be the thief of important provileges, since 
a limited time only can be allowed for 
applications for exemption to be taken up 
by the Exemption boards.

OUR MODERN JUGGERNAUT
Editor Albertan—A few hours ago I was 

conducting the funeral of Harry Valen­
tine, the boy who was struck and killed 
by an auto last Saturday evening. By 
this sad accident the family lost a loved 
son, the church and choir has lost a loyal 
and helpful young member and the city a 
promising young citizen. The large at­
tendance testified not only to the deep 
sympathy felt for the bereaved family, 
but to the widespread horror excited by 
the death of this latest victim to our 
modern juggernaut.

Ifl reading the reports of the inquest I 
failed to find any such expression, or any 
recommendation tending to the lessening 
of the danger of ouch fatalities in the 
future. These * fatalities are too sadly 
common, but it Is not only of fatalities I 
complain, it is as much of the constant 
strain of anxiety in which we are held 
by these terrors of the street when we 
wish to cross over, or that parents ex­
perience, as they have often told me, 
when their children are down town,, 
whether on foot or on bicycle. Why 
should the citizens of a free country, 
young and old, be obliged to scan the 
streets from left to right and then have 
to start and run before the “toot” of 
some unobserved car? The devotees of 
Juggernaut prostrated themselves to be 
run over and crushed to death by the 
deadly car as an act to propitate their 
deity—but there is no such compulsion 
forcing us to permit our lives and the 
lives of our children to be thus endan­
gered. Surely the first duty of a city 
and Its government is to protect the lives 
and limbs of its citizens. Surely It should 
not be permitted that such a state of 
things should exist that a mere error of 
Judgment in a young lad, or deafness in 
an adult may lead instantly to a horrible 
death in our public streets. The many 
careful and responsible drivers are, of 
course, ho danger, but they suffer in 
reputation from the recklessness of others. 
Many times 1 have stood on the carb by 
the Herald building, waiting to cross, and 
have seen a car come rapidly along Sev­
enth avenue, give a “toot” and. dash into 
the crowded street (where four ways 
meet) at the Iqnch hour, taking absolute 
chances that they do not knock down or 
injure some of the women and children 
who are crossing over. Are we as citi­
zens, going to forget all this in a day or 
two, or are we going to seé that adequate 
steps are taken for our protection?

Raw sugar brokers said today that 
only about 25.000 tons of old crop 
sugar remained in Cuba and this is held 
mostly by speculators who paid high 
prices for it and refused to sell. There 
are 10,000 tons owned by neutrals in 
warehouses here, on which no license 
to export can be obtained, and 
to export can be obtained, and It Is 
thought that this may be taken over 
to. help out the shortage In France. 
Louisiana is expected to supply about 
275,000 tons of raw sugar, but this will 
not be available here for a month yet, 
even If shipped promptly. It is pre­
dicted that the consumer in New York 
and vicinity will find it very difficult 
to buy sugar until the new Cuban crop 
gets here in January.

Menln and Roulera have fallen.

'7n the same fashion th*i fall of 
Roulers will mean the eventual with­
drawal from the 'Belgian seacoast and the 
surrender of the submarine base at Zee­
brugge, so troublesome to the British. . . .

“We are seeing the progressive break­
down of the German military machine as 
Lee’s., great and long victorious army was 
beaten to a pulp in the great campaign of 
1864 in the Civil war.NAt the end of the 
campaign of that yj&r, the Confederate 
army, still unbroken, still proudly con­
scious of having escaped decisive defeat 
at the hands of vastly superior armies, 
knew that its destructiôn was assured. It 
was a beaten and disintegrating army that 
left the trenches south of Richmond in_ 
April, 1865, and the defeat had been as­
sured by the terrible battles from tfc* 
wilderness to Petersburg the preceding* 
summer. •

