Brillat Savarin always contended that
the destiny of man was moulded by
what Ire ate; meaning that wiere a man
regularly partakes of wholesome fOO(},
properly cooked, very much 0.f the hesi-
tancy that paralyses the will, and a
great deal of the capriciousness that
Jnarks the impulses of many men are
eliminated. ~ His theory was that given
a perfect digestion and @& ra‘tiopal regi-
men, mine-tenths of the worries that
make human life utterly miserable are
excluded and the subject has a fair field
for the exercise of all his faculties. Be-
cause, let it be remembered, nine<tenths
of the worries of which the ordinary
man, that is, the vast majority of men,
complains, are entirely of self-manu-
facture, Those thap assail him from
the outside are insignificant compared
~with the dismal host to which his own
frain gives bourly birth. Now, suppos-
ing that a man has no digestive worries,
that his assimilative organs do their
wonk so smoothly as to leave him. per-
fectly unconscious of their operation,
must not the thinking of such'a man be
clear, his judgment sound, and his com-
prehension of 'his surroundings and of
his course in life fairly accurate? At all
events, he can approach their consiuera-
tion withya mind/ single and concentrat-
ed, attributes which are wutterly out of
the question where the digestive organs
-are deramged. This is the very fact so
interesting to criminotogists, the effects
-of underfeeding, of bad cookery, and of
defective assimilation. The fact is es-
tablished beyond quibble by repeated ex-
wperiment that the denizen of the slums,
bom into an atmosphiere of vice, en-
wvironed by sights and sounds from his in-
fancy which make it utterly impossibie
for him to acquire any proper sense of
right and wrong, if fed upon good,
mourishing food, carefully tended in all
that makes for sheer animal comfort,
will quickly lose his vicious instinets
and incline to courses iwhich are more in
consonance with the ideas of civilized
wsociety. This simply goes to prove that
«the way of transgressors is hard and
that they know it quite weil. In the
kind of wickedness which those poor
«reatures practise, that is to say the
predatory arts, exertion, the exercise of
wconsiderable cunning and patience, are
necessary to success. Hunger is the
spur, stern wnecessity the incentive to
that exertion. Remove that incentive
by regular feeding on wholesome food,
ample ‘rest and scrupulous cleanliness,
and the wild beast nature in the man
is soothed to something like slumber, o1
at any rate, quiescence. Hunger is con-
scienceless; how ecan the sufferer sec
things in their true.proportions? Is it
to be expected that a starving man, for
fear of the law or in obedience to altru-
istic teachings of morality, will refrain
from seizing the loaf which is within
reach? 1t matters not how the man came
to be starving, that is mot the point; it is
Timply that here is a starving man
'within reach of a loaf -which does mnot
delong to him. He feels within him
that there is a law which transcends
the human enactment as to other peo-
ple’s ‘property, and he obeys the inward
daw. ‘And our law punishes him with
more or- less severity, and justly so.

{Northern people think that they cannot
get along without animal food, that
their strength would disappear if they
were deprived of their beef and mutton.
Yet, hows many flesh-fed Northerners
could pick up and walk off -with huge
burdens as easily as d\oevb the porter of
«Aflexandria or Cairo, 'whose monoton-
ous diet is lentils and 0il? And why
was it that the best boxer amongst the
seamen on the British ship of war that
«called at the Fiji Islands in the
eighteenth century, was a baby in the
hands of the dslander with whom he had
‘put on the gloves”? All the Islanders
at that time fed wmiainly on fruits, roots
and fish. It is wseless to multiply in-
~ -sta'nces; the gubject bristles with anom-
alies.

THE PROFESSOR IS WRONG.

