duties and responsibilities of leadership,

THE LAST FISOAL YEAR of the United
-States shows well in two ways : there has
been a large increase in receipts and a con-
siderable decrease in expenditure. The
net revenue was $360,782,292, or $27,255,-
681 more than in the previous year, and
the net ordinary expenditures $260,712,-
887, or $7,000,000 less than in the pre-
vious year. The cost of interest on the
public debt-decreased by $13,000,000, and
the surplus/revenne was $100,069,404. The
decrease oQ public - expenditure and the
reduction of the public debt are two in-
teresting features in American fiscal affairs
which we in this conntry would do well to
imitate.

A CLERGYMAN at Providence, R. L,
writes o the New York Sun to-say that
never did he feel nearer hell than he did in
Connecticut state prison not long since.
The clergyman was not there as a convict,
but as a reformer. He says that great in-
justice is being done to the inmates of
prisens by the officers in charge, and he
calls the nation to witness it and reform it.
If the Providence clergyman has no better
ground of complaint than is sometimes
heard in our own country, he will will not
be heard for kLis much crying. Here the
newspaper reporters keep an eye on the wel-
fare of convicts, and it is seldom that
anything escapes them. Sometimes, in-
deed, they are a trifie too sharp, and the
only injustice in the case is done to the
prison officers.

- UPPER ouugi;’ COLLEGE.
~Cockburn has resigned
of principal of Upper Canada
and Mr. J. M. Buchan, M.A.,

Hamilton, hitherto inspector of high
schools, has been appointed to succeed him.

Whether the existence of the college is to

be temporary or permanent, nobody will
deny that while it does exist its efficiency
should be maintained ; and we believe the
government could have made no wiser
choice'of a head for it than Mr. Buchan,
With high scholarship he unites a
thorough practical acquaintance with the
best methods of teaching, an intimate
knowledge of our school law, and a warm
sympathy with the motives and aspirations
of boy students such as will be committed
to his care.

Mr. Buchar’s appointment is also
probably a step towards a gene-
ral reform in the management of the
college, and the initiation of greater econ-
omy in its financial affairs. Of late years
the institution has fallen into 'a kind of
groove—it has frequently been left behind
jo the race with its younger and more ener-
getic rivals, the high schools, and yet it has
been very expensively conduoted. A com-
mittee of the senate of the university of
Toronto has recently been inquiring into
the affairs of the college with the view of
bringing about some improvement in these
respects, We do not_know whether that
committee has yet reported in such
a way that the government can take ad-
vantage of what they have done. One
thing is certain : we may from this time
confidently expect a radical and thorough
change for the better in the Upper Canada
college—a change which may render it
more tolerable to the province at large, and
which may have the effect of savingit, for
a time at any rate, from the fate to which
the old system of things was fast driving it.

THE CUSTOM HOUSE SERVICE.

In these days of royal commissions there
is room for & commission to inquire into the
service of the Toronto custom house. The
kind of men who do the work, the kind
of work they do, how they are paid
and classified and promoted, would
form interesting subjects for inquiry. It
is not too much to say that the service is
badly demoralized, that the work is inefti-
ciently dome, that some men have
nothing to do and others a great
deal too much, and that there
anything but a just graduation of
salaries. For this state of affairs we do
not believe that one political party is more
to blame than another. Both in their turn
have béen led to make appointments which
they ought never to have made. The ward
politicia”” the patronsge, and
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the service is now in heir hands. A radi-
cal civil service reform is sorely needed,
and it ought to be such a measure as wo.uld
authorize thorough revision and reorganiza-
tion. A commission that would do this
work free from political bias would be
worth its weight in gold to'the country.

MR. BLAKE'S MISTAKES. 3

Unless the ministerial “journals are mis-
taken, Mr. Blake made three or four serious
mistakes in the maritime provinces.

His first and greatest mistake was, that
he should go to those provinces at sll.. The
people were enjoying a tide of blissful
repose, and Mr. Blake went among them as
a disturber. This was very naughty and
wicked on the part of Mr. Blake, and it
marks him out asan opponent of the gov-
ernment—which in  the eyes of some men
is as good as being & rebel.

Mr. Blake’s next mistake was, that he
should go to Prince Edward Island Curing
the illness of a cabinet minister. This was
inhuman, for do not the very sun and the
moon stand still and the tides cease to ebb
and flow when a cabinet minister is ill !
Have not the railways and the steamships
and all the channels of commerce been
hushed and still in the island because the
liver of the minister of marine is out of
condition !

