tler. 1t is interesting to know the land-
shark's game, the more 80 a8 the knowledge
throws light on some regulations of the
government which have been undeservedly
taxed with injustice. The great shark, we
are told, hires a number of half-breeds or
other wandercrs by the month, and sends
them out to squat on promising town sites,
and on spots where it is likely that the Pa.
cific railway will cross rivirs.  An order in
council was passed, 1n the May of 1880,
warning squatters on town sites that their
claims would not thereafter be respected ;
but that order seems not to be enforced
with inflexible rigor. The small <hark goes
out himself and takes up his position on the
best section or half-section that he can find,
pitches his tent, makes a pretence of
ploughing by scraping up a few yards™bf
sod, f'lnd sits down to await his victim, the
genuine settler whom he blackmails ; then
he goes on to another lot and repeats
operaton. Neta few genuine settlers, we
are assured, were driven back in the spring
and summer of this year from the Qu Ap-
pelle valley by disgust at these impositions.
The great shark robs the government, the
small shark robs the settler ; vigrrous ef-
forts are being made to extirpate the small
shark ; the great shark, like the great of
every species, has his friends,”

HERBERT SPENCER ON RELAXATION.

“In another deliverance, Mr Herbert
Spencer has rej.eated the stricture of Mill
in the over tension of American life. He
says that the gispel of work has been
preiched enough, and it is time to preich
the gospel of relaxation. Bat the gospel of
relaxation is already preacted aloud by the
daily advertisements of countless places of
amusement, and of scores of summer re-
sorts, by programs of tours and offers of
every facility for travel, by announcements
of new games, and by the publication - of
novels without end  What is needed to
tranquilize those anxious spirits and smooth
those cireworn brows is rather a gospel of
contentment, of indifferemca to inordinate
wealth, of the peace and calm of mind bred
by the secure possession of some moral
treasure, the value of which does not flac-
tuate with the price of stocks. But it is
difficult to see where such a treasure is at
present to be found, except in the teachings
of a Master whom tke most 1intellectual
portion of the world seems to be making
up its mind to disown. Mr. Spencer, how-
ever, is in this matter, like most European
visitors to the United States, the vitim of
an illusion proauced by sceing only the lite
of cities. In the husiness parts of New
York or Chicago the faces are. perbaps,
more eager and careworn, the step more
pervous and burried, than in the business
part~ of London or Liverpool ; but life in
an American country town. though inius-
trious »nd thrifty, isnot wanting in repose,
True, life in the country town is still re-
ligious.” ;

STORING ELECTRICITY.

Brush's Recent Discovery — Eleetricity
Packed in Boxes—interesting Particu-
Iars. -

CreveLAxD, Ohio, Dec. 15—-Mr. Charles
F. Brush, of this city, the eminent electri-
cian, who invented the light which is named
after him, has had patented a system of
storing electricity. The Brush storage bat-
tery is simple in its construction, consisting
of 8 square box containiny cells, in each of
which are two cast lead plates, The plates
are electrically treated in a manner that is
of courss a secrot, and are immersed in
acidulated water. One of the plates is
black, and is called the hydrogen plate,
while the other is white, and’ is termec. the
oxygen plate. These plates are what are
properly designated as the accumulators and
in them is stored the electricity. The capa-
city of a battery of course depends upon
the number of cells it contains, and the
size of the plates, A battery of twesty-
four cells will contain enough electricity to
supply twenty lamps of twenty-candle
power each for a period of eight hours.
Mr. Brash claims that his system is com-
pletein every respect : that it is a commjer-
cial as well as a scientific success ; that the
loss of energy in storing and again giving
up electricity is compargtively emall, and
that aby required amount of electricity can
be accumulated or stored and afterwards
used, either for light, power, chemical
action, telegraphy. or for any other purpose
for which electricity obtamed from other
sourcesis used. No doubt the principal
use that will be made of the stored batteries
will be to furnish currents for incandescent
lamps.

