A Depuiation Waits on the Miunister of
Raltways—The Government’'s Policy.
Orrawa, March 9.—A large and represen-
tative deputation of business men from cow-
mercial centresfhad an interview with the Miu-
ister of Railways to-day with reference to 'the
deepenine and enlarging of the St, Lawrence

It
is surely a most unwarrantable inference, that
the willingness to surrender a portion of this
trivial trade, implies the duty on her parb to
surrender the greater part of a trade of over
!ortymﬂh dollars. If 1t could be shown
that the advantages to be derived by Canada
trom‘Commercial Union were of great value
and importance, and that their realization
could be relied upon with well assured cer-
tainty, thers inight be some justification in
demanding some sacrifice on the part of Eng-
land.  But when it is seen that the agitation
originased in the United States, when its ad-
vocatés on that eide of the line are found
claiming suppoct there on the ground thas its
consummation will secure for American manu-
facturers and syndicates of all kinds, the con-
trol of the trade of the Dominion aad, ulsi-
mately, of its political destinies, these facts are
not likely to commend the scheme to much
favor, either in England or Canads. Asto
the advantages themselves, the few news-
papers and public' men in Canada who con-
tinue their support of the pernicions scheme
have.only been able to show. that. it would prob-.
ably, improve our-market for barley and horses
and sawed lumber, while they completely tail
to ' disprove the gcounter arguments
@s to its prejudicial effects on  our
home market for wheat, corn, oats, pork, fruit,
ete. Considerable importance is sought to be
sttached to the agitation in favor of Commer-
cial Union because ot its endorsation by a few
irvesponsible gentlumen, members of the Local
Governments of most-of the provinces, who, at
‘a-conference of their own appointment in Que-
bee, undertook tospeak on behalf of the prople

ination involved.in it.' Mauy of this class pro-
pound a mew scheme which they call Unre-
stricted Reciprocity. They propose free inter-
change of all goods and merchandise, the pro-
duct or manufacture of either country, be-
tween Canada and the United States. Having
sbandoned ' the * pretension t6 discriminate
against Great  Britain, there would be free
trade betweent Canada and England. As the
amonns of customs daties obtained from im-
ports from ‘Greas Britain and the United
States is about 75 per cent. of the whole, it
would ‘be’ useless $o keep up any ..customs
offices at all, and provide some other means of
raising the'twenty-two to twenty-three million
dollgrs now realized from fmport.duties, This
means direct taxation. Considering that after
abous fify years’ experience in the working oi
direct taxation for municipal purposes, there
is everywhere to be heard dissatisfaction and
complaints as to the inequaliti®s and injustice
suffered under the system, it ‘must be a very
rash and presumptuous party that will under-
take to frame a basis for levying over twenty
million dollars over the Dominion, such as
would be accepted or submitted to by the
people.

¢ would repeat the opunon we have so of-

ten expressed, that the policy for Canada
to pursue is to wait.. Important changes in
the fiscal policy of United States are now un-
der consideration. Let us await the resuls.
This we feel confident of, that during the com-
ing debate on our commercial relations with
