Then followed - an investigation 
which resulted in tumbling “ Tim’t 
Dunwoody from the pedestal of fame 
into the ditch of public contempt Instead 
of being hailed as a hero be finds himself 
re girded as a fraud. Instead of getting a 
substantial reward from his employers he 
finds himself out of a job aud may count 
himself lucky If be doesn’t go to jail.

“ We are all satisfied here,” said Third 
Vioe-Preeident Webb when Interviewed in 
bis office yesterday, “that this affair near 
Poughkeepsie on Monday night which has 
been flashed all over the country as a das­
tardly attempt at train wrecking by armed 
miscreants is simply a ‘fake,’ aud further­
more we are satisfied that the ‘fakir’ is Tim 
Dupwoody, who posed as the hero of the 
occasion.

“This opinion is based upon the inherent 
improbability of the story, or rather stories, 
which Dunwoody tells, t sir contradictory 
character and the utter lack of confirmatory 
evidence. Our road master and several of 
our special officers and agents have goue 
thoroughly over the ground and their inves­
tigations entirely discredit Dunwoody’» 
stones.

Brown says: “ We oonrey to you [the United 
Hutea Secretary ot 8tatel the ass'iraaoe of the 
Canadian Government, that the 
c,f Canada will be meet heartily given to 
aqy measure oelcula*d to promote the free 
interchange ot oommoditiee; to reduce the 
<*et of transportation or conduce to the 
Joint advantage ot the two countries, so that 
it he not seriously prejudicial to the existing 
industrial interests ot the Canadian people.”

On March 17,1874, George Brown and Sir 
Edward Thornton were appointed joint 
plenipotentiaries to negotiate a treaty on the 
Ihheriee, commerce and navigation with the 
Government of the United States. They at 
<»ce opened negotiations, which continued 
some time till June of the same year. On 
April 99 these two plenipotentiaries pro- 

" a memorandum on tbe commercial 
past and present, of the British 

North American Provinoee and the United 
States of America." The memorandum is a 

important document, and is worthy the 
perusal ot evei-yone who takes an interest in 
the question. Those negotiations were un­
successful.

In his speech in the Canadian Senate in 
March, 1875, Mr. Brown entered into a full 
explanation ot the reciprocity negotiations 
conducted by him. In this speech he showed 
that between the repeal of the Reciprocity 
Treaty in 1868 and his going to Washington 
in 1874 no less than three attempt, had been 
made by the Canadian Government to secure 
a renewal of the old treaty. Every one of 
these attempts was balked by the United 
Stàtes. The negotiations which ended in 
1870 were soon followed by the Joint High 
Commission. At a conference held on March 
6,1871, the British commissioners stated that 
'“they considered that the reciprocity treaty 
of 1854 should be restored in principle. Tbe 
American commissioners declined to assent 
to the renewal of the former treaty." They 
eald that “the treaty had proved unsatisfac­
tory to the people of the United States and 
had been consequently terminated by notice 

I» ; from the Government of the United States 
in pursuance of its provisions. Its renewal 
was not in their interests and would nqt be 
in accordance with the sentiments of their 
people."

A few days later “the British Commission­
ers proposed to take into consideration the 
question of opening the coasting trade of the 
lakes reciprocally to each party—which was 
declined.” - -*

The British Commissioners “also proposed 
to take into consideration the reciprocal 
registration ot vessels as between the Do­
minion of Canada and the United States—

In 1879 Canada adopted the policy of pro­

In October, 1887, a letter appeared in The 
New York Times from ite Washington cor­
respondent, and the manner in which it is 
written shows very plainly that it was in­
spired by the State Department.

Tbe reciprocity treaty of 1854 was denounced 
by the United States in 18d6 at the demand 
of New England, ostensibly with a view to 
procuring a better and more extensive sys­
tem of reciprocity. Tbe real reason was 
that New England believed that twelve 
years Qf a large measure of com­
mercial freedom between the United 
States and Canada had brought the Provinces 
into a position where the continuance of 
a comparatively free trade was necessary to 
them, and that they would pay any price to 
procure it. The annexation of Canada was 
confidently counted upon. It was believed 
that rather than lose the American market 
the Provinces would cut loose from the Brit­
ish Empire and join the Union. Canada was 
anxious to continue the reciprocity and 
was willing to offer very considerable 
inducements to that

HOMBBSVILI*, O., Sept. U.—Proceedings 
in the trial of George Barngrover v. Joseph 
Hiler were interrupted in a most tragic 
manner last evening.

Before the terrorized spectators could 
realize what had happened the murderer 
was seen standing in the middle of the 
crowded court room, and fired a second 
shoti which took effect in the right breest of 
George Barngrover, passing entirely through 
his body. The excitement was indescribable, 
the court room being crowded with men and 
women. As Hiler rushed from the room into 
the darkness he was heard to remark; “ I 
have l<*de for two more men.” It is under- 

* stood that he meant by that remark John 
Hiler, a cousin of the murderer, and an 
important witness in the case, and Attorney 
W. F. McBeth, who has charge of the case 
for the plaintiff.
