On the maintenance of streets alone there
is a decrease of 75,830, which will, however,
be reduced by a special appropriation of
£52.000 asked for renewing 14 miles of cedar-
block paving.

NEARLY FiBTEENH UNDRED VOLTS

Required to Kill the Wife-Murderer
Loppy at Sing Sing,

Sixa Siva, Dee. 7.—According te Ward-
en Brown the execution of Loppy at 12.08
to-day was catried out the same as at the
time of the killing of the four men in the
same chair in July last; 1485 volts were
used, the same as the July execution, and
the current was continued from 50 to 60
seconds. When the current was turned on
the body of Loppy stiffened and strained
against the straps until they seemed cut-
ting into the flesh; every muscle was tense.
The face so far as could be seen did not
change expression. Before the current
could burn the sponges, Dr. McDonald gave
the signal to the man at the switchboard,
and he threw a lever which shut the current
out of the circuit of the execution room
and off the chair. The body instantly re-
laxed and hung limp. 1n a few seconds Dr.
McDonald again gave the signal and again
the current was turned on. This time the
hot salt water dripped down on the face
and hands of the body, scalding them in|
places. The second and third time the cur-
rent was on for about one-half the length of
time and when it was turned off the body |
relaxed. When the electrodes were
unbound the heat had burned the skin and
it was pufied and blistered. The body was
lifted from the chair quite limp and carried
into the adjoining room, where it was laid
out on the table to await the surgeon’s
knives.
