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NOTE AND COMMENT
Canada’s prison population has 

contributed some of the heroes who 
gave their lives at Langemarek, 
“saving the situation,” according to 
Hon. C. J. Doherty, minister of jus­
tice, who states that over one hun­
dred men have been released to serve 
their country. Between sixty and 
seventy of these going with the first 
overseas contingent, had fallen in the 
defence of the civilization at which 
they themselves had warred.

The number of widows of British 
soldiers who have been reported to, 
the army council is 41,500 according 
to William Hayes Fisher, parlia­
mentary secretary of the local gov­
ernment board, in a speech to the 
house of commons committee on the 
war pensions bill, Friday. There 
are about 8,000 widows of sailors, 
Mr. Fisher added.

Five hundred thousand acres of 
free land are being provided in South 
Africa to ex soldiers after the war. 
Canada has free land for homestead­
ing, but we have learned that making 
grants of land as an inducement to 
get non-agriculturists upon it is not 
very satisfactory.

This Summer’s Holidays Should 
be on the Farm

(St. Marys Journal) 
Conscription is winning many 

friends these days. Certainly it is 
the fairest, and most economical 
method of securing an army. This 
expensive and unsatisfactory method 
of wheedling more or less unwilling 
men into attaching their names to a 
paper has little to commend it. In 
the meantime, however, it is the plan 
in vogue and we must make the best 
of it. Men are wanted and men 
must be got. The fear of difficulty 
in securing a bountiful crop, has 
probably been overworked. Even 
agriculture will have to be in a mea­
sure subordinated to the needs of the 
army, and the men secured regardless 
of the effect on agriculture. How­
ever, if the matter is met in a pat 
riotio manner by the people we see 
no reason why agriculture should 
seriously suffer. The Educational 
Department are going to allow the 
students of the High Schools and 
Collégiales an early vacation, and 
they might even delay the open 
ing a little in the autumn. This will 
help, particularly if town and city 
people are sufficiently patriotic to 
send their boys out onto the farms 
instead of loafing around town, or 
going into camp at some lakeside 
resort. They can be utilized on the 
farms, to the benefit of both farmer 
and boy and the greater benefit will 
go to the boy.

That the retired farmer should 
wherever life physical condition at all 
warrants it, go back to help this 
summer, goes almost without saving, 
Even if money is no object patriot 
ism demands that all sources of lab 
or be utilized at this time.

the stores and shops in town. Years 
ago it was the regular custom of 
merchants to either go themselves 
or send their clerks out into the 
harvest fields for longer or shorter 
periods during the duller summer 
months. This custom could, with 
advantage, be revived and instead of 
kicking their heels in idleness all 
week clerks could have a month or 
two in the country to help in this 
crisis, returning perhaps to town for 
Saturday’s business.

Nor are clerks in stores and shops 
the only available supply. Would 
not a month or two, or three on the 
farms in the country be as health­
giving to our school teachers and 
preachers as a cottage at Port Stan­
ley, or in Muskoka. We believe it 
would, and they would, to that ex­
tent, be “doing their bit” for their 
country at the same time. There 
are probably other sources that 
could be called upon if the care of 
this season’s crop prove too great a 
tax on these labor ^resources. 
Soldiers are needed and needed now, 
and the rural parts must furnish 
their quota.

Flax a Valuable Cron from an 
Agricultural and Industrial 

Standpoint

The flax crop of Canada has come 
into prominence more than ever this 
year on account of the losses of the 
flax fields in Europe. Forty-four 
per cent of the world’s supply of this 
valuable fibre plant was produced in 
countries now engaged at war. As a 
result there has been an enormous 
shrinkage in the world’s supply of 
flax during the year 1915. Prices of 
fibre have more than doubled during 
the past year and spinning mills are 
greatly concerned for their future 
supply of raw material.

