Nothing will be done, however, 
with respect to adolescents over six­
teen years of age—not until 1926, 
at all events, and it is to be doubted 
whether they will ever be seriously 
interfered with, though there was a 
good and useful motive to have them 
taught rudimentary trades up to that 
iage so that more skilled workmen 
may be produced. This means that 
the operations of the Act remain 
practically as they are today. Boys 
and girls are expected to attend 
school till they are 16; aftertyhat 
they may go to work.

BUSINESS THEN AND NOW

Buntin, Gillies & Co., the well- 
known Hamilton firm of stationers 
and paper dealers, has just turned 
its seventy-fifth milestone. They 
preserve still the Day Book, Cash 
Book and Letter Copy Book used in 
1848. Entries therein give an intim­
ate picture of the time.

The entries were made invariably 
in pounds, shillings and pence. 
Along in 1850 a few entries show 
the equivalent in dollars and cents 
in the body of thg entry, apologet­
ically as it were, but the extensions 
were in English currency.

Cash in thirty days seemed un­
known. It was too abrupt. When the 
account was due it appears to have 
been settled by a promissory note at 
2, 3 or 4 months.

The disbursement side of the cash 
book shows some interesting entries:

“Repairing pump, l|8d.” (No 
municipal waterworks then.)

Nov. 1849. “1 Cord Wood, 12|6d.
“Sawing, splitting and piling 1 

cord wood, 3|Vfcd.”
2 Vi Hours “labor” cost l]3d.
There are many entries for 

candles.
Pumps, candles, cordwood, shill­

ings, and labor at 12 cents an hour 
have all departed from Canadian 
business. Indeed the only remnant 
we have of 1848 is now and then a 
fragment of the long credit system 
that was then in vogue.

Did you ever give a moment’s 
thought to the hours-of duty that are 
put in daily by the Local Post Office 
And the hundred and one things that 
have to be thought of and attended 
to, correctly and quickly to give you 
good Service which you expect. 
There are many ways in which you 
can assist the Post Office to give you 
that Service, and they are all so 
small and easy that everybody can 
do them without the slightest incon­
venience to themselves. Here is a 
list of some ways to remove the 
wrinkles from the Postmaster’s fore­
head:—

If there is a vacant box in the 
Post Office—Rent It. The cost is 
only a few cents a month. If your 
time is worth anything at all, you 
will save money by not having to 
wait at the wicket for your mail.

If you lose your key—Buy An­
other the first time you are in the 
Post Office. Don’t keep asking for 
your mail to be handed to you, in 
the hope of finding your key some 
day.

Put your Box Number on every 
letters you write. There are lots of 
Browns, Smiths and Robinsons 
everywhere, and it is very annoying 
when someone else opens your let­
ters.

If your children call for the mail, 
let one of them do it. It is not neces­
sary to have the whole family call 
one after the other. •

If you should send to a Mail Or­
der House, don’t expect to get your 
parcel next morning. Give them 
time—when the parcel arrives the 
Postmaster won’t forget to give it 
to you, he doesn’t want it. There is 
no need to ask four or five times if 
your order has come.

Don’t ask them not to hand your 
mail to anybody but yourself. Post 
Office employees only have human 
brains. Rent a box and keep the key 
yourself.

Never send a parcel without in­
suring it. Three cents will insure it 
up to five dollars, and it is a mighty 
poor, parcel that is not worth three 
cents.

Put your name and address on the 
upper left hand corner of every let­
ter you write, and the stamp in the 
right hand corner. Better still use 
printed envelopes, and have your 
name and address printed on them.

Dorttfjt put money in a letter—buy 
a Monéy Order or a Postal Note, 
then if it gets lost the Post Office 
will gladly issue a duplicate, and 
some hard-working Postal employee 
will not be suspected of stealing it. 
If you must put the cash in—Reg-

The unprecedentedly large num­
ber of auction sales and farms for 
sale this year should furnish food 
for serious thought for those giving 
attention to the great problems 
which confront this country. Beyond 

doubt agriculture is today facing 
crisis and so far no one has come 

forward with a solution for this dis­
quieting state of affairs.

