replaced in May next by a lu!lﬁedxul
daily newspaper, which will be printed
on every passenger steamer of import-
ance. The Marconigram says of the
project that while it appears revolu-
ionary it is by no means chimerical,
as there are at times between 20,000
and 30,000 persons afloat between this
cdntinent and Europe.

The newspaper will be comparatively
large, and in addition to telegraphic
reports furnished by the Associated
Press, w.ll contain the advertisements
of business houses on both continents.
The editorial rooms will be in New
York, and the same despatches will
appear in each edition, whether it be
issued on a Cunarder or the steamer
of another company. In the morning
or afternoon the pessengers on several
steamers will thus be reading the same
news. The wireless will supply news,
editorials and miscellaneous matter for
several issues daily on each ship, and
it is propesed to print some articles
in several languages. A contract is
said to have been made at a rate
which will permit the mid-ocean news-
paper to be printed at a profit.

After May, then, persons seeking a
week or tén days absolute divorce
from the news of the world, its mark-
ets, its wars, its marriages and births
and deaths, will be able to find that
seclusion on the 'ocean mno longer.
These persons will protest against the
innovation. ' But the majotity will
buy the mid-oeean newspaper if the
scheme proves successful and some
years hence the publishers will doubt-
less go in for colorcd comic supple-
ments and all the other trimmings of
metropolitan journals ashore.

Record breaking events always pro-
duce more or less of a sensation.
Bridgetown was therefore mildly ex-
cited on Sunday, wher the river over-
flowed | its* banks to a height beyond
‘what it was ever before known to have
attained. The flood was caused partly
by the warm rain of Friday night
and Saturday, melting the vast ac-
cumulation of snow, and partly by
the ice breaking up in the upper wa-
ters of the river. The masses of broken
ice coming ' down with the current,
caught under the bridges and against
the solid ice below, soon forming a*f
dam that flooded all the low lands
setween Bridgetown and Paradise, the
D. A. Railwey track being submerged
for over two miles, some places to a
depth of several feet. Houses on the
level lands adjoining the river had
their cellars filled with water. The
flood reached high water mark Sunday

rnoon. - Barly in the afternoon it
overflowed the road between the St.
James Hotel and the covered bridge,
> depth of three or four feet
and flowed over the road in a sweep-
ing torrent. Anxious and interested
crowds gathered to view the unusual
scene and watch the fate of the two
bridges that span the river, and which
were in great danger for some hours,
from the pressure of the great jam of
ice cakes above them. The iron bridge
ofsthe D. A. R. seemed to feel the
strain the most heavily, and was
sprung down the river with the weight
above, the convexity on the lower side
sometimes approuching a foot.
Saturday’s Halifax freight train was
stalled at Paradise, and a special from
Yarmouth with the passengers from
the belated Boston steamer arrived
shortly after noon on Sunday, at the
station here. On board of the latter
was Trackmaster_Murphy, who soon
had a crew of men at work trying to
relieve the pressure of ice on the iron
bridge. The effort was only pm’tiﬂlly~
successful, but the bridge withstood
the strain till the freshet began to
subside The passengers on the spec-
jal sought accommodation at the St.
James, where they remained till Mon-
day, when they’ were transferred by
teams to Paradise. The flood at the
Saunders bridge made the Post Road
impassable, so that 'the teams had to
make the trip by a circuitous toute
through Clarence.
As the flood abated it left the rail-
road track piled up . with jce-cakes and
drift-wood, entailing a heavy amount
of labor to clear them.
Connection on the D. A. R. was yes-
terday again made by means of teams,
the water, however, having fallen so
that the trip was made direct by the
Post Road. The river here is stilk
jammed with huge ice cakes, extending
from Bridgetown Bridge almost to
Tupperville. The water has, however,
fallen, and it is hoped that the ice
will clear out before another heavy
rain.
LATER.—The railway track was
cleaned and repaired yesterday and
the Halifax accommodation came
through safely last evening. At an
early hour this morning the ice jam
in the river broke up and floated down
with the ebb tide. The river is now
free from ice except the banks which
are still piled with huge ice cakes.

Kentville Sanitorium,

The Government Sanitorium at Kent-
ville, which has been recently taken
over from the bui'ders, Phodes, Curry
Co., of Amherst, is thus described in
the Western Chronicle:
“Jt is situated on a hill about a
half mile north of the town, and com-
mands one of the prettiest views to
be found in Kings Co. Wide balcon-
jes stretch the full length of the front
of the building, and with these, the
rooms for the patients are connected
by large doors partly of glass, and
wide transoms above them, by which
plenty of fresh air may ke admitied.
Inside everything is finished in hos-
pita! siyle, and impresces the visitor
with the fact that no stray microbes
can there find a convenient hiding
place, or the smallest particle of dust
remain undetected.

