If 
there is no loss he makes that much 
more profit and the grower loses ac­
cordingly. If the apple industry in 
-this Province is going to develop 
properly, the grower must not only 
produce the right kind of fruit, hut 
should also finish his job by handling 
that fruit at least as far as the near­
est railroad station.—Toronto Globe.

This question has been debated in 
the public press for several years 
past. It is not a new question by 
any means, but it is an interesting 
one, nevertheless.
Farquhar, who is an authority on 
matters marine and who knows all 
about the currents from Hudson Bay 
to Florida, does not think the project 
leasable. Dismissing the article which 
appeared In a recent issue of this 
paper, be says:

“I have read with interest several 
articles re the closing of the Straits 
of Belle Isle, whereby it is claimed 
if these straits were closed by build­
ing an Immense dam some nine sea 
miles in length, from Labrador to 
Newfoundland, the climate and wea­
ther conditions of Nova Scotia, would 
be changed to that now found in 
North Carolina.

“These writers tell us if the straits 
were closed to prevent the flow of 
water passing through from the 
north, the ’Gulf Stream would then 
move north near the coast of Nova 
Scotia and Newfoundland, 
change in the Gulf Stream would give 
us mild open Winters. The writers 
of these articles seem to believe there 
is a continuous flow of cold Arctic 
water passing through th Straits of 
Belle Isle from the north, and if this 
flew of water was stopped by build­
ing a dam from Labrador to New­
foundland. the climate would then 
become so mild it would be quite 
possible to navigate the St. Lawrence 
during the Winter. I cannot agree 
with the writers who believe closing 
the Straits of Belle Isle would change 
the climate. My opinion is. it would 
not do so. In the first place there 
is no continuous or regular flow of 
cold Arctic water passing through 
the Straits of Belle Isle.

“I have been many times through 
the Straits, and have frequently been 
on the shores of the Straits, and I 
find there is a regular rise and fall 
of tide, which compares favorably 
with the rise and fall we have on 
the coast of Nova Scotia. When the 
tide is flood, the water comes in the 
Straits from the north east, and when 
the tide turns to fall, this same body 
of water passes out of the Straits and 
around Cape Carpoon to the south 
and west.

"The strength of the current In 
the Straits depends largely on wea­
ther conditions. With heavy north 
easterly and east gales, the water Is 
backed up in the straits and the tide 
will continue flood for more than 
seven hours, and the same applies 
when there is heavy south west and 
west gales. The water passes out 
of the Straits in from seven to eight 
hours. The Straits may be consider­
ed about sixty sea miles In length, 
that is, from the south west end of 
Belle Isle Island to Point Armour on 
the west, from this point the land 
falls away on either side, the water 
becomes broader and deeper, 
when reaching the longitude of Cape 
George, it is found to be more than 
100 miles broad. You can now read­
ily see that any water coming in 
from the north east through the 
Straits of Belle Isle and mixing with 
the broader and deeper waters, would 
completely lose its force before 
reaching the outlet between New­
foundland and Cape Breton, and of 
course, could have no effect on the 
Gulf Stream.

“I know there is far more water 
coming steadily down the St. Law­
rence. and is lost in the lower Gulf.
I say far more than any water com­
ing through the Straits of Belle Isle 
from the north. I feel quite safe in 
saying, man has not yet been en­
dowed with sufficient power and 
knowledge to devise means whereby 
the great North Atlantic artery, com­
monly known
be made to change its course.”

The X. S. Motor League is solicit­
ing the co-cperation of the Provincial 
Town Councils with a .view to having 
the Provincial Government pass a 
law which will make it necessary for 
every vehicle, not a motor vehicle, to 
carry and keep burning during the 
■period from one hour after sunset 
to one hour before sunrise two light­
ed lamps showing a white or yellow 
light ahead and one showing a red 
light in the rear. The rear lamp may 
be omitted if provision is made in 
the back of the two front lamps to 
show red lights plainly visible from 
the rear.

This regulation not only stands tor 
greater safety for the autoist, but is 
almost expressly designed with a view 
to preventing cars running down 
teams which are quite frequently met 
on the sharp turns of the main high­
ways and country roads.

All vehicles on the highways should 
carry lights at night and there can­
not be any sane argument used 
against the passing ot such legisla­
tion.
