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"Homoe Rose Culture.

NOTWITHSTANDING thocnot mous quan-
tities of roses sold in city markets, and
the fact that growers of roses cater
almost entirely to city trade, tho fact
remains that nowhere is tho rose so
loved, admited and appreciated as on
the farm.  If it bo also true thatnowhere
is 1t S0 poorly grown, it is never for lack
of lovo, but chicfly for lack of under-
standing as to its
needs,  Nowhero
should roses bo so
well grown as on
a farm, Tho farm
lias usually tho
deep and fertilo
soilin ats loug cul-
tivated garden; it
has Loth vancty
and wealth of fer-
tilizer; it has usu-
ally a weaith of
tools, Now rich
soil, proper setbing
and good cultiva-
tion, with a well-
considered soloc-
tion of varicties,
are absolutely all
that is needed to
produce magnifi-
ceut roses almost
anywhere. Inor-
der that tho prin-
ciplo of rose cul-
ture may becomo
butas abec tous,
wo need onli 0
look at tho habits of tho rose. Its
roots are fow and hard and long. It
has not tho many fibrous feeding mouths
of tho pansy, for instance. nless its
roots can penctrato deeply, it aust surely
receive death, or great mnjury, from heat
and diouth, Tho best rosn growers
preparo the soil by what is known as
trenching. It is virtually tho samo as
subsothing; that is, the soil 18 fined two
spado lengths deep.  But in order not to
bringalltholower stratum to thesurface,
the first layer is thrown off, tho secon
ono spaded as usual, and tho first ono
thrown back on top of all. It is called
trenching, because, instead of doing
tho whole bed at once, tho top soil is

We belicvo that the Dominion Govern-
ment is doing its best to advance tho
interests of tho cold storage policy, at
least so far as cold storage on tho ocean
and atthe ports of shipment is concerned.
Wo have pointed out before, however,
that for our fruit growers and farmers
interested in dairy products, to obtain
the full benefit of tho transatlantic
market, cold storage must not stop at
tha port of shipment, or, woought tosay,
Taust no commenco at the poit of ship-
ment.  Facilities for preserving tho
products in tho best condition, must be
within an hour or two’s reach of tho
sceno of production. Cold storage,by the
uso of condensed ammonia, there being
diffcrent systems of final application, is
now, and has been for somo time, &
regular business in many largo cities in
Amcrica and thoOld Country. We do
not refer to the private plants of indivis
dual firms, but to tho cold storago com-
panics who receive and storo in cold
chambers perishable produets for others,
at certain fixed charges.  These city cold
storago companies do not benefit tho
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farmer very much, unless he lives near
the city ; but they are a great benefit to
the city buyer who can mako laigo pur-
chases when the prices muo down, and at
a very small cost hold his stock for
weeks.  What wo wish to sce, and what
we shall seo if the farmars of Ontario aro
alive to their own interests, is tho ¢stab-
lishment thioughont tho country, in
agricultural districts, of cold storago
chambers, to which tho faimer can tako
his fruit or dairy products within an
Lourof gatheringor manufacturingthem.
Tho chcese factory is an institution in

every township.  Why not the cold

That in the paper, on being unwrapped,
is scen to be of a beautiful yellow color,
of firin texture, with a flavor of the
most appetizing character, Tho other,
removed from its cloth, is unattractively
white, somewhat soft, and with a flavor
that but few people enjoy.
