There is a strong fecling among mine-owners in Algoma that the time
bas arrived at which the district should be cut off from Ontario and made &
scparate province of.

Tho candidates of the Peoples Party in tha coming presidential elec-
tions aro a living exemplification of the proverb that politics bring together
strango bed-fellows. Goneral Weavor, the candidate for the presidency, was
on ardent fighter for the Uniun in the civil war, while the would-ba Vice-
President Fiold took as active a part on the part of tho South. These
veteran soldiers denounce tho *“sham batt e over the tanil” between tho
groater parties in the struggle, and c'aim that on both sides it is but a ruse
to hold the aftention of the public while * the work of robbory aad spaii-
ali.n proceeds unabated.” Since Guvernor Hail has declared his poitecal
creed the Democrats aver that they fear no ill results from the third party,
while tho Republicans, though wroth over Hill's conduct, believe that taeir
majorily is secure,

The demoralizing offect of great strikes has beon keenly felt on this
Continent during the present year,and many impractical mothods of meet-
ing the woge and hour problem have been pioposed. One of the most
srnsib'e is thait suggested by the labur commission of New South Wales,
which consi:ts of cight employors of labo: and eigh: trade unionists, so
that both sides have bLeen fairly ropressnted. They favor compalsory
settlement by a State Court, befure whom all disputes would be investigated
when either of tho combatants called for its ald. Tho impartial decision of
tho court would then be enforced by the government. It private corpora-
tions refused io submit to its iudgment their chartors sha.l bo furfeited ,
if workmen rebell aginst its decision they shuu'd at onco bo dischargad
from their employment. Of a certainty an upright labor-commission coars
would do mure to abolish vexatious and hartfu. sirikes than any spasmudic
effort on the part of the Government to maintain discipline by flaunting the
sword.

Not a little of both amusement and interest has boen excited in ths city
of St. John by tho founding of & branch Society of the Aryan Ordor
of St George. The avowed objects of the society are the restoration to
rank of all who can claim to bo possessed of blue blood, and to instil chi-
valrous ideas of courtesy and loyalty into the minds of the rising generativn.
Tho last object is an admirable ono, and wo see much to admire in the
pledge of the youthful mombers  to bo honest in all things and honorabio
in every trust—to be gentls, kind and courteous, and to avoid §!§nder_ —to
be temperate and sincere, never to do wrong for the sake of obtaining either
monoy or placo.” The more thoroughly such doctrines a3 these can ba in-
caleulated the better for the coming generation—but wo take decided excop-
tion to tho main platform of the society viz: the establishmont of class
distinction among our people. An artificial socioty caunot possibly offecta
true division betweon the aristocrscy and the common people. Old dame
Nauture is o wiss judge, and s.ts hor mark on the true gentloman and true
lady. Many of humble origin show ia their daiiy iives tho chivalrousspirit
of noble ancestors, thus proving the right to that “strain of noblo blood of
which our poets delight to sing, whilo many of those whoso glory is
in the ancestral tree aro in all ways unworthy of thoir predecessors. The
Aryan Order of St. George will doubtless find a certain number of advo-
cates among thoso who feel that their existonce needs an apologetic prop,
but among the rank and file and with most sensible folk, the couplet of
Rubbio Buras will still define tho truo gentleman., * Tho rapk ie but the

The Educalional Reeiew is very wisely directing the attention of ail
school-teachers to the need of inculcating babits of cleanliness and order in
the pupils under their charge. There is no belter way of fighting with
cholera, or with the dread of it, than in tracing the connection between the
disease and dirt, and our teachers, by insisting oun the cleanliices of the
persons of the pupils, and by giving to those under their charge the propor
appreciation of n well-aired, well-scrubbed school-room, will be in the
widest sense the most helpful of home missiqnatrivs,

Lieutenant Peary, who some fifteen months ago quielly orgonixed an
Arctic Expedition, has won for himself a forcmost place in the long list of
explorers who have striven to reach the coveted North Pole. Peary’s idea
from the first has baen to use the ice-covered plains and coasts of Green-
land as a sledging ground, and by this mesas to explore not only the interior
of the unknown country, but also to find a way through to the Arctic sea.
Thanks to the dala which he has been able to gather, map-makers will now
be able to give a definite north and north-eastern coast to the island which
has hitherto been gracefully shaded into the waters of the Arctic ccean.

