INFANTICIDE IN TUE SOUTH SEA IS-

Tis practice did not prevail cither at the
Navigators or Harvey groups; but the extent
to which it was carried at the Tahitian and
Society Islands almost excecd credibility.

Thus three individuals, casually selected, had
killed one-and-twenty children !—but'] am
happy to add, that these mothers were, at the
time of this conversation, and continued to be
s0 long as 1 knew them, consistent members
of my church.

* Itis a fuct, which I'have often observed, and anc
worthy of special notice, that the influence of religion
is manilested, not only in the character, but even in
the countcnance, hy changing the wild and vacant
stare of the gavage into-the mild expressions of the
Christian. :

On another occasion, I was called 1o +isit
the wife of a chief in dying circumstances.
She had pr8fesscd Christianity for many years,
had learnt to read when nearly sixly, and was
a very active teacher in our adult gchool. In
the prospect of death, she sent a pressing re-
quest that 1 would visit her immediately ; and
on enfering her apartment she exclaimed,
¢« 0, servant of God! come and tell e what
I must do.” Perceiving that she was suffer-
ing grcat mental distress, I inquired the cause
of jt; when she replicd, < f am about to die,
1 am about to dic.” « Well,” I rejoined, «if
it be s0, what creates this agony ‘of mind 1
Oh, my sins, my sing,” she cried ; «Iam a-
boutto dic.” I then inquired svhat the par-
ticular sins were which greatly distressed her,
when she exclaimed, «Oh iny children, my
murdered children ! T am about to die, and 1
shall mect them all at the judgement-geat of
Chirist.”  Upon this I inquised how many
children she had destroyed 5 and, to my as-
tonishment, she replied, <1 have destroyed
sixteen ! and now am about (o die.” Assoon
as my feelings would allow, I began to reason
with ber, and urged the consideration that
she had done this when a heathen, and durin
“the times of ignorance which God winked
at;” but this afforded her no eancat~rovenga
by uxdirmung, **Uh, my chxldrcn,mx Achl‘}—
dren !” 1 then dirccted hier to ¢ the faithful
saying, which 1 worthy of all acceptation,
that Christ Jesus came into the world to save
sinnerz.”  This imparted a litle comfort ;
and after visiting her frequently, and directing
her thoughts to that blaod which cleanseth
from all sin, I suceecded, by the blessing of
God, in tranquilizing her troubled gpirit 5 and
she died, about eight days after my first inter-
view, animated with the hope, “that bersing,
though many, weuld all be forgiven her” And
what, tut the Gospel, could have brouglt
such consclution 7 .. I believe 1that, without
the grand truth of pardon by the blood of
Christ, 1 might have reasoned with ber_from
that time to the present in vain. But I for-
bear all comment; for if such facts fail to
demonstrate the value of Missions, no obser~
vations of mine will do so.

Frequently have our feclingy heen most
powerfully excited, at the exaniination of our
school children ; and scencs more aflecting
than some which have bLeen witnessed on
such occasions it is scarcely possible to con-
ceive. One of these, which occurred at my
own atation at Raiatea, I will briofly describe.
Upwards of six hundred children were pre-
sent. A feast was preparcd for them, and
they walked through the setlenicnt in proces-
gien, most-ofthem dressed in Furopean gar-
ments, with little hats and bonnets made by
those very parents who would have destroy-
¢d them, had not Christianity come to their

The Protestant limits embrace the Val de Tu-
cerna, with the small adjoining one of Ranca—
the Val d*Angrogna, and the Val de Clusone,
which have been long since overstocked, and
are now aclually groaning under the still increas-
ing population~-within ihese they have been
shut up ever since the edict of 1653, prohibited
their acquiring land heyond, and it has been all
along the miserable policy of the priest-ridden
Bowrtion dynasty to keep Whem rigidly within
their bounds.  During Napoleon's occupation of
Haly, he cxtended to the Vaudois the same pri-
vileges which their Popish sonntrymen enf'oyed,
and allowed them to acquive Iands beyond their
ljmits, of which permission they took immediate
advantage. On (he restoration of the Bourbons
to the throne of Sardinia, one of the first acts of
the Tate king was to revoke by edict this liberty,
and to put the Vaudois on the same fooling on
which they had been before Napoleon's appear-
ance among them ; those who had acquired lande
however, were not driven out of them, the ol¢
hing justifying himself by saying—1t was not his
fault that they had acquired the lands ; butsince
they had thewm he would not (urn them out. The
present king, for a few vews after his succession
seemad friendly to the Vaudois, and during that
time they sl continued to acquire land with-
out {heivlimits; bt ¢ a change has now come
over the spinit of his dveam®—he has surrender~
ed himseil (o the divection of the Jesuits in every
thing (indeed it isepenly said that he has become
himsella Jesuils) and last year an order was
issued, ordering all whe had thus acquited pre-
perly tosell (heir lands forthwith, and to retire
within (he liits.  «The Table™ addicssed ave-
monstrance o the king against this new act of ty-
vamny showing the incaleulable evils that must re-
sull from it : and, in consequence, the persecution
has been restiicted for the present fo ‘these who
have acquired property daring the present reien
—iwo years being the time allowed for the dis-
posal of small, and four for large properiies; and
it naw remains to be seen at the expiration of
the (wo years whether these harsh measuves wiil
be prosecuted. None have as yet sold their lands,

