A correspondent writes us to ask our advice
upon the question of a Platform for a new pa-
per which he is about to starl under the above
title. By way of reply we pubmit the follow-
g, —

To-day we present to our numerons readers
the first copy of Tre Comixe May; a paper

we belinve, destined to revolutionize the Politi-
eal, Relig'ous. Social, Criminal and Newspaper
world. In 1his our Exordinm we wil briefly
1ay down the platform that, as Reformers, we ir-
tend to occupy; and.if any man can find there
in that which dors not mecet his particular
view, we will change it to svit -him. We
believe that every newspaper should elearly and
distinctly lay befure its readers the prineiples
by which it shall be gnided; and furthermore,
we believe it is the inalienable right of every
man to demand and exael from ncwspapers,
such elear enuncintion of principle. Premise.
ing thus we introduce the puper of many prin-
ciples ; our motto being to please all, in which
we don’t expeet to sneceed.  As the question of
Finance js perhaps the most important that
now oceupies the attention of both Canadians
and Foreigners, we will take it first into con-
siderntion. If the principle be corrcet that
money in itself is a thing of no value (whieh it
certainly is to those who do not possess it,) but
only o measure of the value of commeoditics;
if 1ts debt-payine power is only eonferred upon
it by th: sovereign stamp of Government being
improssed thereon, thus making it legal tender,
then to our mind the ebeapest money is the
best ; and we hereby give in our adhercnce to
paper money. We also want all money re-
deemablein goild, and we individually want all
the go'd we can possibly get.  We will there-
foce nllow the Rag Babyites to have all the
-aper money they want, if they pay forit; and
n the meantime we will try and  serateh alonyg
with gold.  As regords our Trade re.
lations with other eountirvies, we -belicve the
less restrictions placed upon Coinmevec the
better for any country; at the same time we
want a good protective tarift for Canada, We
believe the principle of Protection to be wrong,
and would therefore advise all nations to dis-
countenance it : but as we appear to be getting
along pretty well with it, we would advise Can-
ada to “hang on * to it for the present. The
question of the Scott Act is one of considerable
importance, and as intemperance is known to
be a great evil, we would advise its adoption by
every municipality except the one in which we
live. We are in favor of total prohibition, and
of the right of every man fo sell whatever
merchandise will yicld him & profit, let it be
dry goods or whiskey. We think our School
Act one of the best in the world ; and we are
confirmed in this opinion by the fact that we do
not understand it, and never knew-anybody
that did. We would advise Mr. Mowat and the
Local Legislature to further amend it, at the
coming Session, that is if it be eapable of fur-
ther amendment.

In the matter of the Pacifie Railway, we be.
lfece the Syndicate seheme to be the only me-
thod by which it conld be built, also we are op-
posed to the granting of large tracts of lands to
either eorporations or individuals. We believe
the land, the air, and the water, to be the free
gift of God to the population of the earth, and
if any man possess more than he himself can
properly cultivate, he is robbing his fellow-man
of hig birth-sight; also, if the government
have any more blocks of 168,000, acres to gve
away we will try our best Lo enltivate it. We
are totally opposed to the introduction of Party
Polities into munieipal clections, unless we are
made the party candidate. In Dolities we arc
strictly independent inasmuch as we will sup-
port both old parties and give tho Beaver-Back.
ers o lilt oceasionally. QI‘hc measure of our
support to these parties will be gnided by the
amount, of support we reeeive from thenr.

These are a few of our principles, and in
presenting them we hope they will meet with
your hearty approval. Space will not permit
us to give furthier expres«ion to our views, but
in foture numbers will be found a continuation
of our Platform. We invite earncst eonsider-
ation and eriticism of it, and hope it will re-
ceive the support which it undonbtedly merits.
