I read the different articles in your address before
the Electrical Club of Montreal at the Queens Hotel,
in both the Star and the Gazette, with a great deal
of interest, regarding the criticism of the Diamond
Jubilee Committee and your remarks may cause them to
take some immediate action in some manner.

I notice that you suggest pageants and urge this mode
of celebration and as people will no doubt be willing
to spend their thousands in fancy dress for amusement,
but why not go much further and endeavor to educate
the youth of the Dominion to respect the flag and know
its meaning as is done in the United States.

From infancy the children of the United States are
taught to respect and salute the flag (Stars and
Stripes) and every school in the country is provided
with a flag, or flags. The children are lined up
each morning and afternoon before entering class and
marched to theixr different class rooms and twice eacih
day each child is taught to salute the flag, and, no
doubt, Sir, you have noticed on many, many occasions
the fruit of this teaching.

I venture to state that ten percent of our schogls in
Canada do not possess a Union Jack, especially in the
rural districts, and.as asuggestion would it not be a

move in the right direction of education to have the
Jubilee Committee take some action in this behalf,
either by furnishing flags to each school or
recommending all school boards to purchase flags and
have the Union Jack float on July lst from the
Atlantic to the Pacific.

In this matter I am obliged to you for your
letter of the 30th of April last enclosing copy of letter from
Mr., Robert A. Sibbitt. This letter I have sent forward to the
Staff of the General Committee asking that the matter be given
every attention,

I am entirely in accord with your suggestion
in this regard as also with thet of Mr., Sibbitt but sometimes

whet appears to be an extremely simple matter to accomplish ow-

ing to our school system and divergent thoughts and interests

in some regards particularly in the Province of Quebec it is
very difficult to accomplish what seems to be at first a simple
matter. I need have no hesitation however in telling you that
at the base of all our work as regards the Diamond Jubilee we
are emphasizing patriotism, love for country and the Empire.

I have been intending for some little while
past to see you in this regard. I was extremely sorry when I
read your statement in the "Montreal Gazette"™ on the 21st of
April last because I did not think it was entirely realized by

you all that the Committee had accomplished end I have been try-

ing to prepare a statement ever since your statement as to what
the Committee has effected but owing to great pressure in other
directions I have been unable to do so. It is only fair however
to state that the National Committee cannot for one moment be ex-
pected to take charge of the celebrations in the various Provinces.
The function of the National Committee must tend to be in the di-
rection of assistance in indicating what should be done but not
to take charge of provincial demonstrations. To do that we have
been in touch with all the Provincial Governments and all the gov-
ernments outside of the Province of Quebec are now actively en-
gaged in arranging demonstrations. In the Province of Quebec some
difficulties for your private information I might say have develop-
ed largely on account of the Province being about to have & gen-
eral election which is now in progress. The matter has been taken
up with Mr. Taschereau and vigorously taken up by me and others.
Insofar as the National Committee is concerned it has
accomplished a great desl of work. I have not seen any very great
support from Montreal papers as yet towards aiding the Diamond
Jubilee Celebration. Those papers have had full access to all our
proceedings but their publicity where given has been meagre ex-
cepting where criticism has ensued.

I am extremely sorry I have not had the opportunity

of discussing this matter at length with you but you can rest as-
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-

sured that I for one am doing my very best and I am confident
that your ideas and mine are in entire accord.

Dear Dr,

I am enclosing & copy of a letter from the Prinecipal

dated the 10th instamt, and I suggest that you give me five or six of the
subjects referred to in the Principal's letter at your earliest convenience.

I may also add the following notes:-

1. This is & legal subject and would require a careful reading
of all the principal decisions on Sections 91 and 92 of the B.N.A.
Act since 1867, I am familisr with this field and I do not think
that a student essay at the present time would make any contribution
to legal opinion on this subject.

2. This subject is a little ambiguous. It may mean (&) a com-
parisén of the B.N.A. Act and the American Constitution - quite an
old-fashioned subject - or (b) the influence of life in the United
Stetes on Canadisn life both before and after 1867 - a much larger
subject.

S I do not understand the significance of this subject. Most
criticism of the B.N.A. Act has been of a legal character and the
subject therefore only really lends itself to legal students. There
has, no doubt, been some lay criticism, but most of it is distinetly
superficial unless the writer is fully scquainted with the decisions
of the courts,

4, This subject does not seem to me to lead very far, I do not

think there really has been any very fundamental evolution of the two
parties since 1867. It is very difficult to discover now where the

two parties hsve really wholly differed on any political principle.

S This a very important subject but the writer would have to be
familier with Hansard and the Canadian Press during the elections of
'86, '90, '96 and 1911, and this means & lot of reading. The history
of this subject, too, is pretty well knewn by every Canadian interested
in affairs not uhder fifty years of age.

6, I think this subject should read "The Building of the West
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McGILL UNIVERSITY

between 1867 and 1897". I have never understood why the name of Sir
Clifford Sifton should be brought so prominently into this discussion.

All that Sifton really did was to promote the settlement of several groups
of Middle Europeans on the Prairies, and I doubt very much if this was so
important as we sometipges think,. The period from 1900 to 1913 was a
period of extraordinary emigration from Europe and Canada really only
received its share of this migration. The West, therefore, would
undoubtedly have been settled no matter whether Sifton he@ been Minister
of the Interior or not. Indeed some of his ideas may have stood in

the way of homesteading in the West by more desirable immigrants.

v This is a perennial subject but perhaps a little old-fashioned.
No one yet, I think, has ever written a true historical biographical
portrait of Sir John.

8, and 9., These are both excellent subjects and lend themselves easily
to interesting politieal biography.

10, This is, I should think, with deference, the best subject of all.
All English-spesking students of Canadian affairs and Cansdian history
should be constantly aware of the position of Quebec in the Dominion,
Probably the essay would turn upon the influence of Cartier and Laurier.

11, 12, 13, These subjects appear to me to be too general for careful
study although I think thet Cansda's "international position" would
make a very pertinent subject at presént, Our internstional relations
with Europe, including Great Britain on the one hand #nd the Sino-
Japanese problem on the other and the United States of America on the
south, is becoming exceedingly acute and possibly dangerous.
