INTERESTING LAWSUIT
DEVELOPS AT CORNWALL

To Recover Farm Sold Under
Power of Attorney From Wo-
man Claimed Dead.

FOUND AT LAST

Connecticut Farmer Finds Ac-
cidentally What Scientists
Have Sought For Years.

He picked out a
bushel of these new-fangled apples. He
says the- seedless apples have the same
flavor as those with the seeds, but the
meat was much more eolid: also, while
the apples with seeds are , practcally
all gone, those without seeds are in per-
fect condition. Mr. Dorrance is going
}‘o store them to see how long they will
eep.

REFORMING FARMING METHODS,

In the courss of an address deliv-
ered recently at Manchester, New
Hampshire, the U. &, secrstary of agri-
culture arraigned the existing farming
methods. Less than 40 per cent. of the
arable lands of the country 18 cufti-
vated even reasonably well and only
the small fraction of 13 Der cent. is
yielding at the full measurs of possi.
bility. In the struggle to dévelop in-
dustrial enterprises the foundation of
all industry has been neglected. Little
attention has been €lven to the posi-
tion of the Individual farmer and pras-
tically none at all to the problems of
rural life. Unless these are solved and
the standard of rural life raised, Mr,
Houston evidently considers the ex.
isting conditions wii not only con-
tinue but become still more unfortu-
nate.

His indictment providea a story of
increasing farm tenanoy and absentee
ownership; of eoils depleted ang ex-
ploited; of inadequate business me-
thods; of chaotic marketing and dis-

LEBANON CEDARS
STILL FLOURISH

Timber of Which Solomon’s
Temple Was Built is Yet
Available.

———

That there still éxist cédars of Ie-
banon in the groves which supplied
wood for the bullding of Solomon’s
Temple and for David's house, is a
fact known to few persons. Oe¢casion-
ally an enterprising tourist will brave
many discomforts to visit them, says
a writer in The London Graphie, but
the general public is not aware of their
existence.

To dwellers in Syria, where forests
of tall trees do not exist, these ma-
Jestic cedars naturally excite admira-
tion. A modern Syrian writer says
that they are undeniably the most
lofty of all the vegetable kingdom.
The fact is that they are about eighty
feet high, which is rather more than
the height of the trees of an average
forest. They are justly renowned for
size of-}hwir trunks, the girth of the
largest/being 47 feet. Their foliage is
exceed‘fngly thick, brown as seen from
beneath, but when viewed from the
hillside the upper surface resembles
a green lawn studded with cones
standing erect. ¢

In other parts of the Lebanon there
are other cedar groves, 11 in all, but
the trees are by no means so fine and
majestic as in the grove under notice
and which is . known as Arz er Rub,
or The Cedars of the Lord. Here one
has a suggestion of what the Lebanon
was In ancient times, when the now
bare peaks and mountain sides must
have been covered with these trees.

The grove stands on a hill 6315 feet
above the sea, and the view ig mag-
nificent. Looking west, Tripoli can be
seen, and the blue waters of the Med-
iterranean, while to the east rises Mt.
Hermon, capped with snow, with the
Jordan Valley beyond.

The Christian natives attach a sanc-.
tity to these hisjoric treesi and here
is held an annual feast, to which pil-
grims flock from all directions. They
also sérve as a delightful summer
camping pilace.

SAVED BY BATTLESHIP
FROM BURNING VESSEL

Thirty Passengers and Crew of
Scotsdyke Rescued by
Iron. Duke.

LONDON, Nov. 19.—(Can. Press.)—
The British battleship Inon Duke _ef-
fected a timely rescue of the thirty
passengers and crew of the steamer
Scotsdyke, while the steamer was
burning in the English Channel early
today.
