Servian Troops in Face of
Albania’s Proclamation of
Independence Is Equivalent
to Challenge to Austria —
-War Spirit at Vienna.

LONDON, Nov. 28.-—(Can. Press.)—
The Servians, ignoring the proclama-
tion of Atlbanian independence, have
occupied the port of Durazzo without
resistance. This information comes
in a direct despatch from that town
tonight.

Thus the conflict is now raised in
acute form between Austria and Ser-
via, and it remains to be'seen whefher
the Austrian Government will take any
direct action or will be ¢ontent to leave
the question for the after-the-war get-
tlement. S

The Servian actioh, coupled with the
eminently warlike feeling prevailing
at Vienna, is likely to keep Europe in
a continued state_of anxiety., On the
other hand, the fact that the negotia-
tions are progressing at Baghtche, and
that there is no sign of the resump-
tion of operations on the Tchatalja
lines, while the greaf powers are ex-
changing proposals for the assembling
of a European conference, all make
for a peaceful settlement.

Preparatory Conference.

Should the proposed conference
materialize—for  apparently Austria
has not yet consented to participate—

M'GILL COACH TALKS
SENSIBLY ON RUGBY

Would Use Snap Code and Re-
move Two Side Scrimmages
But Would Retain Single
.Point Scoring.

MONTREAL, Nov. 28.—McGill's suo-
cessful coach, Frank Shaughnessy, is ons
American who sees good in the Canadlan
Rugby game. In fact, Shaughnessy might
to say he lkes it
somewhat better than the American code,

“I belleve the ideal game could be pro-
duced by pressing the Canadian with the

American game,” stated the coach In an
interview. “Remove the two side scrim-
magers and play twelve men a side, and
You will have a continuous performance
of running and kicking. Twelve men
a side would give greater scope for end
runs and permit more compact line plays.
Add to this the snapping of the baill
out of the scrimmage, whereby it could
be put in play just twice as fast as by
heeling, and consequently start the back
line In action with the same proportion
of speed, and the game would be perfect,
in my opinfon,”

Asked if he Intended making any sug-
gested changes In the rules to the Cana-
dian Union, he answered in the negative,
claiming the ruling body was more com-
Petent to handle the rules than a new-
comer Iike himself, “I would like to see
twelve men a side, however, and the snap-
back system In vogue, I believe the Am-
erican rule of allowing & fair catch in-
stead of giving tackling yards, is more
satisfactory to both players and specta-
tors. A fair catch is g1l a half-back re-
quires, and the .American rule also pro-
tects the man from being charged after
he _has kicked the ball. The Canadian
rule does also, but it Is not enforced.
The loss of half the distance to the of-
fending sides’ goal line would soon elimin-
ate the charging after a man has got
his punt away. 1 saw one good half-
back put away for the season thru be-
ing charged after he had kicked. I mean
Gerard of Ottawa.”

Shaughnessy belleves the Canadlan
game is better without interference, and
thinks the greatest mistake that could
be made in alteration of the rules would
be. the elimination of single point kicks,
That is one feature of our game he likes
immensely, ‘“Take away the single points
for the rouges and dead line kicks and
you will close up the Canadian game
tighter than a clam. It's a good game,
because it's open, and the tall kicking
makes it open.”
