“What can we find to cheer us in 

presence of these threatening clouds 
on the horizon?” he asked, after dis­
coursing on the bravery of the sol­
diers and other war topics.

I1 Patronage in Ontario is at an end. 
Ontario is going to have a U. F. O.- 
labor government. This was the sub­
stance of an address delivered yester­
day afternoon by James S.mpson at a 
largely-attended meet.ng ot the labor 
par ty at the Labor Temple. [’ 
going to abolish the patronage system 
altogether,” said the speaker.

W. Ft Sweezey and Walter Rollo, 
Joseph Marks, J. W. Buckley, James 
Simpson, Magnus Sinclair and other 
well-known members of the labor patrfr 
were the speakers of the day. Magnus 
Sinclair, tn a short forceful address, 
stated his opln.on that the talk of the 
new era which he heard at every street 
corner was a myth. “We have with us 
today as before the war ths same 
masters, the same penury, the same 
opposing forces. One has only to study 
the great steel strike and others in 
America to realise this fact. We see 
there the great corporations with their 
paid spies, their thugs, their hired as­
sassins, ready and eager to waylay us 
on our way to our meetings as they 
did 26 years ago. No, no, this is no 
■new era. But dur.ng the past two 
weeks we have laid the foundation for 
an era of grand promise. This can be 
further fashioned only by joining forces 
with the party now linked up with the 
farmers.’’

“Take with a grain of salt all the 
rubbish you read in the press,’’ was 
Joseph Marks’ commentary upon the 
present situation. “We are going to 
make every Grit and Tory toe the mark. 
The U.F.O. leaders feel that their forces 
are big enough to undertake the re­
sponsibilities of government. , The 
(J.BVO. convention has decided to'have 
ribrolattons with either the Grits or 
Tories. They have stated that ther labor 
party Is part of their movement.'' Mr. 
Marks continuing recounted , the his­
tory of labor in the recent ÿbanipaign. 
“The machine has been smashed for­
ever,” he said. “Even colonels and 
legal lights now want to know how 
they can get into the party. Had Ar­
thur Roebuck remained with us he 
would have stood a better chance to­
day of being attorney-general of On­
tario.”

W. F. Sweezey, who followed, said: 
“I feel more honored as a defeated 
candidate in an honest cause than a 
victor in a campaign of dishonor,” he 
said. “They will have 40 lick vs again 
In Sudbury before We realize that we 
are licked. And within another two 
weeks such a chance may be given 
During the election a little section 
near Sudbury on the C.N.R. afforded 
the electorate food for thought. We 
had counted on a large showing for 
our cause. When the ballot was made 
known the results showed a return of 
96 for Conservatives', 6 for Liberals 
and 4 for labor, 
gone north to investigate, to find out if 
any votes happened to grow on the 
trees of the forests in the districts. I 
tell you these things, despite the pres­
ence of the press. The campaign up 
there was run against us by the com­
bined force of Conservative satellites, 
grafters, regulation machlners 
Conservatives who had no idea why 
they were Conservatives, 
three days before the elecions 
load of whiskey was unloaded m the 
vicinity of these same people. Tvet 
tell you we have men up north who 
with six months’ .training would make 
Hon. Dr. Cody look like one minute in a 
vaudeville show.

He had taken two 
drinks too many, and I was forced 
to remain in the witness 
hours and conduct my own defence. 
Before that time I weighed 200 pounds 
odd; today I weigh 148 pounds."

Walter Rollo, chieftain of the Labor 
forces in the new legislature was the 
principal speaker of the afternoon. 
"Oiir dreams have come true,” he said 
at the commencement of s great 
message to those gathered- 'Toronto 
has not shown a defeat for Labor in 
any shape or form. You polled more 
votes than ever before. Victory has 
merely been delayed. Not so long ago 
we in Hamilton had only twenty 
members, then fifty, and at that we 
believed we were doing wonders. 80 
we were, then. But in January, 1919, 
we hid 125 members and elected nine 
Labor!tes to municipal seats, 
we have a thousand members. What 
does this mean? It means this: that 
we have assured a thousand votes, we 
have a thousand friends of Labor, we 
have a thousand dollars merely in 
membership receipts. Add to this 
the virility and tact of our women. Yes, 
the work of our women must not oe 
forgottén. I know of one subdivi­
sion in which a woman managed to 
get 195 voters to the poll out of 
total of 205.”

Unanimously the men and women 
who were assembled last night at the
regular session of the People's Forum 
passed a resolution proposed by Tom 
Miellllleu demanding that the amend­
ments to^the immigration act be so 
amended as to permit the trial by 
jury of all British and other citizens 
In Canada. Tom Mellilleu himself, 
and Rev. William Ivens were the 
principal speakers of the evening. “I 
am a pacifist thru and thru," said Mr. 
Ivens, “and a pacifist I will remain. I 
am absolutely opposed to force, and 
will always advocate victory thru 
the medium of brains, the ballot 
box and the pen. I shall speak tho 
the streets be filled with machine 
guns to shoot me down. Will you 
stand with me or with the shirkers, 
with the profiteers?

Now, a word as to the strike per­
mits. These were subject of exam­
ination at the hands of crown prose­
cutors. Yet, one of these same crown 
prosecutors was A. J. Andrews, e 
man who as a representative of the 
Committee of 1,000, in conjunction 
with a committee of the strikers, de­
cided to issue these permits.

Mr. Ivens touched upon the Cal­
gary convention of February. This 
convention, he said, was called by 
western delegates to the Quebec con­
vention of the Trades Congress who 
bad resented the eastern- machine 
methods, and had decided to hold a 
preliminary convention before the 
next congress convention met at 
Hamilton. One big item on tile list at 
this convention was the proposal to 
consider withdrawal from the Ameri­
can federation of labor. So conten­
tious was this sul jScTthat it was fin­
ally submitted as a referendum to the 
locals In the west. Some of these 
favored the Idea, others were directly 
opposed. In the midst of considera­
tion of the referendum came the 
Winnipeg strike. ‘‘Yet people want to 
couple Winnipeg with this move­
ment," said the speaker, who hoped 
the people gathered at the meeting 
would realize that their victory bonds 
should go to the defence of the Win­
nipeg strikers.
