Nine Hours.

Napanee, Oct. 13.—(Special)—George
Doughtery, one of the Pinkerton detec-
tives, who has been actively engaged in
the bank robbery case, occupied the wit-

 npess stand for nearly nine hours to-day

_and produced evidence that created great
surprise, although a bombshell was an-
ticipated. In the court room, which was
erowded more than ever, he swore thut
while with Detective Wilkes. he  was
' gearching the room of the accused bank
clerk, W. H. Ponton, Wilkes discovered
a small piece of paper underneath a
newspaper in a bureau drawer. On
close examination it proved to have upon
it the impressions of the key to the
lower compartment of the safe. The
paper was produced in court. This evi-
‘dence has caused almost as much ex-
‘citement as the arrest, but the prisoner
scems to have retained his friends, who
look lightly upon the new testimony.
In the cross-examination Mr. Porter's
questions were particularly in reference
to the search of the waste papers, and
were directed to show that, all other
of the detectives’ theories being explod-
ed excepting the one which the .officers
were working now, it was- neeesss - to
find a paper in order to make this . .y
work.  The alleged finding of this puwce
of paper, according to the detectives,
was the cause of Ponton’s arrest. The
tetectives said Ponton had  willingly
given up the key of his room in order
that a_ search n;?hx be madé¢.  Until
the alleged discoVery

was nothing but suspicion baséd on the
fact that Pontom did not give the de-
tectives the information' they wanted as
o - his rsonal finances. Up to this
wlleged diseovery by Wilkes, a pPinkerton
bperater, there had not been produced
n which could be based
1 charge that Ponton robted the bank:
The story of Ponton’s finances is simply
lhe old story of a bank clerk having ta
keep. up appearances on $48 per month.

Sdme rather startling statements were
nade by Detective Dougherty in the
witness box to-day. 'He had no proof
that Ponton knew the combination  of
the safe. But he did say that a. yoang
man named Tucker, a junior in the
pank, had received the combination of
+the safe in writing under cover from
Durand, whom he relieved while on holi-
fays, and Tu¢ker had admitted to him
Dougherty) that he (Tucker) had exhi-
bited the figures of the combination at
v party in Napanee, If this is true, any
aumber of persons may have known the
rombination of the safe.

But there is no evidence produced as
ret as to the whereabouts of the swag.

Dougherty, the Pinkerton, ;

There was a murmur of expeetation
vhen Detective George Dougherty, As-
tistant Superintendent of &Pinkerton’s
Nationdl Detective Association, New
York divisibn, took the witness stand.

On the interior I found
0 evidence pf any machine or tool hav-
dg, been used on the upper compart-
aent, but the. lower compartment, ap-
arently, had been forced, there being
be mark of an edge tool near the top
md under a shelf. I found what I
onsidered a rather peculiar mark on the
aside of the lower door on the top edge
hat looked as if it had been made after
he safe was opened. I found no cor-
esponding mark on the bottom of the
helf. If a tool had been inserted over
he top of the’ door my opinion is there
rould be a corresponding mark son -the
_ottom of the shelf. Mr. Ponton -in-
prmed me that the lock on the lower
ompartment was once on the upper
ompartment. f

A RUSSTAN UMPIRE

M. Maertens Will Sit tn Judgment ‘on
the Bewndary Dispute Between
__ Britain and Venezucla.
‘Washington, Oct. 13.—The-Internation-
al Court of Arbitration, which is to pass
on the British-Veunezuela boundary, has
been completed by the  selection of M.
Maerténs, a distinguished Russian jurist,

