Osman Pasha, son of the late Ameer of
Kurdistan, has come to London to enlist
the friendly offices of Lord Salisbury in an
uprising the Kurds intend to lead against
Abdul Hamild, the Sultan of Turkey, when
the néutrality of Great Britain, France,
Germany, Austria, Italy and Spain bas
been assured.

Osman declares that an army of- 100,000
Kuids and Armeniaus is feady to take the
field under his banner and ‘wage a fight’
for. independence. He expects Russia to
side with Turkey, 8t, Petersburg will
therefore be omitted from his missionary
tour of the European capitals, which hae
begun with his'present visit to England,

Has Made the Kurds Murderers.

Speaking ' yesterday, Osman, who is 2
statuesque,’ soldiérly man of 48 years,
ta'ked of his people’s grievanges and aspir--
ations. He said: “Abdul Hamid has bope-
lessly demoralized the Kurd nation. At
his instigation we have become a race of
murderers. Under. the penalty of our own
lives we have been incited to butcher and
rassacre the Arméiflans, with whom for-
merly we enjoyed the closest bonds of af-
fection and friendship, When the last
slaughtér at Comstantinople was ordered,
my father, as chief of the Kurd froops,
perponally saved. tfie lives of thousands of
Armenians by hiding them away from the
Sultan’s fary.

“I expect’that'Armenians In great num-
bers will come” from the United States to
joln our army. I am sprung from an an-
cestry that has fought Turkish tyranny
for generations, Notwithstanding the fre-

When they arrived here their clothes were
in rags, having been torn by soldiers. T'wo
of them had been subjected to Indignities.
Some of them were widows, two had hus-
bands in St.. Helena, The children were
of all ages. and mostly barefoot. I was
glad to be able to get them some food,
which they badly needed.”

COMMITTEE ‘WILL GET EVIDENCE

West Point, N. Y., Dec. 19.—There was
Some’ very interesting testimony brought
out to-day by the Court of Inquiry, which
is Investigating the alleged hazing of
cadets at the Military Academy here,

Thirty-five cadets were examined during
the morning and afternpon sessions, and,
of these, one was the brother of Lieut. R.
P. Hobson of Merrimae fame. Another was
the son of Gen. Phil Sheridan, and a third,
Mark Brooke of Pennsylvania, js a nepaew
of Gen. Brooke, who was presiding officer
of the court.

Hobson Was Nearly Strangled.

All three toid of the hazing they got
during the encampment of 1808, at the
time Oscar L. Booz was their classmate,
and not one of them said that the treat-
ment they received op the things they had
to do wer¢ either brutal or degrading. Hob-
Son's worst ordeal was when he had to
stand on h's head in a bathtub, in which
there ‘was aboyt 10 inches of water, He
sald he was partially strangled, but was all
right 1n a tew minutes,

Sheridan’s Famous Ride.

Young Phil Sheridan was made to ride a
broomscick along the company’'s streeg, in
commemoration of dvsiltustrious father's
ride, and he had to keep shonting “*Turn,
boys, turn!” al the time. He did not think
this was humiliating, he said, altho he did
hot relish the task,; ;.. ;

J. Breth,the former Mayor of Altoona,
was hazed at West Point a few weeks be-
fore his return to this city, where he died,
a physical wreck, in the winter of 1897,
Mr. Breth says that his son was so
rcughly handled that he could neither sleep
nor eat. He was taken to the Cadet Hos-
pital and treated for nervous prostration,
His condition growing worse, he was hur-
ried home, just in time to take to his bed.
His vital forces had been 80 greatly re-
duced that he was unable to make a tight
against the pneumonia, which speedily de-
veloped, and he died in a few days.

TORONTO'S THOROFARES,

A Toronto correspondent of The Winnipeg
Tribune devotes a two-column letter  to
the geography of Toronto’s streets. He
shows that the Queen City Is sadly lacking
in thorofares, especially that part of the
city east of Yonge-street. The streets run-
ning north and south end In the Rosedale
Ravine. There Is not a single thorofare
east of and parallel to Yonge street run-
ning into the country. Of streets run-
ning east and west, there Is but one that
leads out to the country, and ‘that is
Queen-street. The western half of the city
is not so deficlent in thorofares, but de-
velopment in the east has been heavily
handicapped by the absence of main ar-
teries fog/raffic. While the topographical
features of the north and east are not
favorable to the extension of highways, yet
it Is quite possible to open up a few main
arteries at no very great cost. A move-
ment; has been under way for some time
to secure an entrance into the city from
upper Rosedale by way of Sherbourne-
street. If the north Rosedale bridge were
strengthened so as to permit of electric
ears belng run over it, s road would be
opened to the north and communication es-
tablished with what is known as the 2nd
concession. This concession is exactly one
and a quarter miles east of Yonge-street.
The opening up of this thorofare would
glve a new route to Mount Pleasant and
North Toronte, and would bring a large
section of country Into closer tanch with
the city. This road is badly needed, and
it will be a pity if the various parties in-

4 terested cannot devise an equitable scheme

for financing the project. The interests
among who!n the cost should be apportion-
ed iIncinde the property-owners sf -the
territory to be benefited, the Toronto Rail-
way Company (which ought to bear a share
of a right-of-way that will be profitable to
it), the Toronto Lacrosse Association and
York Township and County. If the ox-
pense of strengthening the bridge were
distributed among all these parties, ac-
cording to their interests, the burden would
be heavy on no one.

