‘Our company obtains a large

part of its supply of nickel from
the mines of the Canadian Copper
Company, in the Province of On-
tario, and the New Caledonian
Mines of the Nickel Corporation of
London (not the Nickel Company
of Paris). The stock ¢f these two
companies seemed to me a desir-
able investment, and I and several
associates, among them  Mr.
Schwab, purchased a control-
ling interest in the Canadian
Copper Company, and a consider-
able block of stock of the Nickel
Corporation, altho not enough to
constitute ocontrol.. It is our pur-
pose to form a holding company,
capitalized, probably, at $9,000,000,
to which will be transferred the
controlling interest in the Orford
Copper Company and the Canadian
Copper Company, and our holdings
of Nickel Corporation stock.

CANADA AT CORONATION
HON. MR. BORDEN'S PLAN

Chance for South African Veter-
ans Who Did Not Come
Home Thru London.

Ottawa, March 23.—It has not vet.
been decided what shall be the composie
tion of the force of 58O officers and
men who are to constitute Canada’s
military contingent at the coronation.

In a general way it is understood,
however, that it will represeat- all
arms of the service, as was the case
with the Jubilee contingent, and all the
provinces of the Dominion,

Preference will be given to ofiicers
and men who have served in South
Africa, but the Minister of Militia is
said to have under consideration a plan
of selection which will give first call
to those of the Canadian contingents
who did not have the privilege of visit-
ing the Mother Country on their way
home from the war.

PREPARATIONS IN LONDON,

London, March 23.—Wearied by the
inglorious war and bored by stagnant
politics, England reverts to the cor-
onaition as the only agreeable theme,
The King’s sagacity has been display-
ed in popularizing the unique cere-
monial by the entertainment of half
a million of the poorest London sub-
jects at- dinner. The proposal has
been warmly approved in every quar-
ter, and the royal example will not
be * disregarded . by, the . provincial
towns, where arrangements are al-
ready making for entertaining the
poor on an .unexampled scale. The
coronation in this way will be con-
verted into a national fete. :

¥For Public Rejoicing.

‘While the King has been influenced
by the Queen's personal interest in
jublilee dinners for the poor, he has
taken effective measures for restor-
ing. the best traditions of mediaeval
coronations. While the court officlals
have been splitting hairs over the fine
points of etiquet, and the peeresses
have been fidegting over coronation
robes and coronets, he has reminded
the mation that the ceremonial is not
deslgned exclusively for the develop-
ment of class pride, but has been in-
variably made an occasion of public
rejoicing. 2

EX-ALD. GRIFFITH INCENSED.

Thinks He Was Slighted, But the
Commissioner Points Out That

Since the spring weather has awaken-
ed the trees there has been a constant
call upon the Park Commissioner to'!

WHY OXFORD WAS BEATEN.

A Noted Coach Explains Why Cam-
bridge Won.

London, March 22.—The following rela-
tive to the boat race was written for the
Assoclated Press by Theodore - A. Cook,

the well-known Oxford oarsman:

“Cambridge won the boat race by over
five lengths. ' For the first time in the
history of the race, two Americans rowed
in one crew, but, unluckily, the Brothers
Milburn were mot In the winning boat.

**Many of the critics put down Oxford’s
failure to the fact that they rowed in a
boat not suited to them at all. Dr.
Warre designed a new boat for this year's
race, which differed from his model of last
year. But it was quite unsuited to *he
Oxonians, with the result that they were
obliged to use the boat which had been
stralned in last year's race and this yvear's
practice. Cambridge, on the other hand,
wag exactly suited with a new and very
beautifully bullt craft.

