Attention was then directed to the
esoiith wall, efforts being combined to
save St. Andrew's Institute, This wall
feli with a roar out into Nelson-
etreet thirty minutes after the first
one.. The heat was so intense that
telegraph posts and scaffolding on the
south side of Nelgon street commenc-
ed to burn. It was “a perfect hell,” as
one of the firemen expressed it, while
rolling in the snow and in the spray
of another jet from a hose which was
being used to cool the men and hose.

MONTREAL, Dec. 14,—Mortimer B. |

“There is a distinct prejudice against
missions in. some quarters,” said Pre-
sident Falconer in convocation hall
yesterday, ‘“but such people wholly
misunderstand the mission origin of
Christianity.

HACHBISHOPS NORESS
TO THE NEW ARRITALS

' Bids Them Be of Good Cheer—

Arrangements for Christmas
Festivities.

His Grace Archbishop Sweatman ad-
dressed a, crowded meeting at the Bri-
tish Welcome League last night on
‘‘Good Citizenship and Temperance.”

He compared the condition of life in
Lcndon, England, as he knew it forty
years ago, when he was a curate in a
large west end parish with conditions
prevailing in Canada to-day.

He said if the new arrivals would
cultivate a spirit- of self-reliance and
adapt themselves to the ways of the
country they would prosper and thank
God they came here.

live in. He appealed to those who had
not yet signed the league’s pledge to
do so, as he would like, when he met
the Bishop of London; early next sum-
mer, to tell him of that fine meeting.
As a result of his earnest solicitation,
thirty-six signed, bringing the number
of those who have signed since the
league started its temperance crusade,
to over twelve hundred.

‘This week’s increase in the nk of
England’s gold, raising those holdings to
the highest rhid-December figure since 1901,
was chiefly due to receipt of £3,000,000
more gold from Paris and to release of
£2,000,000 from the Indian Government's
reserve.

Financial
London’s view of Roosevelt is this : There
are many who consider that his activities
may in a measure have accelerated your
breakdown; but it is nevertheless held
than the panic would have come in any
case, for this cause among others—that
Europe was already greatly alarmed and
was rapidly curtalling loan facilities to
America. 3
The one charge against- Roosevelt here
is his apparent weakness for the Ilime-
ilght, when he might have worked to the
same purpose more silently by setting in
motion laws against individuals. Never-
theless, it is recognized that the evils he
combated go so to the roots of your na-
tional vices that it was absolutely neces-
sary to arouse the national conscience.

1 was
‘hemmered,” my home went, cnd my wife
and I were penniless. I started a ltile
laundry business, seeking ovders among
my foermer friends upon the exchange.
But altho they sald ‘poor chap’ at my
distress 1 only obtained two orders from
60 nien whom I approached. My wife and
I and two little children almcst starved
for a -time. Often we discussed suicide.

Gy and soul were just kept together
by the 8s or 1is a week which came from
our tiny laundry business,

1 answered advertisements for canvas-
‘8crg and clerkships, and walked miles,
but I found that my stock 'éxchange ex-
perience fitted me for little else. A clerk-
ship on the exchange I could not. obtain,
because I found that men were being dis-
charged Instead of engaged. A doctor
told me' that my children were not Hav-
ing propér food, and my wife, 'a delicate-
ly nurtured woman, luﬂorod terrible
agonies. Ever_ywnere I recelved sym-
paiby, but no work. From relatives we
were too sensifive to beg. Frequently we
have gone,a day with no food, living in a
miserable lodging.

I still make a few -mmm out of my
laundry work, - but yesterday I walked
from Putney to.the Marble Arch_to bring
‘back a bundle of washing, and the net
return wag 9d. My wife and cbildren are
in. the country, living in a tiny cottage.
I send them a little mon>y, but frequently
my wife ‘writes me pitiful letters telling
me they have net sufficient focod. When
I failed my father pald for me a com-
position of 10s in the pound. That is all
he'has ‘been able to do for me. 1 have
tried to get back on the exchange, but
without success. Now a humble friend
is trying to obtain for me a job as a
stuker and condenser-claaner on a subur-
ban electric raliway. 1f I am physically
strong enough to do the work I shall
earn £1 a week.”
