Nenagh, Ireland, April 27.—Reserva-
tions to the treaty of Versailles,
adopted in the United States senate
on March 18, by which that body went
on record as sympathizing with Ire
land and declaring she should be ad-
mitted to the league of nations
gsoon ag self-government is attained,
“registered the death of tyranny in
Ireland,” said Monsignor Michael |
Fogarty, bishop of Killaloe, in a ser-
mon here Sunday. He declared the
importance of the action of the senate
“could not be overstated,” and that it
“applied the principle of freedom to
Ireland.”

“If Ireland had had one day's rest
from the reign of terror she suffered,”
he declared, ‘“she would have cele-
brated with solemn wservices in every
church thruout the land that declara-
tion of America. But in her manacles,
from dungeons and from above the
graves of her martyred dead, she
salutes the great people of America
for this declaration of sympathy and
hope in her national struggle.

“She rejoices,” he continued, “not
only for her own sake, but for the
sake of justice and honest truth. She
rejoices that there is still one nation
vhose war flag-is not interlaced with
vile hypocrisy. With such a mighty
ally, Ireland can afford to®bide her
time in calm confidence. United,
ragolute and determined, it is only a
matter of a short time until tyranny
18 -overthrown and national justice is
made trivmphant.

QUESTION OF RAILWAYS

London, April 27.—A deflnite step
was taken today inm\the negotiations
for a loan to. China by groups of fin-
anciers of Great Britain, the United
Statés, France and Japan, when France
formally notified Great Britain that

she would join this country aud the

United States in declining to ac-
quiesce in the special treatment Japan
asked for herself. Japan wants cer-
tain railroad concessions, which the
other three countries are unwilling to
grant.

When the proposition was first
taken up by financiers in Paris almost
a year ago, it was tentatively agreed
that the loan should be secured by
the lenders taking over China's rail-
roads. Later Japan presented reserva-
tions, decaring that she would join
only if allowed to control many
strategic railroads in southern Mon-
golia and central Manchuria.

3reat Britain, the United States and
France, with one accord, declined %o
accept this, whereupon Japan present-
ed otnher reservations considerably re-
ducing the number of lines she wanted
to countr-. individually.

The roads which Japan most desires
to control arec those already operated
by Japanese, and in conversations and
correspondence Japan has maintained
it to be very difficult for her to re-
linquish her hold to a joint control.

There are differences of opinion in fin--

ancial and political quarters here as
to what the outcome will be.

An influential member of the Brit-
ish group told the Associated Press he
believed the Japanese reservations to
be so whittled down as virtually to
conform with the ideas of the other
three countries, while a government
official, who has had much to do with
the negotiations, said he believed Japan
finally would get some important con-
cessions, but not so much as she was
asking for. Both were agreed. and
the belief is-also held in other quarters
that there is no danger at this stage
of the negotiations breaking down.

The amount of the loan in question
is reported as £5,000,000, and a Peking
despatch last February said the Chi-
nese government had accepted the loan
stipulations of bankers of Great
Britain, France, the United States and

SHENTIST OFFERS
THEDRYOF MTTER,
SPE MO TIE

Says Division of Atom Into
Two Parts Gives Entirely °
Newt Conception.

NAMES THEM QUANTELS

Washington. April 27.—An entirely
new theory of the structure of matter
was presented today at the concluding
sessions of the annual gathering of
the National Academy of Sciences by
Dr. Irving Langmuir of the General

Electric Company research laboratory.
Explaining that his conclusions lead
to a new conception of energy, force,
time, space, magnetism and all the
general properties of matter, In,
Langmuir asserted that ‘space and
time have a structure analogous to
that of matter.”

Heretofore, the speaker said, the
usual conception of the relative order
of the components of matter has been
atoms, electrons, molecules and
particles. His ohservationg add a new
division, smaller even than the atom,
which he has named ‘the ‘“quantel.”
It consists of two parts, he said, posi-
tive and negative, present everywhere
in space moving in all directions with
the velocity of light and capable of
passing thru matter; They con-
stitute, he added, what has heretofore
been known as the “ether of space”
and cause all of the phenomena . of
1ght, ‘electricity, mass and energy.

The atructure of everything that is
can be built up out of his conception of
the quantel, Dr. Langmuir said. The
theory explains all of the mysterious re-
lationships heretofore known to exist be-
tween spectral lines, be asserted, pre-
dicting that it would lead to the discovery
of many new relationships.

His observations also demonstrated a
new principle of reversibility, Dr. Lang-
muir declared, that leads to the deduc-
tion that light proceeds in straight (ines

This is a word of warning to Mrs.
Toronto Housewife. The next time
the collector of rags, bones, papers and
bottles comes to her house and she
has anything for sale, she should ask
him, just double theiprice he has been
paying in the past. These men are
becoming fat and rich at her expense.
Altho these collectors are paying you
pre-war prices for your rags, they are
disposing of them to their middlemen
at nearly 200 per cent. over pre-war
prices. To be exact, before the war
the collector sold his rags for two and
one-half cents per pound; today he
asks and gets seven cents ‘per pound.