CLERGY OF CALGARY 
ARCHDEACONRY HAVE 

FINISHED SESSION
The Laity Participated in 
Concluding Meeting; Will 

Hold Mass Meeting
The meetings which have been held 

hy the clergy of the archdeanery of 
Calgary this week were concluded last 
tight by a session in which the laity 
were Invited to participate. The sub­
ject under discussion was "Social Ser- 
tdee.” Archdeacon Dewdney presided. 
Bishop Plnkham gave a short address, 
and Messrs. Bury, of Edmonton, and 
Savery. of Calgary,• gave the princi­
pal addresses of the evening. Mr. 
Bury explained the workings of a 
society that has been formed among 
the laymen of the Episcopal church 
in Edmonton for the purpose of social 
service. Its efforts have been directed 
toward regious education in the 
schools, and the exposure of the evils 
of venereal diseases, etc. After con­
siderable discussion ~lt was decided to 
call a mass meeting of the laymen 
of the Episcopal church In Calgary for 
the purpose of organizing a similar 
society in this city.

Calgary Labor Men Have 
Many Recommendations 
to Make to the Labor Com­
mission

The members of the trades and 
labor council will consider recom­
mendations to be made officially to 
the commission on workmen’s com­
pensation at a special meting next 
week.

At this meeting not only regular 
members of the council will be pres­
ent. but representatives of several 
trades not as yet organized will be 
asked to be present to give views as 
to the workings of the act as it shall 
affect their various trades.

The special committee that has this 
matter in hand- made a progress report 
to the council last night. It pointed 
out some of the weaknesses in the old 
aot, and made some suggestions for 
the new act-

1. It is almost impossible to re­
cover adequate compensation under 
the old act. xIt is too limited in its 
scope. AIV industries are not included.

2. The indemnities are far too 
small.

3. Compensation provided by insur­
ance companies is not satisfactory. 
Many of the employers provide for 
compensation by insuring their em­
ployes. Then when an accident occurs 
they draw out and leave the employe 
to fight the case out with the insur­
ance company, and he is sometimes 
worsted by the insurance company. It 
is felt that the employe should not 
have to fight for his rights with the 
insurance company.

4. The companies do not pay the 
Indemnities which may he recovered 
under the act without it being taken 
to court for recovery under the com­
mon law. The maximum amount that 
may be recovered under the act is 
$1,800, but often by threat of legal 
expenses the dependents of the person 
killed are induced to accept a sum 
much less rather than have to pay a 
large bill for legal expenses.

5. Only those who are employed 
by employers of good financial stand­
ing or who insure their employes can 
be sure of compensation.

6. A clause exempting the employer, 
If proof can be adduced that the em­
ploye willing injures himself, opens a 
loophole for evading the law-

7. The old act falls down by giving 
the employes the right to sue under 
the common law. This creates a har­
vest for the lawyers, and gives greater 
possibilities to the man with the long­
est purse. There should be no right 
to sué under the common law.

8. No provision is made for medical 
attendance.

9. The present law does not pro­
vide for compensation otherwise than 
in a lump sum. In the case of infants 
under the law, especially, provision 
should be made for monthly com­
pensation until the dependent is able 
to manage for himself.

Some Suggestions
Certain suggestions were made as 

a basis for the new act. These were;.
1. Compulsory state insurance. A 

state insurance fund to be created, 
eliminating all private or mutual in­
surance companies.

2. This state insurance to be ad­
ministered by a board. This hoard to 
have power to adjudicate and make 
awards for all cases of compensation. 
In Manitoba, where they have non- 
compulsory insurance, there is only 
one adjudicator.

3. The right of appeal from boards 
of award to higher courts to be denied. 
If the right to appeal is granted, it 
is felt it opens the way for the lawyers 
to work the clients for their own ends. 
If always gives a better chance to the 
employer, who can afford to go to 
the highest courts.

4- The scope of • the act to include 
all classes of labor. This will Include 
casual labor and farm labor.

6- In the event of the act not being 
specific, the board shall determine the 
award without being bound by British 
precedent as at present.

7. Medical aid shall be provided 
without the employes contributing.

7. There is a question whether or 
not there should be a waiting period. 
Now no payment is made unless the 
Injured man is incapacitated for more 
than a certain period from three days 
up. If his injuries incapacitate him 
for longer than this period, the waiting 
period is included In his compensation.