Mr.—we bez his pardon—Professor

Goldwin. Smith has again ‘been heard

from. If at any time people should get
tired of prolonged silence on his part -a
most unlikely evemtuality—all that is
necessary to open the floodgates of the
Professor’s scholarly store of rhetoric js
ifor Canada to take some more than usu-
ally aggressive steps in' the line of closer
commercial or other relations nvith Great
Britain. Then the Professor speaks. If,
as is not infrequently the case, he Lap-
pens to have been speaking at the tim:e,
he immediately throws the throttle of
cultured verbosity two or three notcues
wider open and speaks some more. His
mest recent utterances are full of a
quaint humor of which we more than
suspect ‘the accomplished author to be
wholly unconscious. Here is an extra.t:
“Anyone who does not allow his pol-
tical feelings to blind him on ecomomical
questions, must see that-the TUnitad
States is our natural market; all - the
more so as [Canada is split into four ws-
tinet blocks of territory, each of them
drawn- commercially towards the States
adjoining it to the [South.” Professor
Goldwin Smith has held a brief for Un-
cle Sam for quite a number of years;
lbut we do not remember to have e&een
this “four blocks of territory” argu-
ment before. There is akout it a cer-
tain pernicious ingenuity which ir-
clines us to delve beneath its surface
and seek tle inwardness of it. We take
it that by these dour ‘blocks” (how
lightly and contemptuously these wealthy
college professors speak of our imperial
areas of territory!) the Professor meaus
Quebee and the: Maritime Provinces, On-
tario, Manitoba and the Northwest, and
fourthly, British Columbia. So; let us
see how it works out. We may take
Quebec ffirst. The ‘“drawing commer-
cially” of Quebec interests towards the
Atlantic ‘States is a thing of which more
was heard twenty years ago than is now
the case. 'Large numbers of the inhab-
itants of the province of Quebec went
over and wsettled in Maine and other
states. It is not on record that the ex-
periment was successful. Very much tie
other way. The great majority of the
exiles were very glad to get back. As
regards Ontario, she does not seem just
now to be worrying her head much
about the United States. Perhaps it is
thiz which makes Professor Goldwin
Smith so angry. The prosperity of On-
tario, her steadily .increasing export
trade, not with the United States, but
with !Great Britain, disturbs the Pro-
fessor's scholatly calm. ILet us turn to
Manitoba and the Northwest. Here we
find the deplorable fact evident that
the ‘American of the adjacent states
prefers to come over the boundary and
bring his goods, his money, and even
his manufactures, along with him. In
‘British Columbia a wsimilar state of af-
fairs exists. In fact, so little does tlie
great American Republic appear to
share Mr. Goldwin 'Smith’s views as to
“natural markets” that its whole course
of action for mnearly half a century has
been the principa] cause of ICanada cast-
ing her eyes around in search of other
customers for her goods. These cus-
tomers she is now rapidly finding, with
the result that 'United States market is
oW 1o such expression to conjure
with, as it was when Professor Smith
‘was a younger, and perhaps more wide-
awake, man. The Professor, in short,
appears to live, as is often the wont of
‘elderly students, overmuch in the past.
Moreover, he has lost the power of ap-
plying the lessons of that past to the
events of the present. He has lost sight
of the fact that his “four blocks” are
united,.not in their admiration of the
United iStates, but in national spirit and
imperial purpose.

Great Britain for generations. Buf then,

office, which has no parcel post at all,
leaves "its telegraphs in the hands of
private companies, and is in many direc-
tions ‘far behind the European standard.
The railway companies conduct the par-
cel post in France, and the offices at
which parcels can be sent by post are
few and far between. In T.ondon any
one of more than a thousand post offices
will take your parcel, and send it to. its
destination ‘at a cost’ according to its
‘weight. In France yod must pay ac-
cording to a cast-iron scale, which does
not recognize differences of weight below
a certain standard. Thus you may have
to pay as much for sending a ~parcel
weighing a few ounces, as you would
have to pay in the wcase of a parcel
weighing more than a pound. Those
charges are double wvhat they are in
England, and besides they do mnot cover
the delivery, which is an entirely separ-
ate affair. If you don’t pay the deliv-
ery fee your parcel lies at the terminal
ntil the addressee fetches it himself.
%‘uen, *as to charges, no post office in the
world, except the British, will convey a
parcel weighing three pounds from Lon-
don to Singapere for 25 cen®s. Ger-
many charges for such service 35 cents,
and France $1.20. Those low rates of
the British post office are the result not
of supernatural intervention, but of pa-
tient labor in negotiation. Amother re-
markable item in the British postal ser-
vice is that by payment of 10 cents in
addition to postage, a letter may. be in-
sured to many foreign countries and
British Colonies. A great many people
in the Umited Kingdom ure taking ad-
vantage of this cheap and useful service.