Mr. Blake's other mistake was, that he
should judgeé the minister of finance by the
standard he himself had set up. The min-
ister of finance had said that if the Liberals
wished to succeed they should trim their
sails a livtle more to the popular breeze.
And Mr. Blake was bad enough fo
say that he - had no doubt the
advice was sincerely given. He look-
ed to the finance minister's life for
the proof of it, and found that a very long
public life had been almost without a break
an official lifs, The inference was, that
the finance minister had practised what he
preached and trimmed his sails to the po-
pular breeze. Now, this may be good logic,
but was it courtesy? ¢‘Nay! nay!” we
are told ; ‘it was the reckless rhetoric of
an embittered boaster.”

If Mr. Blake only possessed half the
prescience of the men who write for our
daily newspapers he might be a great man.
He might even hope to become the first
minister of Canada some day.

¢“ QUERIST” TO MR. PHIPPS.
To the Editor of the Toronto World.
Sir,—As Mr. Phipps has made no reply

to my last letter, I presume he does not
desire to be troubled by me any more. I
take the Jiberty, however, of giving a sum-
mary of the conclusions I have arrived at
from reading his letters; and while these
conclusions may not agree with what Mr.
Phipps would have desired, still T must
express my obligation to him for the
trouble he took to explain the difficulties
noted in my previous letters. But while I
cannot see eye to eye with that gentleman,
I can admire his sincere patriotism and
honesty of purpose, and I can fully sym-
pathize with him in_all he says about some
parties using his skill to serve their pur-
pose, and then ignoring him when that

In the following propositions I shall
endeavor to represent as fairly as I can the
teachings of Mr.-Phipps :—

(1.) He teaches that to divide the fifty
millions of people in the United States into
groups of four millions each, as we are here
in Canada, would be injurious to that
nation ; therefore, protection is not a good
thing-in itself.

(2.) He teaches that protection around
two sides of Ontario is a benefit to this

rovince ; bnt that along the third side,
getween Ontario and Quebec, it would be
injurious. Of course, the fourth side is the
protectionist’s pgradise ; we get no imports
across the Arctic ocean.

(3.) He teaches that a man is richer
when he gets less goods, provided the less
comes from a resident in the same country.
Richer with less seems to me like progress-
ing backwards.

(4.) Mr? Phipps also in one of his letters
stated that if there were free trade between
England and the United States, the iron
business of the latter country would be de-
stroyed. From this I infer that the iron
produced in the States is so bad or so dear
after a hundred years of pretection that the
people would at once avoid that market if
they had the chance. Therefore protection
means protection to badness and dearness.

(5.) He teaches that when a man raises a
bushel of wheat he must not accept the
highest bid for it, if that bid :ome from a
foreigner. That is, if the Montreal manu-
facturer offer ten yards of cotton in return
for a bushel of wheat, the farmer must ac-
cept that in preference to twelve yards
from Manchester, and Mr. Phipps assures
me that he will be richer with ten than
with twelve. -

(6.) He teaches that if one part of
nation, empire, or kingdom be called a
colony, then protection is a benefit 1o it ;
but if it be not called a colony then protec-
tion is nn evil. For example, Canada is
called a colony of Great Britain; but
Washington territory or Oregon are not
called colonies, therefore trade should be
hindered between Canada and.the mother
country, but it should be free between
Oregon and the rest of the union. Well
may we ask, what’s in a name ?

(7.) He teachies that the people of Canada
are ise enough to know where to
locatey factories or to choose the fac-
tories at which they should buy. Eagineers
are employed to locate railroads, because
they are experts at that particular pursuit,
and similarly each man as a business man
is fitted by years of training-—by all the
risks of failure if he choose badly, and by
all the hope of success if he choose wisely
—fitted better, infinitely better, than auy
other man can be, to choose the place for
his business where he can produce in the
greatest abundance. But Mr. Phipps
teaches that business men do not possess
this knowledge.

(8.) He teaches, also, that one nation
grows wealthy at the expense of another.
Now, Texas was at one time independent.
According to Mr. Phipps’ creed, Texas
would have been ruined by free trade with
the United States,. Texas has now absolute
free trade with the rest of the umion, and he
teaches that it would injure that country to
separate it by a protective system. . There
he contradicts himself completely.