This is reciprocity in natural prodncte,
exactly what the Montreal corn exchange
wants, and what prevailed under the old
treaty., Now, what a comfort it ought to
be to a1l liberal minded men to reflect that
our neighbors can, at any time when it so
pleases them, bring this kind of reciprocity
into operation at short notice. For this
purpose no new treaty, no long-winded
negotiations at Washingtou and no new
legislation on our part are required. When-
ever our neighbors see fit to make natural
products free on their side, a simple order-
in-comncil will quickly reciprocate the
compliment on ours, The Csnadian offer
of reciproeity in natural products has re-
mained standing ever since March 15,
1879 ; and it is the best answer that can be
given to demands for reciprocity, from
either side of the border.

On hoth sides there has been a good deal
of *gush” during these fifteen years past
on the gubject of reciprocity ; and recently
both Canadian and American gushers seem
to. have broken out afresh. The subject
being evidently ap again and before the
public, one may well wonder whetner the
fact is generally known that all the legisla-
tion necessary on our side is already on the
Canadian statute book, and has been there
for now nearly four years. We may won-
der more particularly whether the gentle-
men of the Montreal corn exchange were
aware of this fact when they approved the
draft of the paragraph in their memorial
above quoted. It would be well for the
Canadian press to republish extensively sec-
tion 6 of the N. P, act of 1879 ; and so re.

‘TEMPERANCE SUNDAY.

At the request of the Ontario brgnc!i of
the Dominion alliance sermons were
preashed in most of the churches yesterday.
Below aré a few remarks made by some of
the reverend gentlemen. ;

WINE AT THE WEDDING FEAST.
Rev. Dr. King, at the close of his sermon
last night, said he was glad to see that a
reat change for the better was noticeable
in the drinking habits of the people and
that the improvement was still going on.
At the late dinner of the St. Andrew’s so-
ciety, at which he was present, although

ne - ¢ ted freely, the toasts were
drunk by a great many of the guests by
nothing stronger than water, e depre-

cated the use of wine at wedding feasts
and festive gatherings generally. Becoming
more earnest the doctor said ‘‘devils
laughed when they saw the health of a
newly-married couple drunk in what was
to prove the ruin of happiness to both.”

TEMPERANCE DEFINED.

Rev. John Smith, pastor of Erskine
presbyterian church, spoke last evening in
west presbyterian church on the temper-
ance question. Mr. Smith was very elo-
quent and handled his subject in a very
interesting ‘manner. Mg Smith in a lively,
original manner delivered his.address, going
in strong for the support of total absti
ani denouncing moderate drinking, Tem-
perance he defined as moderation in things
useful and total abstinence from things
hurtfal.

HARD ON THE MODERATE DEINKER.

_ At the Metropolitan last night the Rev.
Hugh Johnston preached on intemperance,
taking for his text the verse in Proverbs :
“Wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging,
and whosoever is deceived thereby is not
wise.” He held that the greatest question
with which legislators of to-day have to deal
was the suppression of the liquor traffic. The
press should unite against it, the platform
and the pulpit should thunder against it.
He defined intemperance to be the use,
however moderate,of intoxicating beverages,
and held the most abstemious drinker on
the same level with the drunkard. He did
not wage war against the brewer or retailer
but would advise them to quit the traffic,
In concluding he urged on all, old and
young, to sign the pledge and help the
cause of temperance.

He took Paul’s law of expediency as the
central point of his discourse, and held that
that law was the correct one to recognize
when dealing with the temperance question,
While he was a total abstainer on the line
of expediency, yet he wanted the drinker
to understand that his abstinence was a
matter of sacrifice for the benefit of the
drunkard. He did not want any man to
take away his freedom by compelling him
to abstain. **All things are lawful, but all
things are not expedient,” he quoted. In
closing, he charged a majority of the pro-
fessed temperance advoecates of cowardice
when the time for voting came and declared
that after the Dunkin act was carried in
Durham county some years ago, every
minister in Belleville and most of the tem-
perance sympathizers forsook their princi-
ples and voted *‘ party "' at the mext elec
tion. He soundly berated such hypocrisy,
and held that a man should live up to his
professions and belief.