From the days oi the earliest 
settlement flax has been grown along 
the St. Lawrence and in Western 
Ontario and spun into home-made 
linen. Of late years, however, this 
crop has not been popular with 
farmers, it being claimed that it is 
particularly hard on the land. 
Scientific investigation does not bear 
out this theory. Flax is a quick- 
growing, surface feeding crop and, as 
such, draws heavily from the avail­
able plant food of the upper six 
inches of the soil. An average crop 
of flax, however, does not take as 
much total plant food from the soil 
as an average crop of the deeper 
rooted cereals, such as wheat, oats 
or barley. This fact has been estab­
lished beyond a doubt by investi­
gational work carried on at the 
Central Experimental Farm, Ottawa.

Farmers would be well advised to 
pay more attention to this crop from 
now on. Prices now being offered 
by flax mills for fibre straw make it 
a valuable cash crop. In most cases 
the mill operator agrees to take the 
responsibility of harvesting the crop, 
a feature which will tend to relieve 
the serious labor situation confront­
ed by many farmers. Even where 
no mills are operating, flax may be 
grown with an assurance of a ready 
market. Lineu mills in the United 
States are offering as high as $15.00 
per ton for good No. 1 Canadian flax, 
delivered at station.

Aside from its agricultural value, 
flax has a very important economic 
value at the present time. Flax fibre 
is the raw material of the spinning 
mills and this yarn is the raw mater­
ial of the linen grills used' in the 
manufacture of linens. Flax devel­
oped to the limit of its possibilities 
will produce a greater amount of in­
creased wealth than any other plant 
pr jwn and for this reason more at­
tention should be given to its cultiv­
ation in Canada. At present prices 
the export value of an acre of flax 
runs between $125.00 and $150.00, 
more than four times the export 
value of ordinary cereal crops. If 
flax mill owners and farmers will co­
operate in placing the flax industry 
on a permanently profitable basis, a 
valuable addition will have been 
made to Canada’s growing export 
trade.

Fighting Apple Scab.
The fungus which causes this dis­

ease lives over winter in the infected 
areas of dead and decaying apple 
leaves. In the spring it produces tiny 
spores. These spores may be carried 
by wind or by birds to the young and 
tender foliage, where they germinate 
readily and produce infections which 
endanger both fruit and leaves.

The first step in the control of ap­
ple scab is to destroy the sources of 
infection. The methods by which this 
may be done vary somewhat with 
conditions. If the orchard is small 
and cannot be cultivated the dead 
leaves should be raked and burned 
at some time during the late fall or 
early spring. For larger orchards 
early spring plowing is recommend­
ed, as it covers the, leaves to such a 
depth th^t they are no longer 
sources of danger.

The second step in the control of 
this disease is to protect the foliage 
by the use of lime-sulphur testing 28 
degrees Baume at the rate of one 
and a half gallons to fifty gallons of 
water. • The first application should 
be given when the blossom buds are 
beginning to separate in the cluster 
and show a pink color. The second 
should be applied just after the pet­
als fall, and a third ten days or two
vrop Ir o 1 of n r

Where rainfall is plentiful a 
fourth spraying may prove beneficial.

To prevent potatoes becoming black 
when cooked put them into cold wa­
ter and when brought to the boil 
squeeze a little lemon Juice in. They 
will then keep a good color and be of 
good flavor.

NEEDLESS LOSS BY SMUT.

The Formation Treatment at Slight 
Cost a Preventive.

A western farm writer tells of a 
visit to an elevator last fall when » 
farmer brought in a sample of wheat. 
It was promptly rejected by th, 
buyer.

We examined- the wheat, says tbp 
writer, and found the worst case of 
stinking smut we had ever seen. 
Fully 10 per cent, of the sample was 
smut balls, and the whole was dirty 
looking and foul smelling. At best 
the sample of wheat was worth no 
more than feed prices, and It is 
doubtful whether any kind of stock 
would have cared to eat the stuff.