A western Ontario daily paper is 
running a series of articles under 
the headin'- “As the Farmer Sees it” 
being interviews with prominent far­
mers of the district. Now while this 
effort on the part of the publishers 
is to be commended, will it bring 
home to the people of our urban 
centres the importance of these 
problems to the nation as a whole or 
will it be simply put down to the 
farmer’s proverbial grouch. These 
problems have little significance for 
the average city man because he 
goes to his office or to work in the 
factory or wherever it may be 
secure in the knowledge that when 
pay day comes his pay cheque will 
be there and he knows before hand 
what the amount will be and governs 
himself accordingly. He gives little 
or no thought to the fact that in 
1914 with wheat selling around a 
dollar per bushel he paid five cents 
a loaf for Bread, then during the 
war the price of wheat went to three 
dollars and bread to thirteen cents, 
now wheat is ninety cents yet bread 
is ten cents. When he pays around 
forty-five cents for his bacon he 
doesn’t know that thé live hog only 
sold for eight eents per peund. He 
doesn’t realize that practically 
everytÿpg the farmer sells is down 
to pre-war prices, while implements 
building •material, in fact nearly 
everything he has to buy is reduced 
very little from war prices. This is 
the thing that is putting the farmer 
out of business today. Organization 
backed by sympathetic co-operation 
on the part of both producer and 
consumer to eliminate the specula­
tive feature in the marketing and 
handling of all food stuffs would be 
a step in the right direction. If these 
cleared acres which stand as a mon­
ument to the heroic endeavor of the 
pioneers of this noble heritage are 
to remain in the hands of the de­
scendants of these pioneers and not 
pass into the possession of strangers 
and aliens who have no appreci­
ation for these things, then some­
thing must be done and done soon.

IN line with new legislation being 
passed in the various States of the 

American Union aimed to diminish 
the alarming number of accidents 
through reckless driving of, automo­
biles, particularly on level railroad 
crossings, the Board of Railway 
Commissdoners for Canada has re­
quested the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way to submit information bearing- 
upon similar dangerous ^practices » by 
motorists on various portions of its 
system so that use may be made of 
the information with a view to en­
deavoring, through education, to 
minimize the occurrence of such dan­
gerous practices.

*In a Bulletin issued by the Board 
of Railway Commissioners on June 
15th, 1923, 54 cases of danger at pro­
tected crossings are citedy for the 
period October, 1922, to May, 1923, 
and of these fifty are declared to 
have been due to the carelessness of 
motor drivers. “Motor accidents,” 
says the bulletin, “are becoming 
more frequent. Every sane motorist 
deplores this. If accidents are to be 
lessened, the sane motorist must edu­
cate the culpably negligent motor­
ists.”

All highway crossings are by law 
protected by signs, and they are only 
dangerous when the driver of the au­
tomobile makes them so. They are 
not dangerous if motorists will take 
a small part of the care they exercise 
in turning on a city street. It is the 
motorist’s carelessness that makes 
them dangerous. The train has right 
of way. Everyone knows what may 
happen if the plainly seen warnings 
are disregarded at a point where the 
motor car can stop while the train 
cannot.

The surprising part of it also is 
that safeguards and* precautions 
erected by the railroads arc so often 
entirely ignored. Time after time 
newspaper reports show that cross­
ing alarm bells, barrier gates and 
even watchmen waving “stop” sig­
nals mean nothing to the man ip the

motor car who is determined to beat 
the train to it

Coroners’ juries are usually more 
discriminating and put the blame 
where it belongs, but the general 
public, seeing the usual newspaper 
heading, “Train Crashes into Motor 
Car,” starts out with the impression 
that thé train must necessarily be to 
tifctme, when, as a matter of fact, a 
fairer statement of the case would 
be “Another Auto Gets in Path of 
Fast Train.” Quite as often, too, the 
heading should read, “Flying Auto 
Dashes into Moving Train.” Fre­
quently the auto strikes the train 
well behind the engine, a convincing 
indication that the motorist too fre­
quently treats the railroad crossing 
with the same casual notice that he 
gives the intersection of a quiet 
country road.