The entrance hall is most attractive,

containing a large fire place of plain
finished brick, and a mentel and chim-
ney seat of oak, A pleasant recep-
tion room, dining room andy conserva-
tory open from this, all of which are
bountifully supplied with windows
which open from the side, like doors,
and which when bolted and harred ap-
pear secure against all intruders,
A wide stair case leads to the upper
floor, and here we find a spacious hall
well lighted from windows during the
day, and many electric lamps by night.
The rooms on the front which have a
south dutlook, are for the patients.
The furnishings are of the plainest
and there is no superfluous space as
everyone is supposed to spend most of
the time out of doors.

One large room in the west tower
called the reception room, is so ar-
ranged "as to sccure the sunshine (if
there is any to be had) from the ris-
ing to the setting of the sun. The
rooms facing north are devoted to
the nurses’ departments, linen closets,
lavatories, and all the rooms of
divers names and equipment which go
to make an up-to-date hospital from
which every onme is to go forth cured.

The floors of the bath rooms are
concrete. All the other floors through-
out the builiding are of birch, highly
polished and finished at the edges
with hospital base of the same wood.
The kitchen department is well equip-

and occupies the wing on the
north end of the building.

WAR IN THE FAR EAST. |

St. Petersburg, March 22.—The fol-
lowing despatch has been received from
Viceroy Alexieff, dated Mukden, Marche
23:—

“General Mistchenkow reports that
on March 17th our scouts approached
Anju and observed on the left bank
of the Cheng Cheng river opposite
Anju, entrenchments made by the en-
emy. Up to that date the enemy had
not appeared at Yong Pyon (15 milcs
north-east of Anju.) It is supposed
that there is one Japanese division at
Anju and that the remainder of the
‘first army corps is at Ping Yang.

“Hearing the report that two squad-
rons of the enemy had been arranged
at Pak Chon (15 miles north-west of
Anju), 200 of our cavalry were des-
patched for the purpose of preventing
the cnemy from crossing the Pak Chon
river. Our cavalry found three Japan-
ese squadrons on the left bank of the
river, but they withdrew towards An-
ju en the arrival of our detachment,
without fighting. The Japanese squad-
rons number about 190 each.

“On the night of March 19th, two
despatch riders encountered a Japan-
ese patrol between Kasan (about 50
miles north by west of Ping Yang)
and Chengchu (about 12 miles north
of Kasan). The patrol opened fire,
but our despatcE riders escaped un-
hurt.

“According te a report, 3,000 of the
enemy’s cavalry occupied Yong Pyon,
March 19, and material for- pantoon
bridges has been placed in readiness
north and south of Anju.”

NO OFFICIAL NEWS OF LAST BOM-
BARDMENT.

London, March 24.—The strongest
Japanese censorship is likely to be
relaxed early in April, says the well-
informed Daily Telegraph’s Seoul cor-
respondent. This coincides with the
numerous indications of the imminence [
of land operations. In the meantime
the virtual censorship has not lifted
and not a word has yet issued, either
officially from Japan or unofficially
from any other source concerning the
last hombardment of Port Arthur.
London, March 28.—The Seoul cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail says that
on March 23rd, Japanese infantry had
an engagement with Cossacks between
Anju and Chong-Ku, in which the
Japanese were victorious after losing
fifty killed.

CLAIM JAPANESE SUCCESS.
Tokio, March 28.—A telegram
ceived from New Chwang this after-
noon says that at three o’clock yes-
terday morning the Japanese succeed-
ed in sinking four steamers at the
mouth of Port Arthur harbor. A flot-
illa of destroyers convoyed the mer-
chantmen, which subsequently
sunk, and rescued the volunteer crew.
Later the Japanese battleships
barded the town and its defences.

DECORATED BY THE CZAR.

St. Pet-rsburg, March 28.—The Em
peror has telegraphed to Vice-Admiral
Makarof an order decorating the
officers and men of the torpedo hoat
destroyer Silni with the St. George’s
Cross for their valor in the repulse of
the Japanese.
SENT TO THE MINES.

St. Petersburg, March 23.—Captain
Irkoff, of the Manchurian commissariat
service, who has becn sentenced to 25
years penal servitude for selling gov-
ernment secrets to the Japanese, will
be sent to the quicksilver mines at
Nerchinsk (eastern Siberia.) He has
a wife, two sons in the cadet corps,
and a grown up daughter. The pap-
ers in the case of Captain Leontieff,
of the Russian general staff, arrested
at Warsaw for a similar offense, are
in the hands of the general staff. A
court-martial will be appointed to try
the captain.

KUROPATKIN TO THE FRONT.
St. Petersburg, March 28.—General
Kuropatkin has left his train at Muk-
den, proceeding to Liao Yang, where
it is now believed he will proceed to
the front for an inspection of the
troops, his visit to Port Arthur being
temporarily postponed. Reports from
the general stafi says the Japanese
skirmishers are more enterprising and
that more outpost affairs may hence-
forth be expected.
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Original Policy More than Doubled.

PREVENTION OF MOULD IN THE
| FACTORY.