The statistics which have recently been published on the sunken trea-
sures of the sea have not only caused quite asensation, but they have tlso
aroused ap active interest fa some New York wen who are vow
superintending a sct of divers at Hell Gate. It is well:known that a British
war-ship, the ZTussar, with 85,000,000 of gold in coin and buliion, was
sunken at the ¢* Gate,” The wreck has lately been located by the dredges,
and quantities of decayed wood, iron, and buman bones bave becn brought
to light. A powerful incandescent lamp is taken under water by the divers,
who confidently hope that before long its gleams will fall on the long-buried
golden treasures.

Some hard facts concerning venal voters are presented by Professor J.
J. McCook in the September Forum. The professor has been cearching the
voling records of tramps known to be dishonest perscns ot drunkards, and
citizens under suspicion of having accepted bribes.

Tt
is now contrary to law to sexve any uncooked or cold vegetables or drinks
at any evening meal.

In this yesr of Columbus celebration many interesling stories of the
adventures, trisls, failures and triumpbs ¢f the man to whom the world
owes so much honor, are being revived. A sories of articles by Emilio
Castelar is being published in the Ceniury magszice, from which wo take
the following extracts :—

“«JTOW COLUMBUS WAS WRECKED.

Guacansgarf was cager to seo moro of the Spaniards, and sent numbers
of his light-hearted poopio to wolcumo them aud bring them gifts of every
sort. Thelir enthusiaem was unbourcded, their gonerosity unstinted. The
land was gay with festivilics, tho sen swarmed with canoes.  On neariog tho
caravols, the Indiaus that crowded them stood up, tondering all kinds of
offerings with gestures of dovotion, as in idolatrous worship.

Beholding 8l this enthusizsm, Columbus dospatched a formal cmbassy lo
Guacanagari, and 0o hearing their raport he determined, despite tho prevail-
ing land-breeze, to weigh anchor acd sail to tho dominions of his friends,
which ware somo five Jeagues distant. 1o set out at daybreok oa Decembor
24, Little progro:s was wade sll that day. Tho night camo, Christmss
Eve, and Columbus dotermined to culsbrate it, as bzst befittod his own
health and the comfort of his own crow, by enjoying a sound sleep. Ilo
rotired, worn out by threo nigats of vigil following three days of herculesn
labor. Sweet must have been his rest! His discovery of that now world
whose very oxistenco had been denied, tho endless upspringing of Iden-
isles, tho simploe races bound to nature by such myaterious ties and soon to
bo brought into tho fold of civilizstiun snd Christisnity, must have fiiled his
mind with bappy dreams ou this the first restful Chrizumas Evo he had paesed
in thirty yearaof titanic contest withall the world,and at times even with his
own self, It was midzight, when the echucs of childhood and of times long
past fill the slumberivg ear. Tho heavens smiled, and the eea was calw.
The sailors slopt soundly, sura of their bearinga and sea-rcom because pre-
ceded by the little flzet of skiffs and csnocs sent by Columbas t) the Indian
king. A ship’s Loy held the helm, ru sssured wero they all of the fairness
of the weather and the eafety cf their course——whoea tho flag ship euddenly
struck upon & sunken reef.

1o weat oo heazd the XNing, anl sent a
fresh ombassy to Guacanegari, giving an acc.unt of tho disssie., while he
stood ofl and on {ill day broke. When tho chicf loarned the misfurtune, he
sought in every way to allevisio i, sparirg meither means tor s crifico,
Dieastrous indeed it wasto i sel sujciatiti Ly 1ge , wlo csafiled in
the prosperity and success of the anpervaturz], with the slender remnants of
such a wrock, which showed how the soa overcomes all created things and
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bows us ail to ils sovereign power. But the sentiment of hospitality was
- Lippermost in that faithful tribo and in their kindly menarch.  All the suc-
ot needed in that sad hour, and all requieite provision for the future, wero

INDUCTRIAL NOTES.