THE TRAVELLER.
BAMBOROUGH CASTLE IN NORTIIUMBER-
As I'lova 1o speak well of a poor man, sodo 1
love also to speak in praise of a vich one, when |
have the opportunity.  \Whether the ehject of my
praise be cla:d in lawn or linsey, is of no consc-
quence whatever. One word, then, of the Bishop
of Bamborough Castle.

Lord Crewe, Bishop of Durham, to whom Bam-
horough Castle belonged, has been zlumbering in
the house appointed for all living, more than a
hundred years; and all that I know of him is this,
that he was the fonunder of a noble charity at Bam-
harough Castle for the succour af shipwrecked
seamen, the education of children, the healing of
the sick, and the relief of the poor.

At Bamborough Castle are kept blocks ani tae-
kles, warrs, cables, anchors,mooriog chains, ked-
wes, pumps, and other arlicles for the use of
stranded vessels, and there are also storchouses
for such goods as may be saved. Roons are kept
neatly furnished for the accommodation of ship-
wrecked seamen ; and, in order that vessels in dis-
tress may be scen, {wo men patrol the coast, for
eight miles day and night in stormy weather.
When a fog comes on, a bell is rung i the Castle
at intervals, and ¢very quarter of an hour agun is
fired as a warning to seamen, and a guide to fish-
ermen in making for the land.

Within the Castle-yard are granaries to stove
cotn ; this corn is ground into flour at a mill stand-

ing on the cliffy and the poor have it at the cost
price: they have groceries, tuo, on the same terms.
At the Caatle is a dispensary to supply the poor
with medicine, free ol all cost, nmL W sHreon
is paid to attend to the ailments of the ailict-
ede Lastly, there is a libracy for {he use of
all within ten miles of the pl:i‘t'c; twenty ghls
are baarded, clothed, lodged, and educated, un-
til they are ol enongh to go o serviee. and
schools are established for the remanining children
of the poor. ’

LAODICEN AND PHILADELPIHA.

Mr. Rices of the Smvrna mission, lataly made a
Tonr for distribnting hooks and preaching in Asia
Minary, during which hie vizited most of tha Se.

MEMOIR OFSIR CHARLES METCALFE,
THE NEW GOVERNOR GENERAL OF CANADA.
CONCLUDFED.