‘as umpire, and arrangements are being

made for the assembling of the court
at Paris,
fall of next year. In the meantime the

briefs of Great Britain and of Venezuela
are teing prepared, but none of the pap-
ers have yet been submitted. M. Maer-
tens will not only” aét as umpire, but
also as President of the Court. M.
Maertens has a worldwide reputation
as an authority on international law,
and it has led to his frequent selection
as arbitrator and umpire in international
differences. He is an official of the Rus-
sian Foreign Office, Professor of Inter-
national Law at the University of St.
Petersburg, and author of Maertens’
Treaties, the standard book of reference
on all the treaties of the world. - Little
doubt is felt as to his acceptance.
Prof. Maertens was one of the dele-
gates named by the Russian Government
to represent it at the approaching con-
ference: to be held in this city to con-
sider the conditions of sedl life in the
North Pacifie. It is understood that his
selection as the fifth arbitrator and head
of the Commission makes it impossible
for him to participate in the Washington
Conference, so that the Russian interests
in the meeting, probably, will remain in
the care of M. Botkine and the two
delegates who will sit with hini,

The Daily News says: “It is not denied
by the English experts that unless some-
thing is done -the fur spals will be ex-
terminated, though probibly they would
fix the date of extinction farther in the
future than the Ameérican experts. Eng-
land has a greater -interest in averting
such a result than America has. Some-
thing must bte done; what thata some-
thing may be, however, is a question
for Governments and not experts to de-
cide. It is probable that a settiem:nt
may be arrived at by compensating the
Canadian sealers in a lump sum for
dbardonment of their right, under the
Paris award. There is reason to believe
that Washington is not indisposed. to
entertain this.” i

ABYSSINIANS SLAUGHTERED,

Somalls Overwhelmed Them and  Wiped
Out an Army of 3000,

London, Oct, 18.—Mr. J. Bennet Stan-

ford, who has just returned from taking

part in an expedition to Somaliland,
brings news of the annihilation about
the end of June of an Abyssinian army
of 3000 men, under the famous General
Ras Mackonnen. Only sixty men es-

caped. ;

Mr. Stanford said to-day: “While in
the interior we came across a powerful
Somali. chief, who had just returned
from ‘the fight. He told me that the
Abyssinian force had been raiding down
the Webbe Skebeyli River, early as fdar
as the 45th parallely The Somalis then
overwhelmed them with large numbers,
allowing sixty men| to go back avith the
news of the defeat. Ras Mackonnen
was killed during the Fattls,

“The affair occurred about 100 wmiles
from where we were. ‘The whole n¢igh-
borhood is still greatly excitéd, and the
possession of so mfany Italian ritles by
the Somalis is_©vidence that the atory
told of the Abyssinian defeat is true.”

“The latest news from Harrar was
that an hyssinian'\army was being de-
spatched againgt .the Somalis, who were
eagerly anticipating- another fight.”

Great Hardships.

FEARFUL STORMS RAGING.

Blowing Tremendously.

Rain Falling in Terrents Alse—-Thousands
of People Struggling With Damaged
Outfits —Wood Sells for One Theusand
Dellars a Cord-Scemes, Sights and

_shfferings That Would Fill Four Pages
of a Newspaper—lorrors of the Skaguay
Trall -Cattlie on the Way. !

Sap Francisco, Cai., Oct. 13.—A letter re-
ceived here to-day from a newspaper man
at Lake Linderman, on the other side of the
Chilcoot Pass, tells of the terrible suffer-
ings of the gold-seekers and thé certainty
of many deaths from exposure. The letter,
which is dated Sept. 19, is as follows:

“For 11 days a terrible storm has raged,
the wind blowing a tremendous gale and
the rain falling in torrents. There is chaos
on the Dyea trail. Thousands of people
are struggling hopelessly on with damaged

Government Agent 1ells of the su'uuo-_—
Dangers of an Ouibreak.

Washington, D.C., Oct. 13.—Sheldon Jl}(‘kf
son, United States General Agent of Kda-
cation for Alaska, writing from St. Michaet
under date of Sept. 13, has sent a report}
to the Interior Department regarding the
gold boom. He says :

“1 am still detained at this place waiting
upon | the movement of tihe Bear. Since
reaching here, Aug. 24, several expeditions
of miners have arrived on steamers. ana
sailing vessels from Puget Sound, Seatue
and San Francisco. They bring with them
lumber and inechanics, expecting at tnis

to the mines. There are eight or ten of
these vessels now in. the harbor, and 13
more are expected from the south.