The extension of Bloor-street eastward to
the Danforth-road has been frequently sug-
gested, and It is ¥m Improvement that is
bound to come in timé, but the expense
would be conslderable, and this fact will
delay it until the necessities are moze
nrgent, 5

The extension o6f Gerrard-street across
the Don and the bullding of the high-level
bridge would have. afforded much needeq
relief if the extemsion had been carried
half a mile farther eastward. As it is,
Gerrard-street ends nowhere, and it will
‘have no importance as a thorofare until a
connection is established between Green-
wood and Coxwell-avenunes, along the line
of Gerrard-street. The gap Is only abhout
half a mile. The connection of Gerrard.

Past Toronto Village would be the means
of establishing a thorofare from High Park
in the west to Whithy, or, for that matter,
Kingston, in the east. It seems ridicu-
lous that we should have gone to the great
expense of bullding a high-level bridge,
across the Don, and of constructing a sub-

Converging 'of King and Queen
Should Be Changed .o)'tlaft th
Joins Eastern-Avenue.

James B. Lawler,writing to The Winnipeg
Tribune, says : Upon its plain, sloping to
Lake Ontarlo, Toronto Is well lald out in
sireets running north and south and east
and west. Like nearly every other- place
in the world, except Wasbiogton and Re-
gina, Toronto was: pot thought of as likely
to be a great city till too late; the resuilt
is that a large mfimber of the streets do
not “run thru,” and the great arteries of
travel: bave, therefore, to. do much more
work -than they otherwise wonld. Taking
e streets that run east and west, parailel
with the lake, we find that there Is no
thru street tlll we get to Queen-street,
King, the next mosy important thorofare
along the lake frout, bends northward and
runs into Queen at each end, At the west
cnd this does not interfere “with traffic, as
it Is caused by thé bending in of the shore
of Lake Ontario to form Humber Bay, but
in the Kast End it appears to have been
caused by the fears of those who lald out
Muddy York that the municipality: womd
never be able to keep up more than oune
bridge across the Don, This is a great
pity,. because three-quarters of all

from the city is thus thrown on one street

sireet be relieved but an impetus wouid
be given to the development of the whole
eastern end of the eity.

Over the Don,

This forcing of the great bulk of the
across-the-Don traffic thru a narrow neck
at the Queen-street hrldge over the Don is
a serious matter. In the first place, the
normal population on the qast side of the
Don is, T think, for I hate not the figurss
at hand, something like 8000. It is, in fact,
a little city of itself, with churches,schovls,
fire halls, handsome shops, factories, rail-
way stations, newspapers, etc. Besides
this, there is the large ‘Poplllltlon ust out-
side the city limits, along the ngston-
road, the road along which the 4ld mall
stages used to travel to Kingston and’
Montreal, and in the villages of East To-
ronto, Little York and Scarboro. The total
normal population cannot, therefore, be far
short of 15,000. The Kingston-road branch-
es off from Queen-street opposite the Wood-
bine race track, and along this road there
is a street railway line to the places named,
owned by the Toromte Rallway Company
and operated by it in connection with its
Toronto system, but with an additional
fare. The eomsequence of the present ar-
rangement is that thespeople of this large
and populous suburb are dependent ailmost
entirely upon the street railway line along
Queen-street for their chance of getting
into the city. There is ome other line
along Gerrard-street, about three-quarters
of a mile porth, but until it is greatly ex-
tended eastward it cannot much rélieve
the pressure. These are the everyday con-
ditiong, but. when, as on last .Queen's
Bgrthdu, when the last rice was run at the
Woodbine race track, 50,000 people made a
rush for the gates, how is it to be expected
that any one line of raillway or ny one
street can ‘take cave of the traffic’ Be-
sides, hundreds and hundreds of families
Nnmsldénees. % l!m;tg‘ fo Itve h11:1 summer
J ces” & ges, shingie  pal-
aces, shackd, old Street cars and fenmp in
the woods and along the shore at.

Too Few Thru Streets.

Having explained how the traffic of the
southern edge of the city is concentrated
on Queen-stfeet, let us come back to the
centre of the city and see if there are any
other cases. Proceeding northward from
Queen-street, we find that the next thoro-
fare is made up of Cariton and College-
streets, which, together, form an almost
straight line from the Don to the western
city limits. - But this fine street Is three.
quarters of a milé away from Qneen-street
with not one thru street between. Nor Is
there another thru street unti] Bloor-street
is reached, which: is another three-quarters
of a mile farther north. In other words,
from Queen-street td Bloor Is a distance
of a mile and a half, and yet there are
only three thru streets in all that distance
—l.e., Queen Carlton and College and Bloor—
and this in a city wholly laid out in ree-
m_n;mlar blocks. Between Queen and Bloor
15 streets open into Yonge-street on the
east and 20 streets on the west side, and
yet only one of these (Carlton and College)
is a thru street.. North of Bloor there Is no
thru east and west street whatever within
the ecity limits, which are three-quarters
of a milecaway. This latter is an unpar-
donable oversight, or. wozse, as this is the
newest part of the oity and should be laiq
out on a metropolitan plan. The city will
pay dearly for it some day. Westward
these stfeete T have mentioned. or their
extensions, run out past the eity lmits. so
.‘hpr@ is no complaint as to their outlets,
They are further assisted on the west side
by Dundas-street, which runs diagonally
from Queen-street thru College anq
thru Bloor te  Toronto Junetion,
and s0 on to the western lmits of
the province, On the western side there.
fore there are fi¥e main arteries, King (it
runs into the Iake, and so takes care of
its traffle to the end), Queen, College,
Bloor and Dundas, There are not as many
as are really required, but they are more
than ample when compared with eastern
approaches. Here King has no.outlet at

The Boers took his rifle ana side-arms, and