SMALLPOX STATISTICS.
In spite of all precautions that have

been taken to suppress it, smallpox
continues to spread all over the con-
tinent. The disease is becoming more
evenly distributed, and no place is
exempt from the danger. It is only |
when we collect the statistics that we |
become aware of the extent and ser-
iousness of the epidemic. The official
reports of the U. S. Marine Hospital
service state that there were 22,263
cases of smallpox in the United
States during the last week, as
against 9406 during the same period
last year. The comparative numbers
of deaths are given as 661 and 136
respectively for the weeks of this
year and last, chowing that the ratio
is nearly .quintupled. The disease
has probably made about the same
headway in Canada as in the States.
Its advance has been so slow and uni-
form, however, that we have failed to
recognize its seriousness. Isolation
and vaccination must be rigidly ad-
opted if the discase is to be eradicat-
ed. It will be easier to stamp it out
now than later on when it has made
still further headway. It seems to
be generally admitted by the medical
profession that the effects of vaccina-
tion are not continuous thruout life-
time. Immunity from the disease is
more than ever dependent on the fre-
quency of vaccination, says Dr. Aus-
ten of New York, who has vaccinated
10,000 school children of that city.
Universal vaccination should be the
order of the day.

A bright sky and a balmy
spring atmosphere assisted in mak-
ing the send-off a. hearty one, for an
immense crowd of people lined the

Shortly after noon hour the mem-
bers of the team commenced to ar-
rive at the Armouries. The regula-
tion baggage was prepared, packed
away in large cases and hurried to
the station. In the meantime the
crowds gathered in the vicinity of the
Armouries waiting to see the “pick”’
of the Highlanders walk out.

A, R. Colguhoun’'s Advice to United
States re Philippines,

£33

London, March 23.—Archibald Ross Col-
quhoup, the author of ‘““The Mastery of the
Pacific,”” who will deliver an important
address before the Colonial Institute at the
coronation season, takes a hopeful view of

the Philippine situation. He tells me that
the war was virtually over some time ago,
and that the present resistance is really
guerilla work, running into brigandage
similar to the later stages of pacification
in Upper Burmah with the suppression of
the Dacoit bands, which took many years.
The contest has heen stiffened by the sen-
timentalists, who talk about the Filipino
struggle for freedom when there ls no
Filipino nation, and resistance is inforced
by a system of terrorism. He admits that
4 strong force will be a requisite for years,
with a backbeone of United States troops
filled out with native troops and police
under picked officers. The degeneraticn
of officers and soldiers and the difficulty
of the work of pacification have been ex-
aggerated, he sayvs, and the general eon-
ditions are no worse than on the Burmah-
Indian frontier or in the Maldyan states.
A high character of officers is peculiarly
necessary in dealing with the Orientals,
aund the morale of the troops can be main-
tained if the right sort of men be obtained.

Mr. Colquhoun has been graatly impress-
ed with the way in whieh the Amerieans
have attacked oversea problems without
the machinery and the trained service for
dealing with smch a situation, and In ereat-
ing a native army and police. ¢« He believes
that the law of potitieal gravitation drew
the United States abroad, and that the
Dation must remain overseas and take an
inereasing share in foreign affairs, espe-
clally Asiatic matters. While he thinks
that a military government in the Philip-
pines, merging inio civil government, would
be the best transitional one, he deprecates
any departure from the established 8y 8-
tem. He remarks:
Keep tight hold, and have troops ready to
enforce order. Let there be no changss
in policy or agents. Sach changes are fatal
with Orientals. Ist there be no dual con-
trol, no divided authority, between militacy
and civil government. Dual control woald
mean paralysis and be fatal. Authority
should centre in ome chlef. Give to him
control, and make him respansible. Iush
forward commun’cations of rallways and
roads, and the Filipinos will soon be paci-

25, according to advices by mail from
Hong Kong by way of the steamer
Athenian, arriving to-day, the Ameri-
can barque Eva J. Ray, hailing from
Portland, Me., but sailing for years
out of Bosten, arrived with a story
of terrible privation.

The captain telegraphed for
Chinese crew, and four weeks later
they reached him from Hong Kong.
The ship had scarcely put to sea when
the chief wofficer succumbed to the
disease, them the Chinese crew were
taken down. The captain eould not
turn back, as there were no sailors at

Combination of These Three, Says
Rev. J. L. Gordon, is Greatly to
Be Desired.