As a large wholesale dealer told The
World yesterday, these collectors be-
fore the war- hardly had a push cart
to their names, but today, they nearly
all possess a horse and cart and have
lots of money in the bank. In faet,
once again the poor public has become
the goat. p ‘

&

All Rags Advance.

All rags, however, have greatly ad-
vanced in price. Tailors’ clippings,
for instance, which sold before the
war for 10 cents per pound, now fetch
as high as 26 cents on the wholesale
market. The World yesterday tried to
ascertain if the housewife, by sorting
her rags into the various grades, could
then demand a higher rate. This was
declared to be an impossible scheme,
as it was said she could not do it in-
telligently. Neither the collector nor
the middleman sort the rags; it is left
to the big wholesaler. who works upon
a definite plan in grading his rags
and papers. The only hope for the
householder, it was stated, was to de-
mand a higher price from the collector.

TURN DOWN OFFER

Operators Proposed Wage In-
crease Averaging Around

Fifteen Per Cent.

New York, April 27.—The general
scale committee of the anthracite
mine workers, at a meeting late today,
rejected the counter offer of the oper-
ators, covering their wage demands.

The operators, it was learned, of-
fered wage increases averaging ap-
proximately 15 per cent. but.did not
grant the closed shop or the universal

eight-hour day. ;

‘Pne scale committee instructed their
representatives to report their action to
the operators at tomorrow night's meet-
ing of the sub-committee appointed to
negotiate the- new agreement and make
jurther efforts to get a wmore Iavoreble
proposition.

The miners’ committeemen, it was
stated, were unanimous in rejecting the
offer.

The operators offer 6f a wage in-
crease averaging around 16 per cent.
gives the miners about half as much
as their modified demand relating to
wages asked. In this demand the snin-
ers asked an advance equal to the award
recently given the bituminous coal dig-
gers by the presidential coal' commis-
sion, which amounted to approximately
a thirty per cent. increase for the con-
tract miner, and $1 a day for the day
workers, !

The miners’ demand for a closed shop
contract and an eight hour day, was
also denied by the operators, as were
a number of others of the ‘17 demands
presented by the anthracite workers.

The text of the written reply of the
operators to the miners was withheld
today by the sub-committee in charge of
the negotiations. They said that the
counter offers could not be made public
until after the meeting of the sub-com-
mittee scheduted for seven o'clock to-
morrow night,

Miners’ representatives said tonight
that should the operators stand on their
counter offers as final, their next move
would be to call a tri-district convention
of mine workers. The matter will be
laid before the miners for final action.

~ 20-MILE ZONE

Further Demands Made by
Japanese on Russian Soviet

in Siberia.

Viadivostok, April 27.—An aftermath
of the first session of the Russian-
Japanese commission for the liquida-
tion of the evenis of April 4 and 5,
when the Japanese took possession of
Viadivostok, has been the publication
in the newspapers of new demands
by the Japanese command on the pro-
visional government, that Russian
armed forces, of whatever political
party, must evacuate a 80-kilometre
zone wherever Japanese troops are
stationed in Siberia. . These demands
were made at the beginning of the ses-
sion, and it was 'askd that they be kept
secret, but M. Vilensky, the special
soviet commissioner, gave them out to
the press.

Publication of the demands brought
out a lengthy statement from the
Japanese command, that, in view of
the publicity the Russians were giv-
ing the proceedings of the commission,
it was necessary to sta™ the Japanese
version of the events in, Siberia since
the formation of the provisional gov-
ernment. Thé statement placés re-
sponsibility on the Russian revolu-
tionary command, which, it says, has
not been willing to co-operate with.
the Japanese command in Siberia.

The new Japanese demands - virtu-
ally mean liquidation of the Russian
armed forces in far eastern Siberia.
The reply of the Russian commission
to the Japanese demands include an
assurance of evacuation by the Rus-
slan forces after the Japanese forces
have been withdrawn, which evacua-
tion in some districts has already been
announced, ’

The Ruseians, however, ingis’ on

maintaining sufficient forces to aid in
guarding the railway, assisting the
evacuation of the Czechs, and for co-
operating with the allied railway or-
ganizations. They also wish to main-
tain sufficient naval craft to guard
the fisheries and coast line.

Laondon, April 27—The Austrian Na-
tional Assembly has just passed a bill
whiéh, in the opinion of the ' Social
Dernocrats, is to put an end to the ab-
sence of rights of Austrian domestic
servants, now called “domestic assist-
ants,” whom the revolution has ‘en-
franchised, says a despatch from the
Vienna coftespondent of - The Morning

—Post.. The new law.may be regarded
as the first fruit of woman ‘suffrage. in
Austria., :

There was a hard struggle for the
bill in the committee of social admin-
istration. - The representatives of the
bourgeaisie raised numerous objections
to the provisions of the original text
of the measure as proposed by the So-
cial Democrats, and, indeed, many a
clause was either eliminated or greatly
modified. ;

The validity of the law is confined to

cities whose
population exceeds 5000 persons, while
the rights of agricultural servants will
be fixed later by the provincial diets.
The measure, which ‘necessarily will
produce great changes in many a
househeld, is, of course, of the greatest
importance for Vienna, because it is
hoped that it will centribute to the di-
minution of the present great shortage
of servants here, which is illustrated by
the fact that only 52,000 households
out of a total of 510,000 are provided
with servants,
Nine Hours for Rest.