8. The question is. also being con­
sidered whether a pension fund at

This Is Word Received From 
Edmonton by Auto Club 

President

Word has been received by W. F. W. 
Lent, president of the Calgary Auto­
mobile club, from the attorney-general’s 
department that the , motor vehicle law 
pertaining to the headlight glare is to 
be rigidly enforced from now on. All 
motorists must install the glare-proof 
lens right away, so as not to permit any 
direct beam from the headlights going 
above 42 inches at a distance of 75 feet 
ahead of the car.

Calgary auto owners have been asking 
for informatiy regarding the headlight 
law, through 1. K. Kerr, jr., secretary of 
the Calgary Auto club, and as a result of 
the number of inquiries, he wrote the 
attorney-general’s department some time 
ago and this communication Is a result of 
Mr .Kerr's letter.

Some motorists thought for a time that 
the law regarding headlight glare was 
nothing but a joke. If they are caught 
offending this section of the motor vehicle 
act, auoists will find themselves up in 
police court.

The headlight clause of the Alberta

motor vehicle act, reads:
“It shall be unlawful for use on a motor 

vehicle any lighting device of over four 
candle power, equipped with a reflector, 
unless, the same shall be so designed, 
deflected or arranged, that no portion of 
the beam of the reflected light, when 
measured 75 feet or more ahead of the 
lamp, shell rise above 42 inches from the 
level of the surface on which the vehicle 
stands.”

Davies Company and the Mat­
thews-Blackwell company, and be­
cause of the Increased demand for 
bacon because of the war/ Conferences 
were held In Toronto between officials 
of these two companies to fix the pro­
portion of cost of marketing bacon in 
England to be shared by the’ company 
in Canada, and to be aboerbed by the 
war oflfice buyers overseas. These ad­
missions were made by J. T. Matthews, 
secretary of the Matthews-Blackwell 
Company, this afternoon at the re­
sumed inquiry of the government com» 
mission Into profits of cold storage 
companies. It was further admitted 
that the fixing of the prices for bacon 
In England and the fixing of prices 
for hogs in Canada were contingent 
one upon the other. Chairman G- F.

IT
SUFFER BIG NEW

Allies Will Make Certain 
That Sweden Does Not 

Supply Metals to 
. Germany

Washington. Oct. 18—(Neutral na­
tions and particularly those In Europe, 
must be prepared to share even greater 
deprivations and burdens made neces­
sary by the war under the decision of 
the recent allied conference ait Lon­
don.

Attention wag called at the confer­
ence to the necessity of preventing 
Sweden from supplying Germany with 
metals, and the general opinion was 
that hereafter the neutrals should be 
compelled to furnish the allies with 
goods of their own production which 
they cannot consume, in exchange for 
supplies from the allies. Further, they 
will be required to use their own ships 
for this trade.

“Such is the new blockade formula 
which must be strictly applied and 
which will make it impossible for Ger­
many to continue the struggle,” said 
one declaration of the conference.

The extent to which the United 
States will be Influenced by the de­
cisions of the conefrence have not been 
revealed, but that this government Is 
in accord with them is evidenced by 
the rigid restrictions placed upon ex­
ports to the European neutrals from 
this country.

Ottawa, Oct. 18.—-As the outcome of 
conference® between representatives of 
the food controller for Canada and the 
United States food administration, steps 
are being taken to speed up the Pacific 
coast fisheries of both countries. J. Had­
dock, of Tacoma, Pacific coast repre­
sentative of the fish committee of the 
United States food administration, is in 
Ottawa this week discussing with the 
Canadian fish committee plans for Joint 
effort. An increased and certain supply 
of fish at reasonable prices wilV, it is 
hoped, be the result.

The necessity of releasing meat for ex­
port to the allies affords an opporunity 
of developing a new fishing industry on 
the Pacific.

Following the rebate of two-thirds of the 
charges on shipments 'of fish from Pa­
cific ports to points in Manitoba, Sas­
katchewan and Alberta, it is suggested 
that the fishermen should enter into an 
agreement for two or three years to sell 
their catch at % fair price to be deter­
mined, in order to stabilize the market.

Similar arrangements have been pro­
posed for the wholesalers and cold stor­
age men, while distributors at local points 
may be asked to agree upon a reasonable 
margin of profit and to make arranged 
ments to handle the fLsh in the most 
effective manner.