A CALL FOR SYMPATHY.

The press despatches inférm us that
the Magedonia-ns are greatly 'dllsgppomth-,
ed because they are not receiving muc
sympathy from the United States. . The
United States is nothing if not a sympa-
thetic ‘eountry. It is apt to sy,mpathx.z%
Occasionally its feelings run away wit
its discretion, and the warmth of its
sympathy with wrong and suffering en-
dangers the comity of nations. But we
confess to being unable to see _why' t.he
United States should sympathize with
the Macedonian revolutionaries of al
the people in the world. ‘The Macedon-
ians have such peculiar’ ways qf en-
larging . their campaign fund. It is not
so very long ago sinee they sent the

crazy by incarcerating an innocent and

and refusing to deliver her up until the
United Statis paid down a . very large
sum of meoney. Such methods of pro-
viding .campaign funds are not uncom-
mon - in the United States itseif. - But
they are not generally admired, and
even the most callous of bosses as a
rule restricts -his attentions. to soulless
corporations, and draws the line at kid-
napping women and holding them for
ransom under yeiled threats of murder
and ontrage. There is very little doubt
that Miss Stone’s ransom went into the
purse of the Macedonian committee, and
there is no doubt at all that had the
Macedonian people been worthy of sym-

and sereened such an offence against
the deceneies of life as her abduction
and Yetention. They would have risen
in wrath and wiped out the nest of
brigapds primarily responsible. Now
Macedoniap committees are appea‘lu_ng
for sympathy to the people of the Unit-
ed States and other Ilunglish-speaking
people on the ground of a common
Christianity. Probably the same seribe
who ‘dictates the appeals cowmposed the
protocols which preceded the release of
,ta Christlan missionary. Probably the
antestors of every ‘man who speaks the
‘English language have at some time
fought- and suftered in the cause of
liberty. * I'hevéd is, thevefore, & spontan-
eous sympatlistic feeling for those ‘who
declare themselves to be ;ﬁght.mg in the
same glorious cause, which is apt to
display -itself without any too careful
examination of the facts.. We do not
wish to defend Turkish administration.
It is foreign to our ideals, often arbi-
trary and capricious, and frequently
ruthlessly cruel. But if we are prepar-
ed to judge Turkish administration by
our standapds, we should also bg pre-
pared to j’udgé the people whom Turkey
' rules by our standards. ‘While we con-
demn (l'urkey we should be careful not
to invest those peoples with our ideas
of liberty, autonomy, and humanity, for
of these things as we understand them
they have met the faintest glimmering.
Purkish rule contains every vice of mis-
government and oppression except one.
It is not a ealeulated tyranny. - There
is probably more individual liberty un-
der the Furkish Empire than under the
government of any country in the Wox_'ld
except that of Great Britain. Preju-
dice may secream at the idea, but it is
'a faet nevertheless. Surely if proof
'were needed it would rest in the histori-
cal fact that for half a century these
brigand patriots of Bulgaria and Mace*
| donia have Dbeen posturing before
Eureope without suppression. Their lead-
ers have been known, their headquart-
ers have been known, yet Turkey, with
the undoubted power to suppress them,
has been content to despise them. Turk-
ish administration is bad no doubt, but
it stands for some kind of order; where-
as these Balkan patriots ' have no idea
of ffighting for anything save in the
name of liberty to ‘turn Southeastern
Europe inte a Gehenna of revenge
bloedshed and feroecity. This they will
never be allowed to do. If they free
themselves from the yoke of the Turk
their countries are bound to be reorgan-
ized by Russia. What Russian reorgani-
zation means the history of Poland, of
the ICaueasus and Finland might be suf-
ficient to teach them if they were will-
ing to learn. Their chiefs would live
in gilded prisons in St. Petefsburg, and
their patriots delve quicksilver in 8i-
beria. If they need sympathy at all it
is not in the struggle they are making
now, but in the fate that is in store
for them if they succeed.