(9.) He teaches that Jews should have
no dealings with the Samaritans. My
neighbor, whoever he -be in the whole
wide domain of God’s earth, whispering
the same common name, Our Father—with
him, according to Mr. Phipps’ doctrine, I
must have no dealings ; he will defraud
me.

(10.) He teaches thatif I buy from some
sharp, shrewd Yankee living in Massa-
chusetts, I will lose by the trade, but that
if that same Yankee, with all his sharp
shrewdness and wicked ways, comes across
the border line into this country, then, al-
though I get less goods from him for my
money, by some change in the nature of
things I am richer.

(No, no.) Mr. Lee denied
the last statement, and replied to the argu-
ments nsed against his motion, which, after
some further discussion, was carried by a
large majority.

On a clause of the school management re-
port No. 9, readingas follows: That the in-
vitation from the board of directors of the
Industrial exhibition association inviting
the pupils of the city public schools to the
exhibition on Monday, the 12th inst., free of
charge, provided they attend as classes, ac-
companied by their respective teachers, be
accepted with thanks ; that the sclLools be
closed on the day named ; that the teachers
be directed to meet their classes on the mili-
tiry reserve adjacent to the exhibition
grounds with a view of accompanying them
to the exhibition—

Mr. Kentasked why the pupils were not
to meet at their respective schools and
thence marched to the grounds with the
teachers ?

Mr. Lee explained that it was to save the
children the double journey, first -to the
school and then to the exhibition. Mr.
Kent then moved that the children assemble
at the schools, as indicated in his inquiry.
Mr. Bell seconded the motion, saying that
many of the children would not be able to
find their way to the grounds, and there
lwould besides Le danger from passing
trains. He was afraid this was a
case of favoring teachers who did not want
to accompany the children along the streets.

Mr. Lee denied most emphatically havin
any such motive.. Another advantage o
letting the children assemble at the military
reserve was that they could come by the
boats, trains and street cars straight to the
grounds, After some furthef discussion the
motion was lost.

MR, HOWLAND'S SCHOOL.

In reference to Mr. Howland’s offer to
furnish a schpol-room, also caretaker and
fuel, free of charge, for the purpose of edu-
cating children not at present attending our
schools, on condition that the public school
board provides a suitable teacher for that
purpose, it was decided to recommend that
as soon as a suitable room was provide d and
properly furnished to the satisfaction of the
committee a teacher (Miss H. How) be ap-
pointed in accordance with the terms of the
communication.

It was explained that the school was for
truants and incorrigible pupils who had
been dismissed from other schools, for news-
boys and girls and children who were work-
ing during part of the day, and for children
of very poor parents who did not like at-
tending the regular schools.

After passing the above reports the board
adjourned.

MR. COSGRAVE’S DEATH.

Another of Toronto’s prominent citizens
has passed away in the death of Mr. Pat-
rick Cosgrave, the well-known brewer. He
had been suffering for -years from a painful
disease, which only recently developed
symptoms which gave cause for alarm, and
which ultimately resulted in his death.

The history of Mr. Cosgrave’s life shows
what any young man may accom-
plish in Canada with the ordinary
business qualities of . industry, integ-
rity, economy and perseverance. Born
at Wexford, Ireland, in 1814, he folloewed
the occupation of a farmer in his native land
until the potato famine forced him, with
thousands of his fellow-countrymen, to emi-
grate in 1850 to-America. After encoun-
tering many obstacles and difficulties, he
obtained a situation in the Victoria brewery,
then the property of Mr. W. G. Schreiber.
His thrift and business-like habits attracted
the attention ef Mr. John Severn, who se-
cured his services, and whose trade grew
immensely under Mr. Cosgrave’s direction.
In 1861 he entered into partnership with
Mr. Hagene O'Keefe with a nominal capital
of $2400, and leased the Victoria brewery.
As both possessedl excellent business
ability and high . credi§, - their busi-
ness prospered wonderfllly, all their
obligations being wiped outand their capital
trebled in cighteen months, Mr. Cosgrave
dissolved partnership with Mr. O’Keefe to
purchase, in conjunction with Mr. C.
Sproatt,the West Toronto bréwery. In the
course of time Mr. Cosgrave became sole
proprietor, and afterwards admitted his sons
into the business under the title of Cos-
grave & Sons. The present fine brewery
buildings /were built in 1879 at a cost of
$150,000, They have a capacisy of - 25,000
barrels of ale, 35,000 harrells of lager, and a
malting capacity of 150,000 bushels.

The funeral of Mr. Cosgrave takes place
on Thursday morning at nine o’clock.