Here was a case where a farmer 
who had done all the work necessary

to produce a crop of wheat and had 
harvested and threshed it probably 
secured fifteen bushels of wheat per 
acre worth no mere than 60 cents a 
bushel, whereas if he had sown good 
seed he might have harvested twenty 
bushels of wheat worth 90 cents a 
bushel. In other words, he could 
have got $18 per acre for his crop In 
place of $9.

The entire Iqss could have been 
prevented by the formalin treatment 
at a cost not to exceed a very few 
cents per acre. A pint bottle of 
formaldehyde costing from 35 to 50 
cents and a few hours’ labor would 
have treated enough seed grain to 
sow fifty acres. There Is no excuse 
for such a loss except carelessness. 
Any drug store, general Implement 
dealer, experiment station, or farm 
paper will cheerfully furnish infor­
mation concerning the treatment of 
grain for smut. No farmer is wealthy 
enough to afford to sow grain affect­
ed with smut.______ ____ _ .

Old Age I* Not by Any Means Merely 
a Matter of Yeses.

There Is no scientific evidence to 
show that late youth and middle age 
are the periods of commencing decrep­
itude and "eld age.” Man grows old 
because he is injured; because bis body 
cells are poisoned, and not because he 
has lived just so many years. There is 
do relentless law determining when a 
man shall grow old. The tradition 
three score years and ten” Is condi­

tioned mainly on the manner of living 
and not by any natural law. But man 
has it In his power to modify these 
conditions either for better or worse.

Probably a greater luxury of living 
which Is not balanced by proper phys­
ical exercises Is a primary condition to 
be reckoned with. But temperance all 
along the line—in eating, drinking, 
working, playing and even in resting— 
has been suggested as a wiser prin­
ciple to hold to. This avoids the pos­
sibility of rusting out on the one hand 
or of wearing out on the other.

Yet there is another way and a more 
worthy reason for retaining youth and 
deferring old age—cultivate health for 
the love and pleasure of It The 
monthly letter of the life Extension 
Institute says of this suggestion: “It Is 
not a fear of Illness or of death that we 
should encourage, but a love of health, 

sense of responsibility for the care 
of our bodies, a desire for bodily en­
durance and efficiency and full achieve­
ment If the mind is fixed on these 
ideals and the already known means of 
approaching them are utilized, heart 
disease, kidney trouble and the need­
less miseries that embitter the lives of 
so many may be left to take care of 
themselves. It is not so much neces­
sary to fight disease as to cultivate 
health for the happiness, contentment 
and moral gain that It brings.”

AGE OF THE EARTH.

Different Systems of Computing It and 
Their Varying Figures.

As long ago as 1860 John Phillips, 
the geologist, estimated that the time 
required for the deposition of the 
stratified rocks lay between 38,000,000 
and 96,000,000 years. This was prob­
ably the only estimate prior to Kel­
vin’s epoch making paper of 1862. 
Since that time many estimates have 
been made, varying all the way from 
17,000,000 years to 400,000,000 years.

Kelvin was the first to discuss the 
age ef the earth considered as a cool­
ing body. In 1893 Clarence King In­
troduced the Important criterion of 
tidal stability and reached the conclu­
sion that 24,000,000 represented the 
conditions. This result was adopted 
by Kelvin In 1897, and then he placed 
the limits as 20,000,000 and 40,000,000 
years.

Only Sir George Darwin has discuss­
ed the age of the earth from a purely 
astronomical point of view. From his 
theory of the earth moon system he 
derived an estimate of more than 56,- 
000,000 years, which for a long time 
stood between groups of higher and 
lower figures. J. Joley was the first to 
base estimates of the age of the earth 
in 1899 on the sodium contained in the 
ocean. Adopting the hypothesis that 
the sodium content of the ocean is de­
rived at a constant rate from that of 
the rocks, he arrived at an age of 80,- 
000,000 or 90,000,000 years and Increas­
ed this by 10,000,000 In 1900. In 1909 
Mr. Sollas made a searching inquiry 
into this subject and placed the age of 
the ocean at between 80,000,000 and 
150.000,000 years.