Out of 32 level crossing accidents 
that happened in Ontario during 
1922, 22 were the result of the motor­
ist not heeding the stop signal, and 
seven were the result of running into 
the lowered gates or actually passing 
under them after they were lowered 
or while they were being lowered. 
One man had no headlights and ap­
parently did not see the gates were 
down while the remainder in other 
ways tried to cross in front of the 
engine in order to save time.

In an editorial on this question, the 
Toronto Star says that: “In a coun­
try like this, with its magnificent dis­
tances, and railway systems with 
twenty thousand miles of track, the 
time may never come when all level 
crossings will be eliminated. With 
motor cars in use everywhere there 
is no railway crossing so remote but 
that a motorist may use it. It is his 
business to see that he does so at a 
safe moment. It is his business for 
two reasons: (1) because it is the 
presence of nun and his car at that 
time and place, and not the coming 
of the train, which creates the risk of 
a crash; and (2) because if there 
should be a crash he and his car will 
be crushed, and not the train.”

Particulars of the serious accident 
that befell ex-Reeve George Harper 
while helping thresh on his brother's 
farm in Saskatchewan in (September 
are now to hand.

and which would lose their value were they delivered tardily. Seldom 
have we cause to complain of the service rendered in exchange for our few 
cents and we have come to expect the efficient regularity of that service 
regardless of the natural or economic disturbances which affect other 
services. The letter was stamped and placed in the postal bog. It must be 
delivered, and with dispatch, rain or shine.

Due to the Increasing use of His Majesties Mails, the Canadian Pacific 
Railway has found it necessary to add to its rolling stock, twelve new 'Mail 

.and Baggage coaches. These, being up-to-date in every respect, provide 
every facility for the handling of the mail, and a number of conveniences for 
the clerks which the older type of cars could not boast of. The “All Steel” 
cars are some of the finest used by Postal authorities in the world, and the 
Company is to be cqngratulated, in that providing every facility for the 
q^uick handling of postal matter, it has kept an eye to the comfort of the

The forward end of the travelling Post Office, for such It is, is used 
mainly for storage purposes. On one side, movable iron stanchions separate 
the bags destined for the various towns en route, and on the other is the gas 
atove, for cooking purposes, ice water tank, lavatory, wash basin; and 
clothes cupboard—innovations which are greatly commended by the clerks.

#The rear end dt the mail compartment is the business end. A long 
reversible table, running lengthwise, allows the clerk to face either aide of 
the car in order to sort his parcels Into the bags which are supported by 
folding racks, and into the boxes conveniently arranged above the bags for 
the accommodation of newspapers, and which can be quickly emptied by 
-the simple expedient of raising the front. At the rear end is a table, the full

which the letters posted when the train is at a station, drop. These letters he 
stamps and distributes with those put on the train at the terminal. Cord with 
which to tie the letters into bundles is conveniently at hand, and if some of 
the bundles contain registered mail they are placed into the pigeon holes 
at one aide, over which a wire grating is fitted and locked. Everything is 
scrupulously clean.

The baggage and express end of the coaches is' also the last word in car 
construction. As with the mail section, the doors open in the centre of the 
compartment, one half of which has a solid floor, the other half being fitted 
with fish racks. In addition to the conveniences afforded the mail clerks 
the baggage men have a folding table which fits tightly against the wali
when notin use, and which may be utilized as a dinning table and__but no!

They are 
designed to carry 80 tons of express matter and 10 tons of mail, a total of 
40 tons} compared with 30 tons, the capacity of the old type of coach The 
Company has adhered to the six wheel truck, but heavier journals have 
been provided, 6H by 10 in place of the 5 by 9 inches. Another feature 
of the new coaches is the diaphragm ends. This eliminates the danger of 
people “riding blind”.