It would be a good thing for the
Creamery owners, as well as for the
trade generally, if it were compulsory
to have all creameries thoroughly dis-
infected every sprifig kefore operations
begin. The epores of mould, and oth-
er germs which cause; bad flavours,
are destroyed if the work is properly
done. It is a comparatively simplo
and inexpensive operation, if the fol-
lowing plan is adopted.

METHOD OF DISINFECTION.

Wash the whole interior of the
creamery, including walls, ' ceilings,
floors, posts, shelving, etc., with &
solution of one part of bi-chloride of
mercury to ome thousand parts of
water.. Apply with a brush and serub
well wherever applied. The bi-chlor-
ide of mercury (corrosive sublimate)
may be procured in tablet form, of
the right strength to make the above
solution by adding ome tablet to ev-
ery. pint of water used. This sub-
stance is- a deadly poison and must
be handled with everv care and pre-
caution. Formalin may also ke used,
either as a spray or by being allowed
to evaporate from a sheet of cotton
suspended in the room, when the
doors, windows and other openings
are tightly closed. It requires avout
five ounces of pure formaline to dis-
infeet 100 cubic feet.

?BE\'ENTION OF MOULD ON
BUTTER.

- As a preventive of mould on butter,
the following practice is highly re-
commended: Soak the parchment ra-
per linings, immediately before using
in a saturated brine to which has
been added one ounce of pure forma-
din to three gallons of brine. Place
the paper in the boxes without dry-
ing. Keep the brine in a special cov-
ered vessel. Boil the brine every week
and add fresh formalin in the same
proportion as at first. This treat-
ment has been found effective in the
government cregmeries in the North-
west Territories, where there was a
great deal of trouble with mould at
one time, and has given good satis-
faction wherever it has heen properly
carried out.

CARE OF PARCHMENT PAPER AND

EMPTY BOXES.

Probably much of the mould on but-
ter is due to the infcction of the
pmhn}rnt., Dpaper as it lies akout the
# gamery without any protection and
. not a‘lways in a dry place. The spores
do not develop on the dry paper, Lut
as soon as it comes in contact with
the butter there is sufficient mo'sture
to encourage the growth of the mould.
The parchment paper and empty
packages should be kept in a thor-
oughly dry, clean place.

QUALITY OF PARCHMENT PAPER
IMPORTANT.

Only the very best pure vegcetakle
parchm.nt paper should te uscd. In-
ferior paper encourages the growth of
mould and does not protect the but-
Much of the paper used is too
light in weight. A ream of 500 shcets
measuring 50x12} inches should weigh
‘at least 40pClinds, and the same num-
bep ool sheats 38x12} inches shkould
eigh not less than 30 pounds, with
oth-r sizes in proportion.

Exercise for Little Pigs.

A large number of the ills to which
little pigs are subject is due to alack
of exercise. Pigs nced exercise for the
following reasons: Firet, they must
have sunlight, and unless they have
free room in which to exercise them
selves they do not get a sufficient
amount of it. Sunlight is life to the
little pigs; darkness is death. Prood
sows know this, and when opportunity
is aflorded like to stroll iwith them
over the pastures. Pigs without - exer-
cise, and especially if they have an
abundunce of corn or other carkohy-
drate food, are liable to. be taken with
thumps, and thumps mean death. No-
thing is so effective in preventing this
disease as plenty of exercise in a good
pasture.

Exercise is absolutely essential to
muscular development. The tendency
of 2ll breeds that have Le n kept for
some generations in the corn belt is
too deficient of muscle, or what is the
same thing, excessive fat. Muscular
development can he ecquired only by
exercise. Let them run all over the
farm as long as they do no harm, but
under any circumstances if you raise
pigs give them plenty of room to-ex-
ercise in a pasture of blue grass or
clover. Blue grass and wkite clover is
perhaps the best thing for a little pig.
Red clover pasture is not so desirable
for little pigs, for with its rank
growth pigs are likely to be chilled in
the dew or rain, especially in-coocler

' Lung development is axcecdmgly de-
sirable in a pig, and there is no other
way in which ‘sufficient lung develop-
ment can be produced so well as by
giving them plenty of excrcise' in a
large pasture..

The pig was never
intended to live solely on concentrated
food. It should have some grain, but
grass as well as grain, and’ the exer-
cise in gecuring it tends admirably to
produce the proper lung development.
If pigs are to have that vitality
which enables them to resist diseases
of various kinds, it is absolutely es-
sential that they have this exercise
when they are young. The man who
expects to make moncy by raising hogs
should above almost everything
look after their vitality. An ideal pig
would be one that has the vitality of
the razor-back, together with the early
maturing qualities of the highly bred
animal. This combiation in its full-
est degree is perhaps not possible, but
we can approximate it by first looking
carefully after the breeding; and,
ond, by giving ‘the pigs abundant ex-
ercise, .as we have suggested. With
free acccss to sunlight and opportun-
ity for museular and lung development
if the balanced ration is adhered to,
there will Le no dfficulty in growing