How Manpres are Mave.—Almost all the “ marblea” with which
boys amuse themselves in soason and out of soasun, on pavements snd in
shady spets, ata mado at Obsrstein, Gormany, Thore are many large agate
quarries and mills in that ceighborbood, and tho refuso is turned to good
account in providing the small stuno balls for experts to *“ knucklo down”
with, The stone is broken into small cubes by blows of a light hammoer,
Thoe small blocks of stone aro thrown by the shovelful into the hopper of a
small mill, formed of a hedstono having its surfaco grooved with concentric
furrows ; abovo Lhis is tho “ruoner,” which is of hard wood, haviog a lovel
faco on its lower surfaco. The upper block is made to revolve rapidly,
water being delivered upon tho grooves of tiso bedstone whore tho marbles
aro being rounded, It takes about fificon minutes to finish a Lushel of good
marbles ready for the boys' knuckles. One mull wiil turn out about 160,000
por wook,

It is ununecossary to
g0 into an claborato description of the machiaery in thoso wills further than
10 say it 11 of the litast, most improved and mast modern, and no oxponse
i8 cousidered in the introdustion of any ncw machine or device for the
improvement of tho product of these mills, and every modern appliance and
convenience for the hacdling of tho product is employed. Each mill has a
sbip elovator caprbla of discharging from boats 2,500 bushels (cach) of
wheat per hour. The ground floor of the warehouzes are on a level with the
docks, and havo storago roam for 6,000 barrels of flour, four tier high ; the
cooper shops are brick, metal-roofed, 150x40 ; two storeys ; stave sheds and
storage for ompty bairels quite adequate for this large establishment, All
barrels usol aro monafactured on the promises, Great care and precaution
is taken in the selection of wheat, none but the test and choicest
samplos be'ig used. The railrcad and water facilities for receiving
give thesa mills special advantages in takiog wheat from any pomt whore it
18 knowa to bo the best. The brauds of flour manufactured are well known
and considered standard whorover they are sont. Tho fall wheal brands
ara * Poarl,” ¢ Herald " apd ** White Star”; spring wheat brands ere
“ Rasedale,” * Windsor" and ¢ Solitaire.” The daily capacity of the Norris
Mitls is 1,100 barrele.

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COMMERCIAL.

Business in general has been rather lees activo during the past week than
it was proviouely, but in somo lines a very fair volume of trado transpired.
This is, however, sn inferin period, when formere, admonieched by the
npposranco of beavier frosts, ate fully engsgoed in garnering their crops, and
bave no time or attention to eparo for ¢ dickerirg.” A weck or two will end
this, and tho prospeocts for a large sovival of trado Lhen aro excellont.

Tho potato exporting business, eepecislly that with Cuba, is in an avoma-
lous potition just now, Tho dutics on potatoes enteting the Umited States
aro 62 cents per bano). In Cuba they aro 8$1.40, except when imported
from tho States, when, under Blaino's reciprocity treaty, they oro freo. Many
of our large producers and shippers had, cunsequently, arranged to skip
their preducoe herco to Cuba ria the States, paying the Amcrican duty, and
then baving them forwarded as Amorican geode. This ai rulivg rates
promiced to leavo a margin of prufit. But New York is the only convenient
port in tho United States st which this operation can bo carriod on.  Now,
on account of the chclera seare, Now York imports hivo been forbidden to
enter Cubo, snd this threatened to put a stop to tho cnterprise, . Tho effoct
is uncertsin es yet. Tho problow e this—is the Antillian demand for pota-
tocs so urgent that thoso markets will bosr an advance cquivalent to at loast
20 cents a bushel in tho faco of the freo importation of American potatoes
shippod from U. 8. ports south of New York, which have not been embar-
goed, or will they not? If they will wo can ship direct, despite the virtually
prohibitory Cuban tariff, and tho prico of potatoes hero must considerably
sdvanco. If they will not, our very Jarge crop this yesr 1aust, to a consid-
erablo oxtent romain at home, and tho inovitable tendency will be towards
much lower figores than havo ruled for a long time. It is to be regrotted
that the efforts of Sir Charles Tupper oud of Mipistor Foster to
induco tho government of tho Spenish West Indies to plsce Canada on on
equal feoting with the United Statos in regard to trade rclations have not
proved mire successful, asa vory imporlant and promising trade is thus vory
seriously menacod with destruction.