Sir Charles Metcalle’s career has been one of unin-
terrupted snccess in all the public vhjcets that he has
undertaken, often under circumatances of no ordinary
(lifﬁcullt‘ When he was first appointed Resident at
Dethi, the great tract of country placed under bis im-
mediate and single jurisdiction in every branch of ad-
ministration, had becn without a government for many
vears. There had been no law but that of the strong
hand, the people were all armed 1o the teeth, the open
country was desericd, and the whole population was
collected in fortified towss and villages. In the course
of a few years his just and firm administration chang-
cd the whole aspect of affairs.  With a single escep-
tion, and that a most honourable one, his discharge
of the many high and arduous duties successively com-
mitted to him, has received the unqualified approba~
tion of the authorities under whom he served. Whilst
Resident at MMyderabad, he showed great firmness,
and incurred extreme obloquy In opposing the wishes
of the Marquis of Hastings in respcct to a wealthy
banking rm in that city, which had contracted lasge
lvans at extravagant rales of intereat, for the Sove-
reign of that State, and had, in fuct, virtually usurped
the Government from his feeble hands.  Sir Charles
Metcalle resolutely put down this moncy-lending do-
mination, and resencd the fine provinces ¢f 1f5derabad
from the claws of the bankers® delegales, to whom () e
revenues had been mortgaged, and who collecied
them with more than the sevedity of (armer-gencral.
It has heen mentioncd that on one c¢eeasion only he
incurred the displeasure of his superiors, and that his
conduct in that instance vefleeted konor on him. Day-
ing his tenure of the office of Governor-General of Tn-
dia, he passed a law emancipating the press from all
restrictions of censorship or othernise, and renderivg
it asfrce as the press in this conntry.  His conduct
in this respect (lhe safety and wisdom of which has
been abundnntly borne out by the resudt) drew donn
upen him the deep displeasnre of the Court of Direc-
tors, and of the Board of Control. ‘fhis displeasure
was expreascd 3 and it was understood that it was
in conscquence of his conduct in this particntr
that another person wasappointed Governor of Mud-
ras,  Sir Charles, with his wonted promptitude of ac-
tion, and decision of character, wrote to the Court o
Dircetors, inquiring whether hie had lost their eunf.-
denee, ns it did not comport with his notions ef the re~
spect due to himsell to continue, if that were the case,
in a servico where his usefulness anust, necessarily,
be much diminished Ly the want of the countenance
of his employers.  He reccived an equivocal answer,
such ss men write who do not know their own minds
and immediately resigned.  The East India Company
have ncver regretted their conduct in this instance but
once—I(rom the moment that they lost the service s
of Sir Charlea Meteall, and became scnsible, whin
too late, of their great value.

Of those scrvices the Whig Government availed it-
self, when it was not allowed to destroy the represen-
tative constitution of Jamaiea. Sir Charles Metcalfi-’a
administration of the Gevernment of Jamaica is ad-
mitted on nll hands to have been a masterpicce of
statesmanship. Hehad to_deal witha war of races
brought nbout by previous mismanagement. When
he le(t the country, its whole colored population kncft
to bless him ; and the mail just arrived tells us, thut
the White Legisiature has voted 3,000L (or erecting
a statuo to his honour. The difficullies were immensc
—the suecess complete. e moulded the elements
of strifc and disaffection into universal peace ; and
this not by the vulgar methad of crushing a peple or
suspending the laws, but by dint of justice. Hrs ae~
ceptance of the Government of Canada must be deem-~
ed a favour conferred on Lord Stanley and 8ir Robert
Pecl.

The British Empire has an influence genial
and benevolent over the destinies of millions of
human beings.  Sir Charles Metcalfe will, there-
forey do well to consider his immense responsibi~
ity as Governor of the Canadas; and we would
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most respectfully and carnestly beg of him to
weigh well hispeculiar position.  IIcre is a press
that is watching his: every movement—a press
that can by no means be depended on as to the
solidity of its judgmenty or the stability of its
character; and we wam him by no mcans to be
guided and ruled by its bullying style, or its eraf-
ty suggestions.  We do not, hy any means, speak
of all the press in Monlreal : some are well wor-
thy the highest credit, and consequently have
onr ungualified commendation.

Let Sir Charles Metcalle be influenced, there-
fore, by a sound judgment.  Let him ask for
¢ wisdom from above,” and let him e prepaved
10 forego every motive but thal of real patriotism
and real benevolence.  [e has much tg do, butl
hie has gigantic intellect—firmness of purpose, no-
Lility of mind, and melives sterling and honest.
We commit him to the prayers, the sympathies
and the afection of Clristians of all denomina-
tions.

We trust that the seligivns communily will
address the Governor, and urge him to a consis-
teat, judicious and enlightened policy, and that
he will be influenced by the good and the great
in the Jine of duly he sees it necessary to adopt.
We desire for Sir Charles Meclealfe the best of
Heaven's choice favors, calming and blessing his
mental energies—thus secuwiing for him a popu-
laiity Jarger than he can pessibly anticipate,
clothing and blessing him with virtues and ex-
cellencies that will smeeth his path through life,
and shed a halo of glory around his declining
years.

Neter was there 2 period so unutterably im-
portant as the one in which we live.  Public men
and their principles are now brought o the fest—
their pretensions are {ricd by the louchstone of
truth. Years gone by, cotruption and sellishness
and arrogance had fll sway, and pelty iyrants
ruled uncontrolled and unconirellable. Bat now,
public characters come beneath the ¢<censer” of the
press, and thongh that press is often more corrup-
ted than the men whaese characlers it assails,
yet at this period its reign will not a little tend to
keep public men in theirright position and their
proper slation.