““The season is now closed for getting up
the riyer this year. The most that tne
miners now here can do will be to get per-
haps 100 miles up the river to timber, then
go into winter quarters, erecting log huts
for shelter. Those that come up later wut
be compelled to winter af this place. As
all these 5)@0{)19 were pledged to be taken
to the mines this fall, yoy can lmagine
that there is not oulf' much disappoint-
ment, but also much Irritation and anger
that is liable at any moment to break out
into open violence.

One Resiraint to Lawlessness.

NEWSPAPERS BY POST

Mulock is Gathering Information—

Will Postage be Imposed ?—Toronte
. Rallway Case Seitted. ,

Ottawa, Oct. 13.— The Fost Odfics
Department has 'sent out !nstructions
to postmasters throughout the Domin-
jon calling for returns of the number of
newspapers mailed under the provisions
of the free postage regulations. ‘LI'he
Postmaster-General, it is said, contem-
plates the abolition of the system of
the free carriage through the mails of
newspapers sent out to bona fide sub-
scribers from offices of publication. 1t
is possible, too, that new regulations
are proposed which will prevent abuses
of the system by publications not pro-
perly coming within the intent un‘
meaning of the law.

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STATE OWNERSHIP OF RATLROADS.

AMr. James M. Swank, in his report on
“Iron and Steel and Allied Industries.”
putlished by the Department of the In-
terior, Washington, 1897, in a paragraph’
relating to the railronds of the world,

(excluding Luxemburg) at the end of
1895 as 28,841 miles. :

In October, 1897, issue of “Consular
Reports on Commerce, Manufactures,
ete.,” Mr. L C. Monaghan, United States
Consul, Chemnitz, Aug. 1, 1897, reports
on Prussian railroad earnings, from
which the following extracts are taken:

State ownership of -railways plays a
very important part in Prussian finances.
Barning enormous sums, serving dom-
merce and manufactures in times of
peace, and all stratcgic :purposes in
times of war they have more tham jus-
tified the argumehts that urged the Gov-
ernment to own them, and the liberal
policies that constructed and developed
them in all parts of the empire. The
receipts’ for 1890-91 were $211,608,282;
for 1893-96, $247,381.970. In 1896-97
they hage gone far beyond the budget
estima of $242,900,99t. The budget
estimates for I897-98 are §264,230,063.
How large and important these figures
are will be seen when one compares
them with the kingdom’s “total income
of a trifle. 'over $476,000,000. Thus,
more than half of Prussia’s income is
derived from railroads.  Direct and in-
direct taxes bring $55,911,000; mining
and smelting works owned by the state,
$30,226,000; forests and lands, $21,658,-
000. 'These figures represent 2L per
cent., 11 ‘per cent. and 8 per cent. as
much as is made on railroads.