P

ONE THEATRE CALLED A DISGRACE

And the Relations Betweefi It and
the Police Characterized as
Downright Scandal.

J. L. Gordon, in the Bond-
Congregational Church last
night, spoke on the theatres in To-
ronto. A combination of the pulpit,
the press and the stage is what was
wanted, he said, and with such & com-
bination anything under the sun could
be accomplished. He did not believe
in the policy of extermination with
reference to theatres, There were good
ones and there were bad ones. The
good ones should be allowed to re-
main and the bad ones driven out.
The book of Job, the preacher said,
Wwas a theatrical presentation, and he
doubted Jf it would ever be fully un-
derstood until some theatrical Chris-
tian interpreted it. If he were a
millionaire, he said, he would subsidize
the stage and have the truth pre-
sented by Christians, and within
twenty-five years he predicted that
that would come about.

Mr. Gordon also declared that what
he would like to see was a theatri-
cal department in comnection with his
church, where they might have enter-
tainments which would be consecrated
theatricails.

The preacher read from Saturday
Night portions of an article attack-
ing a local theatre. The editor of it,
he said, could not be considered a re-
ligious fanatic,and the paper, too, was
not particularly mnoted for its high re-
ligious tone, but he agreed with it in
this instance. He wished it to be
understood that he,did not make any
charges against the theatre; he simp-
ly wished to emphasize what the paper
had published, and he would hold it
responsible for all he said.

The paper stated that the police
bore a peculiar relation to a theatre
in the city, inasmuch as their as-
sociation owned it; and this, the
preacher said, was a condition of
affairs that was not matched by any
city in the United Séates. It was a
downright scandal, and in a certain
sense “the theatre is subsidized by the
police.” Alho the police had been
charged time and again with faver-
ing it, it had never had a defender,
and he could not understand how it
was that the people of Toronto toler-
ated such a thing. The theatre was
a disgrace, a blot on the city, and it
should be stamped out, Mr. Gordon
concluded.

ation influence upon the course of legis-
lation, have been potent factors lead-
ing to the change of front. Along
with the demand for federal ownership
of the telegraph system, which, if re-
ports are to be -credited, will probably
be met within the near future, some
voices have been raised for the civie
ownership of the telephones. Provincial
ownership of the trunk lines between
the municipalities would be almost a
necessary incident in such a policy.
The experience of Toronto with the
Consumers’ Gas Company proved but
another illustration of the problems
that arise is guarding public interests,
even after the most careful legislation,

As to municipal debts, the total in-
debtedness of Canadian cities has
grown steadily of late years. But a
concurrent reduction in the rate of in-
terest from six and seven to four, three
and one-half and three per cent. has
largely counterbalanced the advances.
An analysis of the debts shows that al-
most all have been incurred for local
improvements and other necessary pub-
lic works.

For the general success of city gov-
ernment it is, of course, to the stamp
of men commanding that one must
look. Capable city aldermen and heads
of departments are called for. As for
aldermens a two or a three-year term
is highly advisable, ,one-half or one-
third of them being elected each year.

On the whole, tho perfection is not
written across the face of city organi-
zation 'or administration in the Do-
minion, the basis of city government in
Canada must be said to have been
“well and truly laid.”

Westmount, adjoining the upper
levels of Montreal, is set forth by W.
D. Lighthall, as an illustration of ex-
cellent municipal government.

In the same publication Mr, Wickett
subscribes a capital’ article on ;the
municipal government of Toronto, deal-
ing closely with the various branc!}es
of the government, and the public in-
stitutions, and their means of susten-
ance. He points out that the Guild of
Civic Art and such organizations, t'hru
fostering a wider interest in munlm.pal
affairs and a more lively civic pride,
are strong allies of good city govern-
ment. For artistic municipal and pri-
vate structures, broad and convenient
streets, well planned bridges, [parks
and drives manifestly appeal to all
classes. Everything considered, it could
not be denied but that a general inter-
est in municipal 'affairs was slowly
rising in Toronto, as well ‘as in many}
other towns and cities thruout Canada.