Immediately - upon entering his or
her post, the domestic assistant may
claim from the employer a “service

| certificate,” detailing in writing the
extent and kind of services to be
pverformed. The wages must be paid
on. the first day of each month, while
. board-wages have to be paid in ad-
vance -every fortnight.” If board is

Bonus After Ten Years,

A novélty {s the provision that the
employér has to pay to the servant who
has been in his house for more than ten
years a quarter of his or her Yearly
wages when leaving the gervice. This
amount rises by five per cent. for every
successive year. Those servants, how-
ever, haye no claim to guch extra pay-
ment who are themselves responsible
for the severance of the relations,

The character the employer must give
to his domestic assistant when leaving
the post must not contain anything but
a statement regarding the length of time
and kind of service.

Domestic  assistants,
vices of superior kind, as, for instance,
governesses, are entitled to a three
hours’ rest during the day, an annual
ieaye of between two and four weoeks,
and to six weeks as perlod for giving

! notice.

Quarrels between employers and do-
mestic assistants are no longer settled
by the police, but by ordinary courts of
justice of the lowest category. More-
over, in Vienna, speclal arbitration of-
fices will be estiblished for settling dis-
putes betweoen employers and servants.

Agua Prieta, ‘Sonora, April 27—
Rebel troops are preparing to march
on Mexico City from "the "State ‘of

Guerrero, General P. BElias Calles,
commander-in-chief of the “liberal
constitutionalist” army, announced
here today.

The revolution in Guerrero, he said,
was more serious for the Mexican fed-
eral] government than the movement
in Sinaloa, where troops under Gen-
eral Angel Flores continue to progress
towards Mazatlan. The revolutionists
from Sinaloa and Sonora plan to join
with the rebels in Guerrero for the
attack on Mexico City.

Capture of Mazatlan by the rebels
they expect, will easily lead to the
subjugation of the balance of Sinaloa
and rapid progress thru Nayarit,
which is said tp be sympathetic with
the Sonora cause. In Jalisco, the next
state south, revolutionary forces are
said to be making headway, as it re-
ported also the case in Colima, where
the capital city «of Colima and the
port of Manzanillo are objectives of
the victorious rebel troops. Michocahn
also was reported in revolt against
Carranza, and adjoins Guerrero.

General Alvaro Obregon was said to be
directing the revolutionary movements
dn Guerrero, after having fled recently
from the Mexican capitol. Reports from
El Paso that a force of Carranza troops
in Chihuahua city had revolted gave
strength to the rebels’ assertions that
Carranza - officials, massing troops in
western Chihuahua for an attack on
Sonora, were having difficulty in or-
ganizing their ny€n for battle. Military
headquarters have forecast that withia
two weeks communication by rail from
the border of the United States to Mexico
City would be completely cut off.

; Rebels Are Reinforced.

More soldiers arrived here today from
éastern Sonora and &outhern ‘parts of the
state. More were enroute, ‘it was said,
and it was stated at military head.
Quarters that should Carranza postpone
an attack on Sonora, rebel troops from
this state would attack Chihuahua,

Sonora officials said they had been
advised that Colonel Felipe Del Arco
‘would revolt with his men at Chihuahua
City. They said arrangements had been
made whereby De! Arco and command-
ers in two other important Carranza
garrison citles in Chihuahua State were
to join the revolution simultaneously at
@ prearranged time. A bulletin issued
at headquarters by General Calles to-
day eaid General Manuel K. Dieguez,
who was named to lead the Carranza
troops ageinst Sonora thru Sinaloa has
been unable to get transportation for
his men from Jalisco to Sinaloa or to
recruit forces in Jalisco. Many of the |
Dieguz soldiers, the bulletin said, had |
deserted in Jallsco and joined rebel
bands. General Francisco Murguia in
Tamaulipas also has lost several garri-
sons, which deserted to the revolution-
ary forces, it was stated. |

Col. Yoldi, who was proclaimed com-
mander of the revolutionary army in
Nayarit by Governor Jose Santos Godi-
nez, is harrassing federal troops under
General Francisco de Santiago, who has
been attempting to go to the aid of Car-

ranza troops in Sinaloa, the bulletin
gaid.

This is' ex-
pected to occupy the committee’s time
temorrow One of the pensions com-
missioners will also be called tomor-
ow, )

The question of night sittings has
been shelved until the end of the week,
but it is felt that neéxt week will
probably see their beginning.

Need 25 Per Cent. Increase.

An increase of 25 per cent. all
round is necessary if pensioners are
to live comfortably under the present
standards of living, according to evi-
dence given before the: special com-
mittee on pensions and re-establish-
ment today by Miss Helen R. Y. Reid
of Montreal. Miss Reid stated that
many soldiérs’ children in Montreal
were suffering from malnutrition.