Computation in terms of American 
housekeeping, these weekly rations 
amount approximately to 4 1-2 pounds 
of bread, a half peck of potatoes, a 
cupful of beans, peas or oatmeal, a 
half pound of meat, 12 cubes of sugar, 
six individual patties of butter and an 
equal amount of. other fats. The cal­
oric value of these foods in the aggre­
gate is less than half the amount esti­
mated toy the food administration as 
sufficient for a person in a sedentary

CANADIAN RAILWAY EARNINGS
Montreal, Oct. 18.—Traffic earnings 

for the three principal Canadian rail­
ways for the second week in October 
aggregated *5,606,105. against *6,181,- 
796 for the corresponding week a year 
ago. an increase of *424,310, or ’8-2 per 
cent. Each of the three roads showed 
an increase. Last week’s aggregate 
was the largest for any seven-day 
period this year and the proceeding in­
crease in the aggregate the largest 
since the third week in the year.

FIRST NIGHT AT THEATERS
(BY ALBERTAN DRAMATIC CRITIC)

GRAND
Oaligary is acquiring a decided taste 

for the flavor of F. Stuairt-Whyte’s 
musical - extravaganzas which we are 
learning to call panto-mimes. A packed 
house attended the opening perform­
ance of “Robinson Crusoe” at tne 
Grand last night and found every 
minute of the beautiful big show, gayly 
entertaining.

All the old favorites of “Aladdin” 
were there in new roles and neiw dress­
es. The dainty Zara Clin-ton was a 
charming boyish Robinson Crusoe, trip­
ping in and out of the plot, to pre­
sent altematetly a Crusoe pnank and 
a stirring rendition of a patriotic song 
in her own British fashion. The widow 
Twan-key of Aladdin, had a new and 
equally hilarious role^in the Widow 
Crusoe. Hianry Ho-wland, whose “Is 
that a fac'?“ echoed through Calgary 
sian-g for many w1eeks afiter Aladdin, 
has dropped his deligntful Scotch and 
kilts for the copter's pearl-buttona, and 
the “Lor’ Lumme!” of Bill ’Aafkins. J. 
V. Barrelt-iLeonard is a dreadful 
Dow-legged pirate.

These three, Victor Dye, Howland and 
Barrett- Leonard make a trio of com­
edians which have nev'er been equalled 
on the Canadian stage. Their fun is 
furious and spontaneous, and better 
than that, it is native Canadian fun 
with Canadian phrases and allusions.

Then there is pretty vivacious Madge 
Locke, an uncommonly attractive sou­
brette who is Orusofe's sweetheart 
Polly In this glorifleld version of an 
old story; Mr. Hamilton Earle, a noted 
bass singer in the role of Davy Jones; 
Miss Millioent Ward as Aphrodite; Mr. 
Jess Jordan, another clever comedian, in 
the lessor role of Man Friday; Miss 
Madge Locke, an attractive singer and 
dancer, and Anally, as an extra treat 
in the second act, -Miss Anne Loch-ead, 
whose two song numbers were worth 
spending an evening for all by th'eini- 
se Ives.

The pantomime to which Stuart- 
Whyte has introduced us is different 
from the musical comedies which Broad­
way sends to western Canada, and the 
difference is quite as much in favor 
and quality as in structure and theme. 
They rival and even oirtdo Broadway 
in spectacular effect, .gorgeousness of 
costume and in n-umber and merit of 
players. They have the picturesque­
ness of fairy tale background against 
which to present the melange of old 
and now favorites of song, dance and 
Spectacle dear to Canadian people for 
national associations. The music is 
snappy and bright and tuneful and 
there is plenty of catchy ragtime, but 
it is about “Blighty” amd the prairies 
and three. Canadians who went out in 
a boat, and “Wot Cheer”—dn short, a 
'brand new, zestful ragtime of our 

, very own.
"Robinson Crusoe” is presented in Id 

elaborately set scenes, all -gorgeous and 
fanciful and arttettc. There is an im­
pressive and alluring glympse of Davey 
Jones locker as the curtain rises; Davey 
Jones singis a weird and haunting bass 
melody, “Where the Soldiers Lay Their 
Bones,’’ Aphodlte 1 flits about in the 
green Light of the sea-bottom, and sea 
fairies sing and dance under the waves. 
It is a beautiful bit of stage Illusion. 
In the second scene there are jolly tunes 
in the old port of Hull, which is an­
other beautifully arranged setting.