BOND VICTIM
OF ACCIDENT

The Jury Found That Death Re-
sulted From Misfortune and
Blame No One.

An inguest was held yesterday after-
noon by the coroner, Dr. Hart, touching
the death of the late William Bond, who
fell from a Fort street ear on Thursday
night and sustained fatal injuries. 'The
jury, after hearing the evidence of the
hospital doctor, Dr. Hasell, and witness-
es of the acccident, found that the de-
ceased had come to his death through
accident, and neither the street ear or
the motorman in charge of the car were
blameable. Dr. Hasell gave evidence
that between 10:30 and 11 p.m. on
Thursday night deceased was brought
to the hospital suffering from a fracture
at the base of the skull, with hemorr-
hage of the brain, which continued until
death occurred three hours later. There
was a cut on the right side of the scalp
and some minor bruises,

Alexander Muir, who was on the front
of the street car, deposed that deceas-
ed-swas already .on thé car swvhen he
boarded it. ‘He hadvthree or four pieces
of iron piping, untied, with him onthe
front of the car. Near School street, as
the car rounded the curve, he appeared
to lose his balance when trying to keep
the piping in position. In falling he
struck the iron on the front of the car,

“Till the assay returns
are obtainable the actual value of the
seasol’s clean-up will net be known, but
it is common knowledge th-atiit t.wi-ﬂ be
unusually low and not up to last year’s
output xfﬁhich was in the neighborhood
of $70,000. The. cause for this low
clean-up is entirely attributable to the
failure of the water supply and not to

tude, in the world. The water-shortage

enced for many years in the history of
the operation of “the mines, the com-
pany’s excellent system of camals and
reservoirs having in previous years en-
abled it to seeure a very fair supply.
In 1900 460,878 miner’s inches = were
used and din 1899 468,056 incues were
available.. - et e R

* At the commencement of this season
there was every indication of an .am'ple
water wsupply, as the precipitation
throughout the wiuter and spring had
been heavy and the outlook was good.
Climatic conditions, however, caused a
large portion of, the snow and water
relied mpon to be evaporated aﬁ'& other-
wise lost before it could be utilized for
hydraulicking. A s sion of ex-
tremely hot days followed by cold
nights caused ‘an exceptional evapora-
tion of the snow and inoisture on the
mountains and resulted in the source ot
supply for the company’s reservoirs be-
ing largely cut off. iAs.a result only a
short season’s work icould be done and
even then the monitors were working
for a large portion of the time under
half a head of water.

The actual piping or’ clean-up com-
menced on :April 21, and by August 3
the water had. given out, there being
hardly enough in the flumes to wet ihe
bottom 'boards. The men were accord-
ingly paid off amnd the-season’s work
praietically closed, Mr. J. B. Hobson is
remaining up at the mine for a short
time to get things in shape for the win-
ter and for the resumption of work next
spring.

The failure of tne ~wazer supply and
consequent small ¢lean-up will be very
disappointing to .those interested in the
Cariboo ‘Hydraulic -as the high precipi-
tation veported up to last spring had
caused rosy amticipation. That the lack
of richness of the gravels is' mot the
caunse of the smalt returns is,” however,
a source of satisfaction. 'The work this
season was chiefly in the lower hed
gravels which were known to be rich and
some anticipated-a return almost equal
to that of 1900, when $350,085.77 was
the value of the clean-up, if only the
water supply had held out. As an,in-
dication of ¢he richness of the gravels
it is worthy of mention that one nugget,
valued at $150, was washed out. While
the result of this summer’s work is dis-
appointing it is not regarded as any fault
of the mine but-the result of exception-
ally adverse elimtatic conditions and with
the prospect’ of ‘&' tangible scheme for
tapping the mew chain of lakes, discoy-
ered in the mountains 'in “close proximity
to the mine last winter, the impression
prevails that such exceptional conditions
ean be provided against in the future.