London, April 2.—The Board of Trade’s 

Summary of casualties to British shipping 
reported in March shows that nineteen 
steamers aggregating 44,609 tons, and 
eight sailing vessels of 1,865 tons were 
sunk by enemy warships. Ten steamers 
of 13,927 tons were sunk by mines. One 
steamer ot 2,131 tons was sunk either by 
an enemy warship or a mine.

Forty-three lives were lost in the case

of the steamers sunk by warrships and 
eighty-one in steamers sunk by mines.

To the Editor Guide-Advocate.
Kind Sir :—Allow me through the 

columns ot your valuable paper to give a 
few facts to the public which I think 
they should know. On Feb. 7th the 
question of billiards came up in the 
Council. It was said by members of 
Council that billiards could be stopped. 
I questioned if they would stop them. I 
got no answer. On motion being put to 
grant licenses I voted for it, thinking it 
was better to rhave one hundred and 
forty dollars in -the town treasury than to 
go on thq same as it has for the last year 
wranglipg^aqcf spending the public's 
money iq useless law costs. With the 
firm belief*- that the hours for closing 
was seven o’clock op Saturday night and 
10 o’clock each other night in the week, 
on March tith at meeting of Council, I 
seconded a motion instructing the Reeve 
to inform Mr. McKay to comply with 
the by-laws regulating pool rooms. He 
did so. Pool room closed at 7 o’clock. 
On April 3rd the regulating of pool 
room hours came up. No by-law form 
appeared to fill in. I wrote out a motion 
that the hours for regulating pool rooms 
be ten o’clock on each night and seven 
on Saturday night. I could not get a 
seconder. I passed it to the chairman. 
He said it was in order and the Council 
had full power to regulate the hours. A 
motion was made and seconded to extend 
Saturday night to ten o’clock the same 
as other nights. On motion being put I 
asked for the yeas and nays. The motion 
was declared carried, contrary was not 
asked for to my knowledge and is not in 
the minutes. One councillor would not 
vote, another says he did not vote. I 
voted against it. I could not do other­
wise and stand by my former vote. 87 
hours a week is enough. No billiards in 
February, more billiards in April, one 
man’s business restricted to seven, an­
other’s extended to ten o’clock across the 
street.

Decency and order demands a quiet 
Saturday night to be a man on Sunday, 
and a Sunday well spent brings a week 
of content. I don’t wish to appear in 
the lime light but I think billiard men 
are taking a long chance. One thousand 
dollars of Watford’s money has been 
wasted if we go back a few years by not 
doing the proper thing at the proper 
time, still we go merrily on—not the 
good old way but the same old way.

What I have said is the truth and I 
defy contradiction.

Hotels Alter Prohibition Comes 
in Force

Toronto, April 13—Dr. J. B. Martyn, 
member in the Legislature for East Lamb- 
ton, will likely have the honor of leading 
the House in promoting legislation to 
improve conditions in the province after 
prohibition comes into operation. With 
the consent of the Premier Dr. Martyn ■ 
will introduce a bill following the Sask­
atchewan act to enable municipalities to 
exempt from taxation hotels iu local op­
tion districts, and to further encourage 
the maintenance of good houses to grant 
exclusive licenses to sell ordinary local 
option or light refreshments. Other pro­
visions of the bill will enable municipal­
ities to make grants and otherwise assist 
in the reorganization that will be neces­
sary after the sale of liquor is abolished. 
It is not yet known whether this legisla­
tion will receive government support, but 
there is likely to be a full discussion on 
the proposal, and it it is favored by a 
majority of the members the Govern­
ment may take it up.

Dr. Martyn has also succeeded in get­
ting a grant from the Department of Ag­
riculture for the newly organized fruit 
and Vegetable growers association in 
Lambton County. The Department is 
not anxious to make these grants, but in 
view of the success achieved by the Corn 
Growers association, a grant of $200 will 
be given, while the grant heretofore 
given to the Corn men will also be con­
tinued.