Remittances continue to bo fair and they are expected to improve as farm
products are more freely marketed.

Thore is a theory that mackorel have habits in one respect like thoss of
galmop, that they roam about in distinct bands, cack haviog its own torri-
tory, and not encrosching on tho ro8lms of other bands, The experience of
the past few yecars would seem to give a color to this conjecture, If the
pasticular brands thst formerly frequented our shores have been so
thoroughly fished out that very few of them romain, this fishery 18 practi
cally killed for the preeont, snd only tho most stringent regulations sgainst
taking, haviog them in poeseeeion or selling tLium, snd united a tion on the
part of the authorities of both Usnada and the United States, can provent
their total extinction and give the few that now sutvive a chance to refill
our waters with their kind.

Dry Goops —The odvent of colder weather hes elimulated the enquiry
for fall and winter goods, end our wholesslors bave been kept very busy
in filling orders recoived Loth from travellers and direct from country
merchaots, Many of the orders are of a sorting-up character , s:ill, country
dealers who bave delayed stocking up as loog as was possible are now
hastening to fill theit shelves in anticipation of the active demand that the
large crops warrant them in expecting. Our reteilers find trade brisk in all
heavy textile lines. In short tho dry goods business is pretty lively 2l
over and prices continuo very firm,

Breapsturrs —The local flour market continues easy, and thero has
heen nothing in the way of important or numerous transactivns to distinguish
this week from its predecessors. Prices are at rathor a Jower level in some
lines, ard sre generally more favorable to buyers than they were. In feod
thore is no change to repoit, but prices aro firmer in bran and shorts thsn
they wero. Oatmeal stocks are light, and coneequently prices are firm under
a fair Jocal demand. Beorbohm's cable reports wheat and corn steadily held,
Liverpool, spot wheat moderato demand; do. corn firm but not active.
French country markets steady., In Chicago the wheat market has chown
contintved sirength ard activity and has advanced about a cent, The advance
woe slarted by local operators, who resliza that prices axe so low that the
market is largely cversold by receivers and elevator companies, who havo
sold coniract wkeat against their holdings of inferior grades. The {rado bas
been so long depreesed that the advance takes the bulls by surprise. Even
tbey question whether the advance will hold.

Provistons.—There is no change to report in the local provision market,
All lines continue to move out in a eatisfactory jobbing manner. Prices are
unchanged ¢o far 88 numeral expressions go, but those quoted aro not so
unyielding as nct to beehaded fcr a round lot.  Tho Montresl Trade Bulletin
reports :—*“ In potk the market bas been quiet during the week, Canada
short cut having sold at 816 to $16.50, choice heavy mess selling for moro
money. Chicago regular mess pork has been transacted et within rango of
quotatione. Advices from Toronto and other weetern centres stato that
ample supplies of pork product bave been left over from last season, and
that buyers of hogs thero ore not likely to bo early oporators this year. In
lard a fair business has transpired at 81.40 to $1.45 per pail of 20 1bs, for
compound, although a large lot could be had at §1.35. Tkere is an increasing
enquiry for leaf lard. Smoked meats meet with good enquiry, and
dealers report a satisfactory volumo of trade at sieady prices. A round lot
of sugar-cured city hams in hogeheads was placed at 10%:., buf it is said
that 1lc. is the lowest figure now, Qanned meats aro in good domand.”

The Montroal
Trade Bulletin remarks on tho position. *"The sugar market hag baen a
very interesting study duting the last fow months, and still attracta o gosd
doal of attention. Tlocunsutnmation ot the sugar Trust 1n tho States placed
sugar in the plice of a perlect monopoly 1 that country.  And so pawerful
did the Trust beitove itself to be that 1t not only believed that it could ean-
trol tho prico of the refined arucle (which of cuurse was an easy mattor undor
tho circawstances), but 1t telt fuily able to depress tho price of raw sugar as
it plonsed and tbus both buy sud seliat us own will, Bul thero are many
factors in overy market, and prices canuot always bs controlled even by a
monopoly. The cholera scare and the enforcyment of quirantine on Naw

York, is effectually st~pping any import of beot sugar from Germany, aud
this the Trust is puwerless to alter. As the Americin refinories sequire a
good proportion of beet eugar in order to turn out the largo propartion of
rofined required by tho consumers there, they ara placed in a very awkiard
position.