We certainly do expect Targe things from Sir
Charles Metcalfe: Tn our judgment many things
will be widely altered in reference o this Colony,
and that which is based on sterling principles,
and a broad foundation, will remain sccure and
nnmoved.  Sir Charles Metcalfe will, we think,
be uninflugnced by the petty remarksof a foolish,
and in some cases an ignorant press, and he will
listen to advisers ready to give him the most
wholesome and the most judicious counsel. We
implore him lo act with decision, firmness, and
a real vegard to theawelfure of allinihis Colony,
fiom the highest to the Jowest., That there is a
vreat work to do, must be evident 5 that there
are various parlies to please, must also be ap-
parent ; that he will displease some, is surc to he
the case ; but that he will act with impartiality,
justice and integrity, is, in our judgment, quite
cerlain.

Young men! you look, too, for great thinges
from Sir Charles Metcalfe.  You and your chil-
dren will expetienee the beneiicial influence if
the principles of his Government.  We bescech
you to rally round him—support him by your
prayers, your good wishes, your utmost influcnce,
yes, and your pen, if it be possible,~—that immo-
rality, crime, infidelity, and ignorance, may die
away in Lhe glory of truth,and in the brightness
of upright and correct principles.

Tong may fir Charles Metcalfe live a bles-

in the affection of a loyal, devoted, and atlached
people—and at some far distant period, may he
descend into the grave with the regret of all, and
the glowing remembrance of the aged and the
young—the fathers and their children !

Tux best of friends, carthly and (rail, too often ex-
hibit character and conduct widely diffcrent to what
we expected. T was struck the other day, by the re-
mark of a highly esteemed and most execilent Chris-
tian (vicnd. ¢ Your business is not the least neglect-
ed, but il you were to give more time to it, and less
to public engagements, it certainly would be better
and more perfectly accomplished.”  Such an observa-
Lion, coming, as it did, from a wealthy, a simple mind-
ey a sincere (riend, oppressed me to the very soul,
and staggered my confidence, at least, in the eminence
of his piely, and the strength of his principles.  In
reply tohim I woul say,—let the souls of others per-
ish 7—leave the young alone-—the iznorant in darkness
—the drunkard in his crime—Tie! them alome !—leave
the tamb to the wolf, leave the child to the crocodile,
leave the soul to Le lost, ruined, damned, for ever ?

Iinpossible—impossible ! Another truly enlightened
Christian friend remarked, ¢ that ¥ wasfond of hearing
mysell spcak.”® To hisn I wonld reply,—*¢ Perish, for
ever perish, that foolishness which desires to speak for
ilz oun sake, arnd not for the glory of the Saviour.”
These characters, professedly Christian, injure in a
wreat degree the cause of Christ, destroy the buddings
and blossoms of goed, and prove stumbling blecks in
the way cfthe young. But Jesus, our dear Redecmer,
was forsnken by his friends, persccuted by his cnemics
~—and what are we, that we should cxpect to escape ¢

Yet who does net feel somelimes discouraged, when
men, influentisl men, aye, and dcar and estcemed
friends, thus throw upen « good cause obstacles ard
discouragcment T Yet, withal, as we have elsewhere
remarked, of the importance of Sabbath School instrue-
tion, itis far too late in the day for a moment to doubt.
Thousands upon thousands have reccived lasting
gocd ; have practically evinced the utility of such
instructions, and passed to the grave with the hopes
of immortality, and the prospeels of @ glorions resur-
rection. Thousands arc yet on the road of life, a-

1 krow of no in-
stitations of medern origin which have been preduc-
tive of a greater amount of geod, or which are capa-
ble of being turncd to better aceount still 3 nor do I
doubt that they are destined to excrt a mighly infiu-
encein the rezeneration of sceiety in ages to come.”

My dear fellow labourers, allow me with the ut~
most affection to urge upon you the immense respon-
sibility attached to your work as teachers of the rie-
ing generation.  Tell me nat of the progress of civi-
lization, of the influcnee of enterprise and commeree,
cf the glory of war, of the beneficial tendency of nrt
and scicnce 3 6h, tcll me of the grandeur, the dignity,
the ereatness of 2 work the meral influenee of which
¢hall cucircle the globe, and redeem onr commen hu-
manity from its thraldom and pollution. And heve
you duly coneidered the claims made vpon you by the
posilion you occupy ?  You are, professediy, engaged