" The real value of these statistics is

'j’xot evident until one takes up ‘the’ net

gains. These in the last estimate were
$103,768,000. ‘Out of this surplus $51,-
646,000 goes to.pay interest, bonds, etc.,
leaving $52,122,000 to be employed as
the Government may-deem best in other
departments. The budget estimates of
all other Government expenses amount
to $114;240,000. . After covering their
owIl. expenses Prussia’s railroads supply
46 per cent. of this amount.
' By careful estimates, wise and econo-
| mical running of the roads, the resalts
may be easily made much better. In
‘the year just closed (June 30, 1897). the
railroads .were expected to earn a sur-
plas of $104,244,000, and to pay of the
$104,720,000 needed to cover expenses
in’ Gther departments at least $41,412,-
000. “The actual surplus was $119,000,-
000, giving the Government for other
purposes from $54,740,000 to $57,120,
000. Even after paying or putting aside
$4.760.00Q for the disposition fund, the
railroads paid a full half of all Sther
Government expenses. Of the $23,800,-
000 surplus noted in 1896-97 retuwms
more than half of the surplus had its
origin in the surplus of the railroads.
No other branch' of public property
pays so surely and well. The certamty
of the receipts, the amount, the rase
with which they are obtained and their
jcash \character render them the most
usef all the moneys turned into the
ublic asury. Whether the railroads
are sndfinged more successfully than they
would have teen under private owner-
ship it is hard to say. The State has
had its hand on the roads from the very
beginning. Seeing how they would aid
armies, and also how necessﬁry they
would be in the new era opening up to
the| empire, - the Prussian Government
did not hesitate to take the management
of thé railroads. Their quasi-public char-
acter has helped the people to undersiand
that they should be controlled™f not
owned, by the ‘State. The tendency all
over the empire is toward state and city
ownership of all kinds of transportation
facilities, roads, railroads for steam,
horses, ' electricity, etc., as well as tele-

If
the substitution’ would involve too large
an outlay at once the very least ihe
Council should undertake this fall is the
paving of the devil-strip with brick,
wherever brick s not already down,
The substitution of brick « for wooden
blocks sin the devil-strip from Pape-ave-
nue u{ the end of the track would teui-
porarily improve the situation in the*
east end. Next spring the Couneil ought
to take up every block bétween the
tracks throughout the whole city.

Molson was a man of great business expe-
rience ‘and sound judgment, and these at-
tributes undoubtedly contributed very ma-
terfully to the present satisfactory condi-
tion of the bank. At all times he had it
uppermost in his ‘mind to place the Bank
in a position that it should be invulnerable
or impregnable, to outside attacks. The
new President nad sat at the board for sev-
eral years, and there was no reason to sup-
pose  for a moment that the success the
nk had attained in the past would not
be enjoyed under his regime. Mr. Crawford
then went on to rewmark that the report
and the tinancial statement spoke Tor fhem-
selves, There could be no two opinions as
to the satisfactory conclusién of the year's
trapsactions, The fact that 13 per gent.
ad been earned during a comparatively
quiet business season spoke well for the
management of the Bank. He then pro-
ceeded to ask a number of questions re-
garding the financial statement,all of which
were .answered to his’ satisfaction by the
General Managér, and afterwards he went
on to once more advocate the issulng of
ﬂnuéz:lnl statements having parallel col-
umms, so that"the figures of the current
year and the one immediatély preceding
could be compared with each other. He
spoke in favor of the rest account being
maintained at 50 per cent. of the capital, of
there being a contingent fund of $800,000,
and of $50,000 being placed to profit‘and
loss account. In econciusion, he advocated
the presidency being held for omg a Hmited
period by the same person, the directors to
be elected to the office by rotation, as was
done in the National: Bank of Scotland.
This would stimulate the directors to make
thenwselves thoroughly conversant with the
exact position of the Bank.
he President: It s always, I am sure,
a great pleasure to hm% the ananual state-
ment criticized by Mr. Crawford, who has
always taken so much interest in the Bank.
We are oniy too anxious to give any infor-
mation we can in the matter. As regards
gamllel columns, this matiter bus been
rought up by Mr. Crawford several times
ar our meetings, Up to now we have never
en fit to change from the old custom. Of
colirse, when the sharvholders put it in the
way that Mr. Crawford does, and say they:
are anxious to have the parallel 'columns,
it is our duty te consider the matter, and
we will consider it in" the future, The
Rest has been steadily added to, and it has
been the policy of the Bank to do so, it
being considered that shat was the wisest
way. 1 think-we must ask the shareholders{
to.leave it to the discretion of the Direct-
ors to continue the policy which *has been
adop in the past. We only hope that in
the future we may be able to continue to
have $100,000 a year to dapply in seme way,
even should we not decide to apply $100,000
each year to the rest. I desire to thank
Mr. -Crawford for his kind remarks in re-
ference to myself.