Clews’ Views.

New York, March 23.—Henry Clews
says: Beyond a quiet and somewhat
firmer undertone there is little change
in the financial situation. In certain
respects the outlook arpeairs to be
somewhat brighter, and a more con-
fident undertone prevails than two or
three weeks ago. This appears to be
entirely due to satisfactory trade con- |
ditions. From various quarters come |
reports of heavy distribution of nearly |
all classes of merchandise; consump- '
tion appears to cont'nue with unabateg
activity, and the expectation generally
seems to be that the country will enjoy
a good spring trade. The important
manufacturing industries are all fully
employed, and the chief difficulty ap-
pears to be the filling of orders with
sufficient promptness to satisfy buy-
ers. This is especially true of the va-
rious branches of the iron and textile
trades. The activity in the freight
departments of the railroads is further
proof of the good condition of general
business, the westbound traffic being
particularly large for the season, In|

consequence, railroad earnings are
maintained at high level, surpassing

even the large increases of the last
two years. Such decreases as have
appeared can usually be attributed to
last year's crop failures, which have
only recently been felt, and even then
in a far less degree than anticipated,
because of the pressure of other traffic.
‘We have thus seen an unexampled and
totally unexpected continuance of in-
dustrial and railroad prosperity, which,
apparently, has not yet run its course.
The outlook for the ra‘lroads, there-
fore, is perfectly satisfactory., Largc
sums have been spent out of earnings
during the past two yeéars for improve.
ments and renewals, and expenses on
these accounts should soon diminish.
Whether any further increases in di-
vidends are to follow or not, in conse-
quence, will depend chiefly ugon a
continuance of present large earnings.
Unfortunately, railroad prosperity has
been very largely discounted in ad-
vance, and values have teen unduly
raised thru contest for control; so
these conditions cannot be expected to |
have the same stimulating effect “upon |
prices which would be the case were
the market situation less artificial.
Nevertheless, with railroads and indus.
trial affairs in such good shape, the
market has a substratum of strength
which cannot be overlooked.

WIEE DENDONGED HUSBAND

Colonel Grimm Paid Attention to
Another Woman and His Treason
Was Revealed.

HAS CONFESSED TO HIS GUILT.

Sixty Have Been Made—

Comprchensive Plan Against
Russia For Germany,

Arrests

St. Petersburg, March 22.—The semi-off-
clal Russky Invalid to-day nnnaum-es that
Colonel Grimm (the Russian officer, who
Was recently condemned to death by a
court-martial at Warsaw, after having
been convicted .of systematic revelation of
military secrets to a foreign power), has
confessed to having been gullty of  high
treason.  About sixty arres's have been
made at Warsaw in connection with the
trial of Col. Grimm, who, it has been as-
serted, had, during ten years, revealed 0
Germany every  plan prepared by Russia,
in the eventuality of war between the two
countries. The discovery of the colonel's
treason was due to his wife, who (e-
nounced her husband in revenge for his
having paid attentlons to another woman.

ANAMUSING TUSSLE AT THE HAGUE.

The Misses Kuyper's Religious
Scruples Force a Compromise.

London, March 22.—Court etiquet
and religious scruples have had. an
amusing tussle at The Hague. The
trouble arose when the daughters of
Dr. Kuyper, the Premier, were in-
vited to the first court ball of the sea-
ison. Low necked dresses were com-
j manded, but the Misses Kuyper con-
sidered that deccllete dresses were in-
consistent with their religious prin-
ciples. They applied for a dispensa-
tion, but received a curt reply from
the mistress of the ceremonies, who
declared that the time-honored custom
of the Dutch court, must be adhered
to. Dr. Kuyper made direct represen-

tations on the subject to Queen Wil-
helmina, with the result that a com-
promise was arranged. The Misses
Kuyper will stay away from the ball,
' but will take tea with their sovereign
in high-necked dresses the same af-
ternoon.