The Canadian Patriotic Fund, of which
Miss Reid is an official, is carrying a
heavy burden because of the inaedquacy
of the pensions’ scales. Officials of the
fund felt, however, that they should not
be called upon to augment government
allowanoes., They had other dependents
of soldiers on 'their lists who were not
receiving any pension or allowances, and
with the additional burden removed, the
fund could carry on for some years. The
whole question of augmenting payments
from the patriotic fund would be dis-
cussed at a meeting of the national
committee to be held in O®awa this
'week.

A Toronto Witness.

Miss O. McDonald, a pensions’ board
investigator from Toronto, thought a 2§
per cent, increase would be e ‘splendid
thing’’ for the pensioners. However, she
said, most of .the widowed pensioners
worked in order to save money, and they
would probably do the same if thelr pen-
slons were increased.

During the afterndon two Ottawa
widows were examined. One of these
was receiving only $20' per month pen-
sion, on account of her only son. Out of
this she paid $10 for & room and had to
work to inaintain ~herself, :The other
pensioner .maintainedcfour. children on
$87 per month, but 0. do so she had to
go out and wo;}t. Her husband had
been killed three years ago.

h_Ottawa, April 27—(By Canadian
Press.)—Discussion in the house . to-
night of what a facetious member
termed a "hardy perennial” led  the
way to strong charges  against the
Canada Steamship Lines. For some
years J. E., Armstrong of East Lamb-
ton has sought to have the railway
act so amended as to bring shipping
on inland waters and in the coastwise
trade under the control of the railway
commission, !

Again, today Mr. Armstrong’s Mill
was before the house—on second
reading. Mr. Armstrong took oppor-
tunity to duk the Canada Steamship
Lines a war baby. “You talk of gold
and silver mines,” deglared Mr, Arm-
strong, “but the C(&nada Steamship
Lines made more profit last year than
all the gold and silver mines in Can-
lada.” Incorporated in 1913 on a capi-
tal of less than $6,000,000, the finan-
cial statement of the Canada Steam-
ship Lines showed last year a surplus
of seven millions and assets totalling
50 millions.

Took in Freight Rates.

All this, he said, had beem exacted
from the pockets of the people in the
form of excessive freight rates. Rail-
way freight rates on western grain
were controlled. But when the grain
reached Fort William it was turned
over to a group of vessel owners who
were not under any form of govern-
ment eontrol. Steamship lines had ex-
acted from. the farmers of western
Canada 10.cents a bushel more than
they ought to have done. On a crop
of 3000,000,000 bushéls this would be
$80,000,000.

Mr, Armstrong’s argument, however,
was contested by members sitting on
his own side of the house. Edmund
Bristol of Toronto <€entre claimed
that Mr. Armstrong had mis-stated
the assets of the Canada Steamship
Lines. Rates on wheat during the
war, said Mr. Bristol, were fixed by
the Canada Wheat Board. The only
way to get cheaper rates was by
building more ships.

Adjourn Debate.
¢ Debate on Mr. Armstrong’s bill was
adjourned shortly before midnight on
a motion by Dr. Reid, minister of
railways. Dr. Reid urged that the
bill, being of such importance, should
be ‘sent to the railway committee,
where all interests could be heard.
The only supporter of the bill during
the evening wae J. Y. Reid, member
of the National Progressive Party
from Mackenzie,
Amerided License Fees.

 HONORARY DEGREE

Wycliffe Collfge Makes Rec-
' tor of St. Paul’s a Doctor

‘ L of Divinity.

‘pr. H. J. Cody, rector: of St., Paul's
Anglican Churcn, was last night the

recipient of the highest honor coafer-
y Wycliffe College, namely, the

y Rev, Thomas R. O’Meara, princi-
pal of tae college, who paid many
glowing verbal tributes to the work
of the former minister of educatioH,
telling of Dr. Cody's work in ‘conneé-
tion with his government work, his
success as rector of St. Paul's, and
his achievements as a scholar and as
a professor at Wychffe. Dr. N. W,
Hoyles, president of the coliege, pro-
nounced the presentation sentence,
“By authority of this council I con-
fer . on you tae degree of doctor of
d@ivinity, honoris causa.” 2

Right Rev. W. C. White, bishop of
Honan, China, was-also given a de-
gree similarf to that conferred on Dr.
Cody. Rev. Mr. White has spent a
Jifetime in the work in China, and
has been particularly prominent in
in the anti-opium mevement, and in
the work to combat leprosy.’

A Natural ldealist. ’

“Dr. Cody's voice was always raised
on beaalf- of national idealism,” said
Rev. Canon O’'Meara.. “We are all
proud of the service rendered to the
province by Dr. Cody, as minister of
education. In spite of the brevity of
his term, he performed an 1mmortel
ml’k."

Turning to Dr. Cody’s work in «con-
pection with the synod, Mr. O’Meara
mentioned valuable services in the
construction of the present Anglican
hymn book. He told of the new doc-
tor of divinity's clerical work and of
his record at Wycliffe, where “he
left a:d indelible mark on the minds
of the graduated.”