The Van- Blissingier dancers appear -in 
the character of gipsies, and with Miss 
Betty Kay and Emmet Joyce, whose 
finished dancing contributes to the 
ballot gems sprinkled throughout the 
piece are introduced. The love affairs 
of Orusoe, the difficulties of Widow 
Crusoe, the piracy of Will Altiktns, and 
the tribulations of Bi.lil ’Awkins, ex­
pressed in song, diance and dialogue, 
contribute to the hilarity of the show. 
Then the plot ge-ts lost in the incon­
sequential manner of these Stuart- 
Whyte pantomimes, permitting Harvey 
Hoy land to Introduce himself as a cos­
ter, and Zara Clinton to sing the pop­
ular “Take Me Back to Bl-ighity" songs. 
A bi-t of HofLland in .two or three coloirs 
and a few odd line»-roll down from the 
flies and Madge Locke antd a distract­
ing chorus oif Dutch glrla in «ndginal 
costumes finish “My Little I^utch Do»l!l'' 
with a lively clog. On the main deck 
of the “Saucy Sadly" in mid-Pacific, thé 
plot gets under way again between 
some excedlenit songs and brilliant com­
edy. The ship is sipectacularty wrecked 
in scene 5, and the finale presents 
Orueoe on a raft in a weird green sun­
set.

The blrth-of-dawn ballet opening the 
second act is a charming arrangement 
sufficiently prolonged to allow full and 
complete enjoyment of the finished art 
of the Van Blisslngeirs. Mies Anne 
Lochead bursts upon the audience In 
gCorious song immediately after she 
sings “Annie Laurie" in he art-moving 
fashion with Mr. Hamilton Earle, and 
again tine plot is forgotten wh-il-e the 
three ccqned-ians give an uproariously 
funny parody of “Excelsior.” Crusoe 
oomee out daintily on the rocks In er­
mine skins, and Friday rambles in. In 
scene 8 everybody turns Japanese, after 
a sudden transformation of scenery, 
and the plot gets irretrievalb-Ly tost. The 
whole company spende ten minutes 
hunting for it, tunefully and candidly*/ 
but the -Chorus turns to vogue ckything, 
the comedians take a sliant at politics 
and inconsequential fun, Miss Clinton 
climlbs -up under the Union Jack and 
oaroLs of empire, there is a general 
jolly ppree of songs and dian-c-e# in a 
Persian courtyard where Crusoe is 
British ambassador, and fin-ally the 
general enthusiasm explodes into a 
“Rule, Britannia," which fairly sweeps 
th-e audience to it» feet.

Somewhere in the melange there to 
an am-using song which describee the 
sad adventures of a damsel shopping 
in the Hudson's Bay store; as sung by 
the three comediian» It to tremendously 
funny.

In all, there are between fifty and 
sixty people in the company, and of

these twenty are especially well trained., 
finished players with outstanding roles 
which are scarcely secondary to the 
stars headlined on th«e bi‘lk

The oom-pamy is beautifully balanced, 
and the ensemble effects show a finish 
which is characteristic of few road 
comipaniie-s.

Export demand lifted oaita. Sharp de­
clines in the hog market weakened 
provisions at first. Later demand 
broadened from packers aqd seaboard 
interests, influenced apparently by the 
published view® o£ tïm food admin­
istrator.

- Le ask, Seek., Oct. 19—further 
" testimony at the nutritive quality of 
western grasses 1, furnished by a 
young Shorthorn, sold here by a local 
farmer. The animal, two years and 
five months old, weighed 1,388 pounds, 
and had never been given grain.

It will be noted that the farmer did 
not sell a bunch, and It Is likely that 
he Is In the stock business In a small 
way, a mixed farmer, which goes to 
bear out the statement that a man 
in the mixed farming business can 
dispose of his bull calves as matured 
steers to better advantage than veal- 
irtg them.