A [Boston despatch says: Although
Science has long ago-given up irs search
for the mysterious “Philosophet’s Strne”
with which °the -mediaeval ‘“‘alcacuiists’
cheerfully imagined that the bascr metahs
could be changed to gold, there >l re-
main probléms almost equally tewpting
to the imagination and probat_)ly quite
as -hopeless of practical solution. To
turn sawdust inte table sugar is one of
these problems. In fact, sawdust has
already been turned into sugar, only
this sugar is not the ordinary table wva-
riety that, could it only be produced
economically~and on a large.scale’ from
the mountaing of sawdust that yeariy
accumulate in American lumber yards,
would make the fortune of whoever in-
vented the process. As in the case of
the Philosopher’s Stone there are dil-
cultiés; and even at its best the procgss
has only proved that grape sugar—a va-
Tiety such as is found in many fruits
and may be seen and tasted erystaiized
naturally on the surface of dried grapes
—can be made from sawdust by a pro-
cess altogether too costly to have a prac-
tical value. To transform this grape
sugar into the wastly more profitanle
taple necessity nmow derived from cane
and beet is generally admitted to pre-
sent insuperable obstacles.

But fine Sug:u: 1s‘the Op-
posite to very choleric ‘Constitutions; for
being too stimulating, it increases the
Motion of the Fluids; its Salts wear the
Insides of the Vessels, and dry the Body;
For this reason should meagre persons
take care how they make too free with
s K

Little did Dr. Thomas _iShort realize
that there would be found special kinds
of sugar especially adapted to “meagre
Persons” or that the article, in one form
or apother, would be produced not only
from sugar cane but from beets, pars-
nips, corn, apples, carrots, chestnuts,
dates, grapes, honey, maize, melons,
maple, palm,; pine, plums, . Dotatoes,
rhododendrons, milk, and various other
sources—to say nothing of wood, saw-
dust and old linen. Of all these sources
comparatively few can yet ‘be_utxhzed
successfully, and for commercial pur-
poses ordipary sugar is made only from
sugar cane and beets; milk sugar from
potatoes and grains, chiefly corn; maple
sugar, of course from the maple; date
sugar from’ the date palm; and “Jag-
gery,” which was quite largely imported
from China wuntil recently, from palm
oil. z i -
Ordinary sugar, ag we  all know, is
used primarily: for sweetening. The
other sugars are chiefly. valuable for
their food properties as well as their
varying power to make life sweeter than
it would be otherwise. Milk sugar, for
example, is hardly sweet at all while
ordinary brown sugar apparently tastes
sweeter than any other variety. Not
long ago, indeed, there was a little re-
volution in Germany and the German
housewives even declared that the Ger-
man scientists: knew very little about
sugar because, forsooth, did they mnot
say that white sugar was sweetest when
anybody with a tongne knew that brown
sugar was sweeter. Perfect idiots, these
scientiste!  'Whereupon the scientists
proved ‘that the presence of impurities—
say salt, or quinine or any other bitter
substance—made any sugar apparently
sweeter than before they were added.
‘Hygienically considered, moreover, sugar
stands in the same relation to most other
food substances that a dellar bill stands
to a bank cheque; it is ready currenc¥,
s0 to speak, and goes into im.medigte
circulation. The needs of the body im-
mediately absorb .all of it that they re-
quire and “anybody who has eaten too
much candy knows the . eloyed sensation
which® is the -stomaeh’s iway of sayinz
that it has all the sugar that it can use
at present.
Mialt sugar and grape sugar—the chem-
ist call them maltose and dextrose—are
therefore the most vital items in the
making of health foods and in the pro-
duction of malt liquors; and they can
be used economically because they _def
velop naturally in the ‘series of chexpxcai
operations that help produce the differ-
ent substances in whiclr they are used.
They don't have to be made separately
and put in;with a spoon. In common
gluccse, for example, a syrup. extracted
from corn and used very largely Jn the
manufacture of. confectionery; jellies and
soda fountain syrups, thers. is.about 40
per cent. of maltore and the exmense of

-extracting. it ‘would ‘make. it wc¥th-sev-

eral’ dollars”a 'pound. - But it dsn’t  ex-

USED LECTURER'S ‘BOOK.