The company’s raihway and
shipping port have been in possession alternately of cither party, and tho
dauger has been such that the board is glad to report thoe presenco of one of
her Msjesty’s ships at Tucacas, to insure protection of the company’s pro-
perty. By the latest accounts both railways wero under Government orders,
and tho actual etato of things as regards tiaffic is very uncertain, Tho act-
ing agent also telegraphs that the smelting furnaces have been, from
theso causes, temporarily shut down. Undor tho circumstances it bas
becomo a matter of anxious deliberation with the board as to tho policy
they should recommead to the sharcholders touching the disposal of the
balance shown by tho accounts, viz., £65,523, of which £15,148 has already
been distributed as an interim dividend, at the rate of five per cont. per
anoum, leaving £47,374 undisposed of ; an amount which is subject to 2n
additional sum being carricd o susponse account to meot the provisional
settlement of tho cloim for arrears of royelties. It has becn decided to
rotain the balamco of the profit in hand until the political situation is
cleared, and its offects upon the company's business can bo definitely ascer-
tained.

So far, howover, thero is no record
of such a lamp being broken in a gasoous mine, but it may on other grounds
be conceded considerable erit, for gas that imght penetrate another lamp
could not penetrate the invendescont (unless 1t was broken) sinco tho
vacunm is a safe prevontive.

THE CANADIAN ASBESTOS INDUSTRY.
Written for the Engineering and AMining Jowrnal,

TUntil 1879 Italy supplied nearly all the fibrous asboatos required by the
world, but in that year a number of companies wero formed to work the
veins known to exist near Thotford and Black Lake, in tho Provines of
Quebec, Conads. Since then, owiog to the constantly extonded uso of
woven asbestos, the mining of this minoral bas become of considorable
fmportance. According to tho offici*] statistics of the Canadian Goolugie
Survoy, the valuo of the asbestos mined in Cinada in 1891 was $1,000,0uq,
being exceeded only by that of coal, nicke), copper aud petrolenm.

"This industry is now in tho bands of 13 ivcorporated corp nies, having
an authorized capilal of about 33 million dollors, of which 21 mildons are,
according to Mr. Kloin, invested in the indu-try in Cunada,

To prepsro the asbestos for market two operationg are necessary, viz.:
the mining proper and cobbing or separation of the ashestos from tho adhar-
ing serpentine. At most of the mines the drilling is done by stesm o
compressed air, 45 ft. of hole per day of 10 hours in the former case aud 50
to 55 {t. in the lattor being considered a fair day's work at an averago cix
of soven to eight vents per foot of hole drilled. At preseat there ars ia
uso soven c.mproszors, with a total capacity of 44 drills, and there are 44
steam drills,

The average cost of drilling amoeunts to three and one-half cents per toa
of rock broken.

Dualin, which contains 36 por cent. nitro-glycerine, and costs 20 cents
por pound, is the explosive used ; it is firsd by electricity, The expenso f:»
explosives is about 3 cents per ton of rock. The broken rock is roughly
gorted in the pit, tho waste reck being sent to the dump by wheelbarrows,
or in tho larger mines by dersicke, and tho crude asbestos to the cobbirg
sbeds. The cost of this averages 25 cants per ton of rock.
The s-cond and most important part of the work is tho dressing &t
cobbing of the asbestos and then grading it. ‘This grading is generally dote
by hand by boys. Soms of tho mines have, Lowever, partially or entir:ly
adepied machinery for this purpose, in ordsr to aveid tho loss of asbesta
contained in the so-called cobbing stone, i. ¢., large pieces of rock wite
vein of ashestos in it, which dil bot ecparate by the blsst, and which ca
oniy ho separated by Loavy sledge hammers or by cruhing.

such bnliiant promise in earli-r years, all the result of over-atudy and lack
of exerciso.