n this glorious movement ; ch, sce to it 1 entrect,
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-ou arc not an hindrance rather than otherwise in a
iork so important, s0 mementous, ml(l. so _solemn.
400 many there ace whosc object .oslcns.lbly is to in~-
siruct the young, yet who by their supinencss, iree-
eularity, colduess, and want ol interest, injure this
hoble cause.  Beller to relrain from engaging, than
having oneejput our hand to the plough cither 1o look
hack wilh_disuppointmcnt., or languidly continue the
work. Forgive e, my dear fricads, in thus urging
(his subject upon your attention. Let us aspire Lo
eame under o vivid isnpression of onr responsibility,
and whilst we ace found tdaithfully dischurging the
duties entrusted 1o us, let us rest assured that our la-
Lorrs shall not ullimately be in vain.

And, thus estimating our worl, we are prepared to
say boldly, fearlessly, yet respectiully, with the Chris-
tien poel :

¢ Though (riends and focs surround,
And fceble is our arm,

Our life is hid with Christ in God,
Beyond the reach of harm.

Weak as we are, we shall not faint,
Or fainting, shall not dic ;

Jesus, the strength of ev’ry saint,
Will aid us from op high.”

But we have digressed widely from our subject, viz:
The simplicity of characler manifested in the life,
death and history of owr dear Redeemer, and this
Sfeature an example to Christians of all denomina~
tions, and more particularly to teachers uf the
young.

But very little illustration will be nccessary to
show this feature of our Redeemer’s character. There
was a oneness, ¢ uniformily, a simplicity, about all
that he said, ail thst he did, all the motives which ac-
tuated him, and all the expressions which came from
his lips. With too many profcssing Christizns there
isan ambizuity, & question, a doubt a3 to their in-
trinsic excellence 3 and itis matter of deep lamentation
thatit should be so. Butin Jesus, the man of sorrows,
there was a vein of rcal simplicity running through and
connecting together ail his actions. He was not watch-
ful and then praycrless. 1l¢ was not prayerful and
destitute of the spirit of watchlulness. No, on the
sac hand he gave himsell to prayer and supplication,
and on the other to incessant watch(ulness, to conti-
nued diligenee and activity. He did not complain of
want, nor murmur at difficultics and triala. e did
not pretend to trust in his heavenly Father, and then
mistrust his daily care and constant goodness. No,
he meant what he said as applicable to himself, when
he exclaimed, ¢ Behold the fowls of the air : for they
sow not, ncither do they reap, nor gather into barns,
yet your heavenly Fatuer feedeth them.  Are ye not
much better than they  Which of yon by taking
thouzht can add onc cubdit to his stature. And why
take ye thought (or raiment 7 Consider the lilics cf
the field, how they grow ; they teil not neither do they
spin ¢ And yet J say unto you, That even Solomon in
alt hisglory was not arrayed like onc of these.””  Yes,
my dear fellow labourers, he meant too what he said
and practiced what he professed, when he represented
the eflzct of his doctrines on the two ¢lasses of charac-
ter :—¢¢ Therelore whesoever hearcth these sayings of
mlne, and doeth them, T will liken him unto ‘a wise
man, which built his house upon a rock ; And the rain
deseended, and the floods came, and the winds blew,
and beat upon thathouse ; and it fell not : for it was
founded upon a rock. And every one that heareth
these sayings of mine, and docth them not, shall he
likened unto & foolish man, which built his house upon
the sand: And the rain desccnded, and the floods
came, aad the winds blew, and beat upon taat house ;
andit (cll : and great was the fall of it.”?

And how many more instances might [ name of the
exhibition of oncness and simplicity of cbaracter ; but
1 will conclude in another chapter this most import-
ant featurc of the Saviour’s Bright Example.

1 thank you, Gentlemen, most sincerely, for the
kindness which has conferred on me the honour of
your obliging address, aud for the approving senti-
ments and good wishes which it conveys,

In the trifling contributions which it has been in
my power to make to the religious and chavitable In-
stitutions of the island, ithas always been a source of
serious regret to me, that they have been so utierly
inadequate to ths important purposes which they have
been designed to pramote : and that the habits of the
world consume the greater portion cf every man’s
means in expeuditure of far inferior utility, on ohjects
eompavotively trivial and contemptible.

I hiold it to be the bounden duty of every ouc, on
whom the bounty of the Almighty has gencronsiy be-
stowed abundance, to give (reely and cordially, each
according to his means, for the bencfit of thosc in less
fortunalc circumstances, who tread the thorny paths
of life, and need assistance.  No purpose can be con-
ceived having stronger demands on our bestexerticns
than that on which the pious ministers of Christianity
in this istand unceasingly labour j—the intellcetual,
moral, and religious, instruction of the great mass
of its inhabitants, who were formerly in the chains of
mental as well as bodily bondage.