r.Homer Watson has so persistently made
his home - here, why he has refused the
lHonizing which surely would have beerynis
had he yiclded to the fascination of ecity
life, here or abroad, and wny he has pre-
ferred Nature, that greatest of all teache:s,
to the true artist, to the thote easly-ac-
quired and more artificial and superficial
teachings of the schools. Mr. Watson nas
not only loved this country, which Is like
unto the land of Naphtali of old, “satisfied
with favor” ; he has sent.out on his can-
vases .to Canada and the Old Land its
most lovely spots, that an might know its
beauty, its great trees, its river pocls,where
the cattle stand to cool their feet In the
long, hot, hazy afternoons, its quaint oll
mills and farmhouses nestling on the hill-
sides, its winding river and friendly
streams; by the magic of his brush he has
shown how goodly is .this (anada of ours,
how grand. it strees, how fair 'fgs prospects.

Teo reach Mr. Watson’s home I crossed an
old bridge, on the left or which lies the
rippling mill dam, with its fringe of sllver
poplars, dashed here ‘and there with the
deep; rich’ erimson of the creepers, which
have wound about them in their rapld sum-
mer growth. On the right'is the grey oid
mill,>7ind beyond, the low gravel-strewn
bed of the river, which just now Is very
narrow and shallow, owing to the long
drought. Hills, thickly “clad with climbing
trees, in gorgeous masses of color, the gold
of the elin, the sombre, shadowy green of
the pine, the vivid crimson of the sumachs,
the lightér green of the ceaars, the bronze
of the oaks, and the myriad brilllant tints
of the maple, rise on every hand to the
blue of heaven, and glimpses of farm lands,
golden with stubble or fair and green with
the fall whent‘,_ all divided off with. gro-
tesque grey tree stumps, are met at every
turn of the heéad. Directly in front of Mr.
Watson’s snug little cottage is a magnif-
cent butternut tree, yellowing to Its win-
ter's sleep, and hidden behind this and
many lesser trees is the home which Mr.
Watson has loved so faithfully these many
years.

Personally Mr. Watson is charming. Of
medium height. he is -well built, is fair of
skin, has plentiful auburn hair and wide
open blue eyes, and wears a monstache and
pointed beard. He was clad in tweed knick-
ers and short coat, and with his cloth cap
well pulled over his eyes, le was-a very
pleasing figure as he eame forward In cor-
dial greeting,stowing away as he approach-
ed his big pipe in his coeat podket. - Like
most men of real merit he has an unafrect-
ed horror of the interviewer or_personal
paragrapherg . J : - :

“Why,"" #aid he, “anyone should wish to
prepare an article about my work, when I
| deem it just begun, I fail to uderstand.”
Buf a man.gannot attain to fame without
paying certain penalties; the penalty of be-
.ing a painter or poet of note, or a literary
celebrity, consists in belng an object of
curiosity to the public which ‘admires his
works. It is this very admiration which
breeds a desire to know the man, his fife,
his personality, his environment, his ideals,
not altogefher in a vulgarly curious way,
but to help it in a larger measure to un-
derstand the mind and heart of the artist,
and through these, his wors.