Dr. Cody said that it was with a
peculiar sense of satisfaction that he
was permitted to take the place of an
honared graduate of the college. “It is
a stimulus to try to serve better in
the future than in the past.”

Tells of Past Experiences.

Becoming reminiscent, the rector of
8t. Paul's told of past experiences, of
his work in college, church and govern-
ment, and of the men with whom he has
come in contact during the last thirty
years of his life, He mentioned many
names and passed out just as many ver-
bal bouquets. Men who were famous in
his college days, but are now almost
forgotten, and men wao have since gvon
the respect of their fellow-workers, were
marshaled before the audience in the
eloquence of the speaker and ¢ueir
achievements renewed in the minds of
the listeners. The work of L#2. Sheridan,
dogmatic theologist, of Dr. Hoyles, and
of J. Herbert Mason, educationist,
came in for particular commendation,
and comment,' sometimes serious, some-
times amusing, was made.

The occasion was the 43rd annual com-
mencement of Wycliffe College, and the
presentation of diplomas, the reading of
the honor list of students, and the read-
ing of reports, accordingly took up a
large part of the evening. The large
auditorium at the college was too small
to contain the numbers of students,
their relatives, and the admirers of the
two honorary D.D.’s.

and the Harris Abattoir, themselves,
would have had to let out almost a
thousand employes apiece, and e¢ther
large firms would have been equally af-
fected tho not in such large numbers.
Organization among the butcher work-
ers was excellent, altho financial as-
sistance was not as strong a factor as
might’ have proved necessary ha a
stnlke been declared. - But, the spirit of
the men was determined, and the con-
sequences of the strike might have been
disast'rous to the best interests, both of
the city and the industry itself,
History of Negotlations.

The history of the negotiations goes
back some weeks, when the executive of
the union presented demands for an in-
crease in wages to a dollar an hour,
with privileges of lunch and tea periods
and other desirable conditions, condi-
tions said to have been made imperative
thru the arduous and long-continued
strain which the employes underwent in
the course of their dutjes. The packers
did not see their way to grant the in-
creaseg desired, and offered .an increase
of five cents. Negotiations were con-
tinued at some length, it being the aim
of the representatives of the men to at-
tain their ends and at the same time
preserve the best possible relatfons with
the employers. They finally demanded
an increase of seven cents, with the pro-
viso that, if accepted, the packers should
under no circumstances raise the price
of eommodities to the public. The pack-
ers maintained their offer of five cents
increase until yesterday afternoon, when
as an eleventh hour move they made a
further increase of one cent an hour,
which has been accepted, 1t is under-
stood that on the new basis the wages
of the men will be increased to about 60
c¢ents an hour.

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Underestimated Quantity ofl
Timber on Crown Lands by/
’ About Fifty Per Cent.

Lumber Company was examined yes-
terday by Crown Attorney R. T. Hard-
ing before Commissioners Riddell and
Latchford, in connection With alleged
discrepancies in the company's and
the government report as to the
quantity of lumber within the crown
limits of Ontario. The result of the
investigation so far “shows that the
company underestimated the number
of feet of timber by 50 per .cent. in
proportion to the government estimate.
Technical evidence was taken con-
cerning the methods of measurement
employed and the quantity usually
deducted to cover wastage. The hon-
esty and accuracy with which the
company's employes make their re-
port was also called into question,
whereupon Justice Latchford remark-
ed that *If scaler, foreman and lum-
bermen are dishonest, the public have
no protection.” - \

Figures Given.

Examination by"Mr. Harding brought
out the following figures: In 1918-19
a’ report to the government showed a
cut of 8,761,234 feet. The records of
the company at the various mills show
a cut of 30,113,979. The previous year
10,969,026 feet were reported to the
government. The mill records show a
cut of 34,337,620 feet. In the year
1916-17, a total of only 22,848,334 feet
were reported to the. government,

COST-TO PROVINCE
OF SUPERANNUATION

Details Given of gPremier
Drury’s Bill Concerning -
Civil Servants.

-

The cost to the province for the first
year, under the civil servants’ super-
annuation bill introduced by Premier
Drury, is estimated at $12,000 for the
first year, and about $35,000 a year
thereafter, as 110 civil servants will be
atftected at once by the terms of the
act.

The bill provides for the superannua-
tion of civil servant3 who, at the age
of 70, have served ten years, and for
persons with ten years service, ‘who are
compelled to retire at an earlier age
‘thru infirmity. The funds are to be
contributed ® from the salaries of the
servants and from the government trea-
sury.

Every male. employe must have his
life insured for at least $5000 or the
board will insure him and deduct the
premiums from his salary.

The personal representatives of an
employe who dies after ten years’' ser-
vice, or, if the sum he has contributed
to the fund, with five per cent. interest,
is greater, then the greater amount wiil
be paid.

One-half of the superannuation allow-
ance will be paid to the widow of the
deceased employe and his children un-
der 18 years of age.

When an employe dies with less than
ten years’ service, the amount to be
paid will be the sums paid in by him to
the fund, plus five pér cent. interest.