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General Hospital Gathers- 
Some Interesting Detail 
on Trip to Medical Con­
vention

“HOSPITAL HABIT”

New Disease in Which Pa­
tient Does Not Like to 
Leave Comfortable Hospi­
tal Ward j

Dr. Fisher, superintendent of the Cal 
gary General Hospital, during his re­
cent trip into the UiS., attending the 
Cleve-liand convention of the American 
Hospital Association, gathered a fund 
of valuable information iwtilch the hos­
pital board is to consider from time to 
time, with a view to its practical value 
in hospital management and other mat­
ters of interest to the medical fra­
ternity.

The convention was attended by hos­
pital superintendents . from all over 
Canada and the ILS. end a large num­
ber of papers were read and discussed, 
among which were hospital and work­
men’s compensation, which was read 
by Dr. Howell of Nerw York.

In the past when a -factory employe 
has been treated- in a hospital, the hos­
pital has got nothing for its services, 
and the factory has loot the service of 
the employe, while the owners were 
obsessed by a fear of possible damage 
suits, but the brunit of the burden fell 
upon the one least able to bear it—the 
workman.

The compensation act hopes to pay 
the employed man two-thirds of his 
regular wages when in hospital and his 
doctor and hospital biUL The work­
men's compensation act was fathered 
by the insurance companies of New 
Yortc.

A paper was read on the health in 
so ranee problem, which is a further 
step than the compensation law and 
covers all sickness In the average 
workmen's family. In which as a rule 
there is but a small accumulation of 
savings. The extra expense of sickness 
cannot toe met when the sickness fails 
upon the wage earner. The patient 
cannot meet the expenses of his sick­
ness.

Health Iaraxuce
The Idea of health Insurance Is to 

’Gave email regular payments made, 
either by the employer or workmen. 
These Shall provide medical care and 
also supply funds while the workman 
is sick.

There Is at present in the United 
States a movement for legislation pro­
viding -health insurance.

Massachusetts and California have 
practically adopted It. Health Insur­
ance in Its practical application has 
been a success In Great Britain.

One of the most Interesting papers 
read was on "Hospitalism." By this 
term la meant -the desire oh the part of 
the patient to remain in the hospital 
ward indefinitely. It Is a disease of 
enjoying the hospital, or the "hospital 
habit."

The patient enjoys the hospital to an 
abnormal degree- The bearing of 
poverty on hospitalism la large and can 
be treated only by the social worker.

The -writer of the paper contended 
that there should be a social clearing 
house to keep track4 of all indigence.

The patient should be cured in the 
hospital or sent to the convalescent 
home. Bach hospital should have an 
out-patient department where the 
patients can come back for treatment, 
when not ill enough to remain in the 
hospital.

On War Basts
The reorganization of civil hospital 

on a war basis,’’ iwas read by Dr. Smith 
of Baltimore, Hie Contended that the 
hospital should admit as large a class 
as possible In the training school for 
nurses. That the senior class should 
bo graduated early, and that college 
graduates should be encouraged to enter 
the training school, and credited with 
nine months, for the time spent In col­
lege.

Other papers read were: "Oil as fuel." 
•Hospitals sa teaching institutions," 
•Municipal training schools, "Practical 
hospital economics,” etc.

In the discussions the opinion was 
expressed that when and wherever 
needed, hospitals whose needs are ever 
Increasing should be brought before 
the public through the medium of the 
press, „

While away Dr. Fisher visited the 
Fsycopathlc hospital in Chicago. This 
is a hospital lor the admittance of 
patients suffering from acute attacks of 
mental diseases, and also for patients 
Who ere threatened with a mental break 
down.

This hospital Is connected with the 
Cook county general hospital. By ad­
mitting these patients into the hospital 
,for early treatment, they are saved the 
stigma of the asylum. The patient Is 

>in the early stage of his malady, and by 
treatment ait that stage a good many 

J recover and are saved and returned to 
I their friends in good health.