L'Work That '‘Sold on Vietoria Streets
Part of 'Counterfeiter’s Outfit,
Some days ago a street hawker was
lecturing on the corner of Yates and
Broad streets nightly, selling a little
hook called “The Secrets of Wise Men,
Chemists and Physicians.” This book
is said to have been part of the stock-in-
trade used by Alice Roeper, an alleged
countenfeiter, and her son, Charles
Johnson, whn have beén arrested at

Tacoma and- hayd promised to

tthe police the hiding. place of the
money. rank Landstfom was arrested
at ISeattie as an accomplice, at the resi-
dence used by the counterfeiters in Se-
attle. (Evidence has = been collected
whidh shows coin mannfacturing. The
most interesting specimen is a book sold
on the streets by 1 lecturer, eutitled
“Secrets of Wise Men, Chemists and
Physicians.” Buried among all con-
ceivable remedies amd prescriptions is a
formula for “the plating of gold with-
out a battery.” At this place the
leaves are “worn and thumb marked,
and- the rpst of the book is clean and
unused.

The récipe calls for the use of gold
amalgam dissolved in . nitro-muriatic
acid and mixed with aleohol, to be ap-
plied to’the .doins with a brush as a
varnish: ;and rubbed” with a  chamois
Skin. - Most. of - the ' reguired materials
were found with the book’dn the abid-
ing-place in Tacoma of the pair, and in
addition other articles of a counterfeit-
er's kit were discovered, such-as a pipe
fitted at one end with a stop,  which
may be used as a cruggble; an alcohol
lamp with an attachment to produce an
intensely hot flame; some babbit metal
and block ¢in, ‘a plaster of paris cruei-
ble and a coin- -mold of the same ma-
terial. This mold will form an .impor-
tant item in the evidence of the prose-
lution: It was taken out of the erucible
when it ‘was still in-.a plasiic eondition
and - the imprint of a human thumb is
indented in jts side. By the Bertiflon
system an exact model-of the thunrb
be made, and it is the expectation: of
the officials  that the model will’ be..a
duplicate of the thumb of Alice Roeper.

“The pay we have found is not high
grade, but. I am confident of it proving
protitable. It runs six cents to the cubic
yard. Already we have begun to make a
ditch to carry 3,500 inches of water.

“In the Kuskokwim basin we also found
coal, copper and cinnibar specimens. The
basin certainly has resources. The Kusko-
kwim flats cannot be excelled in the world
for moose and caribou, bear and moun-
tain goats are numerous in the mountains
on the upper Kuskokwim.

The letter
which follows was, after discussion, re-
ferred to the transportation committee :

i Strathcona, 81st July, 1908.
To the Secretary Tourist Association, Vie-

toria, " B. C. :

Dear Sir,—Dhrough the medium of the
press we are informed-that the C. P. R.
have just issued an excursion rate to the
Coast, of $42.70 return, good for 60 days,
as ‘against the ordinary rate (return fare)
of $365.70, good for 30 days.

In connection with the above and at a
meeting of the Council of the Strathcona

oard of Trade held today. it was unan-
itbously resolved that it should communi-
cate with yourselves to the effect that the
above rate was not sufficiently low to fill
the requirements of an excursion or holi-
day rate, and in connection with the above
we wish to lay the following facts ‘before
you:

From $§trathcona to Vancouver is 834
miles and receives a rate of $45, or in oth-
er words, the C. P. R. will haul passengers
from this point 6«8 miles further for an
extra charge of $2.30.

The above Tace, as compared with excur-
sion rates to other pvoints, shows as to.-
lows: In the winter a rate ds given to the
East from this point and good for three
months for’ $,5, and which, gaking Toronto
as a Dbasis, is 1 distance -of 2,319 miles from
Strathecona. Also at the time of the Winn:-
peg Fair .a rate is given from this ‘point
for the round trip for $22, the distance be-
ing 198 miles in excess of that to Van-
couver from here.

In common fairness to the transportation
company, we would say that duning the
Westminster Fair an excursion rate has
been granted in the past of $25.85, good
for ten days:. Also that the school teach-
ers (or those who can produce certificates)
from Alverta, have been granted a rebate
of $33.45 from here this summer.