IPor the share, Gentlemen, which the reverend
pastors of your Scciety have taken o thishaly work,
you arc entitled to the gratitude of mankind. 1 hym-
hiy hope, that the God of all will bless your cndea—
veurs, and produce suitable fruits in the proctice by
your congregations of that virtuous conduct, which
is the only road 1o truc happincas, cither in this world
or that to come.

MISCELLANEOUS.

Bramserp oN x1s DraTu-pED.~~After he be-
came in so low a state that he ceased to have any
prospect of recavery, his mind was peculiarly
carricd with caruest concern for the prosperity of
the church of God on earth, which scemed very
manifestly to arise from a pure, disinterested love
to Christ, and desire of his glory.—The prosperity
of Zion was a theme be dwelt on, and spake mue
of, and more & more the nearer death approached.
He told me when near his end, that < he never, in
all bis life, had his mind so led forth in desires and
carnest prayers for the flourishing of Christ’s
kingdom on earth, as since he was brought so ex-
ceeﬁingly low at Boston.” He seemed much to
wonder that there appeared no more of a disposi-
tion in ministers and people to pray for the flou-

But a little before his death, he said to me,
as I came into the room, ¢ My thoughts have been
employed on the old dear theme—the Erosperity
of God’s Church on earth. As I waked out of
sleep,’ said he, ¢ [ wasled to cry out for the pour-
ing out of God’s Spirit, and the advancement
of Christ’s kingdom, which the dear Redecm-
er did and suffered so much for. It is that es-~

ecially makes me long forit. But a few days
Eefore {is death he desired us to sing a psalm
that wasconcerning the prosperity of Zion, which
he signified his mind was engoged in the thoughts
of, and desires after, sbove all things; and at his
desire we sung a part of the hundred and second

Pszlm. And when we had done, though he was

s0 low that he could scarcely speak, he so exert-
ed himself that he made a prayer very audibly,
wherein, besides praying for those present, and
for his own congregation, he carnestly prayed for
the reviving and flowiising of religion in the
worlde—2res. Ldwards. .

1831, when the cholera tirst broke ont in Hun-
gary, tne Sclavack peasants of the North ®ere
fully persuaded they were poisoned by the nobles,
to get rid of them; and they, in consequence,
rose in revolt, and committed the most dreadful
exeesses,  One gentleman wes seized by the
peasants of the village, among whom he hadbeen
up to that moment cxceedingly popular, dragged
from his home 1o the public street, and then beat-
en for several successive hours, to make him
confess where hehad concealed the poison. At
last, wearied with the trouble of inflicting blows,
they carried him to the smithy, and applied hot
ploughshares to his fect, three several times.  As
the poor man, exhausted with this dreadful tor-
ture, and finding all his entreatics and explana-
tions vain, fell back from weakness, and was
apparently about to expire, these bezutiful words
of our dying Saviour escaped from his lips, ¢ Lord
forgive them ; for they know not what they do 1’
As by a miracle the savage rage of the peasant-
ry was calmed. Struck at once with the inno-
cence of the victimyand the enormity of the crime,
they fled on every side, and concealed themselves
from view. 1t was now four years since this
had happened, and his wounds had only heal.
ed within the last month or two.—Pagel’s Hun-
gary.

ARRIVAL OF SIR CHARLES METCALFE.

Sir Charles Metcalfe arrived at Xingsion on
Wednesday ast, at 3 o’clock in the afternoon.
The day following he took the oath of office at
the Government House, in presence of all the
Ileads of Departments. 'I‘hc Kingston News
states that not less than six or seven thousand
persons turned out in Kingston, to welcome the
Governor, although < in many places the snow
and water in the strects was more than ankle
deep.”
lfis Excellency liad been received with every
demonstration of Tespect on his landing at Hali-
fax, by Lord Falkland and suite, together with a
large number of persons anxious to cblain a sight
of the new Governor General.

The Halifax Morning Post gives the following
description of the new Governor General :-—

¢ In person Sir Charles Metcalfe is about the
middle height—with a corpulency that imparts
dignity of sppcarance, without impeding physi-
cal activity. His countenance rather fleshy and
placid—slighty disfigured by a fleshy tumouron
the left cheek, about the size of an acorn.