Unlike most of our painters, Mr. ‘Watson
is almost entirely self-taught, and the ex-
cellence of his productions to-day is whoily

owing to the indefatigable work with
which he has supplemented his genius. The

arfistic temperament is a heritage of the
Watson famlily, the fatuer of our painter
having been a bit of a musician, given to
musical composition, and with ‘a strong lix-
ing for decorative art, while Miss Watson,
the painter’s sister, is well known In tne
department of ceramic art, and is also a
landscape painter of no mean order. But
Mr, - Homer -‘Watson 1s - undolbtedly the
genius of this interesting ramily. Very
early in life his. tastes developed, and,
curigusly enough, his first attempts seem
all to have inclined to figure painting. His
black and white drawings and sketches of
this early period are extremely interesting,
because of the wide difference in choice of
subjécts between his eany attempts  and
his splendid individual work of to-day. In
all these early studies, which, after anuch
persuasion on my part, Mr. Watson econ-
sented to show me, there Is the same love
of figures ; every one of raem shows the
human form, in groups or single figures.
One of these yeuthful attempts, out of
which Mr. Watson extracted much merri-
ment, was a study for a large picture—a
very ambitious and imaginative conception
of Ulysses ‘and his mariners being lured
to a group of fearsome rocks and cliffs by
the singing sirens. “There was nothing
too ambitious for me to attempt in those
days,” sald the painter, laughingly, “Trees
and farmhouses and cattle were too com-
monplace for ‘me then!™ b3

But a change came over our boyish paint-
er; he began to open his eyes to the world
of nature about bim, and In the hundreds
of careful studics which bhe began and con-
tinued for years to make, it is not difficult,
to trace his development. Having no teach-
er to direct him in his work or to presérve
him from wasting time and energy in wrong
directions, he literally Dbegan at the be-
ginning, and from that time till the present
he has fought inch by inch s'one for every-
thing in art that is his te-div. But et
no one think that this undirected groping
after. light and form and color has heen
waste time; it laid the foundati>n of tne
rarely sincere and beautiful work with which
Mr. Watson Is delighting tne artstic wo'ld
to-day, -and its influence is seev in he ad-
mirable. technique wa ¢h 'S supremely his
among Canadian painters. His first and last
teacher in all his difficulties has Geen na-
ture; he has studied her ia 11 the change-
ful and beautiful forms she assumes in this
quiet valley.

“But do you not find it necessary to go
to the great centres occasionally for the
study of technique and color?”

“Yes. In this last visit I have cleared up
many things 1 had struggled here alone to
find the light in. However great a teacher
nature may be, she tells us nothing' of the
processes by which the great things of art
are accomplished. In the art centres of the
world, we find that the way the thing is
dome is most thought of; im fact it is a
question of art, and they look for style,
an individual style, or treatment, founded
on what has been formed by a consensus
of cultivated opinion to be the best tradi-
tions of art.”

That Mr. Watson has benefited much by
his vjsit to the old lands is plainly seen n
hiw laler pictures. I spent a charmed hour
in his studlo, prowling about w7th the
privilege of an interviewer, Invesligailug
all his sketch books, with their careful
studies of trees and cattle, but most of all
in delighted study eof his more recent can-
vases, In nothing has he made such pro-
giess as in his celor, which, though fre-
quently sober in tone, has now that lunin-
ous guality which is characteristic of the old
masters. Ldng ago it seemed to many that
this wapg the one thing lacking n sMr. Wat-
son's work to place him easily in the front
rank of landscape painters; his diawing ls
good,_ his compesitipn admirable, ke is pot

too much given up to detail, and now ghat/

he has-acquired such beauty and depth of
color, combined with that glowing, hir:inoas
effect, and harmony of <one, whirh is =0
rarely seen -here, Canada may well be
proud of her son; of producing a jaster n
the arts, who is recognized, not ou'y with-
in her own borders, but by the best critics
in London. Toronto sees little of Waison's
work, for the simple reason that most of it
fs now only exhibited in Montreat, where
his werk is highly appreciated, and m Lon-
don, Eng. Here Goupil, the famouy dealer,
has charge of his canvases, and more of his
work is exhibited In the famous New Gal-
lery. At present Mr. Watzon s engaged
in a large picture for the New Gallery, ‘but
he hopes to have some canvases for the
Academy, which will be held in Toronto in
the spring. >

Ore of -Mr. Watson's pictures which
charmed me has a foregroual of magnifi-
cent beeches.