Maximum Payable.

The maximum amount payable is $2000,
and will be paid in monthly instalments,
and be exempt from garnishment, judg-
ment for seizure, and is not assignable.

A public superannuation board will de-
termine when an employe is eligible for
retirement, and the board will be com-
posed of the provincial civil service com-
missioner, a representative of the Civil
Service Association, and one member of
each recognized party in the legislature.

Widows and children receiving benefits
under the act are not to be eligible for
mothers’ pensions or other allowances
from the province. \

The percentage to be deducted fr%n
employes’ salaries, as contributions 0
the funds, are fixed according to the ages
of the employes, and range from 2% per
cent. to 9 per cent.

The act comes into, force on June 15
next.

Ottawa, April 27.—It was announced
at militia headquarters today that Col.

H. C. Bickford, C.M.G., general staff.
officer, Military District No. 2, Toron-
to, is about to retire, owing to pres-
sure of private business affairs, dnd
return to civil Iife. Col. Bickford gra-
duated from the Canadian militia to
the 68th Dragoon Guards (Carabin-
fers) Imperial Army, and served for a
considerable number of years in Great
Britain, India and elsewhere, He
served in the South African war, and
was awarded the Queen’s and King’s
medal, mentioned in despatches, and
the Royal Humane Society’s medal for
saving life. On the outbréak of the
great war he volunteered for services
overseas, but was assigned to duty as
general staff officer, Military District
No. . Subsequently he did proceed to
France for a short perfod,  but was
called back to Canada for duty. .
Trained Many Troops.

In 1915 he was appointed to the
permanent staff, Military District No.
2, with headquarters in Toronto, which
furnished nearly one-quarter of . the
entire Canadian expeditionary force,
and in 1916 had some 48,000 troops
under training at one time at Camps
Borden and Niagara. For the training
of these troops Col. Bickford was prin-
cipally responsible, and he carried out
his duties with marked success. In
1918 he was appointed to command the
infantry brigade of the Canadian ex-
peditionary force (Siberia), with the
rank of brigadier-general.

STATUS OF POLICEMEN |

They Are Not to. Be Classed
as Employes of Public
Utility.

Ottawa. April 27. — (Canadian
Press).—Discussion of the ‘industrial
disputes act was proceeded with
when the royal commission on uni-
fication of labor laws met today. Ad-
dresses on the subject were made by
Hon. G. D. Robertson, minister ,of
labor; Tom Moore, president of the
Trades and Labor Congress; J. G.
Merrick, representing the Canadian
Manufacturers’ and Employers’ As-
sociation, and F. A. Acland, deputy
minister of labor. Hon. Mr. Robert-
son took occasion to say that he and
the department of labor were honest-
1( anxious to make progress on the
IIne of industrial disputes legislation.
No government, however, would at-
tempt to enact labor legielation until
it had been carefully thought out,
and the feelings of all classes of
people to be affected by it had been
made known. That was the object of
such meetings as the present one.

Cannot Bow to Class.

It ldbor legislation sought by labor
men could be whipped into shape and
made reasonably acceptable to other
parties interested, said the minister of
labor, the government was prepared to
go ahead and do what was reasonable
and fair in the interests of all.
government was not, however, in a po-
sition to accept suggestions from only
one class of the Canadian people more
than another. He expressed the opinion
that machinery should be established,
whether provincial or federal, that would
be available when needed to settle dis-
putes in industries outside all the pub-
lic utilities now covered by the alct.
During the past year the federal board
had been frequently requested to grant
boards for industries outside its juris-
diction.,

Status of Policeman. !

F. A. Acland, deputy minister of labor,
referred to the difficulties created by
disputes in connection with municipal
operations, such as street railways, water
works, gas, etc. Other employes, such
as policemen and firemen, who do not
come under the class of public utilities
had asked for boards, but the department
of justice has distincetly ruled that
policemen could not be classed as a pub-
lic utility. Hence, the department could
not establish a board. There was much
to be said for having firemen and police-
men brought within the scope of some
statute which sould enable men to have
an enquiry into their grievances.

Industrial Councils.

Tom Moore argued that policemen
were a public necessity, if not a public
utility. Every effort should be made to
avoid withdrawing the labor of police-
men from a city or municipality, but at
present there was no method to decide
matters in dispute between policemen
and their employers. There was a ne-
cessity for® some impartial arrangement
by which' their case could be judged by
an unprejudiced tribunal.

Mr. Moore suggested the establishment
of industrial councils to deal with dis-
putes between the employes of govern-
ment departments and the government.
He felt that, as the industrial disputes
act had been accepted by the-provinces
for such a long period, that the right of
the Dominion government to deal with
disputes had been acknowledged. There
was growing a fendency among the
workers to prefer arbitration rather than
strikes as a method of settlement,

J. G, Merrick expressed the opinion
that the present act was ideal. He
would like to see¢ it extended to the
municipal and provincial public utilities,
civil servants, policemen, firemen and
other individuals who are under the di-
rect jurisdiction of municipalities or
towns. -

The committees of the commission
will meet tomorrow ~morning, and the
full’ session will be cantinued in the af-
ternoon.