, Court lu Hospital
There is a court In -this hospital pre­

sided over by -a judge. In which many 
offenders are tried Instead of In a 
police court, when there le a suspicion 
of mental trouble In the offender. The 
court is attended by medical experts In 
mental diseases, and the prisoner is 
given a special examination, and if 
found in need of treatment they are 
treated in the same hospital This 
method has the advantage of saving a 
person, really mentally unfit, from being 
sent to prison for a crime caused by 
mental derangement or some similar 
cause.

Dr. Fisher contends that there should 
be some such h-ospltal somewhere in the 
province, for the care of early mental 
diseases, as preventive measures may 

'save many such cases. At the present 
time, he says, such cases are never 
treated until they enter an asylum.

Dr. Fisher attended the annual meet­
ing of the Canadian Society for the Pre­
vention of Tuberculosis and Canadian 
Public Health Association at Ottawa.

He found that there has been in the 
past three years some 3,000 cases of 
tuberculosis amongst the Canadian 
forces. He said there was great need 
for more 'bed accommodations for sol­
diers suffering from- tuberculosis.

• In some at the hospitals soldiers af­
flicted with the dread dieeaee are 
taught vocational trades while Bitting 
up in Ibed, so that when discharged they 
have a trade and are ready to go to 
work.

Ottawa, Oct. IS.—The resolution fav­
oring . the importation into and manu­
facture of oleomerganalne by Canada 
as a war measure only, was unanimous­
ly adopted by the milk committee ap­
pointed by the food controller this af­
ternoon.

Mr. Austin, speaking of the price of 
milk, stated that Ottawa supplied the 
consuming public with milk at cheaper 
prices than any where on the contin­
ent John Bingham, of the Ottawa 
Dairy Company, said that this condition 
was due to the fact that there was less 
competition in the distribution. On the 
question of ice cream, Mr. Austin, the 
chairman, stated that he thought that 
the problem was at present a dead one. 
If’eucji a situation arose within the 
qext few months that would necessitate 
the conservation of cream, etc., and 
other products used in the making of 
ice cream for the purpose of assisting 
the allied forces, and it it was found 
absolutely rteceseary to stop the use of 
Ice cream altogether, the manufactur­
ers could possibly substitute with water 
Ice, custards, etc. ,

If these substitutes proved efficient 
there could be no objection to placing 
them on ths market. In any event this 1

problem would not arise until the next 
Ice cream season.

The next point taken up was the 
waste of milk 'bottles and their use 
ae containers for other, products than 
milk- Mr. Bingham stated that he con­
sidered it was almost the duty of tihe 
food controller to see that milk bottles 
were used for nothing tout milk and 
that It should be made an offense to 
use milk bottles for other purposes. 
Mr, Austin very pointedly stated that 
he considered it “ridiiculous for women 
to talk of patriotism and then to slam 
their preserves in a milk bottle be­
longing to someone else." He explain­
ed the methods In vogue in Winnipeg, 
and said that it was rather a difficult 
matter to prosecute householders for 
retaining milk bottles, owing to the 
difficulty involved in proving intent on 
the part of the householders. Mr. 
Bingham said that he thought it woujd 
pay the government to employ a man 
for the purpose of enforcing the con­
servation of milk bottles.

Figures were shown proving the 
waste -that results from the public's 
carelessness with milk bottles.

Mr. Hamilton stated that in Van­

couver it was found that -with an aver­
age population of 100,000—the lose of 
the milk bottles approximated $110,000 
per annum, or statistically speaking, % 
cent per quart. This included break­
age. Mr. Bingham corroborated Mr. 
Hamilton's statement, and said that in 
Ottawa the loss, exclusive of factory 
breakages amounted to about $10,000.

The meeting was then adjourned. 
The next question to come up will be 
the most important of all—the consid­
eration of the various reports from 
the various provinces.

According to 
MusdioV’e methods the time tiae not 
been propitious, astrological conditions 
entering into each and every deal he 
made where be collected money for the 
shares. Muir, who acted as bis agent, 
swore in court that he,bad peeked up

nuggets as big as walnuts and threw 
them back again on the ground when 
Musclow remonstrated with him. At 
one time dhirlng the trial, Mr. Justice 
Munphy, before whom the case has been 
heard, intimated to Muir that he still!