In connection with ,the last two rates,
viz: the Westminster Fair and teachers’
rate, we venture the following remarks:

Westminster ‘Fair Rate—This usually
takes place the first week in October,
at a season which is liable to be wet at
the Coast towns, and which is not an ideal
time to visit your country from a holiday
standpoint.~ Further, this time of year it

-is practically dimpossible for a business

man to get away.
Teachers’ Rate—While congratulating
them on receiving a better rate than the
business men and general public, we yet
think it would be more to the benefit of
all parties congerned if even this rate was
very much reduced and made for the public
at large.
In conclusion we would say that it 1s
only, a yuestion of a very few years when
a large percentage of the requirements of
this ¢ountry will be supplied from the
West, and it is certainlly to the West that
we shall have to look to market and ‘ship
the millions of bushels of grain that will
be raised here, and wé would suggest to
your Coast Associations that you bring
every influence to bear on the transporta-
ton companies, pointing out the absolute
recessity. of lower and more frequent ex-
cursion rates to your cities, and thus en-
courage the presence in your,midst of our
‘business men and others.

(Hon. Capt., Tatlow, minister of
finance, returmed to Victoria yesterday
from a flying trip to iSalt Spring Island.
He left Vietorla on his bicycle on 'Wed-
nesday - afterfiovn, and . proceeded to

a boat to Iulford Harbor, Salt Spring,
where @ team was in waiting to convey
him to his destination, which was Gan-
ges Harbor. 1Om. reaching that point
about 9 o'clock, Mr. Tatlow found a
very fine, representative gathering of
the Conservatives waiting for Lhim.

Nanaimo, B.C., Aug. 13.—The local

chance of electing a '‘Conservative for
this ecity been so good as it is today.

Critisizing Néil Munro’s
Contribution to

Latest Noteworthy
Literaiure.

From the coiumns of the Glasgow Even
ing News the following notice of Mr. Nell
Munro's latest bouk ‘‘Cuildren of Tempest,”
is taken:

1t is a characteristic of the artist, as
distinguished fromx the artisan, that he
never finds himself altogether content with
the artistic kingdoms which he has con-
quered. Before the artist there always
goes the upward road, luring him to new
efforts, strange hazards, fresh achieve-
ments. The thought is commonplace, of
course; -but it seems permissable to express
it in connection with Mr. Neil Munro’'s lat-
est romance. Here we have toe artist once
again, seeking a further and finer triumph.
It is not merely that he has shifted the
scene of his new romance to the Outer
Hebrides; thus forsaking the old familiar
Inneraora. This is merely a superficial
movement, which, in true artistry, aecom-
plishes little. We héve novelists who ran-
sack time and space, ravage history and
the continents, in order to give us some-

Steerage Passenger Cut His
Throat When Despondent
Over Financial Matters.

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 14.—A. Claudius,
a steerage passenger on the steame:
Umatilla from San Franeisco, commi
| ted suicide in his stateroom on board
ithe boat about 6 o’clock yesterday
rmorning by cutting his throat from ear
to ear. He was 50 years of 'age, and,
| prior to taking the trin. lived at 4671
i’I'welfth avenue, Oakland, Cal, where
he was secretary- of the Laundry Work-
ers’ Union. The only cause for the deed
that can be assigned is despondency
| over financial matters. When his pock-
ets were searched by Coroner Hoye a
l1ew cents only and some papers giving
his name and occupation, were found.

iIClaudius had a ticket from #{San Fran-
cisco to Tacoma. When the vessel ar-
fived at the Pacife Coast Company’s
dock Wednesday evening-Claudius asked
the steward’s permission to remain
aboard the boat until morning; when be
intended to proceed to his destination.

@'his was granted him, and he retired
“early. In the steerage there was but
one other passenger, and he says he
noticed nothing wrong with Claudius
either on the trip or during the night.

Some time after daylight, probably
about 6 o'clock, Claudius was heard to
get up and go to the wash room. There.
standing before a mirror, he slashed the
blade of a sharp knife across his throat,
| completely severing the windpipe. Still
retaining hold of the knife, he returned
to his bunk, on which he lay down to
die. His companion was still sleeping.
i+ At T o'clock a waiter went into the
i washroom and noticed blood. He follow-
ed a clear trail of red stain, which led
to the bunk occupied by Claudius. There,
lying on the floor, was the body of the
man,