Mr. Meighen sald that the exception
from the land settlement act of sol-
diers Who did not go overseas was
not in the nature of a penalty, The
government was compelled to fix a
1limit to expenditure under this head,
and the line had been drawn for the
time being, at men who served over-
seas.

$58,000000. P

Loans for Soldiers., -

W. F. Maclean (York) asked if the
act could not be made to provide for
loans to returned soldlers, not on the
lands, who were bulilding their own
homes. Mr. Meighen replied the com-
mittee on civil re-establishment ‘had
considered this point and had decided
that the federal government would aot
at present consent to take the respon-
sibility for suca loans,

J. F. Reild, (Mackenzie) urged the
claims of the men who did not get
overseas. Most of them deserved every
considgration and he .knew one man
permanently disabled.thru an accident
while on duty, who could not get the
privileges of the land settlement act
because he did not go overseas. Mr,
Meighen replied the act would hardly .
te made elastic enough to cover ex-
traordinary and isolated cases. 0

Little Land Ngar Railways.

Ih answer to a. question by Dr, J,
W. BEdwards, Frontenac, Mr, Meighen
stated that the amount of minion
lands reasonably near a railway avail-
able for resettlement was very small.
About one-quarter of the men who
qualified under the act, or 6500, had
taken up land. Others have bought
land. Up to March 31 last, 50,422 re-
turned men had applied for land set-
tlement privileges, 86,880 had qualified,
and abput 1656 were now being trained
to work on the land.

Would Aid Soldier Fishermen.

'Willlam Duff (Lunenburg) advo-
cated a strong plea for some measure
of re-establishment for soldier fisher-
men. J, N. Sinclair (Antigonish),
Hon. W. 8. Fielding, Hon. D. D. Mc-
Kenzie, A. W. Chisholm (Inverness)
and H, 8. Clements (Vancouver) sup-
ported the plea.

Hon. Arthur Meighen explained that
the question was now before the spe-
cial committee of re-establishment.
This class of returned men was the
next in line from the standpoint of
securing as much increased production

@s possible for money éxpended. He

did not want to trespass on the com-
mittee’s work, but any recommenda-
tions it made along this line would be
very carefully- and favorably consider-
ed by the governnient. He saw no
reason why legislation should not be
introduced at the present session.
Several clauses passed without amend-
ment, one providing for postponement of

" accrued interest payments for two years

on lands and three years on stock ad-
vances. Mr, Bureau objected that three
years was too long to give for stock
credits. Stock might not be alive at the
end of that time.

The bill was reported and stands for
third reading.

The ¢ity council shas declared for
daylight saving—for cheaper daylight,
thru a saving in the consumpiion of
artificial light.  'The sun ought to be
an indisputable national assét, but
when parliament refuses to make the
most of it, there seems. no good rea-
son why the cities shouldn’t, under
the system of home rule that now
prevails,

It was one

of  the “anomalies of
respect for parlitmentary government
last year that, within twenty-four
hours after the house of commons re-
jected- the proposal te enact daylight
saving, as it was in forece in 1918, all
the government departments adopted
the measure their employers had turn-
ed down because the farmer dislikes
the pain of being kept from the field
on dewy mornings, and of seeing the
hired man hike to town while yet the
sun was high.

This ex-
pense being borfié by the people of Can-
ada, It would be just as fair to allow
employes of a city street railway to
travel free of charge on the municipal
street railway for a certain period each
year. ,

I noticed by the press that the sys-
tem of Franking, or sending goods free
by express, is to be discontinced. That
in my opinion is on a.par with free
passes for railway employes,

Railway employes are about the hest
paid class of people in Canada, and,
therefore, can better afford to pay the
cost of traveling than most of others,
but, of coeurse, that really should not
enter into the argument.

Possibly from three to ten million
dollars per year could be saved if these
passes were discontinued, and it would
be much fairer to all the people of Can-
ada who have to pay for the upkeep of
all railways.

Regarding the necessity of an increase
of rates, it strikes me that even i{f the
government raidlways are running.at a
loss it would be better to keep that loss
at a minimum and not raise the rates.
The reason being that our good friends
the ;C.P.R. would not be able to raise
theirs, "Some people might say, well the
C.P.R. are handling freight and traffic
at.a loss at the present time, and as
the costs of operation have advanced so
much it is but fair they should be al-
lowed to raise their rates. My answer
would be the C.P.R. has made millions
already, and seeing that they can well
afford it, it is but fair to the public
that they should operate at a 1loss, or
Just break even for a few years. And
apparently the only way to do this i#
for the railway commission not to grant
a raisge in rates.

The writer feels sure the people &f
Canada would sooner pocket a loss of
a few millions per year on  their own
railways,
Trunk and Grand Trunk Pacific, than
to hand the C.P.R. about the same num-
ber of millions extra. They certainly

often asked. 7The rags, after being
graded by the wholesaler in Teronto,
are sold te paper makers and manu-
facturers of shoddy cloth. The so-call-
‘ed wuol rags are purchased by mills |
makKing thread for shoddy cloth mak-
ers. The rag after treatment produces
a Humber of short ends of wool or
wool and cotton combined. These ends,
by means of .machinery, are twisted
together and made into a spool length,
and then sold to the shoddy manufac-
turer, and for all the housewife knows,
her husband's new coat has been pare
tially made from the product of some
old rags she sold for a few cents.
Make Good Paper.

The cotton rags, such as the insides
of shoes, house clothes, sheets, etc,,
eare sold by the wholesaler to mills
making paper for writing purposes
and books. These rags are pulped and
mixed with ®ther material to make a
good, sound, strong paper. The ma-
Jority of this class of rag is sent
from Ontario to "Quebec, and at the
present time there is a big demand
for such madterial.

At the present moment it is possible
to obtain a good price for old news-
papers and magazines. Before the war, |
the wholesale price for old papers was
$8 per ton; today as much as $30 is
being asked and paid. The market
varies very much, however, but all
thru last year the average price paid
by the mills to Toronto wholesalers
was about $15 per ton. Nearly all this
class of paper is despatched to mills in
Ontario, where it is repulped and re-
turned to the city for use as news-
paper. Very little of this pulping
paper is sent to the States.

Sell Them to Butcher,

If the collector will not give a good
price for newspapers, it is said to be
a good plan to sell them to the butcher,
who in the majority of cases will pay
a price much in advance of that offer-
ed by the collector.

Many rags and pieces of cloth are
placed by housewives in the garbage
can, and they are shot with all the |
other material on to the dump-heap.
The city has some kind of a scheme '
for retrieving these rags, and have
pickers going over the dump collecting |

{ the material. Wholesale rag merchants, \
} however, doubt if the system as work-

ed at present pays any profit to the
city. In the first place, the rag is
| decreased in value by being satur-
ated by the garbage, and, secondly,
{ the pickers only collect the big pieces
| and leave the smaller to tajge care of |
themselves in the furnace. From a |
| rag dealer’s point of view, both large
| and small pieces are of equal value.
| Some cities have an endless belt sys-
| tem . for sorting garbage, by which
| anything of value passes slowly under
{ the eye of the picker, by which means
metal, rag, paper and glass are saved
for useful purposes

Thirty-Seven Cars Loaded for |
U. S.—Bakers Deny |

Profiteering. |
INGREDIENTS UP

There was little new yesterday in |
the H. C. L. so far as potatoes and
bread are concerned.

On the esplanade railway siding 37
carloads of potatoes, with an average
of 350 bags to a car, were discovered.
They were not designed, however, to
relieve the Toronto situation—they
were sold to go to the United States,
but owing to the ,raflway tie-up in
Chicago, it is difficult to transport |
them. Some of these potatoes were
sold as low as $6.25 per bag, whilst
Toronto dealers are asked by the
merchants to pay $6.25 for the same
article. The difference is said to be'
made up in the ‘present rate of ex-
change and that no labor is employed
when the buyers purchase the pota-
toes as they stand in the railway cars.

In this connection A. A. McKinnon,
one of the oldest potato dealers in the

Yet the bakers wait-
ed until February 17 before they rais-
ed the bread price, and they -waited
until the board of commerce justified
an increase of 1% cents a Ilwaf. “We
were then going along on the ragged
edge, so to speak,” saids Mr. Bredin.
“But we waited, whereas we would
have been justified in raising the
price in December, for $2.25 a barrel
is equal to 1% cents a loaf.
Many Other Causes,

“There are many other causes—the
price of sugar, which before the war
we hought at 3% and 4 cents a pound;
the price of oats, which we used to
buy at 45 or 50 cents a bushel, and are
rniow $1.15; and a long list of rising
¢osts like that.”

“What about wages? Do you blame
them,” “Nb, we do not lay the blame
for'the bread increase on wages. That
is not contended at all, altho we' have
had to raise wages by a big margin.”

Secondhand Auto Sales Must
Be Reperted by All
Garage ers.

What the women in munitions en-
dured and how they responded to the
call of Liloyd George in thousands, was
graphically described. Many of these are
destroyed. physically forever, due to the
inhalations of gas. That the danger to
whi¢h women were subjected was never
half reported was shown by an instance
in which 40 were the ‘casualties given,
whereas the apéaker herself had seen
‘‘the debris of four hundred women,” A
factory with 6,600 workers had 700 cas-
ualties in a week. Dr. Batt .emphasizes
the value of chemistry to a country and
was surprised to find that Canada has
only 300 qualified - chemists, while the
United Btates has 34,000, Germany 17,000
dnd ‘the British Isles 9,000, The speaker
thought industries need developing in
Canada, where raw material {8 right at
hand. She suggested interesting the
children by taking thern to the centres
of industrial operations ‘with which they
might become familiar, .

Conditions In Austrdlia.

Life on the Australian transpert on
which she traveled to Australla, the
voyage lasting ten weeks, and during
which three hundred bables -would have
suffered muoh; due to food shortage,
were it not for the Red Cross, was also
told.
